Notas per-
won out of Rumsia, above the grade of an idiot, be-
Beves in the Czar's pacific intentions, all beiug
pretty well agreed that his condact, in this instance,
is the most flagrant transgression of international
laws and treaties ever attempted since the partition
of Polaud. The Turks are, to 8 man, eager fur the
fray, and the Christiuns of Turkey are mot a whit
better disposed towurds the Ruseian aggresor. The |

Resumé of the Latest Continental News— Probable
Termination of the Eastern Question— Commo-
dore Stringham's Interview with the Sultan—The

Great fears have lately been rife thronghout the
French provinces respecting the harvest; the recent
improvement in the weather has tended somewhat to
allay them.  While on the subject of weather 1 may
as well tell you that we had a fearful storm of hail,

thunder aud lightning bere last night, about half
past eleven o'clock, The heat had been intense dur-
iug the day, and if anything it is now on au increase. |

The Asiatic contingents have arrived at Smyroa, |
and we learn from Copgtantinople, 25th ultimo, that |
the Turkish troops were obliged to be drawn up to
protect the Austriun Consulute, and that Austrian
sailors bave been aseaulted.

It appears that after so many weeks of bragying
and blustering on the part of the Czar and his satel-
lites, and so mavy rumers of war in all parts of Eu-
rope, the whole is to be ingloriously concluded by
pegofiation. The first intimation of this slteration
in the proepects of this question was tie last maai-
fasto of Nescelrode, on the 26th ult., in which he
giye—with what truth all historic antecedents will
spenk yolumes—that * Ruoscin seeks not for con-
quests, and bas no need of them:" nay, continres he,
* we are even ready to stop the movement of onr
troops if the Porte will engage consclentiously to
respect the privileges of the orthodox Greek

Church"—that chureh, forstoth, which the Pape <tig-
mitlises a= sclhismatic, in opposition to the original
and true United Greck Church. We have nothing
to do with these polemical distinctions; but if the
Czar imagines that he will succeed in hoodwinking
Europe to his real intentions, and defend the mon-
strous outrage be lLas committed in invading the
Principalities, (as he really did near Leora on the
2d inst.) wll from religious zeal for the interests of
the Greek Church in opposition to that of Rome, he |
i# wightily mistaken. We are not mow to be in-
formed that religion has been songht ag a cloak for
the worst of crimes—for the murder of myriads of
victim. by the Inquisition—fer the bLutcheries of
Emithfield in the times of Mary—for the murder of
the Duke of Guise at Blois~ for the eruelties perpe-

trated on the black Bt. Barthclomew’s Day,and for
wany other deeds of darkuess; and if Nicholas quotes
Fl-cﬂlrtun to suit his tyrunnic purposes we knuw the
devil has done it before him. But the Czar saya he
will stap his (roops; true, pot as yet perhaps, be-
cause it is not the fitting moment; but he does not
say that he will recross the Pruth; mor will he, so
loug us a chance remalns for the acquisition ol his
favurite ubject, compelling the acquiescence of Ab-
dul Meschid in his clsims of 8 soit of ecclesiastical
imperium in imgei 10, to which he has no more right
ihun the King of Dabomey. It appeare, hosever,
that eince the publication of this manifesto, the Em-

I do not know if any of the Belgiam or English
pewspapers will give yon the following details about
the nltemft made on Tuesday last to murder Louis
Nopoleon, while he wus going to the Opera
Comique House, but you may rely upon the correct
report which 1 eend to the Naw York Herann.
1 was preeent on the spot by mere chanse, and saw
the whole transaction. It was about half-past seven
o'clock when the Emperor and Empress arrived, in a
Inrge barouche, escorted only by a few footmen and
servanis, at the entrance of the Comique Opera
theatre. This place of amurement, newly fitted up
and repainted, wns opened for the first time, par
ordre, and the opera of *“ Haydée' was to be per-
formed for the occasion. The theatre was Glled
frim pit to dome, and ns [ had a secored seat T had
been lonnging till the last moment on the chairs
pliced on the Boulevard opposite the theatre wait
ing for the hour of ecommencement. I had just
arrived on the stairs of the Opers Comifque wnen
the police officers waiting on duiy the arrival of the
Emgperor mude a rush, and the imperial earriage
arrived in front of the house. There was a con-
siderable nuber of persons around the house; and
many men in blue blouses, appearing to be workmen
of thc lowest cluss, were to be observed in the [lirat
rank of sthe crowd, just by the theatre. As soon
a8 Louis Napoleon alighted from the carringe a
shout, utiered by uboul twenty persons, aud similar
to tbe #inging of a night owl, was heard by the

peeple, who were look'ng ln sileace at the arrival of
the Clider of the Biate, aud lumediately nbout forty
wen, armed with pistols aod dagpers, (couleaur
{.ugumr’.r,} all vew wid birteht, as iF they had just
ween cul from the hands of & maker, mude a rush
towards Lows Napoleon, shouting: A mort le
tyyon!”  Fortupately for the Emperor, thcre were
around him & large posse of French polive neq, who
bad sufiicient strength to throw down about fifteen
men among the conspinutors, aud to wscnre the life
ol Lonls Napoleon, who,aa well as the Empress, did
not show the fenst four, but entered the theatre
stowly, conlly, smiling to the manager and his stull
ol cuployes, who were shouting ' Five le Em
perewr!” with the most energetie volces  As a wat-
ter of cotree fe the most nteresting “ play” was not
to be reeti Inside, but outaide the theatre, 1 romuined
without, and’ folluwed the polive officers wod their
fourteen prisoners 0 the houre of the Commissairve
de Police of the wurd where they were taken, pre-
vious 16 their traniation to the Prefecture of Police
aund Corclergerie. These desperadoss wore then
searchod by be sergens e ville, and there were
reven among them who were armed with pistols,
double-barreiled. perfectly loaded, and the seven
others with Jurge bowie knives.  They ail refused to
