.nil on hebalf of or connected with any steamboat, rail¬
road, or forwarding company, or emigrant boarding bonne
wlio sball solicit, or book any pateengcr emigrating to the
United htates. and arriving at ibe poit of New York, bofore
sneh paireuger shall have left the vessel In whtob lie has so
arrived, or who shell enter, or go on board any shin or
vs,sel, to arriving wph emigrant passengers, prior to the
landing of suoh passenger* therefrom, and also anv person,
company, or corporation, having employed snoh peraon for
the purpose of soliciting and booking sneh passengers prior
to their leaviog the vessel in which they nay a'rive, shall

he severally subject to a penalty of one bendred dollars for
each offsnee, to be rued for anil recovered in the satne
manner, and subject to the same provisions ef law aa enacted
In respect to other penalties imposed by the several aets
regulating the powers and duties of the Commissioners of

I migration. Any person violating the provisions of this
section mny also be indicted to be misdemeanor, whieh vie
Intion sball be held and taken te be a dismeanor. and he
shall, en eonvietioa. be punished by tine not exceeding one
hrndred dollars, or ins prison ment for sixty days.
