According to this order, no person is allowed
to leave the building with o package or bundle of
any kind, vnless provided withs pass or certificate
from ome of the munagers or superintendents.
j!'wadq. one of the visiters, who was evidently
guorant of the existence of such an order, was ob-
‘Berved by one of the policemen to have an unusuoal
extension of one his pockets, The officer, fearing
that something wus wrong, politely requested him to
step into the office—n request which was acceded to.
When in the office the visiter was informed of the
order, and, ufter some hesitation, produced three
articles from his pocket, two of which were books,
and the third a rum hottle! In reply to a question
by Capt. Leonard, be said that he had come from
Maine, but he did not inform him he had obtained
the botéle there.

We mention this incident to save other visiters

from any annoyance to which they might be subject
‘by taking packages into the building.
. Beveral pioces of new statnary have been placed
‘on exhibition since our last article, so that the dis-
play in this departmeut of the fine arts is already
most complete. There is, as yet, much more to
arrive, however. The number of paintings displayed
is of course limited, and will remain so till the gal-
lery is in readiness to receive them.

PHOTOGRAPHS, OR DAGUERREOTYPES, ON
PAPER.

Loog hefore Daguerre published his discovery
that iodized silver was affected by the solar
rays, and by their reflection from objects on it
produced coples of them, experiments had already
been made to produce impressions of different ob-
Jacta on paper, prepared with chloride of silver, by
means of a eolar microscope or -camera obscura.
The impression produced was a so-called negative
pictare, on acconnt of the lights and shades being
reversed—that is, the light parts were dark, and the
dark omes were light—which was produced by the
decomposition of the chloride of silver. The fixing
of the pictures was effected by means of concen-
trated ammoniac, which dissolves the undecomposed
chioride of eilver. To produce positive piciures
from thoee megative ones, another piece of paper
was prepared with chleride of silver, and the nega-
tive picture placed on the top of it, both put under
glass and exposed to the light. After some hours
an impression on the last prepared paper is visible,
with light and shade as in nature. These impres-
slons were also fixed in ammonia. But asif took
metimes one hour to get the negative impression,
% was not much nsed.

The greatest dificulty to overcome was the pro-

wdction of another chemical preparation of silver,
hich worked quicker than chloride of silver, and
pother agent to accelerate the action of light.
hell used sulphate of iron. When he had
pxposed his prepared negative paper a sufficient
time in the camera, he took it to a dark place
and there put it in a eolution of sulphate
pf iron, which brought the pleture out in
strong tints. But it was left to Mr. Talbo
to improve the art of photography, Mr. Talbot in
1839, shortly after Daguerre made known his method
of daguerreotyping, made s statement of his
photographic process to the Royal Academy of
onden. He used paper prepared with iodide of
silver, which, before putting in the camera, he made
hensitive by a solution of nitrate of silver, gallic acid,
nd acetic acid glacialia, After taking the negative
paper from the camera, nothing was visible, bat by
! g it with gallic acid And a little acetic acid,
he picture became visible ; then it was fixed in
hyposulphate of soda. A8 paper is very imperfect, Mr.
[Talbot used albumen, spread on glass, and prepared
ike the paper, which gives excellent pictures. For
pitive pictures, chloride of silver is generally unsed.
American, English,French and German chemists have
ed toimprove this art, till wesee views and portraits
broduced which will compare with daguerreotypes.
albumen retards the photogenic action, different
hther preparations have been used in its stead, such
8 collodian, gutta percha dissolved in ether, rice
our, and starch made of wheaten flonr. A descrip-
on of the whole process wonld be too minute and
edious to render it interesting to the general reader.
The pictures are preferred by some to the da-
uerreotypes, o3 they can be seen by any light, and
o ensily finished like oil or water color paintings.
mong the American daguerreotypes we fiud da-
‘nerreotypes on paper, called crystallotypes, by Mr.
Vhipple, of Boston. They are the most perfect of
ir kind that we bave yet scen, and presentn varied
Oeetion of views and portraits. These, however,
uve been copled from dsguerreotypes. Inaddition to
jese are o pumber of others, called * solographs,”
hibited by E. €. Hawkins. They are both plain
nd colored, and are well execnted.
In the French department, we find photographs
Blancard & FEverard, who have done much
improve the photographic art. They repre-
st views of different places in France, and some
o coples of pictures and engravings—as many as
he hundred and fifty positive pietares from a nega-
ve one by an accelerating process similarto that by
‘hich negatives are produced.

UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT.
FIRE ARMS.

“In times of peace prepare for war,"” says the pro-
h; and the polished cannons, glittering bayonets,
A revolving rifles, in the American department, indi-
te that we fully appreciate the saying. Upon the
skirts of the American contributions are located
lege weapons of war, en arrangement somewhat
legorical, inasmnch as they form a sort of breast-
ork in defenee of American progress, as they have
hne in years gone by, I'rom the time gunpowder
a8 Invented to the present day, fire arms have been
wlergoing a continual change, and the records of
ortality upon the battle-fields of each successive
show how effectual have been the improvements
these Instruments of death, One of the new in-
ptions whieh have been made in fire arms, and
hich bids fair to supersede all others extant, is that
Parry Washington Porter, of Tennessce, Itis
on exhibition at the Crystal Palace, and no one

n examine it withont feeling convinced that it is
tined, at no very distant day, tomaterially change
present arts of war. Porter's sell-loading rifle
fn its construction and use, as simple as 1k is
mmendable. The inventor has bestowed upon
i rifle years cf close attention, and success
attended the consummation of his labora

s barrel and stock of this gun are not very different
n the ordinary rifie, the invention being confined
the lock alone. That which composes the lock of
s present riflo is fustened forward, with a hinge, to
barrel of the gun, and & spring or latch fastens
other end of the lock to the stock. This latth
turned, the lock swings forward like a gute,

and to it are attached all the principal appliances of
the invention, The guard of the hand, over the
trigger of the ordinary gun, swings with the lock on
Porter's rifle, and upon it depends the evolutions
and works for firing. The barrel is fastened to the
tock npon the side opposite the lock, by a long steel
arm, (a centinuntion of the barrel,) between which
end the lock, when closed, is an open space, abont
three inches in length, and a half or three quarters
of an inch in width. At the front of this space is
the open butt of the rifle barrel, and at the other end
is the wooden termination of the stock. A cylinder,
about three inches in clroumierence, in which are
the charges, fits tightly in this aperture, and com-
pletes the invention. Around the edge of this
cylinder are nine holes mmoning towards its
centre, in which are placed the powder and ball;
at the lower end of each charge, into the side
of the revelving eyilnder, are the touchholes, which
successively full under the hammer of the lock and
communicate with the cap. The latch of the lock
heing opened, the lock is thrown forward, and this
pine charged cylinder is set edgewise into the
aperture, at the foot of the barrel, with its axiv on
one sice reaching through its steel arm,and the
axis on the other ide fitting into the lock, which is
now closed. The guard of the trigger being fur
nished with o handle is pressed forward, and thrusts
a spring into a piche in the side of the cylinder, and
#s the guard is brought back to its plaee, it raises
the hammer of the gun, and revolves the cylinder,
bringing one of ita charges in direct connection
with the barrel. Under the hammer of the gun, on
the lock, is a spring cap box, which ce ly
throws a cap ever the touchhole of theo%.
when the hammer is raised. The gun being ’
the guard is again pressed forward, a simple metallic
spring pushes away the exploded cap, and when
the guard is again bronght back, a new charge is
under the cap, and before the barrel, ready to fiy
upon its mortal errand. When the nine charges are
fired, the lock is unlutched, a mew charged oylin-
der takes the place of the one used, and
the fiing is renewed with great rapidity.
It it is not desired to add new cylinders, it is but
the work of & memuent to Tevolve the one used, and
toad it while m the barrel. An iron ramrod, about
twelve inches long, is fastened in its cenwre upon the
top of the barrel, with one end reaching over the
cylinder; and as the charges revolve, one end ofit is
ized, which gives a lever power atthe other for
ressing down the load. This gun has many supe-
rior merits over any other known. It is water-proof,
all the touch holes being perfectly air tight while
revolving against thelock. It is reported to shoot
farther than auy other; and bheing present at an ex-
hibition of its powers, we gaw’it bury a |ball into an
iron target a quarter of an inch, at a distance of one
hundred feet. The rifle barrel can be supplied by
that of any other speciea of fire arms—either by a
ghot gun or pistol. It will shoot forty times per
minute, and with as much accuracy as any other
rifle. It is well guarded againat accident, there be-
ing no cap over the touch hole until the hammer is
raised. This gun has attracted the attention of
several legislative bodies, and the States of Tennes-
see, Louisiana, and Florida, have adopted it for their
Btate militia. The Legislature of Tennessee, on the
20th of January, 1852, unanimously passed the fol-
lowing:—

