A very great snd favorable change had taken
place ia the weather, and it] was hoped, that with
the needful sunshine, the wheat crops would be se-
cured in tolerable condition.

“At Mark lane, on the 1st
inst., there was a good show of wheat, and the mar-
ket was inclined to be dull.
