interested patriotism and self sacrificing devo¬
tion to the whig cause, ha* been moot outrage¬
ously requited.

by dint of skilful electioneering. compromising
and conciliating conferences among the jarring
elements of the Philadelphia Slaughter House
Convention, the nomination and election of Gen.

The admin¬
istration is omnipotent : the whig party
is practically powcrlc°s for good or evil, sub¬
stantially defunct ; and why should th Aug¬
ments of the party uttnapt to rally in New
York under such disheartening circumstauces?
Why should they so far graiify the democracy
as to give them the 'ccasion for glorifying over
another victory: even worse to the poor whigs
than the last '.'

Thk Misshion to France..Oar telegraphic
despatches from Wuhington convey to us tbe
rumor that, after all, the appointment of Minis¬
ter to France is to be conferred, not on Gen.
John A. Dix, of New York, but on Governor
Howell Cobb, of Georgia. The appoiutment
has been now for months wavering over tbe
head of Mr. Dix. and promising to rest on him
at any moment ; bat ^bis free soil opinions ar¬

my rd against him such antagonism from the
Union democrats, and from the democracy of
the .South, that probably President Pierce has
considered that it would be impolitic to select
bim for tbe ofllce in face of such manifestation*.
'I here may, therefore, be truth in the announce¬
ment received yesterday, that Governor Cobb,
of Georgia, stands some chancy of being sent to

France.
Governor Cobb in one ot the most distin¬

guished Union democrats of the South, and his

political sentiments carried the State in his re¬

cent election to tbe governorship. If time con-

finns the rumor, it will be, we believe, the first
instance of any important port of the first r;ink
ba\ iog been bestowed on a distinguished memr

Wr of tbe Union democracy; and the fact proves
how desirous the administration is of conciliat¬
ing all sections of the party.

It Governor Cobb be offered and accept the
post of Minister to France, then the three most
important foreign missions will have been filled
l<y representatives of the different sections. Mr.
Soule. the Minister to Madrid, is a thorough¬
going Slate Rights man. Mr. Buchanan the
Minister to Loudon, represents the Northern
conservative democracy; and the Southern
Union democracy will be represented in the
person of the Minister to France, Governor
Howell Cobb, of Georgia. In this view, if in no

other, tbe administration evinces its fair and

prudent policy in selecting Governor Cobb for
this office. The appointments will be justly ap¬
portioned it this rumor be verified.

To illustrate llie real character of the United
.States Consular system, and to exhibit the im¬
perfections which atlache to it we give the
annexed tabular statement. This statement
was compiled from reports submitted to Con¬
gress. the livet by the Secretary ot State in
18-H!, and the second accompanied a message J
the President of ihc United States, sent to the
House of Representatives on the 2d of March.
1849. "in compliance with a resolution ot the
House, of the 20th February, 1819. a list of con¬
suls, vicc-coneuls," Ac.
Our tabular btatement exhibits the number

ol consular stations in 18-17 ; the amount of fees
received at each, together with the citizenship
and nativity of tlie persons who in that year
tilled the consulates contained in the list.

In many cities it will be perceived that a

great remissness prevailed among consuls re¬

garding their (In ties, and especially in making-
regular s^mi-aimual returns, as required by law.

A direliction of this kind should not be over¬

looked by the government, unless sustained by
a good exen-e.

By the report of the Secretary of State, sub¬
mitted to Congress in 1846, it appeared that
there were thin one hundred and seventy-live
consulates, eleven vacancies, and ten commer¬
cial agents, four of whom were in Hayti. The
number of consuls contained in the list, submit¬
ted to Congress by the President in 1847,
amounted to one hundred and sixty, and ten
consular agents, showing a decrease in the
previous year of fifteen, owing, in part, to the
interruption ofpecccable relations with Mexico.
By the report of the Secretary of State in

1S4<>. it appeared that iu the year 1813, the
aggregate fees received by consuls in nil parts
of the world amounted to $87,til2 89. By the
President's list in 1817, the aggregate amount
of fees reached $111,52!) G3. This sum if equally
divided between the one hundred and sixty con¬

suls. would ainouutto about 7,"> each. Vet,
w hat was the fact ? The following twenty con¬

sulates of tJ.e one hundred and sixty, received
&t!i>;3t>7. More than one-hall of all the lees
received by all the United States consuls
throughout the world. The consulates referred
to were as follows : -London Liverpool, Glas¬
gow. Belfast. St. Thomas, Paris. Havre. Mar¬
seilles. Havana, Cnracoa, Matanzas, Triuidad.
Mayagnez. Antwerp. "V alparaiso, Talcahuana,
Bio Janeiro, Palermo, Canton, and Honolulu.

All there fat consulates are usually tilled by
citizens of the United States, and chiefly of the
legal profession, who have been members of
Congress from the interior, or who have distin¬
guished themselves by their unscrupulous par¬
tisan services. Other consulates, of meagre
fees, but where the relations of the United States
are very important, are either tilled by foreign-
trs, or conferred upon the lowest political hacks,
or upon men engaged in private traffic, who
wish to use the title to subserve private ends;
or upon foreigners, whose nativity, citizenship,
and predilections, are all foreign to our country,
and whose ignorance of our laws, commerce
and productions is only equalled, perhups, by
the folly of the government who confides its
interest to their keeping.

