The Department of Chequimula Occupied
by General Cabanas,
&0, &o., &e.

The bark W, O, Alden, Captain Bates, which ar-
rived st this port last Satorday, from Belize, brought
us the annexed mest interesting and highly impor
tant eommunication from the capital of Honduras.
The information which it contains relative to the
geography of the interior of Central Amerisa, the
yield of the mines, aud the opening and working of
the Gracias pilver mines, will be found most useful.
The precent state of the actnal political relativns ex-
isting between Honduras and Guatemala is very gra-
phically painted, whilst a timely warning i given to
our cabinet as to the necessity of inereased vizi-
lance in that quarter, in order to enable the people
to guard agsinst the effect of Dritish intrigue, when
masked with the garb of Moequito sovereignty.

The name af the piase srhenes thic bobbor b datod
wi'l doubtless be new to most of your readers: yet
the loyal city of Banta Maria de Valladolid de C>
wayagua was o flovrishing town before Hudson had
discovered your magnificent bay, and before New
Amsterdamn had & name. It was founded in 1510,

by one of the generale of Corlez, who had been des

patched to find a'place in the heart of the conntry
for facilitating intercouree between the Guif of Hon-
duras sud the Pacific. It is situated npon the east

ern edge of the great plain of the same pame, of
which it commands a complete view-— view unsur-
paserd for ite extent and beauty, This great plain
has its Jongest axis from morth to south, and in
that direction vecupiesquite one third of the breadth
of the continent at this point. A few miles to the
northward of it i# another bot smaller plain--that of
Eepino. It is in the plain of Comayagua that one
of the principal branches of the great navigable
river Ulna, the Homuya, hae it2 origin. Thie strea,
flowing due north, interlocks, about tweuty miles to
the southward of this city, with the Gomscoran,
flowing due sonth into the magollicent Gull of
Funseea, on the Pacific. Their respective sources
are in the same level savannahs, and not s hundr !
feetapart. 1t ie an extraordinary fact that the river
Ulna, and after it the Homuya and Goascoran,
thronghout their whole course, do not vary tive miles
from a line, and coinciding with the meridian, Aupd
itie sn equally extraordinary and most interesting
fuct, that here the great range of the Cordilleras is
wholly interrupted, and that a greot tranaverse val-
ley extends from one ses to the other,

The geography of the coasts of Central America
lne been very accurately ascertained by the English,
in their nomercus § el pantical visits to this quarter
of the world, and their estivnte of thelr value is pretty
well shown by their atlempts to get presesmion of them.
But the geography of the interior = absolutely un-
known to the woerld,  As Juid down in the maps, it
Ie quite a5 applicable to New Holland a8 to Centeal
Amerion. The absardest extremity of ervor has been
reached in the attempts to represent the naturnd
features of Honduras.  For example, the river (oas.

The people of Hondurae are  distingnished
throwghout Central America for being more ro-
bust and bardy than sheir neigbbors of the other
Etates ; a® m consequenc¢e, they have attained a
bigh reputation as soldiers in  the bloody
stiuggles through whieh the ocountry at large has

uﬁ. 1t has alvo prodused more punlic men dis-
#mgm‘shed for tbeir ability_ and Jiberality of senti-
ment than any other State. Dou Jose de la Valle,
the masier spint of the independence, was & native
of this Btate. Bo, too, was Gen. ll‘rmn’hu Morasan,
who, with all his errors, was doubilose the bost mam
Bpanish America bas yet produced. Gen. Trinidud
Uwbanas, the fide Achilles of Morasan, the unqoes-
tioned head of ibe liberal party of Ceuntral America,
and President of the Btate, ls a vative of Coma-

SEUA.
J olitieally, o eommen with the other Stales, Hon-
diras is invelved in some dilficulty, but not of the
interior. EBomo months ago, the suvage hordes of
Carrera, who is now dictator of the so-called repnb-
lie of Guntemala, invaded the territories of Hond wras
in pursuit of seme of Carrera’s vietima, ﬂ;lnqtmm
unbridled ferocity. They penetrated as far as Copan,
where they committed the mowt brutal excesees on
the defenceless uhabitants, No sconer dii the news
rench the eapitul than the governmest of Honduras
demanded an apology, the punishment of the officer
at the head of the foray, snd are ion of the
damsges which had been oocasioned. Theﬂmm‘n
ment of Carrera temporized, but finally de the
requigition, whereupon General Cabanas, at the head
of & considerable force, marched at onee to the fron.
tiers of Guatemala and repeated hin dewmand.
Carrera hasvly raised an army to confront him; bat
afraid to trust the issue, aud alarmed lest Gunatemala
should rise sgaiost him iv his absenee, &npmd an
armistice and negotiationg, to which General Ca-
barus assented. Commissioners were appointed on
both sides, and & convention drawn up in terms ovu-
ceding the reasonable demands of Henduras, which
was at once ratified by Gemeral Cabanas and the
Legislatore of the State. Meantime, nnder pretenes
that Carrera was in the city of Guatemala, that
Btate delnyed its aotion, :hﬂe. iti fact, Carrera m
raising men to surprise and overpower
Hondures forees Gemeral CUabanas suspecting |
foul play, augmented his forees, and gave |
Carrera to understand that be knew Lis bad fuith; |
wherenpon the latter openly repadinted the conven-
_tion negotiated by his agents. Ho things remain ut
present as respects Guatemala. Carrera is evidently
atraid to risk a fight, mless gupported by some of
the other States.  Iu every comtest with Cabanas he
has been woreted, sud he remcimbers tae rod.

