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The excitement And sympathy manifested by the
.people of Greene county in behalf of the pedler,
Hiram Williams, who waa ahot down and brutally
maltreated by Warren Wood.ot the 19th of August,
does not only exist in that county, bnt has elae-
where become the universal topic of conversation.
Passengers in railroad cars, steamboats, &c., ia *11
parts of the country, are heard strongly expressing
their opinion at the barbarous attempt to murder a

defenceless pedler In the mid-day, «»d that too on a

nublie road, and within sight of several farmers,
who were mowing in the neighboring meadows.

It will be recollected from our previous pub¬
lications that the pedler described a man as

the person who committed the assault and rob
herj, wearing the dress and bearing the description
of Warren Wood. The same description of a
man was given by Mr. Wilbur, who drove him
from Gayhead on that same afternoon to Catskill.
Wood having walked across themeadow3aud swamp,

a distance of over four miles, from the scene of the
murderous assault. Mr. Weeks, a resident of Gay-
head, to whom Wood llrst applied for a conveyance
to Catskill, corresponds in the description of the
prisoner. Wood was taken to Catskill Point, where
he crossed the ferry, and took the way train of. cars
to Tivoli, where he remained for the express train,
and then came direct to New York.
The pedler was not killed but supposed to be mor

tally wounded, one of the balls from the revolver
having entered his back, passed through his body,
and was extracted by Dr. B. 8. McCabe from the up¬
per pact of the abdomen, having passed in an

upper direction. Another ball had struck the
pedlei'B skull, near the temple, grazed off, and
passed through the rim and body of his hat,
producing merely a laceration of the scalp: after
these injuries the pedler says he was dragged to aud
thrown off a bridge amongst some rocks. Wood then
dragged him into a corner under the bridge, and de¬
manded his money. The pedler entreated for his
life, and handed him a portmonnaie containing be¬
tween niuety and a hundred dollars. Wood then as¬

saulted him agaiu, knocked him insensible with
stones and pieces of rock, and fled across the lots to
Cathead, aiid proceeded to New York, as before
stated.
The description given by the pedler, and corro¬

borating description of Wilber and Weeks at Gay-
head, of the appearance and dre«3 of the supposed
criminal, caused the inhabitants of (ireenville and
Duiham to believe tnat Warren Wood was the man,
and accordingly several constables of the townships
were called upon to go in pursuit. One constable
applied to declined to go, his wife having declared
that she would not be left alone, fearful that some
one mig'at come into the house during his absence
and murder her, such was the existing feeling
throughout the neighboring townships.
(Daniel P . Bennett, a constable of Cairo, volun¬
teered to go In pursuit. A warrant issued by S. W .

Stewart, Justice of the Peace, residing at Jackson¬
ville, was then given to Mr. Bennett, ana he arrived
in New York on Tuesday, the 23d of August. In¬
formation ws3 elicited by Mr. Bennett oa the
Thursday following, that Wood was drivi ng a stage
from the South ferry, in Brooklyn, to a place called
Bedford. Tliis information waa correct; but unfor¬
tunately that very day Wood had lett, under a pre¬
text of goirg to New York. Captain Ditchett, of the
Fourth ward police, associated himself with Mr.
Bennett, aid with the aid of a third party the three
joired in the pursuit of Wood.

It now became very evident that Wood was very
uneasy in his mind and restless in his deportmeut,
being continually oa the move, and much caution
became necessary, lest, should hcj hear that inquiry
had l>eeii made respecting him, he would have then
fled to soire other parts unknowu. During the days
of Thursday, Friday and Saturday, several times the
officers we:e within ten minutes of his trail; but, not
daring to make inquiry, continued to follow oa until
they succeeded in making the urre-t on Saturday
svening at a house in Cherry street, where he had
taken temporary board. The officers had watched
the premises ail day. and on his coming to tea he
waa captured.

