W. Frost, Oneidfe

These, as far as we know, arc all good free
soil, anti-fugitive slave law men. without an

larger or smaller vote than was given in this
State for John P. Hale for President, in Novem¬
ber, will depend very much upon the tickct and
platform of each ot the two conventions yet to
be held at Syracuse. Hence it is that we

. are extremely puzzled what line of policy to
recommend to the democrats or to the whig?
If the democratic soft shells are allowed the
preponderance in their convention the hard
shells will be very apt to kick aut of the traces,
and vice versa ; and as there has been so much
shuffling upon the compromise of 18-30 it would
be a waste of time to suggest another compro¬
mise for 1853.

The I3th of September we fear,
from all the signs of the weather, will be a dark
day for the reunited democracy, and all the
darker because the . free democracy'' are wait¬
ing and watching to cut in among thorn.
The prospect for the whigs is somewhat bet¬

ter, though not very definite. But if they will
agree to drop their old wranglings for two
months, and unite heartily upon a good popu¬
lar ticket, they may rise from the dus', shake
themselves and fall to and demolish the twen¬
ty-seven thousand majority of Geu. Pierce and
sweep the State. The present . harmony" among
the democracy offers a fair invitation to the
whigs to do this very thing; but we fear «fcat
the abominable ism s ot yreel^y & Company
and the Maine lienor law will drive thetn to
distraction.

Ebkmjbn Diplomacy in Washington..The I
Minister from Bremen, Mr. Schleiden, haa

proved himself an able diplomatist, since Viq
has succeeded so early with tho Secretary of
State, to induce him to issue a peremptory or¬
der to the new United States Consul at Bremen,
forbidding him to grant certificates to contracts
of marriages to be fulfilled on arrival in the
United States, while similar certificates are now
granted by Bremen authorities, although, hi

case of need, those contracts could not be en¬

forced in the United States unless verified by
tbe United States official abroad. Thus has
the United States consulate at Bremen been de¬
prived, by one blow, of fully one-third of its

I income for the benefit of a Bremen magistrate.' "Wbf.e Mr. Schleiden was convincing the Sec¬
retary of Stat* at Washington, of the denlo"
ralia*ng effects of certifying marriage contracts
by Cte. United States Consul at Bremen, the
Bremen magistrate, Amtman Groning, at Bre-
inerhaven, the shipping port, was grauting simi¬
tar certificates, with this only difference.that
.he required the contract to bo fulfilled, on ar¬
rival in tbe United States, before a clergyman,
whereas the United States consul required it to
be done before any legal authority.
Poverty, in Germany, is a legal bar to matri¬

mony; consequently, great numbers live to.
gether as man and wife, without any ceremony
or marriage contract. Many of such emigrate
to the United States.numbers to thiscity. The
men having no bond to compel them to the sup¬
port of the women and children, often abanden
them to the charities of this city. This becom¬
ing onerous, our city authorities refuse commu-
'ation money for all women with children, not
accompanied by the husband, requiring bonds
of $300 for each woman and child. After this
was known, e.rpediteurs of emigrants in Bre¬
men insisted upon marriage before forwarding
such. The Bremen government would not con¬
sent to a full marriage in that city, fearing, if
the parties ever returned as paupers frcrn the
United States, that their former government
would send them to Bremen to be there sup¬
ported. having allowed matrimony withiQ their
jurisdiction.
No other mode, satisfactory to our city au¬

thorities, could be adopted, but to file a con¬

tract of marriage before the United States Con¬
sul at Bremen, of which the Department of
State was advised as early &s March, 1851.

This soon becamc the moat important item in
the fees of the consulate, as will appear by the
semi-annual returns regularly made by the
Bremen consulate to the Department of State;
but now. through this new order, it accrues to
the benefit of the Bremen authorities.

If such success attends the diplomacy of Mr.
Schleidcn, it is to be hoped that he has no wish
to amend the treaty of 1827, as it secures to
United States citizens commercial privileges
in Bremen which have only, under the late
Consul, Mr. King, been discussed and clearly
understood.

