The Russian Cabinet has definitively refused to accept
the modifications demanded by tue Porte, A new memy
randum (rom Russia 4 expectod,

If the words “s new memorandum from Russia
is ox]:cled" be not an interpolation or addition
made here, the despatch would show that the period
of negotiation is not over, and that there is no rea-
son g suppose that hostilities are instantly
to commence between Russia and Turkey—un-
less, indeed, Omer Pusha's army has followed ths
impulse of enthusiasm, and disregaried everything
except the desire to attack the Russians. Indeed, &
rumor to that effect is carrent, though in all proba-
bility it is incorrect. The story goes that Omer
Pashia, unable to restrain his men, was forced to lead
them on to combat; that the Danube was crossed;
that an engagement ensued, in which the Bussians at
Bt had the worst of it, but after five days fighting
had got the upper hand; and that at Iusﬁv 4D armis-
tice was ooneluded. I give you this romor in
the very words in which it iy circulated, and
merely add that there is no official confirmation of
the fact, and that it is strangea combat which lasted
fifive days’ should only now be heard of for the
first time, While besita ing to give credence to the”
gtory, | think ai the same time that it is not at all
improbable that some skirmishing hss taken place
pomewhere betweea armies which have been 30 vio-
lently excited against each other.

he tEmperor of Russia is willing to abide by
an award of mediators who caonot be thought pre
possessed in his favor, the Bualtan might oerhrnly
consent, without any derogation of his dignity or
his rights, to adopt a similar comrse. If " the
modifications recently suggested by the Porte
can be shown to comprise any points substan-
tially important to the sovereignty of the Otto-
man empire, there is no reason for supposing

that such uments would be disregarded ;
but the guestion of tho greatest significance
evidently concerns the evacuation of the Danubian

Principalities and the effectual protection of those
rovinces against such agg ona for the future.
cre ‘miuts the four Powers are ready to taks into
immediate consideration, and if they guarantee the
evacuation of the Tarkish territory, and provide for
its immunity in times to come, we t that no
friend of the Ottoman empire coald advise the rejec:
tion of such terms.
Even admitting that the abstract righta of the
Turkish canze may entitle the Porte to demand
something more, we think it not unreasonable that
such rights shou'd be reserved in deference to the
facts of the conjuncture. Any power, however
independent, must, by accepting the protection and
mediation of other powers in difficulties of its
own, surrender some liftle portion of its inherent
privileges, 1t may be perfectly troe, that accord-
u:s( to the strict law of justice, Rus-ia ought not
ouly to accept the Turkish modideations, bat
to give come compensation for aggreasinns commit-
fed. This, however, was not the set-isian of those
four Powers whompmt.entinu Tarkey, ia the hour of
weakness, wus glad to re seive, and whose arbitration
she virtnally acknowledgzed. IF those powers have
Jjudged it desirable in the interests of Europe and of
peace to adopt another course than that which the
proceeding of Russia might have justified them in
proclpiming, such a resomtion ought to have its
welght with a court which i3 availing itsell of the
intervention thus afforded. It is undoubtedly compe-
tent to the Porte to form its own decisions and to
fight its own battles. We do not deny that on the
resent oceasion it would, as against Rossia, have o
ust canse. But it is pluin that the aid of the four
Powers cannot reasonably be exacted in a conrse of
policy opposed to their own recommendations, and
adopted to the prejudice of their own interests, It
is, in short, in the interest of Kurope that Earopean
intervention is now exercised on bebalf of the Turks,
and if this interest, in the opinion of the dispensin
Powers, is invalved in the maintenance of peace,
is hard to expect that they siwuld sapport Turkey
in o declaation of war.
It could be proved beyond doubt that Iossia has
no rights whatever in the Danubian prineipalities,
and that by this vlolent invasion of a foreign terri-
tory she bas broken public law. It could be proved
ag readily that the Porte would have been war-
rauted in resisting euch invamion hy arms, and
it might perhaps be shown that other Powers
owed sympathy and succor. Dot, thongh in-
mediate hostililies might have satisfled theore.
tical justice, they wonld hove bzen of little real
eervice to the Ottoman empire, and would un-
questionably have plunged Europe into the eala-
mities of a general war. He would be a bold man,
we think, who should assert that at the close of
such & war the “integrity of the Ottoman domintons’

would be placed in a condition of greater secur
ity than at present. As far as snch an olject
is aottningble, it will be gained muoch more

surely by the pacific action of the four Powers in
cor cert with o view to this end. That such action
must be exerted substantially in the interests of the
Turke is what cannot he denied, for otherwise there
wuould be no occasion for exerting it ail; but if ths
intervention of Europe, either at this or any other
stage of the dispute, is expected by the Porte, it is
not too much to ask that the course of proseeding
should be left to the decigion of the mediators them-
selves.

