It neem» that Mr. Adee,
accompanied by scleral acquaintances, went into the pub-
Uc house kaown as Central 1UU,, No. 174 Grind street,
corner of Centre Market place, on the evening ia qustlon,
at ubout 10 o'clock, where a dispute arose between the
friends of Sir. Adee and other parties. Burni, who w.sfi

in the barroom at the time, entered into the melee. aad a

kind of general quarrel took place, aud Burn* struck A'lee
n blow which tumbled liim duwn on the floor, and then
followed him to the sidewalk where he renewed the vio
lencc by heating him about the head, breaking h.s owe

nnd otherwise distignring hli face, the injuries of which
produced concussion and compression cf tne brain there
by causing death.

Section eight, and tiie last
One which it is now material to consider, provides that,
upon i ¦?({> appearance ol both parties in court, issue shall
be Joined upon the claim made, and the notice of setoff
served by the owner. This is the only is>me provided for
by the term* of the act. and tho only one necessary to be
joined in order to subserve the plain object of tiie act.
Tints if the suit be brought by a material man against
the owner, lor material* luruished his contractor, where
a contract hah been entered into between the owner
mid thr< buiidc r, tho claimant must show that the
material* were ui-e<l iu the erection of the building;
