The spinion given by you in the Hwarn of 24th Au-
gust last, om the righta of citizons abread, comes to the
point, and sught 1o be made part of the lnstructions of
sur represeniatives abroad. Where our abuses have beon
permitted to remain unrectified, witheul proper aatisfac-
tloa being given te our citizens, it has, in nine sut of tea
casen, boen the fault of our epresentative, Fyen if the
interior States of the European contiment, and in parsi-
oular the anmerens German ones, do not permit our go-
vernmont to enforce tha righta dum to onr cilizens by

The Turkish question has plainly becoms s queation of
words., The Crar preferved certain demanda upen the
Sultan, touching a specios of protectorate which he might
be authorized to exercise with regard to the Greek Chris-
tian subjects of the Porte. The Sultan rejected these de-
mands, as involving eoncessions incompatible with the
sovercign independence of his own goveranment, on which
the Cear, to pli , Toreibly § d himanlf
of the Danubian principslities as a * material guarantes *'
for the surrender he required. These proceedings brought
thie other Powers of Ruropo on the scens. and
Frunce despatelied their flects to the mouth of Darda-
nolies, and their representatives immedistely met thoge of
Austria and Prussia in conference st Vienns. All thase
movements were made exclusively, as between the con
tending parties, in the interest o rkey. The peace of
Europe and the pressrvation of politicsl equilibrium, wers,
of course, objects of parsmount importance | but, as re-
gorded the respeetive cluims of Turkey and Russia, the in-
tervention of the great Powers coald {;ra no views which
were not favorable to the former.
