The Liberation of Koszta.
[From the Washington Intelligencer, Oct. 7.

We were not wrong, yesterday, we And, iu surmising
that the visit of the Austrian Minister to Mr. Marcy at
Albany, related to tlie disposal of the Koszta case. We
now learn that the Austrian government, about a month

» go, consented to the liberation of Koszta, on condition
that he should be put ou board of an American vessel and
return directly to the United States; and the Austrian
Minister at Constantinople was instructed to communi¬
cate this determination to the American Minister, Mr.
Marsh. This consent to the release of Koszta was given
we understand, in consequence of tlie recovery of the
Hungarian regalia, as related in our last Paris letter and
in tlie French papers. It appears that as Koszta was one
of Kossuth s party when the Hungarian crown, he. were
taken from Buda, it was supposed that he could give in¬
formation of the disposition of the articles which might
lead to their recovery; and this we learu was the motive,
or one of the motives, v hich induced his seizure at Smyr¬
na. About the last of August the missing regalia were
discovered, as our readers are already informed, near Or-
sova, just without the Hungarian bort er, to which Kos¬
suth first lied. The recovery of the crown and jewels,
together with the necessity of relieving the French Con¬
sul General from the disagreeable engagement to keep
Koszta, induced the Austrian government to consent to
his release on the condition stated above. We see it
further mentioned in the Nkw York Hkk.\u> that, in con¬
senting to this arrangement, tho Austrian government re¬
serves tlie right of considering Koszta as un Austrian sub¬
ject, if ho shall return to Turkey, "so long as ho shall
not I icEdi vested of his native nationality in a regular and
lawiulfway."

THE FESTIVAL AT TARRYTOWN.

Dedication of a Monument on
tlie " Andre Ground."

SPEECHES OF GOVERNOR SEYM0U1 AND OTHERS,
fto>,

Special Report for the New York Herald.
The monument recently erected at Tarrytown, Westche<-

ter county, in commemoration of and on the spot where
Major John Andre was captured, on the 23d September,
1780, was dedicated yesterday. The day was one of the
finest of the season, the air wait clear and bracing, and
the sun shone with cloudless splendor.

THE MONUMENT.
This monument has been erected by the voluntary sub¬

scriptions of the people of Westchester county, under the
direction of the Tarrytown Monument Association, whioh
was formed on the 7th April, 1653, with Amos It. Clark an

its president; N. O. Holmes, vic« president; S. I'. Swart-
wout, recordlrg secretary; E. C. Rushmore, corresponding
secretary; and M. H. Wilson, treasurer. Tho monument
i« on the *p<4 where Andre *as accosted by l'aulding,
upon land given for the purpose by its owner, a colored
man. named William Taylor. The monument is of Sing
Ping marble. Tlie material was given by the State, and
the cost of erection will be about $1,500. It is a conical
shaft rising from a square pedestal. The base U eight
feet square, and the extreme height is twenty-six feet.
The following inscription, written by Mr. J. K. Paulding,
will bo placed upon the monument.

The people of Westchester County have erected this monu¬

ment, as well to commemorate a great event, as to testify
their high estimation of that integrity which, rejecting
every temptation, rescued the United States from most
imminent perils, by battling the arts of a spy, and the
plots of a traitor.
Willi this description of the monument, we will now

THE DEDICATION.THE PROCESSION.

From early morning the usually quiet village of Tarry-
town presented a lively appearance. The Atuericnn ling
streamed from the tops of the houses; artillery resound
ed from its heights; the march of soldiery and the < laug
of military music resounded through its streets. 0.i ac¬
count of the delay of some of the railway trains from
New York the procession was not formed until one
o'clock.

Mr. Ci-ARR then intrcduoed Governor Srraocn, who
proceeded to dedicato the monument as follows:.

1 1 llow citizens.There are some events in the history
of nations which lose none o( their interest by the lapse
of time. While cotemporaneous occurrences are lost in
obscurity, these stand out more clearly and distinctly to
tl e public approbation from the lapse of yoars. Of this
character is the occurrence which has called us together
on this occasion. In the annals of history there is no

event more interesting in Its nature, or more important
in ita bearings, than that for whieh this monument has
been erected, and which we have assembled to commemo¬
rate. (Applause.) It i* full of dramatic interest. The
imagination of the poet could not have grouped together
individuals in finer contrast than those who were the
chief actors on this occasion. The stern patriotic dig
nity of Washington.the grace of the unfortunate
Andre.the daring boldness of Arnold in executing the
memorable feat la conducting hU memorable expedition
to Quebec, and whose marked bravery on the plains of
Saratoga, one of the most favorite soldiers of the Revolu
tion, stands In strong contrast with that treachery which
cast him down from the height of American regard to ut¬
ter detestation. The scenery, too, was grand, much In
keeping with the incident* ; these Incident* involved U

