Since his return from Dieppe to 8t. Clond, the
Pmperor Louis Napoleon has been living quietly in
in his ehatenn, dividing his time one half wish the
political business of the empire, and the other half
going to theatres, te shooting parties at St. Ger-
main, and to military displays. at the camp of Sato-
ry. The political, by itself, with tne excaption ef
the Russo-Tarkish question, is 3 dull as it could be,
and [ am bound to say, as a faithful reporter, that
the pleasures of the French Emperor bave slso ex-
perienced the same dullness. At Satory the suthu-
siasm of the troops was 80 small that the
generals aud efficers knew not how to face at
the Imperial couple. At Bi Germain the game-
keeper bad so badly concentrated the hares,
pheasants und pariridges, that the Emperor only
Idlled seven birds. And last, atthe opera, where
fhe Emperor and his wife appeared on the ‘epening
ight, the singing was #o wretched that the manager
thought that his last duys had come. On the whole,
the last fortnight has not been very pleasing to Lonis
Yapoleon.

It is decided that the Emprees will follow her hus-
band in his tour in the northera departments. They
both left Paris this morning, en rowte for ,Arras
snd Lille, and will return on the las: of the month,
The emperor leaves Paris with much reluctance,
and, if it had not been [ur the prepecations mede in
all the cities where he is expe:ted, he would have
postponed the excuraion to another epoch.

All the ministers are taking their vacatiens, each
in their turn, whilst one of them is super'ntending
the ministry of his colleagne, during his absenoce.
M. de Persigny has been absent for two weeks, M.
Drouin de L'Huyns, the Minister of Foreign Affairs,
left Paris suddenly, withsut any appareut canse. [t
was whispéred im certain quarters, that this diplo-
mat had cressed the Channel to g) himself to Lon.
don, to settle the difficulties with Rosda and
Turkey.
