The Lost Bhip Southerner.

The following letter from Capt. Russell, of the lost ship
Boutherner, to bis cwners, details the manner in wkich
he apd his shipwrecked crew were treated by the Ameri-
can Consul after they were rescued by the Marshfield and
carried to London:—

Meenrs, Braxroy & THOMBON j—

GevriN—Enclesed s & duplicate of my last [gu'ﬂ-
culurs of the loas of the ahip,] since when lio Murshfield
arrived at this port en the S0th ult. Timmediately called
upon the United States Consul at th's port and noted my
protest. We were in & mest destitute conditic n, and he
could scarce credit I was what I representad m;rll]'l’ to be.
Forturately for me, whilst lying in the Downe, Capt. Dag-

tt, of Gilasgow, lenrnt our situstion, and on my srciva

ere 1 found a letter from him with an offer of assistance,
with power to draw on bim for my immediate necessitiea,
After showing this to the Consul he relustantly acespted my
draft for just suflicient fo partly clothe mysell, and would
not make any sdvazces b pay off my erew, urging asa
reason that Le was about windiog up Lis business to make
way for his saceessor, who @i expected to-day. My crew
he sent to lodgings, ard only yesterday did Lis, at my mast
urgent demanda, give them aoy clothing, although I had
repeatedly shown him their condition.  Without money
or clothes, they bave been a great source of aunoyauce
to me, shough 1 cun bardly blame them, for they were
rieerable Indeed. 1 expeet to receive some {uads from
Capt. Inggett today to pay them off; ha writes to me
thint It hae been the custom in New York to pay them un-
til the ship was losi, plthough teey canoot legully elaim

A
eimilsr treaty wad slgned on the same day with the
plenipotentiaries of Great Britain and France.

The second treaty was one of friendship, commerce,
and navigation with the confederation, and was
eigned on the 27th of July, at Ban Jose, in the State
of Enire Rios.
