State of Affelea Prior to the Reception of
the Declaration of War.

We annex the various extraots and opinions of the di-
ferent British nowspapers, concerning the Eastern diM-
culty, prior to the confirmution of the report of the de-
tlaration of war by Turkey agninst Russia:—

The ground for surmising that the Sultan had aot for-
mully sigued the declaration was, that previous to declaring
war the Bultan submits, as a matter of form, to the opim-
ien or sanetion of the Sheik ul Islam—the decision of the
Myam—and thus formality requires a delay of some dayw.
The despatch which has caused so muoch exeitoment
stated that the Sultan signed the decluration the same
evening it wan voted. 4

We give the position of the Eastern guestion in the
summing up of the london Times. To the successive
phases of the Turkish question, (says the Time,) may
now be added one of greater singularity than soy of
these preceding it. The Ottoman Porte has pronounced,
by the decision of its Bupreme Council, for opea war;
and although it is not yet known wigi oy certainty that
this resolution has been smbodied in any formal declira-
tion on the partof the Sultan, there ki every reason for
supposing that the cpinion of a body eonstituted like the
Supreme Counell, will be adopted by the executive go-
vernment, This measurs does not appear to hive bevn the
resnlt of any new or espuciul provocative on the part off
the Russinpe.  The Cear had committed his severs! sets
