This result aftor Is of itself a sti iking illustration of the
consequences of State interference in one of the most im¬
portant branches of private enterprise. When, however,
it is rt collected, in addition, that the expenditure of the
sum in question lias been rt means or checking all that
improvement in steam navigation which is to be attained
only by un-estricted competition; that it has caused a
rankling sense of injustice to be felt by 1hose colonies
which have bfen neglected, while others have been favored;
that it bus led the United States avowedly to adopt

a retaliatory course, and has thus caused between the
two governments a rivalry as irritating as it would
have been healthy if left to the energies of individuals;
and, finally, that it has placed for years past in the
hands of the treasury and tha admiralty an almost irre¬
sponsible power of dispensing nearly a million of money
to such companies as rright be able to establish the ne-
ce.-niry influence, a full idea nay be gained of the nature
of the system. Happily the present ministry are under¬
stood to have rf cognized in a great degree tha evils that
have thus arisen; but, although they have shown a dis¬
position to check them, or bring them within more mo te-
rate limits for the future, the broad doctrine that the
means of commercial communication throughout the
world should be left to develope themselves, thxt special
bounties cn one route can only operate unfairly upon
others, and that the sole function of tbe government is to
see that shipowners who undertake to cj.rry letters strict¬
ly fulfil the obligations they assume, is yet neither acted
upon nor acknowledged:.

police. On further inquiry it appeared that the name of
the person whoae'ed iu this it aDge manner is the Rev.
Henry Stantard, and he in a clergj man of the establish¬
ed church. It is supposed that he resides in Clontarf,
having rent a message to his wife in that locality. After
being talen Into custody be was brought tc the police
station *t Bridewell lane, whero he was locked up all
night. and ia the morning, about oiglit o cleck, he
managed to elTect his eniipe from the station house.
Captain Winter stated that his Excellency did not wish
any 1 ar»h proceedings to be adopted towards the unfor¬
tunate gentleman.
