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ZImmense Destruction of Property.
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‘THE FIRE IN WABHINGTON, JANE, AND
TROY STREETS.

One of the mont destructive fires which we have re-
gorded for the past year, broke out about thres o'clock
yeaterday morning, in the large building on the corner
of Jane and Washington streets. knownas Knox's factory.

The fire originated, it is aupposed, from & store in the
fAirst story, and on account of the early hour, it made
eonsiderable progress before it was discovered. When tha
salarm was given it hind extended over a great part of the
‘uilding, and the flames conld be seen inside long before
they broke out through the windowa and doors. In one
Thour the whole building was eaveloped in Sames, which
wrere now rapidly commuuicating with the adjoiniog dwell:
fogs. The greatest alarm and excitement prevailed

+among thoas who lived in dangerous proximity with the
ponflagration, and every ooe who had any moveabls pro-
party sot to work in its immediste removal, Beds, tables,
chalrs, aud ether articles of furniture, were thrown out of
the windows in precipitaie hsnte, and so general appeared
£0 be the pania that those who lived at a safe distance
joined in the Hight., The strests were erowded wiih peo.
ple, and the greatest confusion prevailed. Hers you
would ses the unfortunate oicupants of houses which had
-already taken fire, or of thoss which were indanger, har-
ryiog to nome place of safuty with a table, bed, or some
other household artlcle. Then the ories of women and
children, roused from sleep by thealarmof fire and forel-
bly ejected from their homes, mingled with the loud tone
of commard from tne firemen, as they ordered the diffur.
ent companies, or dirested the operations of their men on
those parts of the buildig where the fire raged tha
Sercest, The scene was reilly grand, asthe hugs columng
of Aame burst through the roof, throwing ajdeep red tinge
on the clonded sky, which changed to & pure orange
color, a1 it became blent with the dawn of early morning,
¢ Bright aa noontide glared the night,’ lighting vp the
gtroets for more than a mile from the sceus of the con-
flagration. About five of six o’elock the wally of the fac-
tory fell out with a terrible crash, threatenicg destroe-
tion even to the buildings on the opposite side of the
atreet, and crushing, in their fall, s little shanty ocoupied
by & poor candy woman, and an adjoining stable, Fora
mément the flames seemed t+ be suppressed by the full of
he walls, and dense black clouds of smoke issned from
the ruined mass; but in & few moments they broke out
as fierce and as destructive as ever, recalling to mind the
description of Schiller:—

“Bmok \ !
Skywurd Il-umalrho flame in colamuns.’

All hope of saviog the factory having been abandoned,
the firenen directed their sttentiom to the adjolning
dwellings, to which the fire kad communicated
The work of destruction was not mear its termiuation,

. however, and the remen worked unceasiogly, and with
that perreverance mn¢ de'ermination which have alway
eharacterized tLem, for five hours before they rucceedel

. {n arresting it. At times the heat was A0 intense as to
drive them back again ard again, and two or threa we

+qrere informed were slightly scorched in their terribl
combat with the fierce and unsparing enemy. Hore you
oould pes them scramblivg up & ladder with a hose, or

. yunning along the roof of a house, from which u false
stepwould have resulted fatally, or wherever their pro-
gence wai most needed, with a log dinregard of their
©own personal safety, but yet with the most perfect cosl

~mees apd self posvession. Then again they were dimly
discernable through smoke and flames, saving the faral
ture of the poor inmates. No ome could see their

- moble exertionn and the gallant spirit of mell devotion
which animated them, without feuling a just pride in our
fire depas tment.

ture wam conviderably damaged by fire .and water. The
building is extensively damaged ; the walle are cracked,
and the roof broken through in several places, Dumage
to furnitare, by fire and water, $1,000 ; no insurance. The
building wne owned by Mr. Edward Hurry, architect,
whose loss amounted to $2,000—fully insured,

Nos. 123 and 121, owned by Senor Velssquer, were al-
most tolaliy destroyed. The furnlture of the occupants
was saved with slight damage. The owner's lous ls eatl.
mated at $5,000—fully insured.

