appears by this that the depreciation was general, and
ve see no reason why it rbould eot continue. Tue banks
have (applied bull speculators pretty freely with funds
oa the hypotheeati n cf the worthless stuff pur¬
chased, aad the regular street buyers hare filled
themselves up with all the leading tansies on

the Market, and now there is no outlet. Even
the ofleersa of half a doaen banks w» could name,
located in Wall street, between Broad aad Nastau streets
en tbe weit and Hanover .treet on the east, are as full as

they can hold of fancy stocks. The individuals we allnde
to are constant operator* in st >ck«, bom* times for a rise
nd sometimes for a fall. pAll this is well known in the

street. We are stating nothing new; and yet any ooe of
thee* men would indignantly r«pudiate anything of the
kind, if publicly accused of it. It is from such causes that
the stock market from time to time is inflated or de¬

pressed. Tbe banks are of more service to fancy stock

speculators than to aay other class. To the oommercial
classes they are of very little use, and very uncertain at
that. Tbe time has gone by when the banks can alarm
business men by their contractions and expansion!. The
poor, deluded outside stock speculators are the only class
who severely suffer by the sadden changes in the move

meats of the banks; and the fluctuations recently realized
in the market valne of the fancies show that in this line
of burin* sa tteee Institutions are now as powerful as lu
times past they were in mercantile natters.
The banks cf this city have contracted their regular"

line of discounts, within the past three months, upwards
Of fiflMB millions of dollan, all of which has been draw
trdks the mercantile classes, notwithstanding which very
few failures hare occurred. This shows that the mer

Chants have other resources; and it is fortunate they
have. The importance of oar banking institutions to

business men is daily becoming less, and the time is not

far, distant when they will be nothing more or less than
ao many stock jobbing cone> rns. That they are so now,
to a great extent, is well known in financial circles, and

Be harm will be done to the commercial community by
exclusively devoting their capitals to the movement ef
fancy stocks. The loans made to brokers, on call by hy¬
pothecation of the fancies, do not appear in the bank re¬

ports of discounts. They are called cash items, and are

ae reported in the official returns.
It is estimated in Wall street that the losses on fancy

Stocks, within the past three months have aot been less
than three millions of dollars, and the question has been

frtftently asked where the tosses have fal'ea. We par-
Sally answered that question on Monday morning last.
We showed at that time who shouldered a portion o' the
burden; and it it our impression that further develope-
ments will soon be made, equally startling. There have
been very few failures in Wall street anion; bull stock spe¬
culators, and it is well known that operators in fancy stocks
for a rise are generally tbe weakest cla«s in the street.
Had there been suspension i to any extent, we should have
known that differences had not been pai 1 and lossei conse¬

quently avoided; but we know that all contract, have been
fulfilled, all losses promptly paid and somebody mu it have
been most seriously drained. Now the que tion is, where
did the means to meet these eaermnus differences come

from? Wall street could be much enlightened *y certain
individuals well known in tbe bank parlors of that im¬
mediate vicinity.
We understand that Mr Y*ncerbilt and the Nicaragua

Company have at last sgre*! upon «x-Judges Beardsley
and Kirkland as referees in their controversy No bet¬
ter men could have been selected. The former, from his
Tecent studies, is peculiarly fitted to look into and de-
Bide upon the powc s of corporations, ana therein we

think Mr. Yasderbilt will be tripped up, and not re¬
cover one penny, because his action is against the Nicar¬
agua Company, which U not an iecorpo-ation by
the laws of the State. His action should have

b> en sgainst the individual* acting as i fficer* of the com¬

pany, or agiinst tbe stockholders, who trade under tbe
n£me of the company. What particular points are em¬

braced is the above reference we are not informed; but
we understand it Joes not embrace all the claims of Van-
derbilt.

ha^ iet been innued in any shape In the estimated ways
and means of theVmipany we find a further issue of stock,
amounting to 49,400 shares, upon which an instalment of
$6 ier «hare is put down, ax part of the resources in hand
to complete the road. This will make a total issue of

170,000 shares, upon which there will hare been paid the
sum of SI, 050,0<)0, leaving in the pockets of certain gentle
mec.about a baker's dozen.the snug sum of $15,950,000.
It will be seen by the above itateinent that this road
will be built with fund* raised by the issue of band*.
Th« company will be liable for debts amounting to
about biztetn million* of dollars, to pay which the
two and a half million acres of land granted to the
company by Congress have been pledged. This is the
plan proposed for the construction of the Atlantic and
Pacilc Railroad, and, if It proves as successful, It will be
the most gigantic and most profitable speculation of the
age. The grant from Congress to the Illinois Central
Railroad Company has been monopolised by about a

dosen of the wealthiest railroad capitalist* of this city,
while the system adopted for the distribution of the stock
of the Atlantic and Pacific Railroad covers a multitude of
Uteres'*, In every section of the country. The Illinois
Central Railroad, owned by the number of individuals
oanaed above, is the firft railroad in this oountry the oost

of constructing which will have been entirely defrayed by
a direst grant of land from Congress It is, therefore, a

precedent, and may lead to further grants of a similar
character, fcr similar purposes.

in Pennsylvania, wss epened on the 12th in*t., and alarge
party from Broemsburg, Columbia county, went on an ex¬
cursion on the road. There are seven immense bridge*
on the line of the road from Catawissa to T&maqua. Fi 00
the summit in the coal region for seventy miles, to Has¬
ten there is a descending line of railroad,and from thence
to New York, by the New Jersey Central Railroad, grades
not exceeding 21 feet to the mile. From the sama sum

mit to Philadelphia, 115 miles, it is either a level or de¬
scending grade, where a single locomotive can draw four
or five hundred tons. Leading to the seaboard, east of
Baltimore, the highest grade from Williamsport, where
this toad connects with the Sunbury and Erie and Elmira
railroads, is no more than 33 feet to the mile, going either
to Philadelphia or New York. Philadelphia will be placed
by this road one hundred miles nearer to Western New York
than that city is by present routes. It opens a direct
line to the West from New York via Kmton and Catawissa,
to Williamsport ; thence by the Suabury and Erie Rail
road'to Ridgeway, in Elk county, and from Ridgeway to
the city of Erie, on Lake Erie. This road, when opened,
will shorten tbe line of travel from N«w York to Erie one

hundred miles, over any line of railroad at this time in
operation in the State of New York.
