purposes, for 1 soon discovered that she was the doc-
torsM of the place, and did an isimense am >unt of
good; while so great is her store of legal knowledge
that the authorities, of whom there are too many,
are in the habit of consulting her upon almost any
difficulty that may arise. Her power is complete,
and her will, if she should choose to use it, almost ab¬
solute. Natives and foreigners acknowledge her
perception, and wee betide the unfortunate npon
whom she frowns; he had much better leave the
island*
Upon learning my desire to become acquainted

with a few particulars of the place, Dona for
upwards of two hours kept me amused and gratified.
Tee stories she related, having reference to the freaks
and ignorance of the native authorities , convulsed
me with laughter, but would occupy too much space
to relate. Dona enjoys, not only the ac-

2naintance, but the protection, of the highest an-
norities ot Panama, and is well known for her kind

and hospitable treatment of strangers, many of
whom, and all the natives, seek her aid and advice
when sick in preference to a regular physician.
The following morning, after a refreshing bath,

we proceeded to the spacious depot of the wealthy
Paeific Mail Steamship Company, which may be re¬
warded as having been heretjfore the mainstay of
the island, nearly the whole of the aUe-bodied
men looking to them for support. Their dis¬
bursements are immense, principally for labor
employed on ooal, of which snip after ship arrives,
ana the coal is then put directly on board the steam-
shin, or else, as is more gvnerauy the case, stored in
hulas or piled on shore. The labor is severe, and
the men working twelve hours per day, are paid
*1 CO per day, United States money, and found in
provisions, or |2 40 on finding themselves. When
engaged during the night double these rates are
paid. They have repeatedly struck for an advance,
and their combinations only upset by a firm re¬
sistance and great inconvenience; and even now,
when required to work on holidays, they demand

J3 20 and $4 United States money, bnt these rates
eve rarely been paid. The company employs an ef¬

ficient staff, to whom they give a handsome pay,
also carpenters, blacksmiths, Set., and have exten¬
sive previsions .stored in large buildings, for the use
of their steamships. Besides this, they have a kind
of guardshio and storethip afloat in tlie harbor, and
abont eight hulks for coal. The whole is a well ar-
jdinged business establishment.

A little detached from these buildings, is the Pa¬
vilion Hotel, a large, clean, and elegantly furnished
house, said to be more like home than any hotel con¬
nected with the Ibthmus. That it is so, and that an
excellent table is kept, 1 can vouch by experience.
The proprietor is extensively patronized, and I was
assured was rapidly accumulating a fortune, or had
already done so, by successful speculations and by
his business as a butcher. In this latter capacity he
has the contract for the supply of the mail company.

Bat where shall I stop? I nave net Mum you yet
to the harbor, to the interior of the htttes, t j the
stores. I have not yet introduced you to the senori-
tas, to the fandangoes and polkas, to the church and
to the park. You have as yet heard nothiag of the
whims, drew, or peculiarities and customs of this
primitive people.alas! primitive no longer. Cali¬
fornia gold ana American influence and fashion pre¬
dominate; innovations have been made upon habits,
which have, perhaps, endured for t?ro or three cen¬
turies; a ne * light has advanced upon them, and the
Tebaganos are going ahead !

Readinf your remarks on the defalcation of the

backs of our elty, and of their harirg to eall in the
aid of a professional accountant to investigate and
examine their accounts, I would beg to state that it
is as necessary that mercantile houses, and particu
larly the large importing firms, would also call to
their aid some of those professional accountants; and
I would also observe that it would be much to their
benefit were they to adopt the simple and plain sys¬
tem of book'keeping, aa suggested by the ex-bonk
clerk, in his communication to yon yesterday.

