Tlie South reposes au uniloubt-
ing confidence in the ho- or of President Pierce, and
is rthntunt to believe that it will fiud any better
Fecuritv for its rights in a party on the basis of tne
compromise, than it fin^s mihr p itrioti^mcfthepre-
nent nimiiiistn.'iou. Southern democrats are s'.ill
loyal to their party, nor will lh» y desert it at the bid¬
ding of the spoils seeking oolitic ans of New York.
They recognise President Pitrce as tbe faithful cham¬
pion oi their principles, and they will extend to his
administration the suport it so well deserves.

Having been without
observations, her position wan not exactly known; and
during the night of that day it was found that she whs

getting into shoal water, when the (hip »u Immediately
put about and sail mad* upon her.

Before she could accomplish this howerer, aha itruok
upon a sond beach, about north latitude 87 dag., when
her ma.it wara immediately cut away. A heavy »aa soon
struck the Hhip, and carried away her poop deok aft,
waking her a (arfect wreck

Being too rough for boats to lit a. the crew succeeded
io getting ashore on spars he . with the exception of
four I'oitrguese ind cue American, Charles L. Ileath, of
1'biladrlphK The«e were frowned in attempting to
reach the short. The morning davned upon a bloat nut
uninhabited shore. and found them in circumstances of
of peril, which require strong nerves to encounter.
J>urlrg the day a small quantity of provisions were
wasl ed a-bore, whlnb were crefeully rolled up on fie
beach The nest endeavor ol the wrecked men was to
find inhabitatts, and a shelter frfciu the bleak wind and
intense cold, which would have soon cut them off without
protection.

After a little exploration two native-, were discovered,
who were friendly, and the-e they accompanied to the
Doareit village, which was about hf'een mile' distant.
Here they were received with the kindest attentions,
and every thiDg done for their comfort which tie circum
stauc»t ol tiie natives al'owed. Sledges were despatched
for the provisions saved, which were safely housed,
Tbe crew were provided for in the native huts, and fur-
Dished with skins, without which, during the winter,
they would have perished. The provldons »aved from
tlie wreck sub*l»ted the crew for about six months, after
which time, for two or three months, they were furnish¬
ed by the natives with huh, whale's blubber, walrus flesh,
Ac. For more than two months entire darkness reigned,
and the cold was most intease. An American and a Ha¬
waiian were frozen to death during tbe winter.
Tbe settlement consisted of fif'een huts, and a popula¬

tion of about fifty person*, all of whom seemed to feel a
responsibility for the safe keeping of their gnests, and

| apprehensive that If any of them thould be lost, the
Atneiiean tlHIIHWH nt would punish them for their
neglect. This appretensioo le. them to Impose some
restraint npoti tbe crew, who did cot undestand as well
as they the uanger of exposure to the cold, or the hazard
tkey would run in attempting to reach tho East t ape,
which some cf them had an idea of undertaking, when
their provisions failed
From February to April, different parties left for the

Cape, about 225 miles distant. They travelled on the Ice,
and wherever they found nativps, they received the same
kir dress an t hospitality as at the first village. The jour¬
ney was performed wi:h mur.h guttering. I dling of na¬
tive huts, they wete sometimes compelled to sleep upon
the ise, and almost perished.
The last psrty reached the Case Settlement about the

middle of .tune and on the 2d of Ju'y the thrilling cry of
' Sail (>''' g eeted their ears. This proved to be the Bre¬

men ship Joseph Hayc on, Capt. Gooaaan, who had heard
of their wreck and was in search of them. The 'hipwracked
men wer» immediately taken onboard aud every attention
shown them From this ship they were scattered am >ng
the fleet, and some of them have alrealy arrived here, as
s'ated above, .('apt. Norton is on board the Helen Augus¬
ta, and is soon expected at this port, upon whose arrival
we may be able :o procure more details in regard to this
disaster. The Citiz- n was of tons, and owned in New
Bedford by J. Howlaud, Jun. k Co. Sh« had between two
and three thousand barrels oil na board, with a fair pros¬
pect of tilling up. had she not met with this disaster.

It it reported that after the gala in September abated,
there was a season o' fine weather, and whales innumer
able abounded. As winter approached, Immense num¬
bers were seen heading southward, and going through
the Straits Into the op^n sea.
the Arctie appealed to be froren over, with the excep¬

tion of holes here anc' there and, from the observations
made, it seems u be tstab'lsled th«t the whales do not
witter In the Arctic, bhl seek a milder temperature in
tl e open sea outside the Straits.

In view cf the k'ndness shown thsse shipwrecked men
by the natives, when entirely within their power, we
cacDot forbear the expression of the i pinion that their

c induct richly merits a substantial acknowledgment by
the Amerioan government. A few hundred aollara, In
the form of blankets, thick clothirg, ke , would reward
them fo; the past, and might secure to future shipwreck
ed crews attentions and aid that woo?d sustain their
lives and restore them to their country.
