Some strange developemeats, it is thongh^, will

scon be mi»de loncerning the manner in which Cju-
grtbshas been in the habit of parcelling ont the
public printing. The proprietor of the defunct whU
newspaper, the Washington Republic, has filed a

bill in Chancery against the proprietor of the Union
for half the profits of the public printing, alleging as

a reefon for so doing tbat an agreement was entered
into between the whigs and democrats in the last
Congress by which the work was given to the
Union. All the dissension, bargaining, dillydal'y-
isg and trifling concerning the public printing
might be easily avoided by the establishment of a

government office, in which the work could be de-
eenily ard expeditiously executed at much less co'-t
than under the present system. As soon as the
members of tbe ne<v CoogTess have disposed of the
free soil Cabinet, and other matters of immediate im¬
portance, it is hoped that they will take up th s

question of printing, and effectually remove all
cause for future trouble by authoriz'ng some pra:t
eal man to purchase and arrange the materials for a

national printing bureau.

European Procpecta.
The charces of a European war are now be¬

coming so imminent that speculation on its re¬

sults assumes an immediate interest and a (Tac¬
tical charactcr. It is certain tint Europe has
seen, in her pa6t history.no war that can be
taken as a type of the one which may break out
ir. the year 185J. Neither in respect of the in¬
terests involved, nor ol the aims sought by the
contending parties, can we find any period in
the past which coincides with the present er ».

This is at once apparent from a glance at the
policy of the various Powers who may be en¬

gaged in the struggle. Russia desires the con¬

quest of Turkey : territorial expansion is the
Czar's object Louis Napoleon looks to the re¬

alization of his uncle's ambitious schemes; he
sees in a general war opportunities of once
more carrying the French frontier across

the RLine : and if he takes a leading part
it will he with this view. Great Eritain's
sole desire is the preservation of the statu

quo. She has no notion of adding fresh bur¬
thens to the load of debt under wlich she now

staggers. On the contrary, her interests de¬
mand a peace policy, if possible, in order that
her vast commerce Bhall be undisturbed. If
she seeks anything beyond this, it con only be
the possession of the route to India and the
addition ofCandiato Corfu and Malta. Turkey
obviously demands nothing beyond the preser¬
vation of her dominions. Harrassed on the one
bide by the disaffection of her Asiatic subjects,
and invaded on the other by Russia, she would>
so soon as the first fire of indignation ha8
passed, be very glad to escape from the melee
on any terms, provided her dominions were left
undiminished. Finally, the popular element in
Europe, which must be regarded as a separate
and distinct power of itself, independent of and
hostile to all the reigning dynasties, hopes for
some general convulsion, in which it may seize
an opportunity of putting forward its peculiar
claims, and asserting its rights in opposition to
the established despotisms.
Such being the elements out of which the

combatants in any coming struggle will be
composed and such their various designs and
anpirations. it is interesting to weigh the
chances of each, and to inquire which out of
the number will be successful in gaiaing its
ends, and which will be compelled by others
to relinquish its hopes. At this early period
it is hardly possible to predicate anything with
certainty. The fortunes of war may give
-trcngtb to the weakest, and impose forbearance
on the strong. To <ay, where there is anything
like a fbow of equality between the combatants,
that success is sure to attend one side or the
other, is to court a refutation by events. There
are. however, some results now expected which
may safely be regarded as less probable than
others; among those which are least likely to
cccur is. in our opinion, the accomplishment of

a democratic revolution. We think that out of
the whole number the popular party among the
masses of Europe is the least assured ofgaining
its end°.
Every reason, in fact, tends to show that the

leaders who i ailed so ingloriously in 1848 have
still more scanty prospects of success just now
Then there wa6 a chance for the Louie Blancs.
the Kossuths, the Mazzinis: thrones were tot¬
tering kings were abdicating: the masses were

