Awful Tragedy la Norife Cuvllat
OUB WASHINGTON COKKKSfONDINl ¦.

Washington, N. C., Not. 30, 1iJ53.
One of the most, if not the vary most, extraordi¬

nary and tragical trials terminated iu this place to¬
day that ever occurred in thia State.a trial for
¦urder. George Washington Carawan was ar¬

raigned at the bar of |he Superior Court of Beaufort
county, on the 23d iost., for the murder, by shoot¬
ing, of Lasaitcr, in Hyde county, in November, 1852.
He removed the trial, on oath, from that county to
this, on the ground that justice coald not be done
him there, the prejudice and excitement of the
people were so great. Caravan was a Biptist
preacher, of the sect called here irousides, hard
shells, steel jackets, Ac. Lasaiter was a school¬
master. Jealousy was the groundwork, or rather
the plea, on the part of Carawan. though he could
not substantiate it any way. The proof was circum¬
stantial; but such a chain of circumstances as per¬
haps was never made appear before in any case
tiitd in this country. Upwards of eighty witnesses,
most of whom tei-titied, t.ccupyed four aajs in the
examination aid three days in' argument before the
jury, who returned a veraUt of guilty this morning,
after being out all night, and a sei-oud chaw
during the nigbt from tbe Judge. Immediately ttie
verdict of guilty was pronounced, the prisoner at the
bar secretly drew a pistol and shot at one of the
counsel for the State, the ball passing through his
clothes to the skin, but bit! no serious damage. He
instantly, or before his arm could be caught, drew
a second pistol, put it to his head and blew his
own brains out, and expired in a few moments,
presuming, no doubt, he bad killed Mr. Warren,
as it was a ritle barrel pittol, well loaded. 8-ime
supposed his aim was at the State Attorney,
Mr. G. 8 Stevenson, others that he aimed at Mr.
Warn n.th< y were standing side by side. No doubt
you will soon have a mote full account of this ex-
tra<>rdieaiy affair. Itbascrcated great excitement
here and In tbe county where the murder was cam-
mitted.

termination followed. Carawan was a man ofcon-
sideiab'e property ; employe 1 the best counsel in
this sec'iori of the State Jaincs W. Bryan, of New-
bexn. Wm. B. Rodmin, K. 8. Donnell, B. S Satter-
thwaite, of this place. For the State, G. 8. Steven¬
son, State Attorney, J. W. Warren and David
Carter, assistant counsel. The b >dy of Carawan is
now l»y Ing in the Court House. The court adjourned
immediately. So eiids this tragical affair. The
pistols were new, and as yet no clue can be had to
the manner in which he got them. Some suppose,
wbi:h is very likely the case, his wife procure!
them.

NEWSPAPER ACCOUNTS.
TRIAI. OF a BAPTIST MINISTER POIi MUtDKH.VKH-

I>HT O] (illLTY.ATTEMPT TO KILL THE PROSECU¬
TING ATTORNEY, AND Bl'ICIDI OF TDK Ml'BOERKK.
The North State Whig of the :)0ih ult., published

at »\ I'mington, North Carolina, publishes a con¬
densed report of the trial of the Re.v. George W. Car-
.wan, for the ocuider ot Mr. C. B . Las-iiter, a school
teacher, in Hyde count}-. The whole case is remark¬
able. on account of the status of the accused, the de¬
pravity dt velopcd, ani the traaic-d issue of the trial.
Eminent counsel were arrayed for both the prosecu¬
tion and tbe defence and much excitement prevailed
fiUr'I'? proceedings. The paper before us {rives
the fdiowmg particulars:.
Caranan is 56 years old, and for many years has

been a popular preacher in the Biptist church.a
man of strong wiil, exercising a powerful influence
over his luendj, ar d feared as much as hated by bis
roes. Lassiter was a quiet young man. engaged in
tbe business of te idling.

Till MlUTAMY OCCUPATION 01' Al'KAUCO.

