The Prestdent’s M- ssage.

The first public document which Franklin
Pieree gave to the world attracted a good deal
of attention. Opinions differed as to its merits,
but all agreed that it was a remarkable paper.
We fear that the Message published elsewhere,
will not be as successful as the Inaugural. If
there is one thing in it more noticeable than an-
other, after the somewhat tawdry rhetoric in
which it is couched, it is surely the care dis-
played to avoid precise statements of opimion,
und to cover over a cautions silenee with flour-
ishes and fine langnage.  With the paragraphs
which allude to the details of onr foreign and
domestic poliey. we have no particnlar fault to
find. They are. in general, plain and matter of
fuet, and what opinions are expressed ave sensi
ble and practical. But if onr relations with
Great Britain and other foreign powers are sue-
cinetly reviewed.if our home revenues are stated
with accuracy, there are other points as well
on which the country would have been pleased

to know the DPresident’s mind. There is
one point  above all  others on which
policy o8 well a3 duty required him
to speak plainly and frankly. We need

bardly sey that we allude to the Compromise.

Sencible men see clearly enough that what-
ever false istnes may be set up by political
schemers, and whatever dust may be thrown in
the eyes of the public by the Cabinet and free
£oil organe, the compromize mensures of 1850,
and the prineiples on which they were basod,
are the only real hone ol eontention hetosen
political partics in the present day. Be they
whigs, or he they democrats, Pleree mon, Van

luren wen. Marey men, Dickincon men. or inen
hearivg sny other known designation. all poli
ilcinne neecsearily belong to one or other of
the two factions which respectively sap
port end eppose these principles, There may
be—doubtless there are—minor points of dil-
ferener, but not ove of these is of suficieat
importance to stand in the way of a coalition
between ite advooates and its foes. Whether
the spirit which prompted the Compromise of
1850 is to laspire our lature legislation;
whether, in short, the equilibrinm  between
North and Sonth = o be preserved at all ha-
zarde: or whether, for the sake of gratifying a
few fanaties in either section ot the conntry,
the wivoentes of free soil and the advoeates of
secession are each to be allowed their fall
swing, nutil some tangible question arises to
get them by the ears——this, is. in honest trath,
the only political point that a bearded man can
condescend to debate at the present day. So
the conntry viewed it when it clected Pierce
as the Compromise candidate. So the Cabiney
viewed it when it, by its arts. threw the Com-
premi‘se overboard, and itself into the arms
of free coilers and secessionizts. It affected
fo deny the fact: butin thelr hearts no one
knew bLetter than Marey, Davis, Guthrie, and
Cugling, that the spirit of the Com-
promise was the only living prineiple in our
polities of todday, 8o the stordy Union men
viewed it when they withdrow from a eorrapt
party crganization, and planted themselyes
squarely en the Compromize, as the sole plank
of their platform.  So General Pierce ought to
huve viewed it and ought. ina feank, manly
wiy. to have told us in which of the uuly.tru
renl partics in this country he desived to be
rauled.

ago, we gave o full s'atement of the matter,
thowing that the dues pa'd by French vessels
in our ports were nine times less than those ia-
curred by American vessels in French ports.
We trust that the treaty to which the President
alludes will be yushed forward with vigor.
Spain is bandled with gentleness; the absard
rule which forbids the Captain-General to
treat direetly with our Copsul is eaid to
bhave lud to * snnoying oeeurrences;” aond
the rccheme of a purchase of the island
is judiciously ignored. Martin Koszta's
case is reviewed, and Iograbam is of
course surtained. Not a word of news respect-
ing China or Japan is contained in the para-
graphs deveted to these countries. In alluding
to Mexico, the boundary dispute is mentioned,
but nothing is said of a tople of equal moment,
the Tebuantepee right of way. A treaty has
recently been negotinted by Mr. Gadaden with
Santa Anna disallowing the old Garay grant,
and confirming the grant to Sloo; and it is un_
derstood that the American Executive will
ganction the conduct of its envoy. The Fillmore
administration eustained Guray’s assigoees;
and Mr. Mason’s report almost went as far as
to threaten to declare war against Mexico in
case the original grant was not fulfilled. Gen.
Pierce's Cabinet takes an opposite view, and
consents to withdraw the American claim to
the lund eonceded to Garay. We shoull have
liked to hear something of all this from the
President. The opening of the Parana and
Paraguay to foreign veesels is briefly men-
tioncd: and o hope s expressed that Brazil will
follow the example of its neighbors in throwing
open the Amazon.

