Tha then imminent riak
of its speady Cismamberment inluced all parties to eall in
San’s Anpa, a4 the ouly man eapable of reorgsaisiog (ha
republie. .

The thiee great parties—the republisana, (ealled Paras,)
the moderadon nnd the monsrchists—impslled by the
eommon danger, sgreed st loast on what is raszently siyled
the platform of the independence o Mexico, [t was sup.
possd that & man who had twice been foreed to laave Lis
country as ap exile, would, in the hours of his baaish
ment, have ronlared deeply over the errors of his past
sdministrations, and, wise by expeciesoe, planaed some
comprehepsive plan of governmen: which would have
placed Mesico in her proper po ltion inthe scale of na-
tioms, givem an impulse to the industry of ['a eltizens, and
healed the wounds intligted by contentions and political
struggles.

Santa Aooa's arrival was =eceived with acolamsation by
all parties, and he commenced hly goversment nnder
the favorable anspices and good will of all.

THE INVASION OF LOWER CALIFORNTA.
The absorbing topics of disoussion eontinved to be
first, the recent invasion of Lower Califoraia by Pre-
sident Walker and his emall force of filibusteros, und |
the expected descent by the same or other parties on
Sonora, and secondly, the great political project of
investing Santa Anta with imperial faculties. The |
Trait d" Union of the 3d of December gives us tha |
following details on the former sulject: — |

The Siglo informs vs that thera has arrived an extmne-
dinary conrier from Ures, ( %onora,) with communications
for the supreme govermment, and also that private lot.
lera have been received ap to the 12th of November.

The news of the invasion of La Paz was not then known
in Sonora, hut sevaral ¢ flisial communications addresssd
to the Governor of that ce ent by Mr, Gaillermo
Barron, Mexican Vice Cof at San Franeisso, has sno-
aeulu!y amnoupced the seizure of the brig Arrow and
of the departure of the Caroline, The Nucimal—offcial
joursal of Bomora—publivhes thess offisial documenta,
and adds to them extracta of all the Californis journals
which speak of the sncts nnd’projecu of the invnders.

The lcokout of the port of Guaymss had peresived in
the Guolf, near the (sland of San Pedro, two shipa, which
on pearing 'and gave sigos of an intent!on to disembark.
This disembarkation, bowever, was not yet elveted on the
11th of November, and it waa thought that the adventar
erd were waiting until they shonld get reinforcements.
Apcording to the information received from Califorois,
aidds the Siglo, the expedition is compesed of gumbiers,
