The Importations for the Crystal Palace exhibition

amounted in the year to $920,004.
The extraordinary impetus which our foreign trade ex¬

perienced dnriiig the year just past, waa certainly not the
reeult of commercial integrity, bat must have been the
ooowqueo ce of as almost u&ivereal and total misappre¬
hension of our requirements and neoessititiea. We are

not oblivions to our increased and conttantly increasing
wants, nor to the growing desire fcr eleganoe ant! luxury
which al* aye has its rise and progress in accumulation
and prosperity; but we are at a lose to anderatand the
cause or oausee which increase oar foreign Importa* imi,
within the limita of a single year, from $127,441,394 to
the enormous aum of $191,668,678. We can readily un¬

derstand wby the importations of the last year should be

largely Increased over those of the preceding year, bat
oonjeature falls us when we attempt to aceoont for the
whole. The piioes of metals and various other oommoJi.
tiee have greatly In ci faded since the close of the; ear 1862;
the Crystal Palace exhibition has allured the products of
other countr.ee to our market to an unusual extent; the
requirement* of each State for the promotion and exten¬
sion of internal improvements, and the combination of
eircumstancee which uitally augment trade, only demon¬
strate a partial justification of our muoh augmented
wmmerce.
