Particulars of the Fire In Ogdenshuarg.
TEM BTOHKES IN RUINS.

Ahout 11 o'¢lock on Thursday evenlag the vills,
was aroused by a fire in the block on tae sout
#ide of Ford street, between Btate and Isabella
which resulted in reducing the whole to a mass of
smoking ruins.

The alarm proceeded from the hat and fur store of
Green & Co., and was first discovered bu.r!tl.ns
through the the skylight.

Learning at Cape Palmas that there raged a war,
which bad continuned for a long time, between the
Cavala River and Barbo tribes of natives, and as this
state of disquietude was greatly injurious to the
trade of the colonista and Cavala people, who are
strong allies of Ahe former, we proeeeded thither,
having, as passengers, Rev, Mr. Scott, (who had been
just ordained by Bishop Paine, and appeinted to the
Cavala mission,) and two delepates of the Grebo
tribe, with full power iovested in them to conclude
a peace with the Barbos. On our arrival off Cavala,
on the 4th, we despatehed a canoe with our head
man in her for the purpose of opening & communi-
cation with the Barbos. He nceordingly landed,
and had an interview with the King, firat presenting
A dash’ to him, sent by the Commodore. His in-
structions were to induce a few of the principal
chiefs of the Barbos to come off to the ship, where
they would meet the deput'es gent from Cape Palmas
to hold & “ peace palavar,” This overture on our
part to act as mediators in bringlog the hiead men of
the hostile tribes to a friendly negotiation would net
be cotertained by the Barbos, aud our ** head man"
wag peremptorily ordered to return on board the
ship, with their refusal of the * dash,” or present;
and furthermore to tell the Commodore that
they wanted no interference eon his part,
and diselsimed his right of at all meddling
with what they considered their exclusive bumsi-
ness, and that they did not want peace until the
Cavala people ehould first betake themselyes to Cape
Palmas. Bo things stood on the evening of the 4th.
On the sucoeeding morning, however, all handa were
called, ** Out boate,”" and five were fully manned and
equipped for expedition daty. The laanch had
on board a field piece—a twelve-pounder, They
left the ahip under a flag of truce, abont nine o'clock,
with something like a8 hundred offivers and men, com-
pletely armed. On a near appreach to the bar, st
the meuth of the @avals river, it was fonnd imprac-
ti:able to land with the boata They were then an-
chored as reor the bar assatety pernilted, in the
follewing order, opposite the Cavals river, com-
manding the le’t bank, viz.:—Lieutenant Dove, in
the tecond cutter, on the extreme left; Lisutenant

De Camp, in the lanneh; the Commmander-in Chief
in the barge, ocmp;clnrﬁthe centre position; whilst
Lieutenant Bier, in the Waser Witch, came next, and
Captain Budd, {n 1he Ariel, took his position on the
extreme right, as commander of the expedition. After
waiting & conple of hours, vainly hoping that the
belligerent party wonld eend & flag of ruce to hold
a parley, an order was given to fire rockets so as to
pass cver the village, by way of intimidation, which
was disregarded.  No person appearing, orders were
then given to opem on the town from the twelve
