Mexico at the rate of 46,000 peraanum. Now, an able
Postmaster General could, methinks, manage to get
the nrf at English mail bv undertaking to carry it from
Vera Cruz to Liverpool by the way of New Means,
New York, and the CoUins line. John Hull basnow
but one mail a moatb, and we can beat dates of
tbat one into London under the present arrange
nent. Of course , Johnny would bfte at an oppor¬
tunity of getting three maUs for the same money
fcr which be now has the advantage of but one.

The besom of destruction ha* been, and It atlll, iweep-

lag over this peninsala of Yusatan. The rtTi(M of the
oholera have bMo nott fatal. It la utterly Impossible to
Mentals oorrectly the number of viotlnu taken off by
that ftll ifectroyer. It flrct oonmenoed at the loath and

e aitern part of the peninsula, near Honduras, and tri
relied on westward by regular staiea, nearly depopulating
many towns and village* In the interior. About the 28th
of September It made It* appearanoe at Merida, the capi¬
tal, accompanied by an insurrectionary party of .oilier*,
about eighteen hundred In number. From thU time the
epidemlo lnereaaed hourly, until at one time one hundred
and eeventyflve daily death* were registered, and many
more wire not eeoertalned.
The population of thl* beautiful city is, or wu, about

thirty-fire thousand, and up to thii time two thousand
fire hundred, per register, have died by the cholera. It
Is now apparently gorged with viotims out of this oom-
¦unity, and has prooeeded on Its western travel; and by
letters just received from (1am peachy, about seventy-Ove
miles west fiom this, it appears the traveller has arrived
and began his wcrk of death. By these letter* It appears
that the epidemic is, if possible, more deadly than here¬
tofore, taking Its victims off in two or three hours, and ia
some ossee almost instantly. It is reported that sixty
have been taken off in one day, and it had but jast entered
the city. No doubt but the ports and olties more to th'
west are to be called cn for their quota, and Laguna and
Tsbatco aie to suffer. May they be sptred is a hetrt
wish. 81sal, a small and miserable place, thirty six miles
frcm Merita and its seaport, oontaialag eight or nine hun¬
dred lialf civil' zed people, was also a great sufferer, locing
ever two hundred by the oholera. The poor persecuted
and outcast Indians of the interior, with wnom the whlUs
have been at war tlnce 1847, hare auffered greater havoc,

if possible, by the oholera than their enemlae. It is thought
by many that one good may arise from the great evil.
natr.ely, that if the whites will only so will It, hMtllitiee
will cease, and this cruel and unjust war be brought to en
end; but the poor subdued and degraded Indlaa must
humble hlmstlf more, still more, to his conqueror and
taikmaeter. The Lord pity their abject and wretched
condition, and soften the hearts of the whltee.
This Is only a brief aooount of what has been experi¬

enced with res^eit to the cholera. Soae families hsve
become altogether extinct.not even an heir le t tD the
property; in other families only one taken off, and all the
others escaping; but scarcely a eiimle house or family
going altogether free.the rioh and the poor suffering
alike.
The road front Merlda to Sisal passes threngh two Til¬

lages, both now nearly depopulated. The mill coach
rues up acd down altercate nights, and changes beasts at
each or these villages. The other night, on my way dowa
to Sir 3kl, I wm much struck by the great change at ta*
i.tsge hcuss at one of these places. The home was for¬
merly a tavern, grocery, stage office, post office, to., with
n'ne perse us in the family, ami also a plaoe of rsaort to
many idlers and listeners. But now when we drove up,
the only p«reoc to be seen was a solitary woman, sitting
at the do. on a low stool, her head resting on a chair,
and not even raising it up when the stage stopped within
eight or tec feet of her. Grief had taken a mighty hold oa
her, she being the only one left of the nice. Her hus-
band, children, domestics, all had gone to the Qampo
Saoto. So much respecting this awful scourge.
With respect to the mighty revolution which is nowap-

