The news brought by the Europa presents
bt Httle alteration o the agpect of the Tureo-
Bursiug difienlty, The iuwiligerce that the
recomuendations embodied in the last note of
the Viennn Conference nad been approved of
by the Diven, aud accepted by the Porte, does
not hold cut any more immediate prospeet of
the peacenble salation of the gquestions in dis-
pute.  Although the Sultun conseuts to send a
Plenipotentiery to the propused conference, ha
properly adheres to his determination not to
treat on any terms short of the recognition of
Lis full pights of goversignty within his own
doinions, vud he continues to insist upon the
evacuation of the Priveipaiitivs us a preliminary
condition to negotintion,

1 this stale offacts It s clenr that the only
possible iesue is o general war, It is scarcely
1o he expeeted that Nicholus will so far forfais
his eburacter for conslereney, or be a williog in-
grument in hie own lumiliation, by receding
Bom the luugnty attitude that he has hitherto
aspumed.

with bim in the adoptionof enereetic measures
against Russin.  In order that tall effect should
he given to this change of poliey, it is said that
immediately after the meeting of Purlinment
Lora Aberdeen will retire, and will be sneesed-
cit in the Premiership by his more warlike col-
loague. In the meantime, the utmost activity
is said to prevall in the dockyards and ord-
nance departments.

The preparations of France are stated to be
on the most extensive seale, and afford some
index to the probable charaeter of the approachs
ing struggle,  WIth s many matives of resent-
ment egningt the Czar, both bereditary and
personal, the Freneh Emperor would have been
long since in the fleld had he not beea held
Fack by the more prudont conusels of the Bog-
lish enbinet. Whilst he has made a show of
moderation, however, it '8 certaln that he has
been seeretly stimulating the Porte to adopt its
present firm aititnde, and at the same time he
has bimself been quietly preparing for the al-

conrnge were so well displayed in the rescue of
these whose lives were spared. .

The masters of (he vessels which a=isted in
the resene—Captain Creighton, of the Three
Belle; Captain Pendleton, of the ey Thomp-
gon; Captain Stoufler. of the Antarctie; and
Captain Lowe. of the Kilby.-ns well as the affi-
cers and crews of these sbips, huve a claim
vpon the graditude of 1 American citizeos,
and they should be geverally remembered
Ly our representatives in Congress assem-
bled. The fact that Captain Creighton is
o British subjcet only goes the facther to show
Lis dicipdswsatad bemevolence, while his coo-
dnet opthe oceasion referred to eannot be too
1Lighly lhnded.  In the midst of a most violent
stopi—in o leaky eraft, liable an aoy moment
to instant destroetion—the Instinet of self pre-
gervation wonld bave tsught him to make o
the nearest port, and save his ship, without re-.
ward 1o the perile of others,  But his gallant
heart was superior to the promptings of sellish-
negs. e, alt erippled s he was, laid by the
fan Francisco during rix days, and finally
stteceeded in the consummution of an act which
will mule hig name great in the mouths of our
children and our children’s children.

In view or thece facts we are glad to soe
that movements have already been ¢ anmenced
in various quarters o secure to Captain
Creighton and his condjutors a snitable testi-
menind of the people’s gratitude,  Inthe Senate
of the United Stutes yesterday. Mr. Pierce, of
Maryland, introduced a resolutivn directing
the Nuval Committee to take the subject into
their copeideration, and this action we are
glad to see has been peconded in the Tguse.
The merchants of this city held a meeting yes-
terdny, whenu two thousand dollars were sub-
geribed on the spot. A meeting of those officera
of the army who are now in New Yook and its
viclvity is to Le held at noon to-day for the far-
theravee of the same objeet; and various other
arsemblages  will doubtless be convenad.
It would Le ridiculous to suppose that any
man would do as bhe did, and suffer as he suf-
fired, and risk what he risked, for the sake of
pecuniary reward; but we feel thut we should he
allowed to express our gratitude to him and his
agsoeintes by a testimonial which be witl houor
the givers by aceepting.

The Driiish government and  British
merchants have alwaye been prompt in re-
membering  the services of American ship-
wasters; and, pertinent to this, we have
received, and give in this paper. some in-
teresting correspondence relutive to Captain
Tudlow, of the American ship Monmonth
He saved the lives of two hundred and five
British subjects, and the inhabitants of the little
town of Port Louis, (Isle of Mauritive,) have
gend him o sub tantial token of their apprecia-
tion of his serviees, This correspondence will
be read with interest at this time.

We have been often indebted to British ves
sels for similar ncts. The paseengers of the
packet ehip Caleh Grimshaw, (which vessel

brig. and be was suitably remembered Ly our
merchants, and, we believe, by Congress,

We could multiply instances. but it is un-
neceseary. The present occasion iz an im-
portant one—it iz a nationnl afinir; the loss
of the San  Francisen with the wrave
Colonel Weshiogton and his comrades, is
s national ealamity ; the reseue of those
oflicers who are now among ug is a ustional
Lenefit, and the nation should properly remem-
ber the men who bave ussisted in the saving of
its gervonts. We hope to see Congress aet upon
this subject promptly. The shipmasters. their
officers, seamen, and all others who assisted in
the matter, shonld be severally enmpensated,
according to their station and the circum-
stances under which the services they have
Jrendered have been performed.

We are confident that we express the opinion
of the community upon the subject above
alluded to. ‘The private subseription and tbe
army subscription needs no urging, and we
trust that Congress will prove for once that the
clhiarge of ingratitude as regards republics in
general is not true of the United Stutes.
