Georgia, having by a State Convention assembled
at An?u«ta, with great unanimity adopted the con.
ctltution of the United States on the 2d January, 1788>
became early distinguished for its unlfurm adherence
to the old republican party organized by Jefferson and
Madison. The two signers of the constitution in the
convention at Philadelphia, William Few and Abra¬
ham Baldwin, were elected to represent the State
in the first Congress.the former in the Senate, and
the latter in the House of Representatives; but they
were both considered republic ins, and generally c>
operated with the anti-federali^te in opting Wash¬
ington's administration. Some of the measured of

\ > athington anu Hamilton, however, received the
support of the Georgia Senators. But the Slate
never bent a federalist to cither branch of Congress,
under the old organization of parties, nor are we

aware that the federal party had any deluito ex-

isierce iu Georgia, as in South Carolina, where tut
party was sometimes predominant.

lhe population oi Georgia has al trays been
mainly Anglo-Saxon, from its settlement as a colo¬
ny to the preecnt time. There have been, it is
true, some exceptions in the Highland and Lowland
Scotch colonist."; but Georgia has always been con-

id-red u decided Anglo Saxon community, as may
be seen by the names of her Senators and Repre-
tentatives in Congress, nearly all of whom sh>w
taeir Anglo Saxon or ScoUh origin.

It is worthy ot remark that the largest proporton
of the people of (Jesrgia .have, from ear.y times
bsf-n brought up in or connected with the Methodist
Church, the predominant religious noct in that
State. This fact is doubtless to be attributed to the
missions of Wesley and Whitfield in the infancy of
the colony, who then planted the seed of Methodism

n a soil peculiarly favorable to its growth. Hence
Georgia I as been alvajstho favorite camping and
stamping ground of the Methodists, a s;:t remarka¬
bly lavornhle to tat old democracy, but more dubious
in the m.:dein division of political parties.
Wc an enab ed to give brief biographical sketches

ot tue most prominent of the foregt iag l^t of Sena¬
tors. with the political lives of whom we are gene¬
rally quite in miliar, particularly with such names as

Few, Baldwin, Troup, Crawford, Forsyth, and those
ol our own times. But for Ucal information, aud
notices oi individuals less known out of their own
>>< ate, we are indebted to the Rev. George White's
historical collections of Georgia, recently published,
a work ef great value to the student, and the poli¬
tician.

Colonel William Few, one ot tue Georgia Senators
in the first Congress, wa= a descendant of one oi ihe
original settlers of Pennsylvania, and was born in
Baltimore county, Maryland, on the 6th of June,
1748. His paternal ancestor, who was from Wales,
ana whose family name was written Ffew, accompa¬
nied William Penu in his emigration to this country,
lhe patents of Col. Few, when he was ten years of
age, removed with their family to Orange county,
North Carolina, when the sou had the benefit oi a

good education. He imbibed sound principles and
virtuous habits, and, r.t the commencement of the
Revolution, took the patriotic side, in 1770 he re
mo\cd to Georgia, when the lle-volut.on was in active
progress, and a committee of public saiety condusted
the allairs ol government. Soon after his arrival he
was elected a member of the Convention called
to fiamc a State constitution. At the en-uing
election he was caosen a member of the
A-sembly for Bichmond county, and by that body
was appomted one of the council. From this period
to that of the adoption of the constitution of the
Lilted States, aod afterwards, with short interval*
to the close of 1504. he was constantly emiiioyed iu
public alliiirs.

lhe curliest military service of Few was performed
in repulsing e British force which invaded Georgia
rem Ea»t F1 ,rida. He was &<' erwards employed iu
expeditions ogaint the Creek Inaiuns, when he ac ed
as Lieutenant Colonel of Militia. In 1778 he was ap-
pointed Surveyor General o! the State, also that of
prctiaing Judge of Uiohtnond county. In 177.) )ie
.vis r.. elected i member of the Leg slatiw, b} wuicu
bouy, in January, 1 7^0, he was appointed a member

f the Continental Congress, aud in the ioilo^mg
ALiyt ok hi3 seat, »hil3 it was in session in Phila¬
delphia. Soon after the pease of 1783 Colonel rcff
returned to Georgia, and was again elected to tne

Legislature, which met in January, 1781, for the
purpose of rtviiing the laws and reorganiz¬
ing the allairs ot the State. lie n >w engaged
in the prasti -e of law, and acquired a hign re"

putation as an advocate, counsellor, mid de¬
bater. Bis talenti, knowledge, aid experience
minced the Legislature again to elect him a memoer
of the Continental Congress, wneu subje r,, of mterest
to Georgia were pending before tiiat boJy. He was

subsequently elected., a member of the convention
for fr.mhg 'he United S'.ites constitution, which
met at Philadelphia in 1787, and, with Abraham
Baldwin, affixed his signature to tho constitution, in

behalf ef Georgia. lie then repaired to the Siate, to
cxeit hi* infiuence in favor of the adoption by her of
the proposed constitution, and was elcited a delegate
from Richmond county to the Stite Convent!on>
which met in AHgusta, in December, 1787, aud by
which the constitution was ra'illed a few days after¬
wards. The Legislature tnen appointed hi<u one of
tbe Senitor-^ in the fir-t Congress.. In 178m Culone|
Few married Catharine, daughter of Commodore
Nicholson, of the United States Navy.

