Were he now in life he would stand by his own good
work. Honor no leas than retard for the publio weal
would biad him to it, aa it should, we humbly bat
firmly assert, every Soathern man who has ever given
it his assent and upheld It as a barrier against fanati¬
cal or ambitions encroachment on their constitutional
rights.

Let us, then, in good faith, stand by the old oom-
proaiise.
