fhe ChlMk* Islands.
We copy the following letter from the Chincha

Islands from a New Haven paper. These islands are
important, aa containing Urge deposits of guani.
The abolitionists of oar country , and those who are
in the habit of lauding the humanity and philan-
throjihy of England, may have read the other aid* of
the picture, and formed an opinion of the honest* of
the motives which she is so fond of parading before
tbo world. It is bi^h time she was unmasked, and
we tra»t the publication of this letter may have this
effect, when it meets tbe eyes of the millions of read¬
ers of the Niw You Hirald.
The writer says
The guano is dug by Ohiaese coolies or laborers,

who are brought here by English ships from the free
ports of their native coasts. Tie peor fellows are
made to believe that they are gcing to do well by
engaging to nerve as laborers for five years at a real
(York shilling) a d*v and a scanty allowance of
rice. Tbey fancy, it is said, they are coming to
labor in the gold mines of California. However
tiiis may be, it is certain that they are shippedlifrc in English vessels, and transferred or assiga-
ed (or whatever tbe word for snch a transaction
should be,) to the Peruvian government. I have
known Englishmen who spoke of having been eft-
gaped in the traffic. The government places them
on these Hands, avowedly under the original con¬
tract, to labor for five yeara.but wno is to
knew how far this contract, if snch it maybe called, is adhered to? The truth is, the poorChinamen are sold into absolute slavery sold byEnglishmen into slavery. the worst and most cruel,
Serhaps, in the wor'd. Here are about eight hun-
rcd of tbe unfortunate creatures at work on these

inlands at a tine; ».. fast as death thins the* out
the number is increased by new importations. '1 us
labor is severe, mu ili more so than that of the ne-
groes on our Southern plantations. They are kept
at hard work in the hot sun throughout the day.
On the middle island they are talked, each one.
¦trang and weak uiike.to dig from the hill and wheel
to the macgneras live tons of guano each per diem.
Tbe guano is compaat, like hard, clay-like loam, and
as dusly, when dug. as ashes. On the north iiland
it has to be blasted for tiie steam paddies. It has to
be w bceled from a hundred yards to a quajter of a
mile; tbe nature of the labor "may lie conceived. The
Chinese wtrk a most naked, under a tropical sun,
wbers it noyer rains. They are lender figures, and
do not look strong. Negro drivers.the most ugly
lookii g blacks I ever saw .are stationed among the:n,
wW' heavy thongs, which 1 have seen them use. The
pru r coolies have to hope of reward, no days of rest.
The smoke ot their torment gi.es up on Sundays
a« well ss on week d»)s. li blows away in a
yellow clonH miles to leeward, and I never see it
without thinking what a hell on earth these islands
liiu.-t be. That I do na1 exaggerate this account,
any one who has been here will readily bear witness.
The (act that some of the Chinese almost every week
commit suicide to escape their fate showj the true
sU'e of their case. 1 was told that more than sixtyhad killed themselves during the year, chiefly by
throwing themselves from the cliff's. They ars buried
as tbey 'hp. like to aany dogs. I saw one who had
been drowned. it was not known whether acciden¬
tally or not. lying on the guano when I flrat went
ashore. All tbe morning his deal body lay in tbe
sun: in the afternoon they had covered it a few
inches, and there it lies, along with many similar
heaps, within a few yards of where they are d'gging.
On the noith island the Chinese carry heavy water-
casks, sluat on poles, between two, up the steep hill;
taey can in this way, as well as iu barrows, tike
weights altogether disproportionate to their Blender
forms. They look unhappy, as well they may. We
know that tfce Chinese are stiongly attached to their
native still. Wretched and halt hnrbarous as tbey
may be. dark as may be their souls, tbey still have
human feelings, and I am not so constituted taat I
can witness tue injustice of their treatment and their
sufferings without compassion.without indication.It ought to Is- made known wherever Eaglish law
prevail*, that these poor creatures are deceived and
sold into a servitude from which they almost dailyseek escape through death by Englishmen. It is
not domestic slavery in which tbey ore placed ; they
were not bom slave's; they are uot protected by anylaws; there are no women with them; their condi¬
tion is worse than that ot any criminals, exiles, or
pri-oners in any civilized nation. It ought to be eve¬
ry where known. Americans, who have to bear the re¬
proaches of tbe English forinstituti»ns entailed upontbem. and v bich taey cou'd not avoid, have a right
tonrly.that the worst slavery that exists among
the civilized nations of the earth is mainlined byBtitiah subjects, who transport coolies to the Chincha
Islands. It is not the fault of the English tuat the
Fame system is not carried on in Australia. The coo¬
lies bi ought there, however, h*ve not turned out a
good speculation. But tbe taking and selling free
men to such task master! as the Peruviana, who are
little l etter than the Chinese, is an outrage to hu-

| inanity, and a reproach to British rule. Let the
next slaver the English cruisers capture be ouc of
their own ships, with a cargo of coolies for this
market.

The origin of
the lire bns not yet been ascertained, though a com¬
mission has been sitting upon inquiry into it for
several days. It began in the left (new) wing, ad¬
joining the Mountain Hill guardhouse, and soon
spread to th? main body of the building, the divis¬
ion walls beinp extremely thick. The progress of
the flames waa there urre-ted for a considerable time,
but at last they overcame all resistance, and all nope
of saving the rest 01 the built ing was gone. Soon
the grand dome, visib'.e by a dozjn villages, was en¬
veloped in a denfe cloud of smoke, and shortly sank
in a body into the flaming ma.ss l»clow, the right
wing was then consumed, and all that remains of
that substantial and not inelegant building is the
stone work which composes the walls and divisions.
The royal arms npon the facade remain untouched
t>y fire or smoke, and the paintings of Her
M&jestv and of Sir Allan McX ib were carried ofT un¬
harmed. Nearly all the hooks of the library and of
the Literary bmI Historical s>ciety were saved, but
irreparable loss has been sustained in the destruction
of rare manuscripts, and also in ornithological and
other departments of the new mu«eum of that society.

There lias l*en great sympathy expressed by sis¬
ter cities, particularly by those that have buildings
Bcn.etbipg Ir'gf r thai' ordinary dwelling houses,
which they wi.--h and therefore tuink, may be at once
fitted up for the reception of honorable members,
apparently forgetting that in no place ii Oaiad&can
the inconvenience adverted to be sooner removed
than in this city. There are several very large edi¬
fices.the Jesuits lli-racks, the Music lla'.l. and ad¬
joining houses, as already mentioned ,%nd the Bishop's
Palnce.which might, at no great expense, be con¬
verted into a parliament hon.se. One thing is certain,
the metropolitan feeling of Q ie(>ec is very strong, and
rumor ha.-< it that the home government has come to

a decision in favcr of the plan of uniting the provin¬
ces, and making, as a nece?sary consequence, Quebec
the capital. As it is, it seems very lik»iy that it will
not cf we to be the teat of government until the ex-
piiatioii of the fonr years.
