barm of distinguishing public functionaries ee publlooccasions by a peculiar uniform; and the disuse of it
seems to as merely to deprive the popular eye of an ao-
oustomed entertainment Still, if the Venetian aristoc¬
racy was fond of dressing itself In blaek In former times,
or the American democracy prefers doing so now, it is
purely a point of national taste, and we have no right
and no desire to plok any quarisl with this last refiee-
meat of repu »lieen simplicity. We only wish ho merelyformal a matter had been explained and adjasted before

The weekly wagee a laborer re-
eelvea doea aot exceed aevea dollara ; and with tUa
many of thea are compelled to rapport a wife aad
large family.
