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The News.

The steamship Ncrthern Light come up to the
wity yesterday aft , bringing us dates from San
Francisco to the 1st inst. This trip bas been pur-
formed in the unpreeedented short space of time of
twenty-two days, being the quickest by nearly halfa
4dny that has yet been accomplished. The ahcrtest
previous passage wag the arrival of the Northern
Light at this port on the 234 of August last, which
landed passengers in this city in twenty-twa days
and nine hours from Ban Franclaco, It will be seen
that the steamship CGolden Gute went ashore ina
tremendous gale on the 18th olt., near the harbor of
Ban Disgo, where she rema‘ned until the 25th. In
the interim her passengers and mails were all safely
landed, aud taken to Ban Fraucisco by o steamer
which went to her assistance. The veasel was re-
ported to have sustained considerable injury, and
'was leaking badly, but was hourly expected at Ban
Francisco. Bome disturbances had ocsurred between
the whites and Indians, aud a number of the latter
bad been killed. The Indians complain that some of
their somber had been shot down by their more civ-
llized neighbora withont provocation, and that the
treaties had not been ohserved, while the whites con-
tend that the eavages are constantly stealing and
runnipg off their stock. Another steamboat explo”
sion had occurred, being the fourth within a few
months, by which two or three persons were killed
and & number of others injured. The wot season
had set in, and the miners were anticipating & rich
yield of the golden treasure. The mountains were
represented as being covered with snow, and the
streams were nearly all swollen to & flcod. The news
is unusually interesting.

No turther battles have taken place between the
filibustering republicans of Lower Ca'ifornia and the
deposed Mexican authorities. The forces despatched
by Banta Anna to crush out the expeditionists and
re-annex the country to Mexico had not made their
sppearance in the vicinity of Fort McKibben, the
peat of government and headquarters of President
Walker. Bonors had been formally annexed to
Lower Califoruia by proclamation of the President,
and the name of the confederated Btates is hereafter
to be the Republje of Sonora. Although the latter
country was thus declared absolved from Mexico
the troops of the mew ripubliz had not ns yet pro-
ceeded to occupy it At last accounts they were
busily engaged in making surveys, laying out roads,
&e. The filibustering feeling seems Lo have nearly
died out ia most parts of Calilsrois. A meeting had
however, been held in Bonora, but the room iu
which it was called uos being large enough to ao-
commodate those present, it was resolved to adjoura
to meet at the Cour’ Honse at o lutare day. The
U. 8. sloop-o(-war Portsmoath, acsompanied by s
mail steamer, had been sent out to intercept any
filibustering parties that might be found on the
const, but it is hardly probable that these vessels
would succeed in socomplishing anything.

The letter from cur Niceragua correspondent con-
tains & great variety of ialerestivg and insiruotive
information relative to Central American affairs.
Onre of its leading featores is the announcement that
the people of Nicaragua, despairing of o settls
mect of the difisulfies among the five sister
Btates and their reformation under one government,
are about changiog their national name to that of
the Republic of Nicaragua. The executive power
will be vested in & Presidect, to be elected for a term
of four years, instead of a Suprome Ruler, who,
under the present system, serves for two years.

(ireat excitement has been produced at Cincinnati
by the re-aireet of Kiseare and the other Martha
Waslirgton conspirators, on & requisition from the
Governor of Arkansas. It is understood that they
will be tried near where the boat was burned.

Both branches of our city legislature were in sea
tion last evening, and tramescted a varisty of ron'ine
businese. In the upter Board, Alderman Herrick
acensed the commiitee which drafted the Crightom
resolutions of bavieg copied them from certain reso-
lutions passed, nnder similsr circumstances, in favor
of Frederi 'k Jerome, of the Ocean Mouarch, ia 1848,
The Alderman seemed distressed st this pieee of
literary plagiarism, and rezarded itin the Hght of an
{odignity offered to the Board. He moved to appoin
a comittee to dralt new resolutions, but the Chalr
decided that the motion was out of order, and the
subject was dropped. The chief theme of debate
among the Councilmen was a reselution rescinding
#o much of a previcus resolotion as sathorized the
Recelver of Taxes to oceupy the room of the Grand
Jury. An amerdment was offered making it im-
perative for the O isgjoner of Repairs and Sup-
plies to ascertain where the Tax Receiver can be ac-
sommaodated; after which the rezolution was adopted.

