any occasion, made use of liquor; icd tho-* whosa'd
yes, without beiug allowed time tor explanation,were
Mimmarily discharged. Some of them are known to
b* very temperate men.

The pleasure seeking world may be Interested in
learning that a neir hotel is tj be erected atNahaut,
or, to apeak with literal correctness, the old hotel it
to be so thoroughly improved in various ways as to
make it in every respect a new concera. It is to be
enlarged, many change? are to be made la its ar
rangemeuU, it is to be refurnished from sky-parlor
to the ctllar, and will be placed under the charge of
one of the most competent landlords in the country.
Great complaints have been mide that the hotel ac¬
commodations hitherto afforded by Nihant have been
of an inferior order, and that liquor has been no in
discrimii>ate)y sold as to produce for the place a
character for rowdylnn. How well founded these
complaints may be I am not prepared to say, but oar-
tainly aplare of the peculiar character cf Nahmt
ought to have a hotel at which even thi most fisti
dious tastes might bo gratified, at the same time that
the ordinary clis* of visiters should not have their
want.t dU-reparded. The Maine law ought to be
there obatrved l>? common consent, and without the
necei-bity of having report to the aid of the al-
guazils of the police.

Internal Improvements in the Old Dominion.
Growth oj Richmond Her Commerce and PrtH
.The Democratic Split. Present Position of tKt
Leading Newspai>ers. Ifashingtorx's Monu¬
ment.
Business having detained me for several weeks to

the metropolis of the Old Dominion, I have thought
that a few lines to vour able journal would not prove
unacceptable.
The many railroads and other works of interaal

improvement recently commenced by the State ia
conjunction with private individuals, have already
excited a wonderful spirit of activity among the citi¬
zens of this place. From the numerous indications
of commercial prosperity which have made their ap¬
pearance within a few years, I fear that much of the
trade with country merchants of (his State, and of
other States south of Virginia, will soon be monopo¬
lized by the wholesale stores of Richmond. The
fall business ot these houses was unusually heavy,
and more than quadruple, it is said, that of any pre¬
vious season. In my walks and rides I have notioed
everywhere evidences of the rapid growth of the
city; neir houses are being erected in very large
number*, and the wages of mechanical labor are
advanotd very greatly.
The great railroads now in progress will doubtlesa

make IUehmond the first city of the South. RmI
(itate I hear has doubled in value since 1350, and ia
atUl inrrea-irg in price. In coniequenoe of tha
numerous obstructions in James river, a ral-
road will soon hi built from this city to a
point on York river not more than thirty mile*
from Riohmond. This railroad is regarded as the
continuation of all tbe principal railroad lines, and
will place Richmond district only a few hours fron
tbe hay. It is Impossible to calculate the advantages
which will accnie to the city from this road when
completed.
The Legislature is now in session, and although

tbe debt of tbe State ia said to be more than
twenty million. there will be veiy heavy appropra-
tlons made by tbia body. A flcrse and angTy war a
anticipated between the old and sew banks this w>>
ston, as tbe charters of all the old banks expire dar-
1n«r the year Htf4.

Indeeil, in Eevertty, power, and execution
tie f.'.tomu et articles on the Union equal any that I
have ever read. To the amflvmentof everyone, that
paper has in no way fallen off since the appointment
of its former editor. Mr. l)untels, to Sirolaia. Its
assaults upon the Cabinet have rendered (iuthrte,
Davis, and Marry particularly odious in Virginia. It
is regarded here as the leading defender of Dickin¬
son and the hard*.
