It is said a substitute will be offered to the .Senate Ne¬
braska bill, by a Southern democrat in the House. The
substitute will consist of the bill a>< originally introduce 1
into the Senate from the Territorial Committee. That
bill is precisely tbe same as the Territorial hills of 1850.
The object of this move in to do away with the abroga¬
tion, in express tcrnv, of the Missouri compromise of
1820. Col. Benton will make a (front speech agaiiurt the
bill. lie declares he will not bo confined to i hour, and
if the Uouse insist ujion his stopping at the conclmion of
that period, he will finish his sjieecli in the rotunda, or

in the open air.
The Union in continuation of its bargain with the free

¦oilers, by which its editor received the public printing,
declares this morning "We repeat, that this pa[>er does
not now assume that this bill, in any of its stages thus
far, or the rotes upon it, constitute a test of democra¬
cy" Although the government is thus sold out. body
and breeches, an attempt is mado in the concluding pa¬
ragraph to show that the sale of the organ may not alter
public opinion on the bill, and that the people may re¬

gard the measure as a test, although the administration
has caved in.

Mr ETIItnT, (whig) of Mhhs., said that he war absent
on Saturday morning when the final vote was taken on the
Nebraska bill. He wag severely indisposed at that time,
and, as was well known, hie health had not been good for
rome time. He was on that night over fatigued, and was

unable to remain till the hour when the vote was taken.
There could be no doubt as to huw he would
have voted had he been present. He ha I opposed the bill
in committee.had opposed the test amendment doclar
log the Missouri compri mise inoperative and void, ami
bad expressed his views in opposition to the hill. There
could, therefore, be no doubt but that he would have
?oted against the bill. He now desired the unanimous
content of the Senate to have his vote recorded against
the hill.
Mr Clayton said that he had been desired to re¬

cord his vote in favor of the repeal of the eighth
section of the Missouri act, but when he heard the
Senator from New Hampshire (Mr. Norris) advocat¬
ing the bill as a triumph over the true non-intervention
proposed by his hill of 1848, he determined to vote
against the biU. He hail remained till a late hour, but
was unable to stay till Ave o'clock. He therefore de¬
sired to have his name recorded against the passage of
the bill.

Mr. Wuu said he desired to interpose no obstacle to
the request, but he would like to know what had been
the general rule in the Senate.
The ( hair said the rule was positive that no rote could

be recorded after the result wan announced. It there¬
fore required unanimous consent.

Mr. Dawson said he would not object; but if this pre¬
cedent was established, the same thing could not be de¬
nied hereafter. Hereafter, when it might be necessary
to pass a measure, to prolong the session during the night,
Senators, knowing they could record their rotes next day,
would prefer to be more comfortable at home than in tie
Senate, and thus there might not be a quorum present.

Mr. Adams said there were other Senators who were
.ot here, who would like to have the same opportunity.

Mr. Dodge, of Iowa, objected. He objected, because of
the reasons suggested by the Senator from Georgia.
Other Senators, who could not attend at the time of tak¬
ing that vote, would come in. day after day. and ask the
same favor. To allow such things would, on some occa¬
sions, lead to a difference in the result.

TRIAL OF RICHARD BRENNAN FOR THIS MURDER OF
MICHAEI. HORAN.

March 7..The trial of this prisoner was commenced
this morning in the Kings County Court of Oyer and
Terminer. The charge standing against him Is. that on
the 30<h of last December, he snot a man named Michael
Horan, who was in prisoner's bar-room, on the corner of
First and North Second streets, Williamsburg, and with
others engaged in a scuffle. Brennan, in his endeavors
to quiet the disturbance, brought a gun from up stairs,
ana pointing to deceased, the charge exploded, causing
almost instant death.
The following jury was empnnnelled to try the case:.

William Bunting, William Simonson. Alexander Davison,
Henry Boemm, David O. Cartright. Edward Charmon,
Joseph Dunderdsle. Deter L. Kowenhoven, George W.
Lee, Lawrence Wood, Francis C. Kirby, Horatio A. Carter.
Kx-Judge Morse, ex-Judge Soper, and N. P. O'Brien,

