fFinding the rules of Congress regulating the access of
persona other than members to the halls of that body
confined to privileged classes, and not being myself one
Of the privileged few, I have not as free access to gentle-
men composing the Senate and House or Representatives
as I could wish, without intruding myself upon them in
their hours or retirement ; aud to thus intrude 1 feel a
.treat reluctance, knowiug as I do- that those <»
respite from official duties are necessary to enable them
to rest and be prepared for each day's laborious sitting.Therefore, in order to discharge uiy duty raithfullv, In
bringing before you the object of my mission, and at the
same time to avoid a system of personal perforation which
is always unpleasant, 1 be* leave, most respectfully, to
solicit in this public manner your early and earnest at¬
tention to the subject alluded to.

Those, thererore, who sympathize with the poor In¬
dian" need not be alarmed, as the organization or this
Country will result in benefit to the Indians. So say the
Indian agents, and their opinion is sustained by the
Commissioner or Indian Affairs, as well as the experience
Of all persons acquainted with their circumstances.
There are within these limits several groat routes or

travel, upon which annually pass, at a moderate e*H-
mate, trom rorty to titty thousand Amoricsn citiiens
carrying with them their property, valued at many mil¬
lions of dollars.

Now, any attempt by th« Osngms to legislate upon the

subject of slavery presupposes a right eo to do; It U,
therefore, legitimate to inquire by what authority aueh
legislation ia attempted, and the extent of each power.
When, therefore, the eighth *eetion of the act of 1830.

which provides that "slavery and involuntary servitude,"
Ac., "snail be, and it hereby, forever prohibited" in the
territory therein named, la quoted aa a valid objection to
thia bill, the queation naturally presents itaelf, "la that
act the aupreme law of the land ?"

It ia not, unlaw Congress had power, by virtue of ita
.xpreaa veated or implied grants, to enact a law fithor
creating or aboliahlng, or limiting or extending alavery.
If that power ia not among the rights of Congran, it cer¬

tainly In one of those right* not to be denied to or dU
paraged in the people, aa at the time of the adoption of
the constitution slavery existed and waa reeognlied. And
thia right ia one of thoae "reserved to the States or to
the people."
To admit that Congress haa power to prohibit slavery

by special or general enactment ia to admit a right to
control that question; and if you admit the right to con¬
trol, that very moment you admit the power of Congress
to admit alavery within the Territories. This ia undoubt¬
ed. because the right to act once conceded, the power to
act as Congrena may see proper ia of course implied. I
would ask the anti-slavery men, are you willing to ad¬
mit thia power in Congress f

If I am correct in these positions, and right when I
deny the right of Congress to croate or abolish slavery
within the Territories, it follows that aection eighth of
1820 ia void, and ia not the supreme law of the land, be¬
cause not enacted in pursuance of the provisions of the
constitution.
To repeal a void act would he but folly; but to declare

that the principle embodied in that act chall not prevail
in Nebraska would be consistent, because it la plain, and
leaves no doubt a* to the meaning of the Legislature on
that point.

Relieving that the people who now live, and those who
m:iy hereafter settle, in Nebraska, are, and will bo, capa¬
ble of deciding for themselves, and that the spirit of de¬
mocracy am] the constitution guaranty to them the ex¬
clusive right to so decide in this respectt I therefore
choose that the subject be left to them.

Ijet us hn\ e a Territorial government for Nebraaka.
Give toOS offloers, UnitedStuM laws, aud a chance to
legislate upon questions of Internal policy.under con¬

gressional supervision while a Territory and trust to
our intelligence, wisdom, and patriotism to form for our¬
selves a republican constitution when we seek admission
an a ftule.

But, above all. do not deny to ns the right, so dear to
every American heart the right for which so much pa¬
triot blood has been shed.the right of self government.

Albany, March 13, 1804.
The bill to repeal the act of last year authorizing the

Common Council of New York to appropriate Jones'
Woods for a public park, was taken up in committtoe , in
Senate. Senator Spencor advocated the repeal, and in¬
troduced resolutions of both the late and present Com¬
mon Council, refusing to act under the law. The Corpo-

