which were four sailors, who reported themselves to the
Comptiollcr of the district, and m:ule the follow ing de¬
claration
They Mrnrcd to New Bedford, in America, and formed

Crt of the crew of tho American whaler James Allen,
plain Alexander Newcomb, which vessel had been

already twenty-eight months out, and had taken but
Bttle fish.
The Captain bad. on that acco int, according to their

assertion, determined to remain at sea thirty months
longer, tn try their luck at Hshiiig. The crew had abroad
with the owners to serve for a -hare in the protits of thi>
voyage, each man :wco:.ing to his station.
On the night of the 27th September, lying In the Ilo ids

of Prince's Island, where the ship was to take in a now
¦aa.-<t, these | ersons with three others, had (id, as they
¦aid, on account of ill treatment and the extreme bad
quality of the provisions.

CAUTION TO RAILWAY TRAVELLERS.
Maurn IS. Thomas It' Purant against the Saratoga

and Washington Hailroad Company. This was an action
for damages brought by tho plaintiff, who, it was al¬
leged was. with his wife, turned out of one of the de¬
fendants' railroad cars in .Inly, 1851. when travelling be¬
tween Saratoga and Whitehall. The conductor called
npon the plaintiff at the Morreaw station for his fare
The traveller said he had paid, but could not produce his
ticket, that lie had lost it. The conductor and the bag
cage master, at the next station, turned the plaintiff and
his wife out of the cars. The plaintiff failed to prove
that he had paid his fare to any agent of the company,
and the Judge dismissed the complaint.
