The stock market opened heavy this morning, and the

depression continued steady to the close. In some of

the trading fancies there was considerable activity, bat
M DOW feature was developed, and the prices appear to

be settling down more from a detire to realize, to en¬

ter other investments, than from any anticipation of
tell times. At the first board to day Canton Company
declined >« per cent; Nicaragua Transit, l,'; Parker
Vein, )i\ New York Central Railroad, Erie Rail¬
road, >« ; Harlem, Reading Railroad, Cleveland
and Toledo Railroad, >4. Florence and Keyport advanced
% per cent, with moderate sales. It is stated that the

Legislature of New Jersey hare chartered a railroad
company to construct a road from Keyport to Cuuidvn,
in . direct line. This contemplated road will pass
through Freehold and Mount Holly. Another charter

has, we understand, beta obtained to construct a rail¬
road from Keyport to Tom's line, and from thence to
Delaware Bay and Cape May. Keyport is largely inter¬
ested in the completion of these works. The market
value of the stock in the Florence and Keyport improve¬
ment companies hiui therefore been much enhanced.
At the second board the market was a shade better so

far as prices were concerned, but the transactions were

Mining stocks were rather more buoyant to-day. Cum¬

berland Coal Improved >f.

A sale was made by the MeCulloch Cold and Copper

Mining Company last week, of one hundred tons of cop¬
per ore, from their mines In North Carolina, to the
Humphrey Smelting Works,' of New Haven, Conn., for
which the company received 95 25 per cwt. for the twen¬

ty per cent ore, and $6 61 per cwt. for the thirty per
cent ore.netting them $12,000 for the hundred tons.
This is one of the birgest sales of copper ore which has
been made from any of the rccontly worked mines south
.of tho Lake Superior region. The company are now

working on an eight foot vein of sulpliuret of copper,
richly impregnated with native copper.
