E. A Msrshsll.of th* Broadway, New York.U the
lessee ami proprietor, and K'S ey s Variete. the manager*
and proprietors of which are >!<. ira Ilisley and Uoodall.
The former is situated at toe w. tend of Pennsylvania
avenue, within one block of WilUrd'e Hotel, and the Ut¬
ter is located more centrally on ihe name thoroughfare,
being within one or two blocks of Urown's and the Na
tional Hotel. As the National theatre it tiiat which has
the highest claim to attent ou, I snail devote the first and
chief part of this communion t on to it.
The National theatre wan erected, or rather rebuilt

the former edifice having been burned a short time pre¬
viously somo three or four j « ar ¦. ago for tiie reception of

Jenny Liud in the capital. It h* >>eeu since then, I be
lleve, that it passed into the h»n l» of Mr Marshall. Its
outward appearance, fronting the avenue, is by no means

of a character to impress tne passer-by with very de¬
rated idea? as to the architectural taste of its designer.
It presents to his eyes a low, brua i dead wall, of a dirty
yellowish hue, pierced by some half-dozen narrow win¬
dows, the glass of which might probably be transparent
if they were ever cl ansed, out audi not being the case,
their utility for admKtiu iigli is very a,iochryphal.
Two wide flights of woodi n step* conduct from either
side of the front of the ha lding to a covered central
porch, in which is located the box office Yoii enter the
ihf atre and are at once s'r .cli with its Urge dimension.*,
as well an with the absence o anything like decorations.

I believe it is one of the Urgent if not the very largest
theatre in the I'nited Sla s, having a capacity for seat
ing between four and live ijoiintud iiersous.

There is no sue h thing ns a pendant chan¬
delier or gasalier in the house, and the illumination of
the building generally is anvhing but brilliant. This,
however is partly attrihu.abie to he great width of the
house, and in a still greater i.e^ree to the miserable sub¬
stitute for gas which a vile monopoly here palms upon
our citizens.
to much for the external und internal appearance of

the National Theatre. 1 do not mention these things in
disparagement of the establishment, or from a desire of
being captious or fault-rinding; but I do s.>.first, he-
can.-c as n veridical historian, 1 could not omit alluding
to them without facing ii .hie 10 a charge of partiality:
and secondly, because ih< uoiicr of the matters to which

1 have alluded may prompt to the improvement, in some
res|>ects, ofthe appearance ol this re illy excellent theatre.

1 now comc to the dramatic portion of iniv sketch; and
having arrived at this point I have no further faults
to find. No further complaint Is necessary, or
would lie appropriate. Tiio stock company of
the National is, in all respects, excellent, and
can favorably compare with mflst of your New York
theatres. But, since the open.ng of the season, the
manager baa not depended on hi; stock company for at
traction. Julia I)ean, Collins, the Irish comedian, and
Forrest, have successively appeared as stars; and now
another actress of much merit, but almost nnknown to
fame, has come upon the boards of the National, Hnd has
attracted much attention, ibis artiste ia named in the
bills as Miss Annette Inoe; and as a sort of guarantee of
her ability, it is stated in these same not always reliable
bills, thai "her recent unequi. lied triumphs in New York,
Philadelphia, and other cities, have been the theme of
universal admiration '' 1 am much inclined to question
the truth of this announce uieut, as 1 do not recollect
reading sny criticism of bar 1 et loriuances inthe IIeuaid;
and if she had made her dil-w in New York, .1 notice
thereof would most certainly have appeared in its
columns. But more of this i.non.

I cannot say whether the engagement of Miss Pean was
a successful one or not. ns I ii not happen to visit the

theatre during her sojouri.. iuat of Collins certainly
was not. The public have lr eu satiated witn the ridicu¬
lous burlesques of Irish cluti'M er.as delineated by Col¬
lins, Barney Williams, and such ".-tars" and it "is not
to be wondered at that thtj are estimated at their real
desert, or rather a littl" above 1 still. The engagement
of Forrest, however, r?t lenisi « l the coffers of the treas¬
ury, which must have been sadly depleted by tlie results
of tlie season up to that time. You could hardly Imagine
that the theatre, largo as it is, was uuable to accommo¬
date comfortably the vest throngs who flocked to
it to witness Forrest's acting Yet such was the case.
Persons coming Ute couiu not possibly procure seats
in the house, except they ad thetu engaged previously.
And ko it continued duiiug the * hole term of his engage¬
ment, which lasted thiee or lour weeks. He was suc¬
ceeded by Mrs. Farren us - sr. '. ibis lady appeared
tome to be one of the dimmest luminaries or the Ihra
trical stellar genus that I r.i r saw twinkle on the stage.
As the member of a reguUr stock c unpany she might be
perhaps regarde<l as above par, but as an artist aspiring
to a nich in tlie temple ol tame, her pretensions lar out¬
ran her merits. It seemed that me people in Washing¬
ton camo to the name conclusion, even without many of
them witnessing lier perlormances, for they judiciously
kept awav during her '.hurt engagement, and patronised,
prater meetings and chemical lectures instead of the
drama.

But I laid that a new candidate for popular applause
has appeared on the lioardsof tne National. Miss Annette
lnce made her first appearance there last Monday evening
inthe character of Julia, in the play of the "Hunch
back." Miss lnce Is a young and handsome Udy. and
one whose ap]>carance does no; bespeak much adaptabili¬
ty for the profession she has chosen. She is a blonde,
and as well as 1 coul make out from the indistinct view
which mv distance from tl e stage enabled me to get of
her, she lias an expansive brow and reguUr features, is
of the medium height, and pos esses a graceful, though
rather slender figure.

The
character of Julia is one in which almost every modern
nctress has appeared, with more or less eclat, and though
It requires much dramutic power in it* representation,
still the style of acting has been laid down long ago and is
rarely deviated from. The Julia of Miss IH'im is with
little or no variation the counterpart of thnt of Miss Da¬
venport.and both are b.it copies of that of Mrs.
Ke.,11. to that though that rtAt is generally se¬
lected to exhibit the talents of \ oung artistes, it affords
but little opportunity ot jud^in,. of their real merits. Of
course there are exceptions 1o this rule, and it is for the
purpose of quoting an exception that 1 allude to it.

The government are Inventing and trying to impose
every conceivable tax on the diggers; they are about to
exact a license fee of £1 per month, pnt an export duty
on gold at the rate of 2a. per ounce, and charge a lictnse
fee of £100 per annum on all storekeepers, however
small; of eoursc all these taxes come out or the diggers,
and the government avowedly confessed. In brining for¬
ward these measures, that as they could not extract by
force a large license fee from the diggers, they would get
It out of them in another shape, and thus put forward
the grofs falsehood that the diggers had no objection to
a heavy tax, provided they were robbed indirectly.
There will be some rare doings in the ditfgings-yet. The
diggers are the majority of the population in this colonv ,

and for the sake of ultimate humanity and liberty, it is

only to be hoped the government will continue to act
basely and tyrannically. The evidence taken before the
gold fielda committee, showing how the diggers have
been treated on the diggings by the Urge ^lesofarmrdpolice who are stationed there, would not be bellowed in
America or Fngland; their treatment throws Austrian
