to be quite warm Mr. Eliot has pronounced against the
Ktbruin bill, which is gaining abolition and free soil
vote* (or him. Mr. Howland doe* not seem to stand so

well as it was supposed he would, though there may be
mm things in course of secret operation that shall work

' In his favor. Mr. Howland, though popular, has, to

many minds, the reputation of being a loose ttsh in the
water* of politics, and some are shy of him on that ac¬

count. Nebraska, however, will be the cause of his fail¬
ure, if be ia to fail. The convention that nominated him
did not so much aa allude to the question of the day.
There la trouble in Nantucket, where at leaat a portion of
the free soilers have refused to support Mr. Howland.
The national democrats, too, of that place, have done the
saaae thing, and have put a candidate in nomination.a

Mr. E M. Gardner.who used to be a regular democrat,
then waa a whig, and now la a '-national;" a smart fel¬
low enough, and who will probably get a few votes. He
used to fight against the coalition, and probably had
something to do with the success of the whiga
to Nantucket and Dukes county, last fall. At the
.lection at which Mr. ttardner was chosen, that
gentleman received a majority in every town in the
district, except one.Qillmark, in Dukes.and a plurality
in the entire district, of 1,048, which is a pretty good
basis for the whigs now to start from. Were it not for
the Know-Nothings, or rather the fear of them, there
would seem to be no particular occasion for doubting
Mr. Eliot's election, In view of the state of opinion on
the Nebraska bill. Quite a change has come over th
district within a few days, according to the assertions of
those who are on the ground, and some of whom are
likely to be there on Monday next, in a metaphorical
genre. ,

Mr. C. 0. Pavia, of Plymouth, a free soil leader, ha-i
come out in support of Mr. Lliot, and the Ronton Cum-
n»cnvxallh seems rather to favor his election. These
things are quite annoying to many of the free soilers in
the district, who <lo not at all fancy being transferred to
the whigs. 'Hie whigs, indeed, declare that the soli!
principle of the free soilers their "one idea".ii
hatred of the whig party, and that, to injnre it, they
arc ready to do almost anything. If this bo correct, It
shows that the exercise of a due degree of skill on tho
part of the democrats might have led to the lasting
defeat of the now dominant party.
The whig members of the Legislature had a meeting

on Thursday evening, in the Representatives' Hall, at
which a State Central Committee was chosen, with J.
Thomas Stevenson at its head, and the usual business
transacted. Very strong anti-Nebraska resolves were

passed, declaring the opposition of the whigs of Massa¬
chusetts to the extension of slavery, and adding, that
"if the Compromise of 1820 shall bo repealed, the only
safe and reliable platform for tlie North to stand upon
will be a firm, united and determined opposition to the
admission of another slave State into the Union, from
whatever quarter the application may come." This may
be regarded as in the nature of a "broad hint."

ThrMaini Liqcoh Law in Poktlaxb.Since
the fourteenth of April last, four thousand and twenty,
seven gnllons of liquor hare been seized in Portland, Me.,
by the authorities, under t'ue prohibitory law, of which
quantity twenty two hundred and seventy-six gallons
were destroyed, twelve hundred and ninety-four gallons
were returned to the owners, and four hundred and fifty-
seven gallons are awaiting the order of court. The num-
l>er of complaints under this law before the Municipal
Court was sixty-live, of which number Cfty-nine were
for keeping liquor intended for sale, thirty-seven were
for the first offence, nineteen for the second olfencs, aud
nine for the third offence. Resides these, there were also

a number of indictments in the higher court, the statis¬
tics of which hate not been made public. These figures
indicate that the authorities of Portland still continue to
make eflorts at executing the law, though the quantity of
liquor returned to the owners after the examination of
complaints, twelve hundred and niuety-four gallons,
looks rather suspicious.

honestly and wisely followed, are calculated to exalt tho
character of his nation with the Chinese The principles
he laid flown, and the course be was thereby compelled to
adopt, created great outcry and active opposition, and
no small misrepresentation, from those whose individual
interests were affected; but the time will come when the
able discharge of his functions will be admitted, and it
will be found that no man under the circumstances could
have achieved more for tho true interests and reputation
of his country than Humphrey Marshall.
Beyond the little news extracted from our weekly is¬

sues, there is nothing real to communicate; but among
credible rumors we may mention:.

1. That the northern army of the rebels is not making
much progress, and has captured neither the capital of
Peking nor the port of Tein-tain; so that the reports
originated in China, and circulated by the home papers
months ago. were very premature, and do not seem

likely to be speedily realized.
2. That the reception of the French at Nanking was

even less cordisl than we have already suppose. 1, and
augurs ill for improved intercourse with foreigners in
the event of the rebels being ultimately successful.

