It would not surprise ua to aee prices all down again to¬
morrow, and the market dull and depressed. At tlie first
board to-day, New York Central bond* advanced i>er
cent; Canton Co., N. J. Zinc, Nicaragua Transit.

Mid Keyport, There were large transact iona in Illi-

noia Central bonda, princii>aljy for caah, and there waa a

falling off at the clone on the opening price. In other
railroad bouda there waa not much activity, but full

pricea were obtained. Hudaon Railroad waa freely offer¬
ed to day, and there were unuaually large sales. The
money market ia ateadlly and gradually tightening.
The demand for capital appears to increase as

the aeiaon advances, instead of diminishing, aa

anticipated. This may be the result of a contraction of
the call loans of the banks, more than from any decrease
in their regular line of dlscoaata, and from the lncreaa-
iag cautiousness of capitalists, growing out of the posi¬
tion of political affairs oa the other side of the Atlantic.
The worst fears awe entertained relative to the effect of a
general war in Europe upon the commerce and trade of
the world. No one seems to have formed an opinion as

to the shape in which the effect will first appear, but
every day is adding to the apprehensions of those who
are deeply involved ia commercial operations; and thia is
the principal cause of the dlatruat aud doubt which All
the public mind. Upon the eve of auch events aa the
great nationaof Europe are about entering upon, the
~ifeat course ia one of inactivity. By withdrawing from
aanctal operations aa much aa poasible, we can look
pon the approaching struggle with lean fear and anxiety
. to the reault. There ia very little doubt but that the
oancial affairs of the world are upon the eve of a severe

tvulaion, and no one can tell when the first movement
lay be made that will strike terror to the mind of every

.apitaliat. A general war in Europe at this period, in
the nineteenth century, ia a matter of more importance
than moat people comprehend, and it may lead to conse¬

quences fatal for a time at least, to every vital interest
of each country engaged In the conflict.
The Mining Board was not particularly active: Ulster

was the only stock In which a movement took place; we

presume it may be quoted at from 1# to 1%. North
Carolina has declined an eighth. In subjoining the bids
at the board, we think it but right to say that our at¬
tention haa been drawn to the fact that many of the bids
are lower than those made at the Stock Exchange, the
difference being, in some instances, as much as half a

dollar a share. This is due to the fnct that the bulk of
oi>erators send in their orders to the Stock Exchange, in¬
stead of the Mining Board. The disparity will disappear
ns the business of the latter increases: meanwhile, we

suggest that if stocks can be bought choapcr at the Min¬
ing Board than at the Exchunge, brokers might make a

g >od thing of an occasional visit to Beaver street.

Letters from the President of the Phonix Gold Com-
pany, who is now at the mines, give a flourishing account
of matters down there.

have fallen off $147,687. The Yariationa do not amount
to much, but they serve aa slight indications of the po¬
licy immediately in operation. The regular line of dis¬
counts of the banks of thia city haa not varied more than
half a million of dollar* during the paat three weeks. In
the t>ame time the amount of specie on hand has not
varied four hundred thouaand dollars. The circulation
has been equally uniform, while the deposit* have fluctu
ated more largely. What contractions and expansion
the banka have made in the item of " call loans," is be it
known to themselves. The changes in that department
cause all the change* in the money market, and until the

Legislature doea something to give the public some in¬

sight into the movements in the banks in that particu¬
lar, no benefit will result from these weekly statements.
