peror of the FreucU, hare been invited by hia Highness
the Sultan to ausist in repelling the attack, which has
been made by his Maiosty the Emperor of All the Russia*
upon the territory of the Sublime Ottoman Port®.an at¬
tack, whereby the integrity of the Ottoman Empire and
the indO[>eiidenc# of the throne of the Sultan are me¬
naced. and whereat their Majesties are perfectly convinced
that the exiiteuce of the Ottoman Empire in it* present
territorial circumscription is essential for the lialance of
power hotween the States of Europe, and Whereat they
have accordingly agree ! to grant to the Sultan the assist¬
ance he has required to this end: it has seems fitting to
their Poyul and Imperial Majesties aforesaid, as likewise
to his Highness the Sultau. to conclude u treaty, iu order
tocirtify their views iu accordance with the foregoing,
and to define the way and manner in which thoir Royal
nnd Imperial Majesties aforesaid will alford assistance to
hie Highness.

1 or this purpose their P.oy.il and Imperial Majesties
aforesaid, ami hl« ITighness the Sultan, li ve usme as
their i leiiipotesliaries.(here follow the natnes of the

POSITIONS OF THE CZAR.
[Krom tho I-ondon Times, April 7.]When we .slated yesterday that the changes new In¬

troduced iu the Ottoman empire by tin- influence of tlie
Towers which hare allied themselves for its defence
amount to a revolution iu its social condition, we did
noi fore.-ae the very striking confirmation of this remark
which reached us it few hours later by the telegraph.
We are informed by a communication from Constan¬
tinople, dated the 27th of March, that the possessions ofthe tnosqvet or* to I* dedaved the properly of the Slate, and
tha the refuted of the SheiJc-ut-Islam to content to this
measure n ot tlte (Oi se of hu deposition. It this statement
be correct, it is beyi nd all comparison the most important
resolution taken by the Turkish government sisce tho
destruction of the Janissaries, for it is a measure from
which Sultan Malimuud himself recoiled, though ha had
often conten ; laud it us one of the most essential condi¬
tions of the reganeration of the empire. In fart, a mea¬
sure bo c ntrary to the prejuciiceg of the Mussulmans and
the interests of tho I. lc-msi could hardly have been at-
ternj ted with auy chance of safety to tho Sultan or hia
ministers unless he had the support of a considerable)
force in the immediate neighborhood of the capital; and
even now we shall not be surprised to learn that a coupd'etat <>f this deecrlpiion has been followed by agitationand excitcmant ann ng the Mussulman population.'llie mosques and religious foundations of the Ottoman
empire form Important spiritual corporations, exercisingaaindependent, legal, and theocratical power ia tho
htate. The l lrmss. or masters of the law and the Ko-
ran. are the sole possessors of the vast wealth belonging
to these foundations, and at the same tiins, as the ex

peunders of tlie faith and fundamental laws of Islam,
they enjoy an authority to which the highest powers in
tlie .°t*ie have been compelled to bow. The insecurity
of pn perty under an arbitrary government and many
other eaiiMf have induced Turkish landowners from
generation to generation to assign over tlie fee simple of
their estate# to the mosques, reserving only the usufruct
to tin ruaelvrs and tlioir direct male descendants, hand
thus bald bj tha n»o»que« or religious corporations be¬
came i-arotf, or as it is termed in India, tout/, and is
held for aver in mortmain. Such lands have hitherto
bean exempt from taxation and personal conlisca; ion, and
this tenure has so increased and extended by the mere
Influence of duration and security in an empire where
all other property is fluctuating and insecuro that full
tliree quarter* of the soil of tho Turkish dominions are
said to ha held ia thia manner. To dispossess these

Lowarful corporations of landed properly which tliey
avc held for centuries by the twofold bond of legal

usage and religious veneration.to resume the direct
authority of tha Sultan aver so large a portion of tho
land* of the empire, one-third of wlilch was allotted to
tha mosques hv Mahomet the Conqueror.and to derythe whole power which the Ulemas an 1 religious orders
may be able to jut forth in defence of tl.eir vestod
right*, is certainly one of the boldest measures ever
taken in a grest emergency.