'l‘hlay rifle has been submitted to Gen. Winfield
Scott, than whom there can be no better judge, and
the 0ld hero says—

That after a eritical examination of the gun, it posseces
qualities lo an t degree puperior to any gun that 1
bave ever seen, sod tbat one hundred men armed with
iLis wespon might turn the tide of battle; and for fron.
tier service it is invaluable.

We Lave quoted these authorities merely to show
the importance of this weapon, in view of its intro-
duction ultimately into the armies of the world.
Allowing this gun to fire no mere frequently than
twenty times per minutes, then one thousand men
upon the battle field must be able to cope with twenty
times their number. Buch inventions as this are of
national importance. All disagreements between
the different powers of the earth are, as a last re-
gart, eettled by an appeal to arms ; and when that
battle is fought, in which the contending hosts will
mect with Porter's rifies, far greater will be the
slaughter, and more bloody the field, than any yet
1ecorded upon the page of history. This gun isin
the north nave of the Crystal Palace.

GERMAN DEPARTMENT.

Among the jewelry in the German department we
have to mention a beautiful representation of a
pink.

The stem is planted in a gold vase, richly orna-
mented with precious gtones and enamel. The stem
itsell and leaves are entirely of gold. Where the
leaves begin to branch off the stem of the flower
commences aud snstaing a beautiful pink, and n
half broken bud. The pink itself is made entirely
of diamonds interspersed with rubies, all et in gold.
The immediate support of the flower and bud is made
of flat gold wire in a spiral form so a8 to give them a
gentle wavy motion, like that of the natural flower,
The whole s about cleven inches high, and the di.
ameter of the pink nearly two Inches. There is a
peculiarity about this beautiful work of art particu-
larly deserving of notice. When the flower and bud
are both detached from the stem they cam be wsed as
a breast pin or ornament for the hair. It was made
by Mr. Aulick, in Hahnan, Germany, and attracted
great attention in the London Fair. 1t is placed in
the gallery very near to the landing of the dome
stadrs.

The Late Catastrophe on the Belvidere and
Leluware Rallroad=Fuariher Particulars—
Death of Another Man—The Corvner’s In=
quest upon the Bodies,

FROM OUR BPECIAL REFORTHR.

John Conroy, who was #o tercibly mangled, as
mentioned in yesterday’s report of the above acoldent,
and who it was expected could not survive, died,
a5 had been anticipated, on Wednesday about nocn
There are about twenty injured, but we havenot been able
to ascertain their names, from the circumstance of their
homes belog in different places, at wome distance from
each other, nlong the line of rallway between Lambert-
ville and Milford, Of these Iatter three have been very
Feriously injured, acd are in great Jeopardy—namoly,
Jomes Dignan, the brother of one of the men killsd (John
lignan ) This man has received a T of
the leg, so that, at the least, he will lose the limb, if
nothiog worse happeas. Tho names of the others, we be-
lieve are Hunt and Mulligan, who sre wounded about the
bead and other parts of the body, so that they may be
hikewrne eonsidered in great danger. The remainder are
oot ko severely injured; but, a1 a mstter of course, thora
bas been barely time an yet togivea correct Jadgment
upon their condition. Al of those killed were Inboring
men employed on the works in progress about Milferd, and
between thin latter place and Lambertville. They wers
Irishmen, aod we presume Roman Catholics, for five of
the dend bodies were interred on Wednesday afternoon in
the Romen Catholic cemetery at Lambertvilla, adjoiaing
the Mount Hope cemetery delozglng to the towm, und the
other six will be buried to-day (Thursday), at 4 o’clock P,
M., the Rey P.J. Henogan, Reman Catholio priest of Lam-
bertyille. offictating in both cases.