01 the one hundred and sixty consulates in
1817, we find that there were thirty-three who
were foreigners, or that is, who wore not citi¬
zens of the United States; that is their citizen¬
ship was put down in the list as " unknown."
If they bad lieen citizens ol the United States,
the fact would have been known and so stated.
What justice or propriety is there in an admi¬
nistration appointing men to till important pub¬
lic offices. without knowing whether they are
(itizeus of the United States 1 Is the country
t>o poverty-stricken in talents as not to afford a

sufficient number of citizens qualified to dis¬
charge the duties of a contiul?
We find that, a large proportion of the consu¬

lates, Idled by foreigners, had made no regular re¬

turns of fees ©v anything else. As far as returns
had betii received, it appealed that the thirty-
three consuls of foreign citizenship, in 1817, re¬

ceived tees to the amount of $24,813 1'!.
Of the foreigners employed in the I uited

States consular service in 1817, three were

Kngli-bmen, nine Irishmen, fix Germans two
Fietv hmen. two Spaniards, two Russians. two
natives of Demarara, (or subject ¦< of Great Bri¬
tain.) ihrec Italians. one Swede, one Norwe¬
gian, one native of Trinidad, (or Kiglisb -ub-
ject.) <i»o native of St. Christopher and o.ie na¬

tive of Cyprus. The fees received by these for-
ci|TD"tT of course war? gouged from Amer'can
trad<- or American citizens, a;-i unit. >1 to >y>mc-

lliliig orrr one lil'Ji of 'ill ihc con-ulur fees re-

cehfcd in every part of Ihc world.

pire, we have bat four consular stations. Two
of these were tilled by native Russians, one by
an " unknown1' foreigner, and one only by a

citizen of the United States. (St Petersburg,)
whose fees in 1847 amounted to $348. The
"unknown" man at Odessa received in the same

year $42. From the two Russians at Riga and
at Archangel no returns had been received for
two years.

In Sweden and Norway, in 1847, we were re¬

presented at Gottenburg, Bergen, and Stock¬
holm by one Swede, one Norwegian, and one

Englishman, the latter having returned $180 as

the fees received, while the other two had made
no returns at all. In all Austria we had only
two consulates, and they were tilled by foreign¬
ers, one of whom was a German.
In Wurtemberg we bad one consul, a Ger¬

man. who made no returns. In Sardinia
we had two, neither of whom were Ameri¬
cans. In Tuscany two, tilled by an Ital¬
ian and an -unknown" foreigner. In all
Turkey we had only four consuls, three of
whom were iillcd by foreigners. In all China
wo had but four consuls, only one ofwhom had
made returns.that of Canton who, in 1817,
received $1 OO.'J. This inequality in our con¬

sular arrangement holds good with regard to

uiany other countries, and is a disgrace to
a civilizcd government. The badness of the

eystein is only equalled by the loose and irre¬
sponsible manner in which it has been adminis¬
tered by the government. Wliorc we arc re¬

presented by one consul, the English send
about ten, and all Englishmen. Where we also
liave Boine few, to make rapid fortunes and
leave others to starve, or the interest of
the country is thrown into foreign hands, the
EngliVh pay their consuls liberal standing sala¬
ries. Their consul-generals receive $5,000 to
$!,,000 per annum; consuls get from $2 000
to $4 000 and $5,000 per annum. Their
lowest grade, or vice-consuls. receive
£200, or about $1,000 per year. In the
Russian empire, England is represented
by eighteen consuls and vfee-consuls. In

Norway she ha* seventeen and iu Sweden
twenty consular representatives. In Austria
she lias si.\ consular agents. The consul-
general at Venice gets $5,000 per year.
In China she supports seventeen consular rep¬
resentatives. The consul general at Canton
receives £1 800. or ol»out $9,000 ; the consul
at Amoy, £1.200, or about $(i.000 ; the assist¬
ant consul at Canton, £105, or $2,000; consul
at Foochoofoo, $0,000 ; Ninpo. $7,000; Shang¬
hai, *7,000.
The whole aggregate cost of her extensive

consular representation in China, paid out

annually in salaries, (in 1852,) amounted to
the gross sum of about ¥75.000. Contrast this

w ith our paltry Chinese consular system, where
we were, in 1847, represented by only four con¬

suls, one of whom -the consul at Canton.rc-

cehed the paltry fees of $1.00't, while from the
other three no returns had been received.
The money disbursed by consuls for the re¬

lief of American seamen, in 1840-17, amounted
to $75,000, which the government had to refund
to them. This business of relieving seamen

opens a door to all kinds of fraud. Much of
this money parsed through the bauds of foreign-
eis ac ting ns American consuls. Where fees
were small, there was strong temptation to

practice fraud, either upon American commerce,
captains, sailors, or upon the gov* rninenl itself
11« w is an Englishman, who may believe i:i t'ie
right of search properly to resect or to protect
American seamen ? How long is such a syste ri

to stand as a disgrace to the country, and t >

the age in which we live? In our next we

shall snbmit some other important tabular
statements.
The following table shows the consular sta¬

tions in 1847. amount of fees received, place- of
citizenship and nativity of the consuls who then
tilled them, with notices of latest returns ma le
to the Department of State. It will be remem¬

bered that the law requires semi-annual re¬

turns to be made from all American consuls
residing at foreign ports : -