There are, also, other diffisaitios, naulytna fram
the b 1o fown s weion of thé three centoal

States— Honduras, Ban Balvador, and Nicarsgua,
The initiative to such a unim was taken by our
representative in the conntry in 1849, in obedienca
to metructivns from Washington. The result was a
pact bebwecn these Siates, signed iu Leon, in No-
vember, 1540, This - set was subsequently nnani-
mourly adopted by the States, and measures takea
for orgunizing & constituent assemdly. Meanwhile
the general administration of affsirs was devoly
upon & protesnpore President and government, styied
the Nutional Represertation. The general powers
of the Btates were furmally surrendered to this hody
Janunary 1, 1861, when it entered upon it duties.
Bubsequently, and disregarding this important facs, |
the administration of Fillmore, in its blind anxicty to |
revaree the policy of General Taylor and Mr, Polk
in Centinl America, pent @ chorge daffairs o
Nicaragua, one of the Btates of the new confedera-
tion. He arrived in doe sesson, sud presented his
credentials o the Btate authorities, who, of course,
liad no alternative but to declioe them, and refer
him to the National Repreentation. This reference
he clhose to regand ne issulting, and replied in a |
mest undignified and petulent manner, to the effoet |
ihat his government kuew mnothing of the new |
federation ! And from that day Lis eiforts were |
added to thowe of the English agents aod the aristo- |
crutie faction, to break down thi= ooly bulwark of '
the liberal cange in Centrul America. Joined wilh
the cowardly anti-American policy of l-'J.llmure'E|
adminisration in Central America mgemnlly, which |
tended to create disurust of the Unived States, and thus
1o di pirit the liberal party and paralize its energics,
the efivrts of the Knghsh, the servile factionists, and
their Fillmore ally, the American Charge d' Affaires,
proved but oo successful. O bstacles were opposed
10 the favorable lssue of the constitatent assembly,
the public fanh in it shoken, and finally, in Maych
Just, the State of Balvador withdrew its members, |
and repudiated the pact, and ita nawordhy example
wus shorily alterwards followed by Nicarasgus, |
leaving Honduras alone in ity adbesion to the paoct
and the principke of federation.

AUBTRIAN DEPARTMENT.
BOHEMIAN GLASS,

In the brief description which we gave in a for
mer number, of the beautiful manufactare which
eonstitutes one of the chief sttractions of this de-
partment, we lefl several particalars untoached,
which are degerving of a special potice. The pro-
cesses employed in the manufaetare of those bril
liantly tinted and exquisitely cut articles which con-
tribute so largely 8o the ornamantation of every
tastefully furnished honse, are wo little understood,
even by connolsseurs, that some detail respecting
them ecannet fail to prove interesting to the general
resder.

That the manufasture of glass was known to the
earlicet mations of antiquity —a question which
formerly excited 80 much controversy—has been clear-
ly established by modern discoveries. The Egyptian
oraaments and artieles of honsehold nse which have

“been diseniombed afler the lapse of ages, prove that

they must bave been acquainted with the art in all
its varietice. Their porcalain, which more nearly re-
sembles glass in its quality than the subetance which
we style porcelnin, is remarkable for the brillianey
of its eolors and the delicacy with which they are
blended. The interesting remaina discovered at
Nineveh have also plased beyond doubt the fact that
the Asyrians were acqoainted with the art of manu-
facturing and coloring glass. It is a question, how.
ever, whether eolored glase was not made previous
to eolorless glass. Beckmaun is of opinion that it
was not; but that its discovery must have very soon
followed that of white glass. Protessor Forbes, how-
ever, in his lecture before the Bociety of Arts, in
Londen, seggesta an hypothesis which is not devoid
of probebility, He thinks that colored glags must
have been the first invented, for this simple reason :
That it was difiicalt to find materials pure enongh to
make good glase, and therefore it must bhave been
pome time before the original makers could find out
the causes of discoloration. In gearching for them
they must have very foon arrived at a knowledge of
the properties of the metallic oxides, by the agency
of which the coloring processes were effected. To
this more advanced aequaintance with the chemical
principlea involved in the art, may be sscribed the
cewnmy which the glass works of Bidon and Alex.
andria are said to lhave avtained. But Pliny and
Birabo tells us that they produced most beautifal
artieles, which were cut, engraved, gilt and stained

of thie most brilliant color, in imitation of prosions |

stones. The Perslans and Hindoos must also have
been early acquainied with the manufactare of glass;
t was one of those disooveries which mast have soon
forced itseli’ upon the sttention of any people who
employed furnaces 1o reduce metallic oxides, for the
congtitnent elements most often bave been preseat,
and the beat was sufticient to fuse them. Itis true
that most of the gless produced in India was, owing
to the cxtensive diffusion of the oxide of iron in the
Indian soil, of an imporeand almost uniform color;
but still, we are toid that the natives imi-
tated successfully the different varieties of pre-
cious stones in  request amongst them, and
therefore must Lave poscessed some  knowledge
of ihe properties of the metallic oxides. The nation,
however, which attained the highest reputation for
akill in this mannfactire was the Phanicians, Through
the medium of the Crusaders, the different processes
in uee amongst them were transferred to Venica,
where they were long kept seeret, and mpplﬁd the
demands of an extensive and lucrative tro@ with
the rest of Burope. In tbe cabinets of the curious
in guch matters, are occasionally to be found speci-
mens of early Venetian manafacture, which, although
they cannot be compaured with the Buhemisn glass,
perfected as the latter bias been by the applications

of modern science, yet display very great taste gu |

shill.

The vesenrchies of Berzelius having removed all
doubts concerning the acid charaoter of silica, the
general composition of gitss presents now no difli-
culty of coneeption.