A circuuvitancc however, occurred, which camo
near giving the cr'minal a signal for flight- a con¬
stable from Albany was also in .search of Wood, and
in the vicinity of Cherry street he arrested a man
whom he said waa Warren Wood, aud took hiui to
the Seventh Ward police station hou-e, and it turned
out that he had made a minake. and the man was
liberated from custody. This constable then followed
in the wake of Captain Ditchett and constable Ben¬
nett, and would possibly have made some other
blander which might have caused the escape of the
criminal, therefore Captain Ditchett was compelledt0 ioiorm him that he must not interfere with them,
that they needed none of his aid, and that he must
keep away, for if the accused escaped through him
he would airest him for an interference. The con¬
stable then kept back until Wood was taken into
custody by Capt. Ditchett and Bennett: he'then came
into the house and followed the prisoner to the sta¬
tion house.
The afternoon of Sunday Wood sent word to Cap¬

tain Ditchett that he wished to see him, and in the
presence of Mr. Baker, one of our reporters Wood
confidentially disclosed his guilt. He stated that he
had been drinking on that day, that he had walked a
good deal in the sun. and he scarcely knew what he
was about. He met the pedler, and knowing that
they generally have money about them on returning
home, and being hard np for money myself, I
thought I would rob him. I walked along with the
pedler tor some distmce, and when I shot at him I
could not tell whether 1 hit him or not. The pedlarfell, but I was so confused I scarcely know what
occurred. 1 shot two or three times at him: there
was, I think, but three barrels loaded. The pedlerhanded uie his pocketbook; 1 never asked him for
it, neither did 1 pile any atones on him, or ill-(i«e
him. If he went off the bridge he must have tell off
himM'i' : I did not throw him off. If the pedler sajsthere v »s a hundred dollars in the pocketbook he
sajs wli. t is net true; I declare upon my oath, if I
was tr- die tb!s minute, that there was only $32 inthe 1m k, the gold dust I sold in Wail street; I got#1 «V0 lor it. After 1 got the pocketbook 1 felt so
oonfu cd aad frightened that 1 scarcely knew what
to do. l itmueuiate'y look to the lots: I threw ttie* " * *

from me first, and
opened the pocket-

j I counted, and there
was only §32. with the gold dust; the book I tore upand thre w it into the swamp; I then threw my re¬volver iuto the swamp; after throwing away thesethings ftom my person I felt soaiewhat ea«ler, andhorned along the west of the twamp, and came out
in the road near Unyhead; I then asked a mau if hewould drive Ke to Catskill Point, as I wanted to getto New York: he said he could not, but sent me toanother man. who I offered two dollars to take medown: he £rovc me down, and I paid him out of the
peiiler's tnotcj ; it was a gold dollar, a fifty cent
pice, and two qrarter dollars; I crossed over to the
Hudson River iiailioad, took the way train to Tivoli,and then file express train, arriving in New York at
twelve o'clock the same night. Captain, is the ped¬ler dead'.'

Captain f'ifchett replied. I cannot say. The last
we heard Wi-s that he was very low, aud would pos¬sibly not recover.
Prisoner.Why, they'll hang me up then, wontthey? I wish I was dead. If 1 only nad a knife Iwould cut my throat.
Captain Pitcbctt replied.Cheer up. You mnst'ntthink of killing yourself. I've seen men in worse

scrapes than this. ^Prisoner Yes, may lie you have, but I neverwas In such a scrape before. I wonder If I wasto see the pedler, If he's not. dead, whether Ionldn't Kettle it some way with him; I'll tellhim I never intended to kill him; no more r didn't;-ure I didn't. I don't know now nor did I knowthen how it was; but I know I fired at him. andthat's all 1 do know. 1 wa* almost out of my mindut the time, and that is God's truth, il I was to diethis minute.''
Capt. Pitcbctt informed him that he must notmake any confession to any one else, bnt must awaitthe evidence against bim : and V the pedler or thewitnesw.i conld not identify him. why there was agood c nance lor his escape. No "tie could compelnim to make ony confession, and that justice would!>c done biff ao doubt.
Qa Monday turning Hie prisoyer was conveyed

btck to Greene county, per Hodaoo Hirer Railroad,
by Capt . Ditehett and eonatablo Bennett, accompa¬
nied by our special reporter. The .aptore of
Wood having been announced in Sunday 'a Huald,
and again announced that the prisoner would be
conveyed baok on Monday morning, caused at each
depot en route to Coxsackie by tne Hudson River
R&ilroad, numbers of persons to be on the look out to
catch a glimpse ot the criminal, who sat handcuffed
by the side of the officers.