Great Agricultural and Mechanical Fair
at the Soi'tb. We observe with much gratifi¬
cation, and beg through oar columns to call
the attention of the industrial portion of our

community thereto, that an annual fair is about
to be organized at Louisville, Ky., tor the ex¬

hibition of the manufacturing and farm produce
of the State. This fair has been got up by a

committee of the principal citizens or Louis¬
ville. at the head of whom is Mr. G. Ilancock
as president. It is proposed to open the exhi¬
bition on Tuesday, the 11th of October, and
to continue it during the remainder cf that
week.
Premiums not exceeding $50 for any article,

will be adjudged, in the following order. On
the first day, for manufactures in wool, cotton
silk, hemp. atwl flax, cabinet or carpenter work,
hats, and boots and shoes. On the second day,
for silver and other ware. Iron castings car¬

riages. agricultural implements, products of
the field, orchard, garden, dairy , and fowl yard
southwestern wine, Ac. On the third day
for live st«ck. On the fourth day, for blooded
and saddle horses; and on the fifth day, for
draught Jiorses, asses and mules.
The soeiety have procured extensive grounds

for the exhibition, in the vicinity of the city, and
cordially invite the co-operation of other States.
They propose to connect with the fair auction
sales of stock, and such other articles as may
have been sent to it, so as to accommodate both
buyer and seller residing at a distance.

This is the first movement of the kind »hat has
been got up in the South, and it is just such a

movement as must tesd most to the devclope-
nunt of its agricultural and industrial re-
souicss. Louisville being easily accessible by
railroad and steamboat, is peculiarly well situ¬
ated lor thtfceihibition, and we hope that this
initiatory step to organize regular annual fairs
of the same kind, will be liberally supported and
«ncouragcd by contributions from ttio North. It
is a highly praiseworthy effort ami deserves the
amplest encouragement that can be afforded to
it. We hope, therefore, that it will succeed
even beyond the expectation.-' of its designers
aul forwarders.

The Chinese Mission and Mr. Walker..
For some days past we Iiave been informed
that Mr. Walker bas at length given up the
idea of attempting the great experiment of in¬
troducing free trade into China. It is said
that he has concluded not to give Mr. Dob¬
bin any farther trouble concerning a steamer
suitable for the voyage to Canton, and that
so far from waiting for the repairs of
the San Jacinto Mr. Walker has resolved to
throw up lis commist-loa in disgust. Further¬
more, tfie Pacific Railroad offoxs no small in-
dueem«a»s to a progressive mind like that of
Mr. Walker, and may possioly lead to Rreater
commercial r *ults than any treaty which could
be made with the Chinese lor a year or two.
Therefore we think it very likely that the mis¬
sion to Cblr.a will »oon be, if it has not already
been, fiiial'y and positively declined by Mr.
Willi r. Rut chiill we thereby lose the trade
of the. Yang-tse-Keang. the Hoaug-Ho and
Kwang-Cbow-Foo? Shall the British be per¬
mitted to rule the roast in China too? Let
the administration look to it or we arc gone.

Innocent female* are huddled up in cellars among a num^
ber of men and boys, m-tny of these latter o? the vilest
description having among them pickpockets, thieves,
and rouiderers She maintained that the preaent system
was contamination to young females, whoie Innocence
was p»lluted by breathing even the atmosphere that sur¬
rounded them in these plsoes. 8hs was also very severe*
upon tbe keepers of there offices, and aaid that unless
they were bribed by the servants in addition to paying
tbe fee they would not obtain them places, bat kept
them back, while the fmvjrites who bribed them got the
bert and earlies pl«oe». But the worst feature of the
plan, the continued was the indiscilminate assemblage
of both sexes, where the coar-eat familiarity wai allowed,
it being no nncoam<>n thing for the keepers of tbete offices
to invite out the temaies who were waiting for plases
to go and drink with tn»m.