It is & melancholy duty to haveto inform you of
the sad ravages which the fever has continued to
make sinoe my last letter was written, op the 13th
inetant. 1 had then to inform you of ite spread
smong the conviets and soldiers. 1 have now to ac-
quaint you that it has since taken its course amony
those of the first rank and standing in the ¢alony.

His Honor Colonel George Phillpotts, the Acting
Governor, died on the night of Bunday, the 18th
instant, after five days illness, of fever. Col. Phill.
polts arrived in this command in May last, and, a3 su-

rior in military rank to Col. Eden, (then ad ninister-
ng the government,) assumed the dutiea of Govern-
cr. His short administration of the affairs of this
colony has giyen universal satisfaction to its inhabi-

tants,

Col. Phillpotts entered the army on the 1st of May,
1811; was wade first lientenant on the 11th of the
rume month; captain in March, 1825; brevet-major
Jute, 1k38; brevet lieut-colonel, March, 1839;
rogimental colonel, April, 1846. Ho was fuvorably
noticed iv Sir Gordon Drummoni's despateh of the
sttuck on Fort Krie, September, 1514; rerved as as-
kistant (‘!luartar-maater general with the ar in
Canada during the insuriection of 1837, 38, and 34,
snd was most actively employed, with the losal rank
of colonel. The famiiy of the deceased officer were
expected to join him in Bermuda sowme time next
ﬂ:nuth. He was a brother of the Bishop of Exe-

The same telegraph from Bt. (ieorges that an-
nounsed to us the death of Col, Phillpotts also ac-
quainted us of the iliness from fever, and inability to
assume the government of Licut-Col. Robe, R, A.
The command of the troops then devolved on Mujor
Boulden Oakeley, 56th regiment, the officer next in
rank. The death of Lient.Col. Robe, R. A., took
place om Wedresday night, the 21st. instant., He ar-
rived in this command in Deécember last, aud was
held in high cstimation by all who became ac-
iuimintrd with him. He leavesa widow to mourn
12 lose.

Major Oakelcy assumed the comwmand of the
troops_ on Tuesdiy—on the gday following he was
taken ill with fever, and was obliged to tura over the
command to Llsipm Arthur W. Byles, 50tu regiment
in command of the wing of thut corps stationed af
Irelaod Island. The Major proceeded as far as the
Porey on Wednesday, for the transaction of business
connected with the command. 1 understand he hea
since taken his station at Bt. Georges. Majer
Oakeley is still ill, but strong hopea are entertained
of his recovory.

The heudguarters of the 56th regiment have
been at the Ferry since the Lith bave just
understood that these who are well will be romoved
to Prospect Hill, and that the convalesent are to
be seot to PPort’s Island, The 5Gth have lost & ver
large number by the fever, among whom are the fol-
lowing officers:—Capt. Edward F'.

clawation appointing it, that both Colonel Philpotts,
who ordered 1, aud Colonel Robe, who, owing to
inubilisy of the Colonel, signed it, were dead before

Weliave a hintor‘y of this horrible affair by private
letter direct from Fort Graham, Texas, whera it oc-
curred. It geems that Steiier and Lient Bingham,
from drinking, fell to quarrelling, so disturbing
the Enrr[son a8 to compel the commander, Ma-
Jor Arnold, to go to them, and order them to their
reapective quarters, Bteiner then told A. that if he

laced him under arrest, he would kill him. This
breat being taken as & mere ebullition of passion,
Arnold took no notice of it, and the quarrellers weot
to their respective quarters. On the next day, when
they Lad time to cool their passion, Arnold sent the
Adjutant of the post with an order to arrest both.
y were found at Lieut. Bingham's quarters, ap-
parently about to renew the quarrel. Bteiner, on
reading the order for his arrest, gave himsell up,
and again remarked that he would kill asy
man who should arrest him, and desired to see
Amold. The Adjutant advised him not to zo overto
A.'s quarters, lest he might commit himsel! by using
violent and insubordinate language. But he per-
gisted in going there. In a few moments, the Ad-
Jutant heard pisto]l shots there—six—and rushing
over, found Arnold lying weltering in his blood in the
Fmge between his two rooms.