liberties of the nation "ftrf? tn «n^^r c»«-
nected with this occurrence The manner in whirl. Anrtfe

sion. This monument is the first that has be>n erected
within the territory of the State of No * York for tho
purpose of commemorating any of the trreat occurrences
that have taken place within its limits. I do not con
Hider it inappropriate tr> make a few remarks touchingthe gross injustice tlie jieople ol the State of .*ow York
have done to themselves, to their history, to thorr an-es
tors, in failing to present in Iwild relief the glorious
event* which have t» ken place upon the soil of the Em¬
pire State. (A pplause. > I do not stand before you to¬
day to make any invidious listinctions between our ow»\
State and other portions of our confederacy. I only wish
to perform a pious duty, in vindicating to the Amen San
people and our brethren of the New England States t»nd
other members of this confederacy who have been msro
true to themselves and their history than we have beeD.
While a noble tower commemorates the place whero
freedom's battle was begun, what is there to show youat Saratoga where fieedoiu'a fight was won? (Cheers.)While a monument stands on the shores of Connecticut
to tell of the blood shed at New I/indon where is there

a remembrance of the thousands of our brave citizen* who
wore mhM<acred in the valley ot the Mohawk ? While Vix-
ginia boasts of her statesmen, what has New York done to
perpetuate the memory of those who were first to assert
lie right of civil liberty ? Let us glance for a moment at
the history of our State. In the first place, let me say awonl in .egard to its physical peculiarities for they are
intimately connected with its history. Starting from
where Niagara sends forth its thunders, down to the
.shores or U.ng Island, where the commerce of the
world is emptied at yonr feet, you may find the
greatest variety of the most beautiful scenery, and all
so contrived for the purposes of trade and com¬
merce to make New York the greatest State iu
the confederacy. One who passes up the Hudson, and
through its rocky hills, woutd naturally think that its
currents would be broken, and its channel impeded byrifts. Not so. He sees tho tide of commerce floating on
to the west of the Alleghany ridge. So with the Mohawk
valley. At some season of the year there is an entire and
uninterrupted river and lake connection between New
York bav and the shores of the Mississippi. This is tho
reason w by our State his been made the highway through
which has passed llio entire commerce of the great West.
The State of New York has been the theatre of the most
interesting events in our history. The valleys ol the
Mohawk and the Hudson have been tho scenes or many of
these events. It is not too much to say that if these
events were struck out of the record there would
he left but a feeble and disconnected history. Hut.
1 may say that it all else was lost, there would still
be enough left tor tho philosophic historian to givo

a succinct account of our early colonial history, au.l
the progress of our revolutionary struggle. (Uiee .:*.)
When New York was first settled, we found in the
valley ot the Mohawk that remarkable Indian confederacy,
the five trilies, who had nearly subjugated the continent,
and whose trail had extended from Georgia to Maine, and
the bloo.lv conflicts in this valley form a prominent page
in the history of our country. The settlement of Now
York was made under peculiar circumstances, and while
in New England cverv citizen is acquainted witn the most
minute particulars relative to the lMlgrim Father*, there
arc many citizens of our State who know little or nothing
of its early history New York was not settled by on*
nation alone; the lower shores of the Hudson were peo¬
pled with Hollanders.Huguenots and Walloons.and it
is remarkable that, while we hear so much of the Pilgrims,
we are left totally in the dark with reference to those
men who sheltered them in their flight from England, ant
preceded them in their immigration to this country. (Ap¬
plause ) No men ever enjoyed an.l understood civil liber¬
ty founded upon the best municipal regulations, more than
tin. Hollanders. No men ever suffered so much and so long
iu defence of religious liberty as the Huguenots I assing
ui) the ri\er, we find men wlio briiitf from the Highlands
of Scotland the peculiarities of that region; and then
Frenchmen; farther on Germans; while to the West p» m
tinted the gold s. eking Spaniard, tempted by the ass

_ranee of an Indian, that there was a ' lake with silver
sand." which proved to be the salt springs ol salina.which
have been so great a source of prosperity to .lie county
of OnondagUB. (Applause.) And all these things are
unknown, save to the scholar and the historian. 1 assing