Nog, 110 and 117 were occupled by two familien, who
faved their forniture, The owuner of the buildinga (a Mr.
John Sehottel, s tob int, doing busi down town.
Eoth of the hiuses were destroyed; the insurance on them
is 6,000, in the St. Nicholas office,

There were several extencive stables in the rear of Nos
11% and 117, owaed also by Mr. Schotiel, which were som-
pletely destroyed. At the time of the fire there ware
abont thirty horder in them, all of which were saved.
The lons eaured by the destruction of the stables amounta
to ahoat $1,600, which is alio covered by insuranoce.

The rectifyiog distillery of Wm. Saediker, which osou-
pisd four lots, Nes, 116, 113, 111 and 100, was completaly
destri yed. The building was insared !or $5,000, and the
stock for sbout $3,600, The distillery property was owned
by ¥rs, Miller, but occupied by Mr. Spediker, who con-
ducted the business, Mr. B. lost about $1,600 on his fur.
niture, which waa not insured.

The foregeing is, as far ns we could ascertain, an aceu.
rate account of the destruction on Troy street,

THE FIREMEN AND FOLICE.

Thére was an immezse force of firemen and police at
the great conllagration. Three of the firemen were in-
jured by the breaking of & ladder, whils they were pre-
paricg to enter one of the buruiog buildings. Charles
Miller, one of these, ia foreman of Eogine Co. No. 34.
The othor two escaped with & few slight brulses. They
wers precipitated from a height of abcut iftesn {eet. The

By this fire, we are informed about three hundred ope-
ratives are thrown out of employwent, while nearly
thirty families were rendered houseless for he time
beiog. Bome of those have oot yet found a place for their
(urniture, which is lying in the streets.

Tke total loss amuunts to about $125,000, and the in-
swance to nearly one ball that amouut. Thirteen
dwellings, two Jarge factories, one distillery and two sta-
blea were destroyed The majority of the dwellings were
small two story buildings, some of which were not worth
over one or two thousand dollars,

THE FIRE IN TWENTY-FIFTH S8TREET.

One of the greatest conflagratioos which has taken
place in our city for & loog time oecurred yesterday
morplog in Twent;-Afth strest, near the East rlver,
At sbout two o'clock the fire was discovered in the
rear of Prooks’ planoforte manufactory, No. 206 Twenty
fifth street, which in a short time was entirely con-
sumed. Every eilort that our gallant firemen econld
¢xert waR brought to bear upon the copruming blook,
out of pympatly for the thousands of mechanien who
found employment within the crumbling buildings,
¥rom Brooka' factory the flames i d with
the Empire Iron Works, which was immediataly one shest
of flame, The scene wau awfully grand. The sky was
iluminated. o as to be seen from every partof the city,
and notwitbstandieg the lateness of the hour, muny
thousand spectators were called to the spot. Iu a short
time the Empire Iron Works had ghared the fate of the
first bullding, Brooks' masufactory, asd preceated s
charred masa of ruios. The Fumpire feed mill went next,
and notwithstanding the many stresins of water falling
upon it, the building was liched up hy the farious fire, as
if & delicious morsel in the jaws of some great monster.
Together with all these was swopt awsy a large buil ‘ing
koown as**Chnpman's bullding,"’ being used for many ¢if-
ferent manufactories. Here the fire was subdued and is
now extinguished, exeepting the burniog of the ruins,

The large four story building, of which wa have already
spoken as Krox's factory, was totally destroyed, and the
only part of the ruins that still remsloa standieg is o
large, massive tower-like structure, the walls of which
wers too strong to be affected by the fire,  Ooe might easl
iy faney, while looking at this, that he was gazing at the
ruins of o old fort or esstle of the middle ages, for the
tower, an it now stands, bears a ntrong resemblance lo
many we have reen. It looks down from n height of at
Jeast forty feot on the wasa of ruins at its base, in solitary
solstion. Oue litle honse and & stable, an we have be-
fore stated, were crushed bepeath tho [allen rulus; but
fortunately the inmate of the house had suffisient time
€0 escape with her houseliol! property before her dwelling
was destroyed, Both buildings were owned by Mra, Mo-
Loughlin, who han lost about $500, there being no insur
ancs upon her property.