In my profession I have to examine, and cause to
be made outK the accounts of insolvent firms and
partnership dissolutions; and I have found, in manyInstances, defalcations of the clerks to large amounts,
the patties quite ignerant of their ever having been
defrauded. I will relate a case of recent occurrence
coming under my duties. The book-keeper, who was
also the cashier, hie salary $600 per year, and who
had the whole charge of the cash aocount, was one
of yeur fashionable young men. In the last two years
of the examining I found a deficiency of upward* of
$7,000; on my inquiry of the clerks ot the establish¬
ment as to the habits of the book-keeper, I learned
that he made it his boast that a gentleman that kept
fashionable society could not live for less than $2,500
to $3 ,000 per annum; his expenses, which I will state
in form or debtor and creditor, were such, and very
small for him, considering the circlc of acquaint¬
ances he was obliged to keep

If $50 per month
were allowed for sundries, it is ample. What is

A considerable space is ocsnpied in relation to the! Pacific Railroad. The plan of giving aid by the

general government, through grants of lands, is ap-proved.
The outstanding debt of the State is about $4/>00,-000. The Governor notices that the credit or the

State stands high, and its stock is sought for bycapitalists as a safe and reliable investment. In re¬
lation to a surplus in the national treasury, over and
above the wants of the government, he thinks the

n oney may be loaned with safety to railread compa¬
nies, on proper security.

In relation to slaves and their sale under execu¬
tion, the Governor savs The code very properly
provides that slave children of tender years shall, at
judicial and some other sales, be offered with their
mothers, where the defendant in exreution, &c., is
the owner both of the mother and children; and that
at such pales slaves must be offered, and, if practica¬
ble, sold in families, ltut it is allowable for either of
the parties in interest to i>npair, to a great extent,
thfsc very salutary enactments. The* provisions,iu my judgment, should be absolute, at least as it re¬
spects mothers and children of ten years of age and
under, and husband and wife, where the latter rela¬
tion is admitted by the owner of the slaves. These
are relations which moral duty requires us to respect,and it can be no violation of policy to conform muni

| cipal law to good morals. It is universally conoeded
that slaves arc reasonable l*ings.with the moril
feelings, it is true, often obtuse, but susceptible of
improvement The husband and * ifc generally cher¬
ish affection for ea:h other, asd the mutual attach¬
ment of mother and child is usually strong. The1 mother is not always a wi.-e counsellor, but she must
be presumed to be the most constant and sincere thechild has. Let, then, the latter enjoy this parentaloversight during childhood, that it may be the better
prepared, by good principles and industrious habits,
to act its part afterwards.
The propriety ofexempting slaves from execution,

either to a partial or unlimited extend, is a questionof expediency merely.an excess of credit is certainly
a great evil in this State, often prejudicial to the
interest of the debtor, occasionally so to the creditor

| injurious to public morals, and productive of much
suffering in families. So far, then, as such a measure
may a (Uct credit, it is not very objectionable. It is
entirely easy for the owner of slaves or other pro¬perty, to withdraw it from liability to creditors, by a
gift male in gocd faith to his wife or children when
he was free from debt, though he afterwards retain

, possession and bcoome indebted. Notwithstanding
i such a gift, the donor is usually permitted to eqjoy a

portion of the income derived from the property, if
necessary to his personal support. The purchase of
an exemption of slaves from execution, Dy causingtheir names to be registered with the probate judge,will but substantially effect the same purpose, ana is
certainly not more prejudicial to credit and the rightsof creditors.
The relation of master and slave is certainly aninteresting cne .the severance of which is al iravs

painful to the kind and considerate master and the
dntifnl and grateful servant. Our interest in slaves
cannot be regarded in all respecti similar to that we
enjoy in mere beasts or inanimate chattels. This is
ineioated by the provision which so many masters
are making for their moral improvement, as well asthe severe penalty by which our legislative aots en¬
deavor to enforce their humane treatment.
What effect the measure referred to would have

upon the institution of slavery at home, I am not
prepared to ssy. Whether public sentiment demands
or would approve it, coming directly from theI people, yon will be able to determine. No enactment
of fuch political importance should be passed without
an assurance that popular opinion will sustain it, lest
by reaction, injurious consequences may result.