intoxicated with the magnitude and moment of
the convulsions that were shaking Europe. A
single eagle eye might have seized the right
moment for action.a single hand of iron might
then possibly have laid the foundation of a
solid European republic. Now. on the contrary
the chances of the European democracy are in¬
finitely slender. All the established govern¬
ments are strong. They have large standing
urniies. ready equipped for active service. The
l'ulk of that large category of Europeans who
love a revolution for the excitement of the
thing, and the hopes of plunder in the melee*
now find «uff cient food for their restlessness
and their lawless propensities in the prospect of
foreign wars. The middle and moneyed classes
are directly opposed to any revolution¬
ary movement : and. above all. Franco, which
has always been the cradle of revolutions in
Europe, must now be ranked among the une¬
quivocal f jcs ol the K ossuth and Mazzini par'y
Frrnce is entirely in the hands of one man
and that man's greatest claim to glory is the
«kiil and tact with which he lias managed the
masse*. Those whom no popular leader cculd
rule for a montk he has curbed with h's iron
will, and now leads them like sheep. He male
them raise him to the Emp;re and while he
riveted on their necke the most thorough des¬
potism this age has seen, be actually persuaded
them that he wrjn tie democratic representa¬
tive of a democratic people. At this moment

'consummation <jf the . Idiea JVapolionitnnes"
ho more lavorable period than the present
has ever occurred. He will have umplc pre*
texts for intervention in neighboring States.
It is more than probable that such men as Kos¬
suth and Mazzini will, with their accustomed
rashness, set on foot some insurrectionary
scheme?, which will fail utterly without foreign
aid. None of tbe democratic leaders are shrewd
enough to see that to call in Louis Napoleon
would only be to exchange one despotic dynasty
for another. On the contrary, they like tbe Pari¬
sian masses, will be entirely satislled with the
name of the democratic emperor; and thus the

great dream of the house ofBonaparte may pos¬
sibly yet be accomplished. How lar that would
be from a democratic revolution we need not

point out.
Those who talk lightly of Louis Napoleon

run great risk of being obliged to recall their
words. He has played one pail, and that a

niobt surprising one. He has accomplished a

triumph which baffled the wise^ heads and
bravest hearts of France. But he will not stop
here. The second part remains to be played.
It may be yet more astounding and marvellous.
If. by pursuing his uncle's policy, he should, a

few years hence, place France in the position
she occupied in tbe palmy days of the empire,
be wi!l, perhaps, then seem worthy of serious
mention, and a con-picuous place in history
And if it should be the fate of Europe to see de-

mociacy triumph within her borders through
the agency of a despot. if Louis Napoleon
should be the instrument chosen to pave the

way. by bis conquests and his autocratic sway,
for the final advent of liberty. how mistaken
will they have been who expected this happy
consummation to flow from the wild schemes of

brawling demagogues.
Tile Traitor Cabinet.Abandonment of the

CompromUe.
When we stated yesterday that the manifes¬

toes of the Cabinet, published in its newspaper
organs, showed clearly that the compromise
bad been abandoned, we had no idea that our

assertion of the fact would be simultaneous
with an authoritative confession from the ad¬
ministration itself. Such is. however, the case.

In another portion of this paper will be found
an article irom the Union , in which it is clear¬
ly stated that the Cabinet does not recognisc
the compromise as its basis, and does not in¬
tend to allow it to influence its policy. In other
words, the Union newspaper, speaking on be¬
half of President Pierce's administration, dis¬
tinctly avows its intention to ignore the great
measures which have immortalized Clay. Cal¬
houn, and Webster, and announces that the
course of the government of this country will
not be in accordance with the 'laws of ad¬
justment'" of 1850. A more striking confirma¬
tion of our predictions could not possibly have
been afforded us.a more immediate avowal of
treason wc bad not dared to expect from the
Cabinet.

It now stands od record that the administra¬
tion of General Pierce, elected and placed in
power by the Union sentiment and the popular
approval of the compromise, deliberately repu¬
diates that measure, denies its obligations to
its influence, and formally announces to the
people cf the United States that it does not in¬
tend in any way or measure to be bound by its
provisions or its spirit. To experienced politi¬
cian* the fact has long since been rendered ob¬
vious by the acts of the administration; but the
authoritative admission will be useful to the
public at large. It will enable them to esti¬
mate at their just value the professions of the
Cabinet. There are those among us who still
believe that Pierce could not retain in office
men guilty of forhwearing themselves and pur¬
suing a policy dircctly hostile to the perma¬
nency of the Union They will now judge for
themselves. We ask them not to adopt our
views. We entreat that they take the Union's
article on its own merits, and say whether they
can honestly support a party whose political
confession of faith is convoyed in the article we
now republish.
If there bo a party in these United States

which will openly conless. in the light of day,
that it warrants its leaders in sacrificing every
principle for the sake of achieving a partisan
victory and carrying off the spoils if there be
a party which holds the preservation of tha
Union so cheap that it can abandon the com¬