IfrcB tbe Vrtin*r»(-.i Hrr*l<* Oct 16]
*-'ne °' .* moat interesting subjects on tbe tapis

is the proposed military occupation ot

Auraaco i* a province of Chile, situated on the
south 01 tteBiobio river, and extending froa thence
to tbe Vaidivia, embracing tlie territory from lat. 3U
44 to 59 50 and from tbe Pacific to the Andes, say
upwards of 30,000 equate miles. Those who have
examined the territory speak of it in the highest
terms. As an agricultural district they aav it is
without parallel in Ct-ile.the grazing province af
the republic.abundantly watered by the multitudi¬
nous streams which flow over the golden sands.rich
in coal fields.covered with flocks of cattle.and
inhabited by a brave, warlike, but savage race : the
men are most expert horsemen, skilled in the use of
tne Ian x-,and in throwing a peculiar weapon consist¬
ing of long thongs of hide, loaded with balls of lead
at one extremity, which have the efleet to eotangle
what they strike, aud prevent its escape until other
weapons are brought to bear upon it ; in this way
F:, ! e ?.re cau8ht and thrown to the ground, and in
battle they cast them nund the feet of their adver¬
saries hor>tB, onpple them or embarrass their m«ve
nicnts ; at the samo time they ride with only one
band aid foot expoued upon the back of the horse
when making a charge.but they are ignorant of
the use of gunpowder.

This rich country is of little use to the civilized
portion of Chile, and a motion lias been made in the
Chamber* of Congress to oc cupy this beautiful coun¬
try by military force, aud If necessary remove the
Auraucans to some other place, so that the flue fields
may be brought under cultivation, and the rich veins
of precious minerals thrown open to tbe miner. The
friends of the proposition urge the measure on the
grounds that its success will result in a great in¬
crease of wealth to tbe nation, and that it can be
easily accomplished: that recent travellers have de-
claitd the available lances of the whole province not
to excei d live thousand, and that thirty thousand
sou's is the utmost limit of the population, and con¬
st queetly not mure than three or four thousand w«>ll
armed Chilians wmld be required for the conquest.
A', the same time they repreent that it i* no war of
extirpation; tLat though they would conquer,
tbty world not kill the Anraucans, but removethem to
some other point of the republic; that, in fact, it
would be a war of m trey since experience hitss&own
that the savage state Is least adapted to long life.
the savages kill one another, and believe that all who
are killed die on account of some sins committed
previously. In «h'>rt, they would civilize them, li
addition to all this, they plead right.the right of
sovereignty. that tbe Indians have always recogn zi'd
tie fovereignty of tbe king of Spa<n, and th*t Chile
r ow enjoys the came rights as he did; that Chile now
exercises that sovereignty, in that many of the
Caciques now re ceive salaries from government and
'.bey certain regulations, consequently the govern¬
ment has the right to occupy the uncultivated or
waste lauds, which is all they propose to do. I
On the other band, there are not wanting men

who oppose the measure with strong hands. They
say tliat it is a proposition tending to exterminate
the Aumucaris; that it is carrying civilization at the
pointof the sword; that the treaties of Qailliu aud
rnegrete, repeatedly col finned, forbid it; that these
treaties, whi h have never been infringed upon by
the Indians, shauld not be bioken by the Christian
cation.

Again, it is urged that the Indians have fought
side by side with the troops, aud under command of
Chilian generals.

Arid lurther, has Chile a redundant population 1
On the contrary, is it not true that not a single pro¬
vince has a population equal to her territory V Is it
not true that the Auraucaman is the natural owner of
the soil anu are not sales of lands by the Indian*
it cognized as valid? The North Americans dis-
gu-ee their conquests under the name of annexation;
but the proposer of this measure, at a single gulp
would confiscate tbe territory of Anrauco.

'

And yet again, it is urged that Aurauco will prove
no easy conquest, and the writer advi-es the Sena¬
tors to recollect, the case of the famous Portuguese
General, who, after having fought many battles in
Europe, looked with supreme contempt upon cer¬
tain enemies who had ne.ther swons. uniforms, nor
cannon; and, being unfortunately killed in the com¬
mencement yf the action, never had an onportunity
of changing his opinion.
And, finally, it is urged that, withent a dollar of

expense, or a drop of blood, the whole province can
be civilized by settling German colonies about tbe
borders, when, in lilty years tbe Auraucans will be
civilized by con'act; that those living near the bor¬
ders arc alieady becoming so, and are vastly differ¬
ent irom those living far in the interior, who have
little or no intercourse with the Chilians.

But, wliatevi r theorists may eay for or against the
project, there is no doubt of the wishes of the people
ot Concepcion. A correspondent from Conception
writes as follows
" The news of the project for tae refuctbn

of Auracco spread through tne country like vnd lire.
It is inert oible the en'.huMosm caused by the idea of
ir.ccrporati! g ibis country with our civilized pro¬
vince. All wi-h to be in motion, and to join in all
ti e plats for the reduction. I have mentioned in a

previous letter that this question present iteek to
us.in the South as me mo-i easily reahzMe. from
cur knowledge of the Indian mode of wuriore. as
our } eopie have frequent and victorious skirmishes
with tlew.