Turning to our home policy, the President
refers to the prosperous state of onr finanees,
the surplus, and the prospect of a liguidation
of the public debt. He dues not, however, at-
tempt avny defince of the sub-treasury system,
or make the slightest allusion to several claims
on Congress, such as that ot the Texan bond-
holders which the national honor requires should
be getiled. The revision of the tariff is declared
to be necessary. In allading to the Post Ofice
the President mentions that the defieit acconnts
exceed $2 000000, As he states, this is
owinz to the high rates paid to railroads

for the fransportation of the mails. He
does  mot,  lLowever, suggest any prac-
tical method of meeting the difficulty.

It cecurs to us that as Congress is empowered
by the constitution to open and ereate ** post
roads,” aliberal interpretution of phrase would
inelude railroads, and empower it to compel
railrond companies to carry the mails for a rea-
sonable cost. Railroads are cbvionsly our
modern “ post roads.” Under the present sys-
tem they fleece the governmeat, and are, ia a
great measure, the cause of the irregularitiesin
our postal system. We shall hereafter have oc-
casion to euggest to Congress the propriety of
passing some law to prevent railway accidents;
und, at first blusl, one can hardly sce why such
a law ghould not also contain gome provizion
compelling railway companies to carry the
United States mails for a reasonable remunera-
tion. The President does not recommend any
esgential change in the land system. He ohjects
to grants of wild lands to railway companies,
where the railway does not appear on the face of
itto be u feasible and profitable undertaking, He
ig oppored to internal improvements hy the fode-
ral government and gives utterance to o variety
of sentiments on the point, which will be likely
tn puse without contradiction.  On the Pacific
Railway the Message dilates at some length,
but the meaning is so ‘ngenfously veiled in a
cloak of fine wvords, that it would not be difM-
cult. in case of neeessity, to repudiate any ap-
parent stetement it contains,

Such are the principal toples to which the

feesage adverts. They require no comment.

Cuban Affalys-Knell of the Africanlzation
Phantom.

We presume that the letter from Lord How-
den, which we publish in another column, wili
satisfy the most incredulons that the story of
the Africanization of Cuba was, as we described
it when it first made its appearance, a mere
hoax. There will be people, we dare eay. who
will broadly assert that Lord 3owden, being o
British nobleman, and having. in virtue of his
office ar ambassador, an appreciable interest in
the furtherance of British desigus, is more like-
Iy to disguise than to admit the truth, but then
there are men who regard all Dritishers as mon-
sters with hoofs aud tail, For our part, know-
ing a8 we did, from the first, that the tale was
furged, we derived no fre:h information from
bis Lordehip; but we confess that his letter, to
our mind, bears on its face the stamp of truth:
It confirme all our previous intelligence with
regard to British iuterference in Cuba, and
seems entirely cousistent with Lord Howdan’s
well cstablizhed character (or probity and ree-
titnde,

Now that it is dead and buried, it is curious
to trace this Afcicanization story to its origin.
aud note its carcer. It first appeared in the
columns of this journal; haviog emanated from
the Cuban Junta established in this eity, Their
object in giviog it curreney was very simple.
Toey wore enxious to excite among the people
of this conntliy o feeling of animosity againat
Fuogland, in order thoet their lihastoro echemes
shovld be watched less narrowly, Taey hoped
that if the Ameriean people conld be convineml
that Eogland gras about to mature a scheuy
detrimental to American interests, our govecn
ment might possibly wiok at illegal ex
peditions, oue of whose objects would be
to frustrate that scheme. In short, they
desired to divert atlention from themseelves to
Great Britaln, and jutended, ander eover o
the excitement thefr annonneement was caleus
lated to arcuse, to accomplish their predatory
degigne, We need hardly say that they re-
ceived no comuteaance from us. They were
more fortunate elsewhere, however. The
Washington CUnion was at the time in sore
distresk at the diecontent arouszed by the free
#0il appointments of the Cabinet. It foresaw
the growth of a most dangerous opposition, and
eagerly elutched at the opportunity of divert.
ing attuntion from ite masters’ faults, Probably
without any concert with the Juaots, it endorsed
the story, and gave it full prominence in ite
editorial eolumns It was on this oceasion
that the editor wronght himsell up into that
fine phrenzy which has been so happily por-
trayed hy the London Times. Other papers. of
lerw note and character, partly from sheer feng-
rorce. and partly from a wish toeurry luvor
with the Cabinet, copied the Ukion articles
ond pledged what litle ecedit they poses sl
on the trath of the story,

Meanwhile. it tonnd a fresh priselyte in the
persen of Senor Mariane Torriente.  This gen.
tHemwan had hetter aronnda for considering it
reality than the sewspapers we hove mantionsd;
for he had really boen to London to proposs o

bers of the British government. There can be
little doubt that he was acting on behalf of the
Cuban slave traders, who saw, plainly enough.
that the practical effect of the scheme would be
to legalize the elave trade for a given period
of time. Senor Torriente was cagerly welcomed
by the original dupes of the Junta in this
country. They did not take the trouble to in-
quire into his histary; and when, the wish being
with him father to the thought, he nssured
them tbat his plan was about to be adopted.
they threw their bats in the air, and plumed
themselves on having hit upon the truth acel-
dentally. It 18 probable that they have die-
covered their error by this time, though we no-
tice that some few out of the number still sulk-
ily refuse to wdmit that they were the means
of publiching a eilly hoax among the people.