Sarently put down I will state a few particulars, as per-
aps you majr nake some use of then. Oea. 9arba*h»ao

was formerly Governor of Yucatan, bsing voted in by the
suffrage of the people, of which situation he made the
racst for his own good an 1 that of his partisans, keeping
the government treasury chsst always empty. Some
time back the principal person* hereabouts, deeming it
just and neeessary for the public weal, in a veiy quiet and
summary way deposed his honor, appointed a Governor
pro tan., and forwarded to llesico the facts of the case.
the whjS and wherefores.acd from Mexico was dis¬
patched by Santa Anna General La Vega, to rule over
Yucatan as civil and military chief; and since his assum¬
ing the relnB of government he has acted very mildly
and judiciously. But peaee, quietness, and sooial order
are not the characteristics of the mass of any of the peo¬
ple. or of the Mexican race. Wars, revolutions, and jrro-
nun iamtTttct, are apparently spontaneous productions
here away.
The political friends of Barbasheno and Zatene blended

themselves into one party, swearing vengeance against
the government party then in power under La Vega and
Santa Anna. Then commenced a course of plotting and
intrigue, which shortly extended to various parts or the
State, which by what has recently oome to light, wts judi¬
cious acd well planned. Money was forthcoming, and
ageiits mixed themselves with the troops In the ean paign

. gainst the Indians; and as the troops were miserably
paid acd fed, they were lasily bought, and ready to as
alstwhen they wete ca led on to do so. The movement* of
tb is intended revolution were on a more exfensire scale
than any that we have yet experienced in Merlda, and
many t fliaers and men of*note and character in all the
eastern portion of the peninsula, acd in Merlda, had
embarked in it, and all things went on to the satisfaction

: of the leaders; and the very time when the outbreak
was to be, then a simultaneous rising was to come off;

: napping of the poor Indians here in Yuoafaa, and ship¬
ping them eff to Cuba, and told to work oa the plantations
of that famoo? isle.
Since the middle of '41 an unnatural and dlsgraoeful

war has existed on this fertile peninsula between the
whites and the native Indians, and has been oarr'sd on
almost as a war of extermination, the Indians practising
those inhuman arts upen their prisoners that were prac¬
tised by Indians in the days that your anoient Purl-
tans landed away down East and the Spaniards landed
in these regions. The whites in this war are, If possible,
more bloody and cruel than the Ignorant and uncivilised
Indians. It is true they do not put all their prisoners to

1 the sword, but they reap a harvest by selling them oeca
a'orally. The fact Is, that within the last four years hun
dreds and hundreds of the Indians have been sent to
Gabs, aid plated. in an endless servitnde, or until death
releases them. They sre procured on this peninsula In
varii us ways, not oily by being taken iu battle, but
many not engaged in strife are kidnapped, and various
ways are devised to get them on board some craft on the

c ast, and they soon find themselves in Cuba. The Kog-
llsb Csg has been used in this business on this coast;
small craft from Bali re, ^Honduras, have been used In this
sort of tmsinesii by reckless, lawless men, some of whom
the English authoti.iss at Honduras have taken, aad I
understand that they have made examples of them by
seven punishment. If I am not misinformed, in the
street chain gang at Belize are some of these men, aad
these said men, I am pleased to say, are not Americans
This sort of business has beeotne so frequent, publtc aid
notorious, that his anguct hi nor, Santa Anna, of Mexico,
has issned a prmwnciamento forbidding and denounciog
the Inhuman traffic, and has also taken stepi to free from
bondage those who are In Cuba.
Gereral La Vega also moved in the matter, and in or¬

der to stop it despatched from Merlda commissioners t>
the eastern extreme of this peninsula, then and them to
investigate the past oonduct of certain perrons reported
to have been engaged in the operation of selling for the
Coban market.
On the arrival of the commissioners they eommenoed

with an individual of high staodlng, and they soon were
oonvlnced of his guilt, and he was orde.ed to proeeed (in
custody) to Mittida for further examination. This be re¬
fused to do point blank, and when measures were tatea
by the p. lice to remove him by force he resisted, and did
ha'tle with the officers, they calling for assistance tj en.
f< ree the laws, and he also calling on his partisans for
a'd and very soon was got up a very pretty row, and the