In tbe Senate ot the United States the course of
Colonel Few was that of a moderate republican. He

supported tome of the measures of Washington's ad-
ministration, and was favorable to tta charter of tire
first Bank rt t e United Stitea, a!th >ugh op
posed to some of its pro/ision*. In general
bowf vcr, he acted *ith his coueague* in both bou es,
in ti e opposition of the republic*us to the meas ires

brought forward by Hamilton and other leaders of
t'e lederJ party. \\ ben his term of service expired,
in March, 17l»3, Col. Few letired with fcis family to
his estate in Georgh, and resumed his agricultural
putsLi In 1705 he was elected a member of the
Georgia Legislature, rhich declared the Vazoa act
null not vad.

Between this period and 1606 he
held almost every high office in Georgia, viz.: mem¬
ber of the Legislature, Major General, Delegate to
the State Convention to frame the present coistitu-
tioa of Georgia.of which he wrote the greater part

. Presidential Elector, Governor, and United States
Senator. In 1791 General Anthony Wayne, o:' the

Revolutionary army, who lad becomo a citizen of

Georgia, ran against Jackson for Congress. An ani¬
mated con est took place, and General Wayne was

returned. JacL-on contested the seat, and obtained

also a delegate with Colone Few to the Convention
at Philadelphia in 1787, which formed the United
States Constitution. Ilav.ng affixed his nam; to

that instrument, he wa3 caosen one of the three
DiMi Urs to repie3ent Georgia in the House of Re-
picsentatives in the First Congress. Iuthat b;dy
te continued to serve f r ten yeara, being Ave times
eicctcd by the people, and was oue of the most, ieal-
ous or the opponents of Washington's and John
Ac! "Tito's administrations. In 1799 having been
chOMn United States Senator by the Legislature, he
took Ins Feat in th.it body, and was re-elcc'ed, after
six years service for another term. Rut he died in
1P07, and was succeeded by George Jones, wlo re¬
cti ed liis appointment from the Governor and
served until the Legislature elected William H.
Crawford, in November, 1807.
John Mili.rloe was descended from ancestors

who came to Georgia with Gen. Oglethorpe. He
* as born in Savannah, in 17o7, received a good edu¬

cation, at'A studied law with the King's attorney,
lie entered iuto the service of the oouatry diring
the Revolutionary war, and few made more costly
sacrifices in the cause of the country. After the
war he became one of the Iciding men of the day.
As a member ot the Legislature, as Governor of
Georgia, oa a member of both houses of Congress,
his course jave satisfaction to the people. He was
the firrt to advance everytiJug to promote the in¬
terests of Georgia. He was «ne of the first in origi¬
nating tie ritate University, and distinguished
hiuiselt in his opposition t» the celebrated Ya-
zoo fraud. The present political capital of
Georgia derives its name from Governor Mil-
ledge. He died at the Sand Hills, near

Angcsta, in Februaiy, 1616, ajed sixty-one years.
William H. Crawfobd wasa native or Virginia,

end wa- boin in Amherst county, February 24, 1772-
His an:estors came from Se tlanfl. His father emi¬
gre ed from Virginia to Elgefield district, South
Carolina, In 177!>, and in 176IJ ho iemoved toColum-
bia c iinty. Georgia, where he died five yean after¬
wards. William II. Crawford waj a lad during the
revolution, and was brought up among scene? of
pecuniary sufi'eriog and excitement. After the
<. nth.of his father, Mr. Crawford in oruer to aid in
the support ol his mother's famiiy, devoted himself
to the occupation or a schoolmaster until he had an

opportunity of entering a classical icademy himself,
heiug desirous to become acquainted with the learn¬
ed lai punges. He accordingly became a student in
the academy, wlxre his progress was so great that
he was -ocn en ployed as au assistant. After two
\<a;s spent in this academy he went to Augusta,
au d torn:, d - com cction wi h Charley Tail, (a^r-
naids .hii^e and I .S Senator ) in the eansgement
of the Ri(.i;moi d Academy, in 1799 he iemoved to
l.t-xi nt-'U n Oglethorpe connty, and commenced
the print! ;e ei law.