Lieutenant George Colvocoresses of the United
States Navy dellvered & lecture last evening at the
Hope Chapel, for the benefit of the widows and
orphans of the roldiers lost by the wweck of the San
Funcleco. He took for bis enbject * The Military
Resonrces of Rossia and Turkey,"” and had evidently
grouped many historical facts relating to the rise
progress, population, and means of attack and de-
fence of both empires together with great accuracy.
There were only about twenty persons present
The lecturer was decidedly auti-Mahommedan in de-
ductions, and hopes for the civilization of Asia
through the triumph of the Cross of the Czar over
the Crescent of the Bultan, an event which he ap-
pears to think will result from the present war.

Anti=Nebrasks Movements—The Mecting at
Boaton,

The eolid men of Boston bad & meeting yes-
terday afternoon to testify their approval ofthe
abolitionist opposition to the Nebraska bill. A
report of the proceedings will be found in
another column. We caution onr readers
against eommencing its perusal in the hope of
finding ang novel views or pertinent arguments,
The ground taken by the ex-mayors and other
solid men was simply that of the old couplet
which commemorates the name of Dr. Fell : they
did not like the bill, they did not underatand
the bill, they would not endure the bill. Oec-
casionally, indeed, in a fit of inadvertence, one
or two of the speakers seem to have relapsed
into a sort of reasoning. Thus Hon. J. Thomas
Stevenson tells us that “ when Missourl was
purchased, all the terrifory north of 86
deg. 30 min. was to be dedicated to freedom.”
This will be mnews to most students
of bistery in this meridian. We bave
lived under the impression that Missouri was
purchased from Fravee as part of Louisiana
und that the only promise given by the United
States was that new States, to be afterwards
formed out of the purchased territory, would be
admitted to the Union provided their constita-
tion waa republican. There was not a word
said about Congressienal interference or sys-
tems of free labor in 1803. On the contrary, the
histery of the first twenty years of this century
beautifully demonsetrates how well our fore-
fathers understood and carried out the constitu-
tion. Ohio was admitted in 1803, without
slavery, and no srgument arcse. Lounisiana
was admitted in 1812 with elavery, and no
fanatics protested. Indiana was admitted in
1816, and abolished slavery within her borders
by her constitution, providing charitably and
equitably for the slaves then held in the
Stato—the ordinance of 1787 having been
as cvery one knows & dead Jetter,
but free lobor having been found more suitable
than involuniary eervitude to her climate; and
all parties were satisfied. The two following
yeora witneesed the admission of two other
States, both slave States, viz, Mississippi and
Alatama, It was clearly understood by Con-
grees that slavemy wonld be one of their perma-
nent institutions; and yet no voiee was raised

galnst their admission. The eplrit of sedition

was then slambering in Massachusetts and Con-
necticut, and the fathers of the speakers at the
Reston meeting of yesterday were nursing the
treason their eons were to execute. Duaring the
whole of these twenty years, no one had ever
concelved the unconstitntional notion of invi-
ting Congrees to interfere with the domestic
institutions or territories. Three States in the
North. baving chosen free labor, and s like
number in the Sonth baving chosen slave labor,
were admitted on equal terms and with equal
welcome to the bosom of the Union. Tt wan lefi
for after years to witness the distarbance of
the constitution of which the Missouri conpro-
mise was the first example.

We cavnot follow Mr. Stevenson or sny of
the other spenkers through the whole of their
harangues. One more extract must suflice for
the present.  Mr, Stevenson saye:—'Let the
Southern men remember that when we of the
North objeet to the interforence of the general
government with slavery in the slave States, it
is by reason of a compact between our fathers
and thelrs; and if they now wish to throw aside
a compact which we regard as of binding force.
may not we on our part have reason to disre
gard the old compact and throw the South into
o paeltion which they woald foree upon us?”