Esq.. appeared as counsel for the prisoner, and R. C. Un¬
derbill, Efq., District Attorney, and J. Wlnslow, Assist¬
ant District Attorney, conducted the case for the prose¬
cution.
Mr. Underhill, in his opening remarks to the jury, de¬

tailed the circumstances and manner of the death of Ho¬
ran. It appeared that deceased entered the porter house
kept by the prisoner, about 10 o'clock on the night of
the 30th of December, with other companions, and after
partaking of drinks a scuffle ensued between the bar¬
keeper and one John Murphy, who was drunk. About
this time prisoner came down stairs and endeavored to
restrain the parties. In the eourse of that endeavor he
failed to use proper force to eject the disturbers, which
he had a legal right to do, but Instead went to a closet
and took a sword, which it does not appear that he used,
but returning it he left the barroom, went up stairs,
brought a musket, loaded with powder and shot, or balls,
and as he came in cocked it and advanced to Michael Ho¬
ran. Without word or remark he pressed the muuls of
the gun against him, and by some means it was dis¬
charged and he fell dead. The defendant repaired to the
police court some time after that, and gave himself into
custody. The law bearing upon the case was then ex¬
plained, and the examination of witnesses was com¬
menced.
William McDonough sworn.I resided in Williamsburg

on the 30th of Deceipber last; know defendant; never
knew him before that night; knew deceased. Michael Ho¬
ran: was in his house on the night of the 30th of Decem¬
ber last, about nine o'clock; Brennan's house la at the
corner of North Second and First street. I believe; I wa
there also about ten o'clock same nignt. Robert Covl
and Thomas McDonough were with us; Hreunankept
public house; the barroom was on the corner; we all wen
in together; when we came Into the room the bar-tende
nnd George Murphy were there; Michael Horan said tha
it was a right place to have a drink, as we could sit dow
by the stove and drink at our leisure; Murphy was sit
ting near tlie bar; we took seats near the stove, and th
barkeeper sat down with us: the stove w»g near the bar
we had drinks; deceased told the barkeeper to give us i

glass of beer a piece; did not see Georg* Murphy drin >

beer: the barkeeper drank with us I think we were en
gaged In conversation about the stove when the barkeep
er interfered, and Robert Avres sftid i t was none of hi
business at all; they went to Hgbting before they stoppe 1

I mean Robert Ayres and Murphy.
[The other wit ne*ses in the case were here directed t »

leave the room during the exnminution of this witness.]
Resumed.T don't know how it commenced; I saw

Ayres strike Mnrphy; the rest of the party were "muss¬
ing;" Michnel Iloran sat Murphy down in a chair; Ayres
went back towards the door towards North First; the
rest of us were in the house. Koran said Murphy
shouldn't have any fight; Murphy tried to raise to fight;
Brennan came down at this time; he came out of a room
behind the bar. (Diagram shown. Witness cannot point
out position of parties from diagram.) Brennan oame in
from the door leading to the back room.the door oppo¬
site the street; I do not know whether there is mors
than one door there; I did not heur Hrennan say anything
when he came in; I saw him going to where Horan anil
Mnrphy wore; they were between the stove and the bar;
1 did not see Brennsn do anything; I was facing Horan
and Murphy: I did not hear Hiennun say anything; he
went In between Horan nnd Murphy, and I turned my
back; when I turned he had his' hands on Horan
and Murphy's shoulders; ho then went in after
a sword, went behind the bar and came back
with his sword in his hand; It w»« In a sheath; he drew
it, and waved it over his head two or three times; ho
stood opposite the door; he was about three or four feet
from Murphy and Koran: Murphy, I think, was down:
Horan said nothing; I saw Robert Avres next outside, on
the sill of the door; he had two battles In his hand: when

B. flourished th6 sword he stood near the door don't know
what kind of bottles Ayres liad; don't know where lie got
tliim; Ayres said. " Look out what you are going to do
with that sword.if you do".that was the last 1 heard
him say; B. went in behind the bar; he did nothing more
with the sword; my brother then was talking with Mur
pby; I and Horan were going out; I looked back aud saw
Hrennan coming ; I said, ' Mike, here he Is with us again

I spoke to Horan; I cannot say how long it was before
Brennan came back with the gun, probably two or three
minutes; he csrried the gun one hand midway on the
barrel, the other on the stock It was s double barrelled
nun; 1 don't know whether it w*s corked; Brennan want
rifhi straight to Uoran 1 1» M4 Wt |U»<gUt, f1MB

the munle cum mu Bona he fell; I (topped back
into the barroom; Ikniu said nothing; Horu Mid
nothing ; he had sot time ; he fell when Bren-