1 h1 ion are adverse to taking, and the owners are unwilling
it should be disposed of, they preferring to retain the
property. Mr. Brooks said it had become a common prac-
icc for oue Legislature to undo what their predecessors
bad performed; and so with regard to this proposed park.
The bill, an passed, is filled with errors; stili he did not
feel justified in voting for its repeal in n nummary man

uer. He should prefer inserting some amendments,
which he thought would be acceptable to the
Common Council. Mr. B. said, if the ques¬
tion of the two parks.tbe Central and Jones'
Woods.was submitted to a vote of the people, a large ma¬

jority would vote for both parks, notwithstanding it
would involve a taxation of nine or ten millions. He
doubted the propriety of repealing this act, which had
received the deliberate sanction of the Lust Legislature.
Mr. Whitney was decidedly in favor of repealing the law,
believing the people will be amply satisfied with the cen¬
tral park. Mr. Williams explained the circumstance of
the passage of the bill last year, and attributed it to the
feeling which came up from the city in favor of both
projects, or Against one and In favor of the other; so the
Legislature thought they would give them all the parks
they wanted. No vote was taken, and it lays over to
another <lay.
Senator Dickinson offered a resolution making inquiry

of the Secretary of State whether William J.
McAlpine ever resigned his office of State En¬
gineer and Surveyor. This has an inkling towards
certain transactions of the late Canal Board, and also of
the late Commissioners of the Canal Fund. It was un¬
derstood here that the resignation was in the hands of
his Excellency, Oovernor Seymour, several months,awaiting an acceptance. It may never hare been filed in
the Secretary's olllco.
The question of the contested seat was not taken up in

the Senate this morning, as was expected, probably on
account of there being few members present.

In the Hou?e an attempt was made to raise an excite¬
ment on the Nebraaka question. Mr. Peters called uphis resolution for a national convention of anti-Nebras-
kers, and moved to set apart a certain day for discussion.
An unexpected rebuke was administered by Mr. Little-
john, the strongest whig in tho House, though
a silver gray. He denounced the project of invit¬
ing a national convention to meet in this capital
to opjiose any action of Congress, ns a treason¬
able proposition, and the House of Assembly should not
tolerate the idea. Mr. L. continued for some minutes
strongly in opposition, with remarks highly denunciatory
of tbe project, llis remarks elicited a smothered degree
of applause. Mr. Joy supported the motion to set down

a day for discussion, thinking it perfectly proper lor the
assemblage of the proposed convention. Others spoko
briefly; when finally a motion was nearly unanimously
adopted, laying the subject on tbe table. Now. as Mr.
I'eters wishes this nationul convention to assemble before
the House of lleprrsentatncs conies to a vote on the Ne-
brn.ika bill, he will have to obtain the passage of his re¬
solution very soon, so as touiluw delegates to come here
from California, Oregon anil New Mexico before the rote
is taken.
The question of granting lands underwater, and the

they severally belong."
Without taking the question on the amendment, the

committee reported progress.
THE NINETEENTH WARD PARK.

A DISTURBANCE AMONG FUtKMKN tv THE TWENTY-

FIRST WARD.ARREST OF A NUMBER OF TBI AS¬
SAILANTS.
On Sunday afternoon and evening quite a disturbance

occurred between two fire companies who wero out on an
alarm of fire; soB»e fifteen of the assailants were arrested
by the police, and detained for examination.

Capt. Speight, of the above named ward, has made
the following return to the Chief of Police :.
The firemen in the upper part of the oity, It leems

are determined to rival the firemen of Philadelphia. At
half-past 8 o'clock on Sunday afternoon there was an
alarm of fire in this district, ami there were strong indi¬
cations of a fight in the Third avenue, near Forty-second
Street; but by the prompt action of the police it was
quelled. At half-past 8 o'clock in the evening another
alarm of fire van given, and 1 anticipated a riot, and
ordered out the second platoon and, aided by the second
platoon rf the Eighteenth ward,we proceeded to Third ave¬
nue, near Thirty-first street, when we discovered engines
48, 80, and 40, and the members engaged in a fight. The
|K>lice force rushed in and succeeded in arresting seven
of the ussailatitH, and dispersing the mob. A pistol was
discharged by some person near the rope of engine 30
into the crowd, but luckily no person was injured by It.
One man wo* cut on the head. The citizens in the neigh¬borhood weie very much alarmed at the riot. The pipe
of purine 48 was taken from the hands of Wm. Donohue
hy officer Mclntyre, who arrested him in the act of strik¬
ing officer Muimes with it.
At near 10 o'clock officer Maimes brought word to the

station bouse that a number of boys, from sevonteon to
twenty vears of age, were in engine house No. 40, swear¬
ing, yelling, and disturbing the peace of the neighbor,
hood, preparing themselves for a light in case of an¬
other alarm of fire. I then, with the reserved force, prtfc
ceeded to the engine housf and arrested fourteen of
them nnd conveyed them to the station house; among
them was Patrick Huneyman, who is one or the leaders
of the Klrst avenue "Regulators," or what is called the
'.Honeyman (iang. "