8. That Shanghae is likely soon to life retaken by, or
restored to, the imperialist* the latter perhaps the more

probable, a conspiracy for a surrender having been re¬

cently discovered, and two hundred of tho conspirators
put to death; but the actuating spirit is still aliro, and
waiting a convenient opportuni y to manifest itself; and
while Foreign confidence in the city r.ibble is waxing
faint, the following paragraph, copied from the Xorth
China ffrrald of the 2 1st January, shows how little de¬
serving they are of sympathy
On Thursday, January 12, three shots were fire J from the

eity walls, which fell clone to the gates of Dr. Lookhart's
hospital. There was no attacking force at the time, anil no
apparent oanse why these shots should bo tired. Dr. L.
therefore went into the city and inuuirad at Lew's otttoe,
when he was told by a person there, tbat they had not tirei
at his house, hot that the uBn at the battery fired at the
tick establishment, because tley knew thero was a number
of imperialists soldiers lying there. Wo sinoe understand
that an energetio remonstrance has been made to the rebel
leaders in the city who have promised to be more caulioui
in future.
To these rumors we may add the facts, that Canton

was never quieter, and that the exports lruoi China were
never on a larger scale.

A single
fact will probably be sufficient to show how
expensive such a joke wonld be to the State if it wore
capable of being carried into effect. The cost of a r&tiof ,
which supports a prisoner for twenty-four hours, was.
the year past exactly nine and a half cents. This, mul¬
tiplied by 865 days, gives as tho product thirty-four
dollars and seventy-two cents, ni the aimual cost of
the mere board of eitch pri onor. But your correspondent
is greatly mistaken if he supposes that the mere subsis¬
tence of the convicts is the only item of expense, in s<ip
porting a convict. They must be watched and guarded
by thlrty thice keepers and tbirtv guards, whose sala-
ries, together with the other affairs amounted, the last
year, to $C9,2'i6 92. They must have clothe*, siloes,
and stockings In cold weather bedding and a large iiuan-

tily of fuel to cook with, and keep tlicm warm, and al<n
shops to work in. We have expended the last year about
$17,000 in buildings and repairs. All these expenses are
deducted from the earnings of tho prison labor, or
charged upon Its income.

I trust that this statement will be sufficient to dissi¬
pate the fog which has been so industriously created for
some time past ou this subject. Tho real indebtedness of
the Sing Wng Prison up to the 3lRt day of December last,
whs correctly stated by mo in my report to the Inspectorin charge, after deducting the available and unavailable
debts due to the prlaon, to be about *63,920. The ju.lg
m< nls for damages by Hre not included.

I hate, I fear, trespassed too much already on yourvaluable space; but a sense of justice to mv pre leoestors,to Ihe Interest of the S«n > and to myself, has complied
it e ;rt make this a| pr.-.l to your fcurx'or.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

The week tloMd yesterday dull and topis.«d, "ofiru
tbe stock Market «u concerned. We have not seen loch
a heavy, gloomy dny in Wall (treet for aloof time.
The bear* were, however, in Ana spirits, and eaamed to
enjoy the miahapa of their opponents in the Bald of .pec¬
ulation*. Quotations for nearly every stock on the list,
good, bad, and indifferent, closed at a decline, compaired
with those ruling at the close of the weak previous.
Stocks generally have been active, bat the demand is con¬
fined entirely to the street, and the brokers have all ths
baying and selling among themselves. Outsiders hardly
dare make their appearance in the street, and keep at a

very safe distance. There are a number of causes for this
depression in stocks. The first, and perhaps the most
powerful, is the growing stringency in the money market.
It is the impression among financiers that the banks
have been, for some days past, contracting their
regular line of discounts. This is possible and very
probable, as the course pursued by these institu¬
tions never has been very consistent for any
length of time. We should not be surprised at any
exhibit tkey might make. The demand for money has
Increased faster than the rupply from all souroes, and
the street rates have therefore advanced considerably.
The outward movement of specie has lately been limit¬
ed, but tbe sub-treasury has drawn pretty heavily upon
our supplies and kept the banks under a tacit rein. They
have been compelled to be cautious, and the probability
is that they have reduced the amount of loans. These
checks have a wholesome influence upon the operations
of finance and commerce, and but for the frequent con¬
tractions which have lately been experienced, we should,
without doubt, by this time have been In a very danger¬
ous state of expansion, and perhaps in the midst of a se¬
rious revulsion. The*e lulls or pauses in the creation of
credits, give time for liquidation, and a short period of
inactivity tends materially to tbe reduction of liabilities.
The position of European affairs, and the condition of
things in California, counsel caution, and the commer¬
cial classes are by no moans disposed to endanger their
existence by rushing headlong, heedlessly, into opera¬
tions which msy prove fatal.