Iiut we entartain no doubt that this resumption of
land* is an indispensable pielimiusry to the real reform
and progress of the country. Sonnei orlaioriu its his¬
tory. every Christian State his undergone it, and the
¦vail p< *5a*Vona which tl.e mperr'.itiou or the rapacity of
former a*tn laced in the hands of the church have been
restored to the common use, ot socisiy. The social revo-
luto n wl ieh is l» ng effected in Turkey by tlie . inatici-
j ati< u of the Ch i.tians, and the establishment of a
principle of equality between all races aad religions of
the empire, led ny *n inevitable consequence to the abo¬
lition of the exclusive supremacy which the Mussulmans
ba»e hitherto exercised over the largest portion of the
soil, eicept in the Archipelago and iu the provinces, from
which they r.rc excluded by treaty. And, althoughchange* of thi* nature sre nevemccompHshed without
tlie dangers and *ii(Tsring* inssparable from revolution,
the future strength and independence of Turkey depend
on the introduction of a system totally distinct from
thai wbich has reduced so magnilicent an empire to the
verve of diss, lulu n.

subjects of the Sultan. The representations of Lord
gtralloid had Ifen lroui time to time adopted, with the
result of material imj rovements in the condition of the
Christians lit Turkey, and he was happy to add tuat Lord
-tra,ford's recent endeavors to procure the admission of
I lit ietinn evidence in criminal matters, were, as he lonrnt
ly a letter received that morning, likely to be successful.

THE WAR QUESTION IN AUSTRIA AND

PRUSSIA.
["Berlin Correspondence (April 3) of London Tireee.]
In my letter of the 31st ult. I wrote you that the nego¬

tiators in the conferences now being carried on here be¬
tween Karon von Hess end lieron Ton lianteuffel had re¬
ceived en increase of number, if not of force, by the ae-
ceasion of Gen. von Groebee; this I continued to you by
implication on the 1st inst., but I find that such great
pains were taken, and wilh such great success, ea Satur¬
day and Sunday to disseminate a belief that suoh was not
the case, that many members of the initiated circle even
went se far as to report hum* that the flr;t statement
was not correct. It ia so, howevor, and what 1 have now
te add is that General ton Gerlach has further been
added to the party. On Saturday evening Karon voa
ManteufTcl, together with the two Prussian generals
above mentioned, bad a conference with Baron voa Hess,
the Austrian Master of tha Ordnance, at th» Ministry of
Foreign 1 (fairs. The prosence of two I*russian generals
at a conference with a nigh Austrian military authority
may in some degree be justified by the statement that
the treaty to ha negotiated turns for the most part on

military 'matters. On the other hand, men who gene¬
rally know what is going on maintain that Barou von
Matiteuffel resisted to the utmost this infusion of the es-
serco ef the A"mu ZAtuny into 1 ha conference, and te
the Austrian lhilitaire ia imputed the not very diplomatic
exclamation that " he would as lief have to negotiate
with l'askiewitsch and Menschikoff." The conferences
n ay be expected to he brought to a close this week; the
rtaty, vl.en concluded, will he laid before the Bua l
w thout any delay; and immediately consequent on this
declaratien and explanation of the two chief l'owe-s of
Germany 1 look forward to a motion being propose i by
the minor Status fc a common declaration of neutrality.

It will contribute to a clearer apprehension of the pro¬
bability of Austria's taking an energetic active psrt just
now, if F draw your attention to a communication I have
just received from a source I can depend on, viz., that in
the assurance' tt at have bsen given of late !>y Russia to
the Austrian Cabinet, there was none that Russia weuld
not pass the Lanube; but, ua tho contrary, that
P.u-sia would deubtle <s find it necessary to cress that fron¬
tier river, but that, in order not to dtstiuh t Au'tria, she
woulu cross 1 he Lower, and not tbe Upper Danabe. It
will immediately occur to many a reader that if the Rus¬
sians chore to cross at a variety of points on the Lower
Lsnube and occupy the Robrudseha. en the right wing of
the Turks, it was because they did not liad themselves
strong enough to sloim Kalefat, cross to Widdin, and so
turn the left flank of the Turks; on the other hand, it
must be i.orne in mind tlint, in giving up this latter plan,
the Russians sacrifice all the benefit likely to accrue to
their cause by a rise ef the diva(Tected Servian popula¬
tion, wl leh tlicy have been so carefully worhiag up i'ar a

long time past, and also ail the efficiency f-skirtunje) of
the biavrofori. that have bsen org -.nizod with inch great
cure for tbe disorganization of Bulgaria, and, Incident¬
ally. of tl.e Sclavoniau provinces of Austria. Further, tha
position of the Russians on the west coast of tbe Black
b'ca will hardly be tenable, as seon as the combined fleets
have any amount of land troops on hoard ready to im¬
pinge on their flunk or take them in their rear. From
what 1 can jiicl, up hero, the Russians are well aware of
thin, and of the consequent necessity of finishing their
work before the arrival of tho combined military forces
of the allies.
The liberal regulations of England and France with re¬

gard to neutrals have given the greatest satisfaction
here, and hare gained us an addition of as many friends
throughout the country as the publication of the secret
correspondence has done. Tlio Ministry of Commerce
will in all probability very shortly make ttn official com¬
munication on the subject to the different Chambers of
Commeroe throughout the kingdom.