Arriving at Coxsackie landing, the officers con-
vtjred the prisoner on board the ferry boat, which is
one of those old fashioned concerns propelled by two
blind horses, commanded by a genteel looking color¬
ed man, and a very intelligent looking white boy,
the latter called the engineer, who pats on the steam
bj laying the whip < 11 the horse*. One of the ani¬
mals, the boy said, went blind, and the other was
bought blind, to prevent hi* going so on board the
boat.
The prisoner was seated on a bench, and the boy

took his position directly in front of him, and, look¬
ing bim full in his face, oxclaimed, "They have
caught the man that shot the pedler, and the pedler
swears he's the man: he went over in my boat on

Saturday, and the officers took him; they are trying
bim now at the court at Jacksonville; the pedler
swears to him." Wood looked atthe officers, smiled,
winked his eye, and whispered to Captain Ditehett,
"I guess there's some chance yet; if 1 only could
change my dress the pedler wouldn't be able to know
me."
As we neared the ether s-ide of the river, the in¬

habitants of Coxsackie were on the qui vivt, a
general mnsteiing be?an to take place, and by the
time the boat reached the dock a crowd had col¬
lected, and people were running from all directions.
Another IticMnond was now in the field, some having
made up their minds that Hendrickson, who had
been arrested on Saturday, was tho guilty man, bat
on beholding Wood they became doubtful in their
tormer judgment. The landing was made, and such

a gathering of excited people could scarcely be im¬
agined. It was with difficulty that the officers could
wedge the prisoner into the hotel, and when they
did, it was found necessary for the officers to closet
their prisoner in one of' the ladies' bedrooms, so
pressing and anxious were the crowd to lay eyes on
the criminal.

In the course of half an hour, a two horse team
was in readiness to convey the prisoner before Judge
S'ewart. at Jacksonville, where he was holding the
investigation in the ca.-e of John H. Hendrickson ,

whom the pedler had sworn was the man who shot
him. Alter considerable pushing and crowding,
the prisoner was seated iu the wagon, and quite an
escort in readiness to accompany us; many had
started ahead to announce the news that Warr^i
Wood was coming. The sight was comical and inter¬
esting. As we passed on our journey the inhabitants
of farm houses and cottages were out gazing at the
wagon, to catch a sight ot the prisoner. From the
child of three years, up to the old woman of seventy,
were out.the young girls laughing and tittering,
the old lady adjusting her spec*, the colored women
exhibiting' nothing but the whites of their eyes; in
fact, the whole scene altogether presented a comisal
picture. The magnet of attraction was in our wagon,
and as we neared Jacksonville the excitement in¬
creased, and when in sight of the tavern we could
discern some three or lour hucdred people, all
looking at our approach. We reached the front of
the tavern, when a general uproar took place; the
multitude surrounded the wagou, clambered on the
wheels and other parts of the conveyauce, some ex¬
claiming "that's him:" auother "voice, "That's
Warren Wood. Drag him out.'' " That's the d.d
rascal," says another; and in the like manner, vo
luntary exclamations were heard to come from the
highly excited people. Wood, during this time,
held "his face down, and said to the officers, "What
does all this mean? Are the people all crazy? '

With much difficulty were the officers enabled to
take the prisoner from the wagon to the tavern, and
after considerable jamming and pushing the prisoner
got up stairs into a long room ; but as no fastenings
were on the doors leadiug to the room, the crowd
rushed up and tilled the room to its utmost capa¬
city, and so close did they crowd on the prisoner
that at one time the officers anticipated the lynchlaw would be put into effect ; after a while the land¬
lord procured a small bedroom, where the officers
took the prisoner and bolted the doors.
The airival of Wood somewhat disarranged the