Four worden two-story buildings on the npposits side of
‘Washington etreet caught fAire, and were ao badly demaged
that they may be considered s total loss, They were

-wned by Mr. Ricbards. of ilenry street, and Mr. Morgan,
whose losa, amounting 1o about $2,000, was covered by
{fusurance. The occupants, consisting of several poor
familien, saved their furniture ina damaged state. Tha
insuzance was in the Bowery Company, for $1,000,

Considering the approach of winter, when & permanent
pituation s soost desicable and modt difMieolt to obtain,
thia fuct is more melancholy thau all the logs of property.
Muny of thess poor men, bogidea the loss of employment,
lost their entire stock of tools, which were in the manu-
factories.

We are informad by tha Captain of Folice that the fire
might, in all probability, have been confined to a siogle
building provided the bellringer of this distriet had done
hie duty ard promptly given the alarm. It i4 atated that
there was & lapse of time of aboat Bfteen or twenty
minutes between the tims of giviog toe alarm in the
atieet, and the ringing of the Lell. Owing to thia
dalay the fire obtained headway suffisient to baffle all the
attempts of the tiremen 41l it had sompleted the destrue-
tion recorded.

1t ls not yet fully aszcertained, but it {s supposed, that
this is the work of mo jncendiary, inasmuch ay there Lad
besn no fre in the building where it was firat discovered
during the nigkt, although a little fire had bLeen used In
the manufactory at pome time during the day. Brooks'
manafactory, being filled with piauo frames, which were
very dry combustibles, tho fire speedily enveloped the
entire bullding, presenting m sheet of lame awful to be
bold. The great brililaney of the reflaction led mnoy t
believe, who were tot on the spot, that the fire wasin
some kind of frame buildings; aud soms exaggerated the
borror of the sceae by fapcying mome of the mamerous
#inbles In this quarter of the city to be the consnmirg
pile.

The lower story of this bullding was oceupied by Willlsm
Jackson, Eaq., for grinding feed. His machinery and en-
tire stock of grain were burned. We could not leara
whether he was insured,

The foundry, No. 213, occupied by Henry Warts, was
one story high, Allen & Co. also used a portion of thia
for their agricultaral purposes. The five atory brick walls
of No. 216, adjoining this, fell upon it, quenchiog the fire
and burying many valuable pattarns and toold of the last
oamed firm. We could not learn the particulars as to
1he loes or insurance of Mr. Warts.

Two flocks of theep—one hundred or more—in stables
near the buildings on fire, were saved, but a large num.
ber of hogs and oxen were burned up, it being imposalble
to get them out.

Duriog the fird there was the grealest consternation
and confasion in the House of Refuge, whiak is very near
the ccnsumed buildiogs. Thia house s full of girls, who
were all locked up in their cells, by order of their mana-
gers, Some of the littls vagraants were orying, others
praying, others cracking their jokes as if they were en &
ple nic, and many were making merry at the thought of
being freed from their vearlsome prison. The roof of
the louee of Reluge, being of wooden shingles, the Chisf
of Police and his aids wers c ompelled to keep it wet, by
carrying up water in buckets. Had this takea fire, there
is oo ealeulating the serious results whish would have fol.
lowed, It would hava been impossible to relosse all the
inmates, 1t was only snved by the extraordinary ezer-
tions of the fire depart nent, nided by the city police,

John Hannon, o fireman belonging to Engina Company
Ko. 46, while engaged in one of the machiss shops, was