promise without a murmur, and re-open the
door for Northern abolition and Southern seces¬
sion.if there be a party which having won a

striking victory on one sot of principles,
.traightway afterwards swallows its pledger
tramples its oatbs under foot, and scofl's at the
doctrines which achieved its triumph.then, in
Heaven's name, let that party come forward
and support the Cabinet. It will not contain
eo many honest men among its rtnks that the
Union can be endangered. It will not count
among its supporters General Cass, or any
other friend of the compromise and the Union
It may rally around it a few disreputable se-
ces*ionistfi from the South and abolitionists
from the North, who arc ready to forswear their
principles for the sake of a share of the public
plunder and who will pull together harr.io
niously enough so long no prac'ical question
arises to divide them, but it will not contain
one single honorable man or one solitary
statesman of present standing or future promise.

Tut United States Senate Its Position
on xut Stooi^ p1UE0N Cabinet..Our Washing-
ton corropr^mjtnt jn another part of this sheet,
indulged in the belief that Gen. Cass, Senator
Dougl as. Gen. Houston, and many other Sena-
torn of the same party, will support <he Cabinet
in all its recent doings in the various States,

1 aiid no doubt confirm the nomination of Col¬
lector Redfield, and others that may come be¬
fore them in the next session. Although not
at Washington, we can pronounce authorita¬
tively that this information is entirely errone¬

ous with respcct to some ot these Senators, and
we believe to them alL Gen. Cass.we state
it positively. has disapproved the principles
on which the Cabinet has been constructed and
the principles under which the distribution of
offices has been made. Gen. Cass, from his ante¬
cedents, never could concur in the belief that a

party founded on secession at the South and
lree foiliem at the North or a Cabinet of
that complexion. could succeed in this coun¬

try. Gen. Cass, when he comes to reflect and
to examine the appointment of Mr. Redfield in
this State, and its antecedents and consequences,
will no doubt record his vote iu opposition to
such a nomination. He cannot do otherwise.
We can say nearly the same of Senator Dou¬
glas, and wc believe we might say the same

also of Gen. Houston, Mr. Bright, Mr. Weller,
Mr. Rusk, and rnauy other distinguished mein-
lers of the United States Senate. The stool
pigeon Cabinet never can secure a majority of
supporters in such a high and enlightened body
as the United States Senate. In this senti¬
ment, to our certain and positive knowledge,
they will be joined by the present distinguished
Minister to London, Mr. Buchanan, who openly
and decidedly disagreed with the policy on
which the Cabinet was constructed, and the
principle of its distribution of offices.

These views, and opinions, and sentiments,
we state from direct and almost positive know¬
ledge; and we challenge a contradiction from
any of the parties in the case. We request our

Washington correspondent hereafter to give us

more authentic and correct intelligence than
the trash which may be circulated about the
departments or the wishes of the stool pigeon
Cabinet.

Municipal Retrenchment..We make zoom
to-day for the publication of Mr. Comptroller
Flagg's budget of expenses for the year 1854.
The most interesting and important point in
this official paper is, that the estimated tax levy
is but $4.521.461 or upwards of half a million
dollars leps than that imposed last year. This
forms a subject for congratulation and boasting
on the part of the reform clique of the city, as

if the matter of half a million or a million of
dollars more or less would make such a wonder¬
ful difference to the tax payers ot this great
commercial city. It may suit the narrow, con¬

temptible ideas of fussy old fogyish reform¬
er*, to make such a reduction, and with
that they are contented; but it is not an ex¬

cess of expenditure that the people complain
of. What they want is a good and efficient
government, which will insnre them elean,
well-paved and well-lighted streets, convenient
wharves, and protection against the gangs of
marauders who infest all parts of the city. The
people are able and willing to pay for such de¬
sirable but unwonted luxuries; and they have a

sinccre contempt for those antiquated philoso-
pfcers who believo that a aummum bonum
of municipal government lies in the dimi¬
nution of tpxes. In fact, the cry of re¬

form. which has been so hackneyed here for
months past, is one of the most delu«ve
humbugs of the day; and no persons of just
discrimination will submit to be any long¬
er befooled by such cant. Even if we had the
proper men in office here it would be almost
absurd to expect a well-arranged order of
things in the city: as. under the present con.
struction of the government, all power is subdi¬
vided amting a dozen or more different depart¬
ments, v, itliout any central head or co-opera¬
tive system. "We will, however, patiently wait
till the newly-elected Common Council enter
upon the duties of their office; and if, in course
of time, the slightest improvement is observ¬
able, we certainly shall be most agreeably dis¬
appointed.
Singular Election Result in Mississippi..