" liu people in the North believe that the Aurau-
canj are ! erees, that their bravery is indomitable
Ac., but they me mu<.-h mistaken who tlii'jk s>.
They re fa n no lor i or their primitive ferocity; tbey
are civilized in comparison with the times of the
conquest, and their valor, which siprang from no
other cau'c than instinctive barbarity atifl cruelty,
has degenerated to pusillanimity. Occasionally small
parties of Christians pass through their country,
whenever they wish, at the sight of whom the In¬
dians run away like thieves before the judge; indeed,
wherever they see Christians, they ina<?inc tiiat
they are about to punish tl em for their thefts.

" They are also informed of this project, and Sutae

say that they have called a council on the subject,
while othern declate that although they arc aware of
the agitation of tbe subject, yet they muu-n absorb¬
ed in their accustomed indolence."

OPINING AWOT IIKJt MOUND AT I.KAV* IBEEK.VIH-

0 INI.A. INT KRKsTl Nfi DUVBLOIB 11KNTS.

We have heard and read considerable, arid have
seen something of the Indian Mounds along tae Ohio
.lid Misetaipni rallies. We were at one time familiar
with the .10 called "Mammolli Mound" ntjGrdte Creek
nn<l all the contents, and we have no more doubt that
when the mound was dug into, human skeleton*,
emblems and inscription- were found, and that a
race of beings who lived long anterior to any raoi of
Indians of which we have any i'lithentic hfetory, or
even a plausible tradition, buried some of their dead

. peibapa some ofthe illustrious ones of their race-
in this mound, than we hove that.George Washington
was buried at Mount Vernon, or that thousands of
the inhabitants of Wheeling were buried in the old
Kast Wheeling grave yard, whose bones we saw dug
up in wagon loads, and over whose dust wetrand
almost daily. Neither have we any doubt that a
small flat stone bearing unknown characters, about
which tuere has been considerable wrangling, wan
found in that mound, for »c -aw it years ago, and
have seen it quite recently and were personally fa¬
miliar with the investigation! which led to the f i rat
publication descriptive of the mound and its contents.
That any one should dispute these facts, or write
long essays, burthencd with a show of learning and
scientific research, as some havo done, to prove that
the persons who opened this mound and gavo the
results to the world, practised an imposition on the
public, shows either great ignorance or great reck-
estness.
Apropos: W» copied the other day from the Grave

Creek paper, rather a face ions description of rather
a ridiculous attempt to dig into anotheraod uuopen-

i d mound at Grave Creek. We knew nothing of the
transaction, farther than one of the party, our edito
rial friend ofOnw Cr»ek, humuousW stated. We
suppose bis article was substantially true, and for
that reason published it, with some comments of our
own. At lckfat, the incident as related of one of the
paity who went from this city, and attempted to
take the lea<l in the whole matter, pltohing headlong
int/i the mound without system, or an) computation
of the work be'ere him, attempting to do It ail him-
felt in a few hours, was so cnaraotcrbtia, that we
have no doubt it was perfectly true, however ridicu¬
lous it appeared.
We have now learned that Dr. W. Dc Ha«, by

whom the explorations of this mound have been, and
still aie carried on, has succeeded, after many days'
hard woik with several stout hands, in reaching the
centre, and developing the character of its construc¬
tion and nature of its contents. We have been fa¬
vored with a sket< h of ms retemcheH, and have now
beti re us some of the articles found in the mound,
and we give tho result, thus far, as concisely ai pos¬
sible.
The monnd in which these explorations have been

carried on, is the sect nd in size of the Grave Creek
group, and is distant in a northeast direction, about
one mile from the Mammoth Mound. It is about
thiitetn feet in height, and two hundred and forty
feet in circrimfeicnee.

In opening this tumulus, a drift was carried in
from the southern side to the dintauceof about twelve
feet On examination it was found that stone could
be traced beneath , and accordingly the excavation
ism borne down so as to approach it. The stone
work proved to h.ivc been a vault extending seme
fifteen or lixteen ftft iu its greatest dlaractoc, aud
eii/kiug to tba depth of six feet in its centre.