The present poeition of the Cuban Junta is
curious, and serves to throw a good deal of
light on its proceedings. For some time past
they have done little or nothing for the cause
of Cuban emancipation. The natural eonse-
quence of this is. that the Creoles are begin-
ning to tighten their purse-strings, and hideous
baukruptey stares the Junta in the face.
Mare than this. the new Governor of Cuba, Gen.
Pezuela, comes out invested with extraordi-
nary powers. In case of any danger. he can
not ouly levy a forced tax upon the Creoles to
the amount of all the spare cash they have
about them but he can shoot them without a
trial at o moment's notice. His appointment
ig a practical notification to the Cubans that a
new regime of unusual severity is about to he
inaugurated. Now, with such prospects as thia
before them, the Creoles will not be likely to
make fresh contributions to the support of the
Junta, unless the latter can show some tangible
gigns of practical benefit. They must do some-
thing in earnest, or the Creoles will abandon
them. and honestly rally round Pezuela for
safety’s sake. Hence it is that the Junta have
been so active of late in trying to per-
sunde people that Great Britain entertains per-
filious de-igns against the fisland. Hence
the manifestoes, glowing with patriotism, and
pregnant with dire ihreats, which bave recently
iesued from that august body. These manifes-
toes— it is well that we should remember it—
have two chjects, and only two. The first, to
arouse a feeling in this conntry hostile to Great
Britain, and thus to cover any filibustero move-
ment against the island ; the second, to keep
alive a spirit of liberality smong the Creoles,

With the knowledge of these facts before us,
it iz bardly possible that we can go wrong in
our estimates of Cuban affairs. Pezuela's ac-
cess on to the Governorship of the island seems
likely to be produetive of momentous results.
Such a system of tyrauny as he is called upon
to carry out has never endured in any civilized
State. We huve yet to see how long the Cu-
bans will bear with it. Present prospecls offer
them two chances of escape. The first is a
ceesion of the icland to this country by Spain—
and they know as well as we what difficulties
stand in the way of this consummation; the
second is & revolution begun and effeeted by
themeelves.  Whetber they have the power an |
the nerve to adopt the latter course they are
Lest able to del.ermi.ne.

Tk Evroreay News.—The mails by the Eu-
ropn add little to our information respecting
the Turkish dispute and the attitude of the
Western Powers. Couflicting reports were in
circulation at London and Paris, and no one
seems to have kuown what the true position of
atisirs on the Dannbe was. On the one side, it
wis allivmed that tbe Torks bad fallen back
betore Gortschakofl. and re-crossed the Danube,
afier destroying their entrenchments at Olte-
vitza; on the other, it was confidently stated
tbat they bad marched on Bucbarest and cap-
tured it. Of the two assertions, the former
seeme entitled to the greater amount of reli-
ance. Oflicial despatches from Hermanstadt
speak positively of Omer Pacha’s retreat across
ibie river; and from the wide extent of territory
over which his trocps were seattered. such a
movement on the part of any singlé detachment
would appear the natural cousequence of & con-
centration of Rusgian troops in its peighbor-
boud,  Certainly, judging from the pre-
vious accounts of the Turkish .victories,
and the disorganized siate of the Russian
force, nothing eecmed more likely than
the capture of Bucharest. It was but three
days march from Giurgovo and Oltenitza, and
finshed with the suceess of their first skirmnish,
it wae natural to suppose that the Turks would
at once puzh on thither. Still, if twenty or
thirty thousand men were concentrated against
the small force in poseession of Oltenitza, a re-
treat acroes the Danube would he more politic
in cvery way. than abattle. in which the Turks
wonld have ritked the prestige they have al-
ready gained.

The telegraphic ynopsis of the news by the
Huwboldt does not, by any means, bring us
a solution of the problem.  Winter is coming on
in Wallaebia; aud onr means of commuunication
with the seat of war are growlng elower and
leze reliable.  Some days may elapse before we
know, of a certainty what bas been the ulti-
mate resnlt ol the Turkish invasion (if we may
use guch a term) of ite own province. Mean-
while we lhave no furiher futelligence of the
movements of France and Bugland. Lotk are
prepared for war, ond nothing in the news by
either stegmer tends to contradict the rumor that
actrong party in the British Privy Counetl isin
favor of deelaring wer against Russio.