; row beiame a bloody fight. The whole town was in an
upirar, and be, being one of the chiefs la the Intended

' revolution, openly declared against the government; and
h« »a< Immedia'Mj supported by his party, who a-me
themselves at d took c< mma d of the town. The om
a.i»siorers hsd by this time fled to save their lives, and
evectcallf arrived at Merida bat the ba l was no* in
motion, (a month too soon, by the bye.) and soon all the

> adjoining towns and villages declared for the revolt, and
! they took up their march for the capital, ( Merlda, ) be
1 lng joi> i*l by the soldiers who had been pu-chaeed by

the almighty dollar. From this time the uprising was
general, as soon as it was know te the party, and an oa
ward ru»h was made for Merida, to reaib which was

joining aad the grand 1'ii.ia. Tha insurgent* were masters
of all the rest of the city. Generally, near tha suburb*,
and between these two parties, waa a sort of neutral or
debateable ground, where daily skirmishes same off, and
where Home courageous feats were performed, and,
also, if yon can bo think, some Oil Bias scene* wire wit¬
nessed.
At thi* time the cholera had got wall a going bath

among the insurgent* anil also among roe inhabitant*,
and horror i nd consternation prerailed to a great extant,
and on the debateabla ground were dally skirmishes, aad
many were killed on both sldts; bnt the dead had to re¬
main s* they lay in the street*. At c ne time about thirty
lay so for a number of day*, a tropical September sun
operating upon them; and something more awful waa the
woikofthe bustard*, (turkey bustards.) which came
from far and near, holding their oarniral, and not wait¬
ing for pronunciammiot and proclamation*.

In this truly horrid state of things, until the fourth of
Oeteber, there arrived a government foroe from the south,
(troop* not bought over,) under command of Oolonel
Eulosie Kosado, from Peto. These troops, aevsn hundred,
attacked the Insurgents rather unexpectedly In their
rear, when, at the same time, a sally waa made from the
citadel, thus plaoing the enemy In a bad Ix, and he
waa much out up ana completely routed, and he lifted up I
hla heel* and Ued. Three of their leader* were taken [
prisoner*, via. .Colonels Ontibero* and VUlamll, aad
Captain Gro, and all three were publicly shot the next
day. The loaa In killed and w junded of the Insurgent* la
three handred odd Of tbe government, one oicer killed

a few wounded, and thirty odd privates killed and many
wounded, and also many of the inhabltanta wounded.
Colonel Sebastian Moles, one of the ohiefe, waa taken

a few day* after, being betrayed by a supposed friend,
and wa* publicly shot He waa thirty two year* of age,
and ol gentlemanly deportment. He marched to toe
cross of execution with all tbe resignation of a Christian
and the ooolu«y» of an undaunted (oilier.

Colonel Manuel Ce>s«da Pera» a tas eluded the viglleaoe
of those who are seeking hi* blood. There is money bid
on hi* head by the government bat treachery may yet be
hi* bane, as that article is mighty abundant even here aa
well as at other parts, and money playa the devil with
some kind of thing* walkings on two legs, and claaaed aa
lumn.

phyMo'au of very extensive practice. Dr. Tappan has
married a lady of this country, and keep* house, all nice
and comfortable, and hi* house is within the debateabla
district. He bad «n American dag made and stuck up on

a ftaff to dedne himself It *ai torn down aud taken
away, upon which he. at great risk, sought the chief*,
and stated who and what be was, and also complained of
the affair of the (lag. They oxprtssed displeasure at the
aot, requesting him togo home and put up another, and
he, and bis tljg and family, fihculd be respected Thi*
he accordingly did, atd all due reject was manifes'ed,
*cd h's bouse beeamo a refuge for the ladle*, he having
at the least for'y fine looking ladle* to guard, fee. but
the chs'era paid tkea a visit, taxing awayasing'e indi¬
vidual, viz Air. l appan'e blotter, and tlien leaving tha
dwelling, and also leaving health behind.