I tion of circumstances arose to prevent the consum¬
mation of the wishes of his friends. The vie ire 01
Mr. Crawford were kuown to be conservative as a
*htc te&man. H# waa favorable to a national bank, to

a protective tariff, to interial improvements by the
general government, and other measures since advo¬
cated and supported by the whig party of our time?.
Yet Mr. Crawford was pot forward as the democratic
candidate, expected to be nominated by a congres-
fional caucus, and his supporters in Congress were
called " radicals." The claims of rival candidates,
Adams, Jackson, Clay and Calhoun, were urged
against those of Mr. Crawford, and their respective
friends joined in their labors to render a congres¬
sional caucus odious and unpopular. Hence the
caucus waa confined to J£r. Crawford's friends, and
composed only of about ftnc fourth of the whole num¬
ber of members of the two houses. It consequently
had very little influence with the people, and Mr.
Crawford lost the election.
During the canvass for the Presidency Mr. Craw¬

ford w*Siattacked with paralysis, which deprivedhim for a time of his sight, his speech, and the use
of some of hi* limbs, aud which so shosked his whole
nervf us system as seriously to impair his memory
and to obscure his intellect. This sail event depress-
ed the spirits of his friends, and forced him for a
time to retire from the duties of hia offije. After a
struggle Df many mouths, his speech, to a great ex-
tent, was restored; he regained the use of his limbs,
and his vision was slightly improved. But his great
intellect had been blighted to a degree which human
skill could not reach, and was never agwn to return
with its original strength and lust re.

After the Presidential election, Mr. trawford.hiv¬
ing declined Mr. Adams's offer of continuing him in
the office of Secretary of the Treasury.retired to
Georgia, and in 1827 was appointed by the Legisla¬
ture Judge of the Northern Circuit, which he held
until his death, in Klbsit county, September 15,
1834. His age was six»y-two years, and his remains
were interred at Woodlawn, nis seat in Og.sthorpe
°°Ch Jhlf.s Tait was a man of flic talents, and re¬
sided in Kloert county. He waa rectjr of the liich-
rnond Academy in 17'J5,anc was a Senator in Con¬
gress lor ten years, aleo a JuJge of the Superior
Court.

GaoRGK M. Tuori* was born on Tombigbee river,
in what was then the territory of Georgia, now Ala¬
bama in Septend,er, 17 ?>0. lie received a classical
education, partly in Georgia and pa'tly on Long
Island in this St, te. lie graduated at Princeton col-
lege inNew Jersey, and s'udicd law in Savannah,
En c ring into public life,he wa." ilectodat an early age,

in isOl.tothe Legislatureof Georgia, and again cuo-
sen in the two following jear?. In 1800 he was eiscted
to Congress, and continued a memljer of the house
until l8lo,wben he withdrew to private life. In 1818,
contrary to his withes, he was elected tinted Stiles
Senator, but continued oiily two years in that body.
In 1823 he was elected Governor of Georgia, and re-
tiredin 1827. In 1828 he was again chosen United
States Senator, aud resigned in 1^33. He iciidea in
Laurens rounty.
Joun Forsyth was born in Frederick county,

Virginia, and removed with his father to Georgia,
when he was about four years of age. He received

a classical education, and graduated at Princeton
college, in 17U9. He studied law in Augusta, and
commenced practi:e in 1802. Soon after, he was
appointed Attorney-General of the State, and in
1811 was elected to Congress. He continued to
serve in the Hou.se uutil 1818. when he was elected
to the United States Senate. He resigned the fol¬
io k irs tr year, on being appointed Minister to Spain,
at which Court he icmaincd several years. While
in Spain he was elected to the House of liepresenta-
tives, and took his seat in Congress in 1823. He was
elected Governor of Georgia in 1827, and in 182J
again chosen United State* Senator, continuing to
Hive in that capacity until lb34, when lie succeeded
Mr. McLane as Secretary of State. He retired at
ti,e clo°e of Mr. Van Iiuren s administration, in
March, 1841, and died at Washington city, Oc'.ober
21, 1841, in the 60th year of his age. Mr. Forsyth
married a sister of Henry Meigs, Esq., of this city,

a native of New Haven, Connecticut; and one of
his daughters married Judge Iverson, the recently
elected United States Senator.

EHPOKSEMJNT Ofc BILLS ON THK GOVBRNKKW?.
A case of much interest has recently been adjudi-

cnted at the Treasury Department, which may be
stated as follows:.A disbursing officer of the
government, duly authorized, drew a bill on the
proper department in favor of an individual, or nis
order, which individual endorsed it in blank. Subse¬
quent to the blank endorsement of the payee, there
was another endorsement ia blank, purporting to
have been made by ifh attorney of the endorser, but
there was no proof that tbe person claiming to be
the attorney was authorized to act in that capacity.The question was.whether the holder of the bill
could be paid ? It was held thut he might be paid,
on the ground that while the lit>t endorsement re¬
mains blank, the right of the holder to recover as
tbe immediate assignee of the first endorser Is not re¬
stricted by subsequent endorsements. Even if those
subsequent eudorfements were all in full, so that the
holder could dtdu^e a regular title through them, he
would not be bound to do so, but might strike them
all out and claim simply under the first blank
endorsement.

THE GADSDEN TREATY.

all demand; under the treaty of Guadaluoe Hidalgo,
as heretofore generally represented.