We pase over the elight disingennousoess
there i¢ in o Boston man talking ot * ohjecting,
to the interference of the general goveramen!
with slavery in the elave States:” and procoed
to the main point of this sentence. In plain Eog
iish it says: “ If yon of the Sonth try to repen
an vt of Cengress which yon believe aneonsti
tutfonal we will repeal the eonstitution itself”
This is Mr. Stevenson's position: 1t fs that o
many men of the North, They are 1ike the ehild-
ren who I they cannot have exactly what theis

greediness Jesires at dinver, refuse to eat atall,

and frighien their parents with threats of starv-
ing themselves. We deny that the Missouri com-
promise aait is called was n compact. The con-
stitution was, for several independent republics
then met and agreed to anassociation on certain
stipulated terms. But the Missouri compromise
was no compact. Who were the parties to the
compact? Did Congress contract with itgelf?
Did the members from the North and the Stuth
80 far overstep their powers as to make a pri-
vate bargain with each other about laws which
they were sworn to pass for the benefit of the
whole? Did the Northern States contract with
the Southern, in violation of the constitution
which eays: “No State shall, without the con-
sent of Congress, enter into any agreement
or compact with any other State!™ If there
were no parties, how could there be a compact.
which necessarily implies parties clothed with
suthority to contract, and scting freely and
openly !

But had the Missouri compromise been & ¢om-
pact, would & movement for its repeal warrant
a rebellion against the constitution? It isa new
thing to hear the staid law-loving men of Bos-
ton threaten insurrection when they canndt ob-
tain o]l they wish from Tongress. We have
heard of such things from firc-eaters at the
South; but it is quite & nevelty coming from
the old loyal State of Massachusetts. Still,
without reference to the character of those who
utter the threat, is it justified? Is it logical
Is it wise? Is It prudent? We, who defend
1he policy of non-intervention by Congress say
thot the Missouri comptomise was unconstitu-
ticnal, and ought therefore to be abolished. Is
it reasonable to tell us, in reply, that you, who
oppoee the bill, will secede if it be carried? In-
stead of mecting us on our own ground, and
trying to show us that the Missouri compromise
is consistent and compatible with the constito-
tion, you fly off at a tangent and threat-
en rebellion. Is this logieal? Instead
of following the course of the great
statesman of Massachusetts. and cschew"
Ing sectional differences for the sake of
the whole country. the people of Bostoq or at
least that portion of them in whose name Mr.
Stevenson epeaks, tell us that they had rather
repeal the Union than act np to the conetitn-
tion, They had rather ruin their own trade,
degtroy their manufacturing interest, reduce
their condition to that of a seaport in a third
rate Power, sow the sceds of actual war be-
tween North and South, and give the death-
blow to all those agents of wealth which have
raiged Massachusetts to ita present greatnces,
than consent to live under the constitution for
which their fathers fought, and swore for them-
selves snd their children to uphold for ever.
Is this wise? Is this pradent? Is this worthy
of Beston ?

After all, this meeting is perhaps a mere
party movement—an attemmpt to recomsiruct
the Northern whig party on a new platiorm.
Mr. Everett's epeech in the Senate, Mr. Crit.
tenden’s announced epeech in Kentucky, the
movements of such men as Abbott Lawrence,
Stevenson, Eliot, and other leading whigs of
Boston, and other signs go wery far to indi-
cate some such result.

GAvspEN Nownerg.—Different men have
different ways for doing the same thing. For
example: Gen Gadsden goes down to Mexico,

departments, army and navy, out of forty-seven
men and a small merchant vessell—makes good
his footing; and, with the arrival of a reinforee-
ment of two hundred, feels strong enough to an-
nex the department of Sonora to his republic of
Lower California, and makes a proclamation
accordingly to that effect. - Rend the news by
the Northern Light. The Mexican army and
navy eent to capture him appear to keep at a
respectful distance; and i Col. Walker con-
tinues much longer progressing at this rate he
will be thundering at the gates of Mexico be-
fore Santa Anna is apprised of his dunger,

This lact sweep of< Col. Walker, of the incor.
poration into his republic of the Department of
Sonora, comprehends nearly every vestige of
the Gadeden country, and about twice as much
more. not of the deeerts of the inhabited districts,
but full of towns and villages, and haciendas,
and gold and silver mines in the more sontherly
disiricte of Sonora. And there s every proba-
bility that even here he will make good his pro-
clamations and bis republic,

In the face of this 4etonishing news, what do
the Senate say of the Gadsden treaty? What
can they think of it, except that it is very ex-
pensive, old fogy like way of doing business,
contrasted with the dashing Napoleonic Sam
Houston plan of operations of Col. Walker?
Had not the Senate better pause in the ratifica-
tion of the treaty, or put in an amgndment al-
lowing eo much for the gronnd that may have
been appropriated by Col. Walker on the rathil-
cation of the compact? Or would it not be as
well to drop the Gadsden treaty altogeiher, and
leave the matier entirely in the hands of Capt
Walker, with a bonus of a few millions for con-
tingent expenses? W& tuin over tbe news from
Col. Walker to the atiention of the Senate.