. yard Inside the doer; Bona fell, and never epoke
that I heard; the Mood came through hi* shirt
horn hie left aide; my brother aad Murphy were In¬
side; Ayree waa outside; I did not see Ayres after I
saw him with the bottle* ; Brennan laid by the fun aome-
where; I remained there; the body waa token to Horaa'e
houae half an hoar after; one or two meaaengera weat
for the Coronerf he couldn't come; he didn't come that
night; I heard Brennan Bay he had shot his beet friend;
he took him up in hi* arms; I went for Patriek Whalen,
on the corner of Seeond and North Seventh .treeto; Bren-
nan wae at Horan'a when I left; I came back in two or
three minute*; Whalen came back with me; Brennan
waa not there; a stranger had the body, with the head in
his lap; some of them went for the Coroner: I remained
there until the bodv wae carried away : I helped to take
biru up to hi* own house: somebody came from theCoro-
ner and told hi* friends to take him h<nne; I think he
lived in Fourth, near North 8ixth street; hi* brother-in-
law, myself and some other* carried him up; I don't know
what time it wa*; I aaw Brennan nest day, about 10
o'clock, after he wa* examined at the lnque*t; I don't re¬
member where it wa*.
Cross examined.I haTe 11red in Williamsburg three or

four month*; am a atonecutter; I knew Horan In the Old
Country; knew him when I came to Williamsburg; never
saw him in this country before; I have been here two
yeara; he waa a ship carpenter; I met him after coming
from work; I went np to see biro that night; four of ua
went up; we went up after tea; don't know how long we
staid there; Patrick Whalen propoaed leaving; mvaelf
and brother, Whalen, Ayres and Horan left;
Horan took us out; we dln't want him to go ;
we stopped a while where Whalen lived, at a
butcher s shop; we went to Duffy's; he had a glass of
beer.may be two; Horan took out his watch when we

: left Duffy's. and said it was ten o'clock; he took us down
to Brennan's; we didn't want to go in; he wanted us to
go in and take a drink, and said it was a good place; I
never *aw Brennan before; I had drank three or four
times before that day; I drank two small glasses of beer
before I went to Duffy's, twice at Duffy's, once at Bren -

i nan's; nothing but beer; when Brennan came down, he
was in his shirt ami pants; he was bare headed; I did not
hear liini tell us to be <iuiet, and leave the house; I did

1 not hear him cay anything before ho came down, until
I the gun was fired 1 'did not hear anybody say anything

1 except the bar boy; the barkeeper said, "I wonder at you,
j Mike Horan, to ha>e a noise in the house;" I didn't see
| Brennan with his shirt torn off j I didn't see his shirt

torn at all, nor any one tearing it; I didn't hear him say
anything when he had the sword; I was perhaps ten feet
from Brennan, looking at him: I was frightened at the
sword; I didn't like to leave when m\- brother and Horan
were there Horan *aid there was n ear in that house;
Ayres had the bottles when Brennan ha the sword; I
think he was outside the house; he said, "look out what
you are going to ilo with the sword, if you do;" ho had

a bottle laii-ed; then Brennan left; wc were going to¬
wards the door when Brennan came down with the gun;
we had started; no one had gone out except Ayres;
I did not see Ayres; he was not in the house;
I was beside Horan when B. enme down with the gun:
when I told him B. had the gun Mike stopped ami turned
round; he advanced toward Brennan; I did not hear B.
say anything; did not hear him sav, " Mike, go home,"
or anything like it: Brennan didn't take Horan in his
arms before he fell; he said, "I have shot my best
friend;" he asked him waB he hurt; I din't see Brennan

! cry; he looked pitiful; I didn't see him kiss Horan; ho
had him in his arms near enough; that is all I heard him
say; some of the constables went for the coroner; I went

I out before, when Brennan was taking care of Mike; Bren-
nan did not ask me to go with him to the police; when I
came back B. bad gone togive himself up.

Direct resumed.When Horan fell towards the door hii
head was about a yard from it.

Cliauncey L. Cook sworn.Was a coroner at the time
of the murder; held an inquest at the station house in
North fifth street; I examined the body of Horan at hia
own house next morning, about ten o'clock ; the body
was lying on its back; there was a wound in the left
side, between the sixth and seventh ribs ; I did not probe
the wound; I judge the charge struck the apex of the
heart; the wound was as large as a 'half dollar; the
clothes were not on; there might have been a flannel
shirt oh; 1 judge the wound caused death instantly.

Cross-examined.The wound was between the sixth
and feventh ribs; it did not present appearances suffi¬
cient to decide whether the gun was raised or not; I
thought the gun was held obliquely; I gave the wound
no particular examination, only externally; defendant
was present at the inquest; be was not present at the
examination of the body.