ATTITUDE OF AUSTRIA.
[From tho London Globe, April 7.}

The ITew J 'ri.srinn Gaxctte has announced.as the sub¬
stance of the answer brought by lfuko George of Meek-
lenburg-Strelitz from the Emperor Nicholas to the ana¬
graph letter of the King of Prussia.that tho Czar offers
te conclude ]>eace, and to ovacuate the Danublan princi¬
palities if the rights which the Christian subjects of the
P< rte have recently obtained through the intervention of
France and England are guaranteed by treaties; and if,
in addition, the fleets of the Western Powers abandon the
Black Pea and the Bosphorua.
These are the conditions of which it Is stated that

Prussia "perfeetW approves,''and that Austria "may
possibly support them." As to the perfect approbation
of Prussia, or rather of his semswhat fluctuating Prus¬
sian Majesty and bis Prussian Majesty's very versatile
minister, Baron Manteuffel.we express no opinion. Bat
with regard to the '-possible support" of Austria, we
must withhold our credence from any suck conjecture.

If the Kussian Autocrat were in reality prepared to
abandon his whole couree of policy towards the Porte,
and give sufficient guaranties of that eutire retreat front
his hitherto obstinately maintained position.not only
Prussia and Austria, but France and England, could de¬
sire nothing more. Rut the intentions of governments
must be judged by their nnteoedenta. It ia kaewn to no
one better then to the Emperor of Austria, with what In¬
vincible obstinacy his Russian Imperial Majesty refused
every concession, while concosien might hare availed to

£reserve the peace of Europe unbrokea. At every stage
i the Russian inroad, the Emperor Francis Joseph em¬

ployed the most urgent instanees witb liis imperial
brother, and at every stage equally in vain. The
mission of General Giulay to bt. Petersburg at the
outset to dissuade the passage of the Prath. the
Emperer of Austria's pressing representations in
favor of the acceptation of the Turkish moditca-
tions of the Vienna notu.acain in favor of the arrange¬
ments agreed to by the Perte in pursuance of the proto¬
col of the 6th of December last.the representations
still mere urgent against pa-sing the Dauulie. and the
last forlorn effort to extract from Eraneis Joseph's '-good
brother" anything like a pledge of nay kind, viz.:.for
tiie evacuation of Die 1 anubian provinces at the close of
the war. all equally and utterly disdained and disre¬
garded, nave afforded the Aubtiian government ample
data as to Russian intentions. To supi-ose those Inten¬
tion! altogether desisted from, on the mere declaration
of war by the Western ewers, is to suppose Russia

le puMilanlmously and conspicuously feeble than shemoie p»n-illauimou!dy and conspicuously
enn yet be supposed safely. The alternative is mora con¬
gruous witli her character lhat she ii once more seeking
to tl'iow dust in German eye.i and divide European
councils.
The protractod apparent hesitations of Austria we find

fairly enough accounted for as follows, in the Paris cor-
reapoudence of the Inilffx.ndunie Btije:.Austria is in
contact with Russia on her own frontiers; while s io fin is
herself besides in contact with her on another point.by
the position which the Russians have taken in tho Danu-
bian provinces. The armies of these two countries are
aimoat in pretence. Cannon shots must very .speedily
follow a declaration of war. In such a situation, could it
be asked, could it lie desired, that Austria should declare
war at the same time with trance and England, nod so
find herself inevitably engaged jn action before themf
Was it not mare natural, mors reasonable, and infinitely
pieferable, with a view to the results aimed at, that
Austria should await the arrival ef the allied forces. In
order to give them effectual assistance, and combine her
operatious with thoirs.in a word, in order to secure
simultaneous action in war, and net merely simultaneous
declaration of it.

taining her Catholic Majosty on that throne which th*
world snows whether she has honored, aad that Russia
refused to recognise her, one might expect a declaration
somewhat more ia accordance with feelings of gratitude.
There ar* few who have not met with ingratitude in their
intercourse with mankind, and those who particularly
distinguish themselves for that vice, which no one win
admit himself to be gnity of, ar* not rarely those to whoa
the greatest services have beta rendered. Th*
habit of making such a requital for benefits has become
proverbial. But Spain has sometimes improved upon
the proverb.while she has too often forgotten the sac*
rifices made by ether* for her, she has occasionally be¬
haved best to those who have treated her ill; and it
would be only according t* the logic of Spanish stnt/es-
men to show the greatest deference to the views of the
Emperor Nicholas, for no other reason than be -ause the
Emperor Nicholas so long disdained to send a representa¬
tive to Madrid. Russia, being, a* I have observed, In the
category of th* nations which have treated Spain IB,there is ground for surmising that the Russian flotilla,
which, it appears, make* Manila its head-quarters, will
meet any facilities it may roquir* In that quarter of the
glob*.