judicial investigation then pending before Justin
Stewart iu the case of Hendrickson, who had beeu
recognized and sworn to by the pedler as the man
who shot him. This investigation in consequence of
the large number of persons who wished to hear and
see all that was going on, the Squire, to satisfy all
parties, removed from ttie house and held it on some
rising ground in the rear of the tavern under an
apple tree. Here was a novel sight : sticks were dri¬
ven into the earth and a rope run around for the
purpose of keeping the spectators fnm crowd¬
ing on to the table. At one end sat the Justice
and the prosecuting Attorney, at the other
Bat Hendrickson and his counsel. Although Hen¬
drickson had been sworn to by the pedler, still
it was evident he was mUUken, us Mr. A P. Hull,Beley, Hunger, and several other very respectable
persons, residents of Durham, te-tified that Hen
drickson, 011 the day the offonce wns committed, was
at Dai ham. This fact, there was no doubt about;
ana as a clear case of a/ bi had been shown, it was
evident that the pedler had been mistaken in the
man. Squire Stewart thereupon discharged Hen-
drict-oi! l'rom custody, i'rior. however. t > the Jus¬
tice di- clinrgiug the case against Hendrickson, ui
order to satisfy the excited curiosity of the excited
people, the Squire told them if tbey would be¬
have themselves properly, to muster themselves in
front of the holt! and the two prisoners should be
brought cut together. This proposition mot the ap¬probation of the crowd, and they accord¬
ingly arranged them-elves, mustering upwards
of three hundred, some on their wagons, and
others up the trees. When all were readv,
the officers brought out the two prisoners on the
balcony, and when together the difference was seen
at once; a number from the inob called out."War¬
ren Wood's the wan ; take the irons off Hendrick¬
son.'' "Let bim go; Wood's the fellow." The rea¬
der can readily imagine the contrast between the
countenances of the two prisoners.Hendrickson
bore a smile of innocence, and Wood looked paleand frightened.
The* Justice then ordered that both Wood and

Her.diickson should be shown to the pedler atone
time and let hiin select the man; but as the pedler
was lying in bed at the hotel of John H. Moote, some
two miles ea»t of Jacksonville, the prisoners were
ag»in placed in the wagon, followed by the mob.
The pedler was advised that another man was ar¬
rested, and he would see them both together. Wood
and Hendrickson were then placed side by side. The
sick man. attended by his physicians, Drs. McCabe
and Botbford, wa« set up in bed.

This was a solemn and impressive interview. Here
stood the guilty man by the side of aa innocent
9'an, the latter having been sworn by the pedler to
he the man who shot bin. The pedto, who was veryfeeble, scarcely able to articulate his words, looked
at Wood very attentively, and exclaimed, "Ah, that
is the coat, that is the coat; I am sure thut's the coat
the man wore; turn him around."' Both* men were
then turned back towards the pedler. "Ah," said
the pedler, pointing his finger to Wood, "that's the
man; I know him now. I know him better behind:
that's the coat. I tell you why I know him better
behind; when he walked with me on the road he
would go a little before me, and kept his face turned
from me, so that I could not see his face; but I am
now certain this man Wood is the one. I am will¬
ing Hendrickson should be let go ; I see my mis¬
take.
Wood was then turned face towards the pedler.The latter, lifting up his hand, with a German ac¬

cent asked, "Why did you take mv money?" Wood
cast his looks on the floor, and did not make anyreply. "Ab," says the pedler, " yon don't answer ;
yon are the man that took my money." '

The prisoner was then removed, in the custody of
the oflicers, and HeMlrickson went off with his
friends.

Justice Stewart suspended any further proceedings,
as the witnesses were not present, and subpoenas
were issued. Supper was provided, and the prisonerpartook a hearty meal. A room was then providedfor sleeping, as the prisonor was to be kept In custo¬
dy. the nearest jail being atCatskill, some fifteen
miles distance. A bed was made on the floor. Wood
was hand cuffed, and constable Bennett was ironed
by one wrist to Wood, and the two laid down on the
same bed. Capt. Ditehett laid against the back of a
chair, placed against the door. Our reporter threw
himself on the bed, in order to watch the movements
of all the scene by the glimmer of a dim countrytallow candle: and every now and then the clinkingof the shackles through the midnight hours was a
picture long to be remembered.
About 9 o'clock the following morning, the fallow¬ing affidavit was made by the pedlarHiram Williams, sworn, says I am a pedhr. and