The Washington Union rejoices mightily over
the reccnt election in Mississippi, character¬
izing it as a complete triumph of the demo¬
cratic party in favor of Jefferson Davis, and in
opposition to Gen. Footc and the compromise
measures. We believe it has another aspect,
also. It is a complete triumph of the great
principle of repudiation, which has been vibra¬
ting in the morals of Mississippi for some year*
past. Such a triumph, of course, naturally ex¬

cites the sympathies of similar moralists at
Washington, and of those who now constitute
the Cabinet in that region.

We have, ere this,
loudly expressed our conviotion that no substantial and
permanent support can be expected for that class which
assumes to take the plase of a titled nobility in tlila
country.that the people, who don't know Italian, and
prefer, if they want to hear music, the songs to be in
plain Fnglifih, will readily pay fifty cents or a dollar for
their evening' < enjoyment.but that the American nobles,
who live in Fifth avenue, and look down npon "plebs"
with dignified morn, have a very judicious appreciation
of the value of dollars. "Le Prophete" will prove whe¬
ther we have been in the wrong or no. Hitherto, the

people have patronized it almost as f reely as the aristo¬
crats.

In truth, what finer recreation could a lover of music
desire tkan the last, and, perhaps, the noblest of Meyer-
beers works? Neither the " Huguenots" nor "Robert"
contain finer music than is to be lound in "Le Prophite."
The Anabsptist trios are alone worth a visit to Niblo'a.
More original, and at the same time more striking crea¬

tions, have seldom been introduced to the lyric stage.
We say nothing of the greatness of Fides, wh i -h Steffa-
none renders with such excellent taste and admirable
foice. We pace over the beautiful dream, and the other
charming songs In Jean de Lej den's rolt, which Salvi
renders so chastely, so correctly,'that hie bitterest critics
eanot find it in their heart to cavil.

Nfw U.mted States Senators..i'rom Alabama, two
Southern State rights democrats, so called, or secession
lets, have been elected to the United States Senate,
viz: Benjamin Fitzpatrick and Clement C. Clay, Jr..both
lawyers by profession. Mr. Clay is a new man in Con¬
gress, and is a sob of Hon. Clement C. Clay, of Huntsvllle
who was a men. her of the House of Representatives from
1827 to 1636, and a United States Senator from 1887 to
1842. The principal men in North Alabama are planters
and prcfessional men of the Old Virginia aristocracy,
whose families were among the earliest settlers of that
part of the State o f Alabama, in the valley of the Tenn¬
essee. The planters of South Alabama are quite ano¬

ther cla-B of people. They are generally emigrants, or de¬
scended from emigrants, who came into the State from
North Carolina, Georgia and Tennessee It is common to
take the United S ates Senators from the two sejtions
of North and South Alabama.

Mr. Fitzpatrick, from the latter section, is a native of
Green couity. Georgia, of Irish descent, fifty years of
age In 1816 tie emigrated to Montgomery, Alabama,
where he studied law, and practised it for ten years.
Was eight years solicitor cf the circuit. His health fall¬
ing, he retired to his cotton plantation, where he re¬

mained in comparative seclusion till 1840 when he was

placed on the electoral ticket for Martin Van Duren In
1841 he v as elected Governor, and in 1843 re elected with¬
out opposition. He again retired to private life in 1848,
hut in the same year was app Muted Senator by Governor
Chapman to fill the vacancy occasioned by the death of
Dixon H. Lewis. He was the regular democratic nominee
for the Senate in 1848, bat was defeated by a junction of
a few democrats and the whigs of the Legislature upon
Mr. Clemens. Mr. Fitzpatrick was, however, more re¬

cently appointed by tbe Governor to fill the vacancy oc-

curing from the withdrawal of Mr. King upon hit nomina¬
te n lor the Vice Pieeidency, and the Legislature have
new continued him in olllce. Mr. Fitzpatrick ia tall and
rfare, with a skin hardened by exposure to a Southern
H-n.