It I. a J be»n constructed by sinking a ci*»& uix feet
in de».th, in a slight natural eminent e, then round¬
ing the much up regularly, and covering the whole
with store, first, however, having deposited the
ashes of ti eir victim# or friends, whichever the ease
may have been. Many ofthe stones were of large
size, and all bavo lieen brought, from the neighboring
hills and creek They were firmly held in their

«aces as to require much labor to remove them,
bey appear to Dare been, placcd on their edges, Ui

within two or three feet of the centre, where thej
are f< and lying flat.
On renu ing toe atone, a stratum of ashes «up*

potted to bt human varying from one to four inches
in thickr.c was discovered. Specimen* of these
we have now before us, and the action of acid clearly
indicates the presence of lime. But this is not all ;
particles ol bone and charcoal are found intermingled
with the allies. Beneath tne ashes was formed first
a stratum of light brown clay, aLd then a similar de-
penite of aand.
The most King alar and interesting feature of the

mound was the oentre. Immediately beneath the
ashes and at the depth of eighteen feet from the
summit of the mound, was discovered that which the

Sentleman conducting the examination believes to
ave been the altar. Covering a space of absut three

feet, directly in the centre, was found, as alreadystJtcd, several layers of large flat stone. Lifting
these, appeared the usual deposite of ashes, which,
on removul, revealed a well formed, compact body ¦of
white clay, some four inches in thicknuss, eighteen
inches in breadth, and two feet in length. This was
found, on careful examination, to rest npon a stratum
of four itches in thickness, of very coarse s*nd.
This was unmistakably the altar, and the mound,
beyond all question, one of sacrifice. ltd location
outside of the general system of works 01 these fiats,
the peculiar construction of the vault, the unusual
quantity of ashes found thereiu, with many ott\er
striking and concurring facts, clearly indicate the
character and purpose of these quiet sleepers of the
plain. Upon this point, however, we will not ven¬
ture further until the explorations fhu.ll be completed.

Before entering fully upon the vault, the remains
of a human skeleton, tbowing strong Indications of
fire, were found, and, near by, two copper wristlets
of very neat und truly artistic execution. These in¬
teresting relies are now before us, and excite, by
their mysterious history, emotions of wonder and ad¬
miration. They are evidently of pnre copper, and
heavily coated with the gieen oxide of that metal.
They aio aboot 2i by 8| inches iu their dimensions.

A large flint spear point was found near the rouiiins
of the skeleton.

Before doting this hnrried and imperfect notice,
we will embrace the occasion to say, ttiit a smaller
mound, kitm.ted about one hundred and fifty yards
south of the large tumulus, wis opened at the sauH
time the other reseafches were la progress. Iu i*.
were found two human skeletons in a tolerably good
Mute of preservation. They appear to have been in¬
terred in a sitting posture, within wh.ir. might be
termed stoiie coffins. With these were discovered
some bone instruments .one in the shape of a spoon,
and a very handsome stone pipe.
The scientific world may look for some Interesting

results from these explorations. Thejf an; prose¬
cuted with great energy and industry by a gentle¬
man emit ently qualified for the work. The antiqui¬
ties ol Western Virginia are among the most inter¬
esting in the valley of the Mississippi. Those at
Grave Creek possess great interest to antiquarians,
both of this country and Europe. We had recently
shown us a work in French, entirely devoted to the
analysis of the small inscriptive stone already al¬
luded to.
We again repeat, we shall wait with some impa-

ticTicc the result of the explorations now in progress.

On the 27th
ult another outrageous murder was committed near
Lexington, Ky , upon the person of Pitrick Heffer-
nan, who resides on the turnpike, near Nicholas-mile.
The last that was seen of him before he was found
dead was at a house in Lexington, about nine
o'clock on Sunday night, where be exchanged sixty
dollars, Kentucky money, for gold. When discov¬
ered his pockets were pulled inside out, h's intes¬
tines were cut ont, and . severe wound inflicted
over the head. No clue has as yet been obtained to
the villains.
Alteration in tiii City Government of

Montgomery, Alabama.The Legislature of Ala¬
bama have parsed a law abolishing the board of
Common Councd of the city of Montgomery. By the
same act, the number ofAldermen has been iucreasfd
to twelve, the wards to six, and the time of holdingthe municipal election is changed to the first Mon¬
day in December.

A fire occurred in Geneva on Sunday night in the
store of Gerard Pay, destroying his entire stock of
goods, worth about*$<;,000. insured on building and
goods, $.r),000. $4,000 in Poughkeepsie, and $1000
in the Ontario and Livingston. The books and pa¬
pers of the store, secured in u safe, were uninjured
till it was opened, when they ignited and were con¬
sumed.