Jonx Mitenen's PLay ror THE Lineration or
Inkraxp.—Our witty cotempernry, the Piek, the
Punch of America, which, na everybody knows,
is condueted by the private seeretary of the late
Mr. Calhoun, discloses the real plan by which
John Mitehel intends to effect the liberation of
Ircland. The plan isas follows:—The Immense
enrplue profits of the newspaper which John
Mitchel bas started are to be invested in Ala-
hama plantations, well stocked with fat ne-
groea.  These- ncgroes on these plantations
are expected to produce an ineredible num-
ber of bales of cotton, which John Mitebel
will gell to the blood thirety Saxons, in Liv-
erpool, at the very highest price he cun
get. The fund derived from the sales is to be
allowed to sccumulate st componnd interest for
five or ten yoars, when it is expected that it will
ut Jeast equel the amount which now remalos
tu tbe tressury of the Irish Directory. DBoth
these sume are then to be invested in muskets
and vitriol hottlen, for the nee of the expedition
that is to liberate Ireland, under the Jeadersnip
of John Mitchel, and the spiritnal guidance of

to Jobn for the oocasion. Thus provided, the
invading host cannot fail to bestow freedom on
Ireland and drive the “base English” from its
shores.

We have no information on the progress of
the Alabama plantation and the fat negroes;
and can eay nothing ss yet of this branch of
the fund. The otber—that of the Irish
Dircctory—is we are happy to say safe
and enug. It was originally if we re
colleet right, some forty-five thousand dollars ;
but the expense of sending agents to Anstralia,
and ueing other means for the Iiberation ef
iNuetrious Irich patriots from their imprison-
ment there on parole, has reduced it to some
$25000. This sum we understand is invest-
ed in United States stocks. and held in the
pame or under the control of two trostees:
Judge Emmet, and Mr. McKeon. The inter-
est is each year added to the principal, and
it seems probable that the fand will soon
amount to & sum sufficiently considerable to
enable the first effort to be made for the libera-
tion of Ireland. Smith O’Brien, as our readers
are aware, being & foolish man with queer
old-fashioned motions of honor and integrity,
refuses to break his parole, even for the sccom-
plishment of so bigh a purpose as the liberation
of bis country by means of Alabama planta-
tiopg and fat negroes. But, whatever he may
think, we are sure that a discriminating publie
will applend this scheme of Joha Mitchel's
Every body must see now that all the solutions
which have been offered to explain that very
remarkable confession of falth of his on the
slavery question, are wide of the truth, and that
it was his excess of patristism which induced
bim to wish for Alabama plantations and fat
negroes, and nothing more.

Tue BANK S0PERINTENDENT AND His Dorxos.—
Whatever may be eaid of Mr. St. John's eon-
duet in winding up the Merchants’ and Mechan-
ics’ Bank of Oswego, it is very clear that after
this instance of rigorous severity, the public
will not be satisfied with & prolongation of the
impunity which other similar institutions have
enjoyed. There are many banking associations
in this State whose circulation is more than half
covered by bonds and mortgages Instead of State
or United States securities, and whose affairs
are quite a8 loosely conducted as those of the
Merchants’ and Mechanics’ Bank were. To se-
lect out of & secore or two of banks ome only,
and wind it up with a very slender regard for
the interests of thé stockholders, 1s not the way
to put an end to similar frauds on the publie.
Such a proceeding looks more like an attempt
to blind the public by a sudden affectation of
severity than the commencement of a ermsade
sgainst cham banks. Many people will think
that the sacrifice of the Merchants’ and Mechan-
ics’ Bank may poesibly be intended as s cloak
to the tolerance of other institutions even more
unsound and more disorderly in the manage-
ment of their business. This suspicion would
gain ground if the rumor were generally re-
ceived that the Superintendent of the Banking
Department of the Comptroller’s office is him-
eelf concerned with several of the parties who
get up these sham banks.