Direct.There was nothing in the wound to indicate
the position of the gun.
By counsel for defence.If the charge was shot near

the'heart it would produce death.
Themap McDonough sworn I reside in New York; knew

ddfendnnt knew deceased; was in his employ on the night
of the 30tn of Pecember last; met him at his own house;
went with my brother ami Patrick AVhalen and Robert
Ay re?; it was between eight and nink o'clock; we remain¬
ed near an hour; Patrick Whalen, Horace, my brother
and mypelf Ayres went to Whalen's house; ho introduced
treating all hands; we went to a corner grocery; the cor¬
ner of Perenth street and Second Ayres and I went
in and enme out: we went to West Seventh and Sixth
streets: went in; arank twice: remained there all of fif¬
teen minutes; we then thought it time to go home: it
was about ten o'clock; all went out except Whalen; Ho-
ran said he and Whalen would leave us at the ferry; we
then all went along until we came to Brennan's house;
we did not want to go in. bnt Horan pressed us and wc
went in ; we drank ; I think I drunk fire times that eve¬
ning before I went to Brennan's; four of us went into
Brennan; myself and brother, Horan and Ayres; the bar-
keener and one George Murphy were there; Horan had a
glass of beer, and said " let these gentlemen have what
they want;" I drank beer, and we sat around the stove ;
("on't krtow whether the barkeeper drank; Horan asked
him; Murphy was behind me; he was still; we sat about
fifteen minutes; Horan proposed a toast; Ayres propped

i notiior: they disputed which was the bMt, and left it to
lie decision of the barkeeper; he decided in favor of
Ayres: but he said one word would have done where he
used three; Murphy made some remark, and Ayres said

' you have the advantage of us.we don't know you at
all;" Murphy and Ayres got disputing; I don't kuow
what was paid; they got talking, and I believe Ayres
struck him: Murphy said he had as good a right to speak
as any one; when Ayres struck him Horan stood up to
go between them: nothing had been said about going
home; Horan sat Murphy down; he resisted; they
made a noise; Mr. Brennan came down stairs; Horan
then had hold of Murphy; Murphy was sleeping when
we went in there: I think the party was sober
enough to conduct themselves right; Brennan came
round the bar; I was standing near Murphy and Horan,
was telling them to be quiet, and not raise a noise:
Brennan said, "Murphy, you must not raise a noise;"
he waa near them; Horan told Morphy not to raise a
noise, and gave him a push; Brennan said he wouldn't
have him hurt Murphy; he turned back, andaaid, "I will
soon put an end to this;" I didn't see him put hands on
them; I saw him hold him to keep him still; I had my
hand* on Horan trying to get him off, and I saw the
aword in Brennan's hand raised with the point up; I told
Brennan then that he shouldn't raise his sword.that
that was no way to make peace; at this time I saw Ro¬
bert Ayres at the door, with a bottle in hit hand; I got
Murphy and Horan apart with the aid of my brother;
Brennan said if I tried to part them he would lay by his
sword; did not see him doing anything with the sworii
after that; the next thing I heard was the report of a

gun; between the time I parted Horan and Murphy and
the report of the gun, I heard no noise; two or three
minutes after I got Horan off of Murphy I beard the re-

Krt; I turned and saw Horan falling; I saw a gun in
ennan's hand.he was between the bar and the door;

Horan was quite convenient to the door: he fell on his
back; I then heard Brennan tell his ta*-tender that he
had shot Horan, and, laying down his gun, said he might' just as well now_give himself up to the police; he came
to me and said, "You'd better go with me, for I am going
to give myself up;" I said, '-Hold on a bit.if you had
nothing but powder in the gxui he may not be shot yet;"
he said he had it loaded with a ball; Horan did not move
after he fell; my brother then went out to tell Patrick
Wheelan; became back with him in about Ave minntet;
Brennan remained in the room all this time ; I left
then, and went to New York to inform Horaa's brother.
Cross-examined.The disturbance lasted about live

minutes before Brennan came down staira; Ayres was the
only man that waa fighting; did not see Horan raise his
hand: after Ayres struck Murphy, Horan was trying to
keep Murphy still; saw no one have hold of Brennan; he
bad his pantaloons and undershirt on when he came

down; don't know that he had his shirt torn; did not see
Horan have hold of him; don't know that Brennan tried
to gat them apart; he said he was going to quiet this
noise; I was engaged about four or five minutes in get*
ting them apart; my brother was assisting me: don't
know whether Brennan was in the room or not when we
had hold of Horan: I felt somewhat excited when I found
the man was shot: I do not think 1 felt the effects of
liquor that night; it was about two minutes before the
report of the gun when I took Horan from Murphy; while

I was talking with Murphy my brother was with" Horan;
I could not see them: my tack was towards them, after

the report I turned round, and saw Brennan with the gun
in his hand; the next thing I heard my brother say was
Michael Horan was shot; then Brennan says to the bar¬
keeper, '. Michael Horan is shot;" I saw Horan fall be¬
fore I saw the gun In Brennan's hands; did not see Bren¬
nan catch him in his hands; saw him raise him up a few
minutes after he fell, and he said he regretted that he
had shot his best friend; I don't know whether I did or
did not testify before the Coroner that after I heard the
discharge of the gun Brennan went up and kissed
Horan.
The Court here adjourned till ten o'clock this morning,

with the usual admonition to the jury.