reside at No. ll.'l Walker street, New York; that on
Friday .the 19th day of August, 18fi3, 1 was walking onthe plank road, on the west side of Greenville,when I
was met by Warren Wood, the prisoner now present.He passed me, and I went on to the bridge and
stopped to rest myself; while I was on the bridgeWood came up ana a<-ked me if I was going to takethe stage to Coxsackie. I told him I thought 1should. Wocd then replied, "You are a foolish fel¬
low to take the stage; If you will walk down with me
we can get there before the stage does, and you will
save your.money:" he then walked on through the
village, and looked around to see if I was com¬
ing after him; I followed on, and when near
the other side of the village I went in¬
to a tavern and took a drink; Wood followed
in and also took n drink : we then walked on to¬
gether. and he said to me, " I thought you was going
to take the stage;" 1 replied. " you said wo could
walk there before the stage we had walked about a
mile, when we came to a house ; Wood said " that
houec looks as if no one lived there. let us go in and
take a drink :" we went up to the house, and found
some one there : Wood said, " let's goon, we will 3et
a drink at the next house I stopped and took
i drink, and we proceewd on the road ; le then
asked me bow much I carried !n my pack; I said
fjoj^etiiytf.s one, arid semctijneitwo tiimtfred vloUan,

Km we e*me near the bridge, about lulf way down
the hill, Wood stepped back, and I av him pall a
pistol from hia pocket ; he fired it aad shot me down :
the ball entered my back and paeaed through my
body, so that the doctor took it oat of my abdomen.
He shot agiaa, twice, striking me about the head :
I fell on the road, and he teok me br the legs ana
throw me off the bridge, and then threw down my
Kit; he then dragged me to one corner, under tbe

ge, and asked me for my money: I gave him my
pocketbook, containing between $90 and |100; he
asked me what I had in my small box, and 1 told
him nothing but spectacles; he then threw htones on
me, and went away; the man now present, called
Heary Wood, I am confident is the man who shot
and robbed me, with an intention of taking my life.

Early in the morning Wood was identified by Mr.

Wilbur, who stated most positively that he was the
man he took to Catskill landing ou the afternoon the
pedler was shot. Mr W«eka also recognized himjas
the man he saw at Gayheod. Mr. Miller and Mr.
Irving both say that Wood is the man whom they
saw on the road with the pedler, on the morning of
the (Say the offlsuce was committed.
Tbe prisoner, finding that the evidence of his guilt

was undeniable, proposed to make a disclosure of
'the whole affair, and sent for Squire Btewart, to
whom he confessed his guilt, which in substance
corresponds with that made to Captain Ditchett.
The prisoner wa* again taken before th<» peiller,

and the affidavit of Hiram Williams read, and the
prisoner asked if be had any questions to ask the
witness. He raid he bad not; all he wished to say
was, that some parts of the affidavit were not true,
but tbe main facts *%re correct. Wood was then
taken back to his room, and then was informed of
his rights.that be was at liberty to answer or declino
to answer any questions that might L>e put to him.
He answered'aa follows:.My nanu* is Warren Wood:

1 was boru in Warreasburg, Warren county, State of
New York; I am thirty-one years of age, and brought
up a farmer; in relation to the cliarge preferred
against me, I have made a statement to Squire
Stewart, and have nothing further to say at present.
The Justice then made out a full commitment to de¬
tain tbe prisoner in tbe countv jail for trial, on tho
charge of shooting Hiram William') with intent to
kill, and robbery in the first degree.
The officers procured a wagon, and, on leaving the

house, quite a number of persons had congregated
to see tbe prisoner. Among tbe spectators were
some ladies, who hud rode many miles for the pur-
pope of gratifying their curiosity.
On reaching Catskill with the prisoner, our arrival

apparently had l>eeu anticipated. As we drove
through tfie town, a general mustering took place;
all eyes were fixed ou the prisoner, and a large
crowd were soon collected, who tbmst themselves
into the Jail ; and the jailor, after putting tbe
shackles on the prisoner's legs, permitted the citi¬
zens in turn to i>(ep through the small aperture and
take a look at the man who shot the pedler.
Hiram Williams is small in stature, twenty three

.years of age, and slim'y made. Although iu a very
feeble state ofhealth, toe physicians have hope of
his recovery.
The propei ly found in the possession of Wood is,

beyond a doubt, a part of the proceeds of a burglary
committed by him, in June last, in the store of Mr.
Taber, situated at Durham, tireene county.
The court in which Wood's case will be brought

does not meet until November next.