Jared W. William", appointed by tbe Governor of New
Hampshire to fill the vacancy occasioned by the death
of Hon. Charles G. Atherton, will hold the offlee until the
meeting of the Legislature in June next He ia a lawyer
of I.tncarter. .oo« county, aid a democrat of the old
school, according to tbe rales laid down by the late Isaac
Hill, for many years the Warwick of New Hampshire de¬
mocracy. Mr. Williams was a representative ia Congress
from New llampshtre from 1837 to 114] ; asd in 1847 he
was eleoted Governor of the State, over the whig and
abolition candidatei. He was not very conspicuous while
in Congress, ex jept aa a thorough democrrtic support r
of Van Buien'a administration.

ANSON 0. PHILPS, ESQ , MERCHANT, OF KKW YORK.
The rapidity with which the old* it elui of oar citizens

.re pusing from the stage of action and descending to
the tomb is truly remarkable. At no period within cur
recollection hare we been called upon to record the death
of to many of the men of the last century who have mad6
their marks aa "men of the time'' in which they II red
as'has been our duty, as a public journalist, to do during
the last and present seasons. We hare just noticed the
death of Mr. Russell H. Nevlns, well kaern in our com¬

mercial and financial circles for nearly half a century
paat; and yesterday hia remain* were borne to the silent
tomb by a concourse of merchantsJand ottfer friends, who
an now eaUed to mourn the loss of another citizen of
commercial enteipilse and genuine worth as a phiiio
thropigt. *

A>k>n G. Puilps, Esq., one of our most promiaent mer¬

chants, died at hia residence in tbia oity on Wednesday
morning, (yesterday,) 30th ult., at the advanced age of
¦rvonty-fonr years. He had been in feeble health for
some months, and returned from England, where he had
been in tbe purauit of health, a short time since.
To write tbe commercial life of Mr. Phelps would be to

deliseate the hiatory of this city for the laat balf cen¬

tury, for he has been identified with the interest a and in .

etitutions of this metropolis for that 1' ng period. Born
is Connecticut, (that small New England State 'which
hai furnished eo many of tbe enterpi ising men of New
Yoik,) and having learned a mechanical trade, we be¬
lieve, Mr. Phelps in early life emigrated to this city, and
engaged in the pursuits of commeroe. He was for many
.year* the senior partner in the mercantile house of
Phelps k Peek, and subeequeetly of that of the present
firm of Phelps, Dodge & Co. These firms have excelled
as importers of block tin into the United States any
otbei eimilag cjscorn in thU coantiy iu tho migaitule of
their business in that line, amounting to m'llions in a

year. They have also bein extensively eng ged in
manufactures of various kinds, particularly in iron wire(
acd other branches of manufactures from nu-ta'a; aUo

n ti e importation of materials used by manufacturer.!.
Mr. I'belpt was for a long time oae of the owmrs of and
spent for the old Charleston line of packet', and vtm
otherwise e r gaged in the shipping business for a tirn«,and aemewhat nr»»nilrolr. Phelps A; Pejk were largo
purchasers and .-ibi|>pers of cotton t> E' jianl aims t.wcn
ty live ji.ari since, and were among the fe * merchants
trgaged in that precarious branch of biiriness wan
pa seel safely through every \icissitudo, accumulating a
large capital to he employed In other branches of trads.
The manufacturing village of Ausonla, on the banks of

the Houratonic river, in Connecticut, owes its existence
and prosperity mainly to the genius and enterpriseof Mr l'helps. who saw its advantages as a
commercial ana tranufactaiing site, and called
the latent powers of the llou^atonic at that
point into action At his bidding hundreds of in
dustrious laborers, mecbanios and manufacturer i have
found empleyripnt and many families have been mvl«
comfortable ard happy by the creation of peaceful
b> u.ee, and tie rettaru of skill, Industry and labor.
As a mordant Mr. Phelps was extensively known,

and he eojoyed a roma-kitble career of continued
pr» sperity in his undertakings His accumulated
ca.itai was constantly employed in enterprises use-
fr 1 to his fellow men, among which may be mon-
timed works or Internal Improvement, which he al
ways tncouiaged and aided. He was a pioprletor and di¬
rector of mai.y of our most prominent institutions, de¬
signed 1o advance the p'opperlty of Vew York. As a
public bene actor and Chmtlan philanthropist, he was
al ke c< neplcnous, contributing laigely of his moans
to tb- se objects which rot-. men Ted themselves to
his /I gment at>d sympathy. He did not ex¬
pend his money in vain and futile schemes
f< r the abolition of r'gro siavery, but gave freelyfrom his abundant wealth to the promotion of pracileibla
