THE FUNERAL CEREMONIES,
Ac., Ac., Ac.

At the appointed hour yesterday morning, the Coroner
and jury me', at the Hospital, and by the sugge-tion of
Mr. Ueoin the place of boldlug the investigation was re¬

moved to the Aetor House, room No. 43. Prior to taking
the testimony, the Coroner announced lo the jury that
the unknown body supposed to have been Wilson, h id
bt en recognised to be that of Henry Christman, aged 19
years, a native of this city, who on that night was run-

ning with Hugiuo 44. The br thcr of debased, residing
at 126 Wiliott bUeet, identified the deceased by the
clothing and a mark upon ids arm. This last body
makes ten dead, which is all that have as yet come under
the cognizance of the Coroner.

EVJDKNCE OF Mil. Ml LLP.
After organizing at the Astor House, the flrst witness

called was
Zophar Mills, who being sworn, said:.Iresident 207 \fu-

' nm an exempt fireman, and now ono of
-he Trustees of tbe Fire Department; I was formerly I're-
.Wjent of the department; the tire in question war at
281 BrtaUwuy; I was at my houso wheu I heard Ui« fire
bell strike; 1 UicsscU in my ille cl< tbi'd autl ran to the
fire; I immediately went into the building to the sec<> id

tbi.-« was about 8 o'clock; when larriv. d in tout
of the building I noticed the upper stories ou lire; the
fiamefl were c« ming out of the upper windows; the front
dulining was six stories high and probably forty feet

. deep, with an extension in the rear of two stories,
cohering the balance of the lot. about sixty feet; whou
i went into the building I saw the stairs ou tire; the tl .mes
¦were coming uown from the third .dory; Tweuty-one's
pipe was there, and arranging iho hose"to go t-> werk in
the second story, and in a le v minutes the water was
thrown on the fire, which led from the second to the
third story; their stream stopped the lire from coining
'down; I then turned my attention to the rear part of the
building; on this extension Hi re was a largo skylight;
through that skylight 1 could see the reflec ion of toe
flames pouring out from the windows iu the front build¬
ing ; a ladder was then brought into the seiond
floor, and one end Ibrust through (he skv-
light to enable the firemen to get o.i tha roof
of the rear building: I went on tho roof, and o did seve¬
ral others; I then saw the urgent necessity of iiuviLg
water then- to prevent tho fire extending to the other
building; I culled to Assistaut Engineer Howard, in order
that he might send up a pipe of water, for had th it been
done, and a stream of water played on the main building,
the great heat would have kept them oir suiB, ienlly dis¬
tent on tbe rear roof, where thoy would have been safe;
notwithstanding the falling of the wall, Kngiucer Howard
inntantly came up the ladder on the roof to take a view
of It, aud immediately ordered the hose to come
up; I then went down the ladder, to assist in getting
a lino ; when about hnlf way down the la I lor,
tbe rear wall of the front building fell and carried
down with It about half the roof of the rear eaten-
.ion; carrying both floors down to the first floor or
-cellar ; 1 was on the ladder at the tim .. and of
.course descended with it; I scrambled out a a well
as 1 could: it was all nark, dust and smoke; mi fire cap
was knocked off by a timber, aud I reoeived a bruise on

my Bhoulder and other putts of my body; the instaut I
saw a gleam of light I crawled out through the ruins to¬
wards Broadway; on my wuy out I passed over au i felt
two men,who appeared to bel'aatened down by- the timbers;
they were greening and calling for help; the fir-t inan I
saw after 1 got out was Mr. MaUoli, the Chief ol rviico;
he ftof»d xH*«r the front door; 1 told him men wero under
.?he ruins; I railed also to the Ureiuen that ii. vera
ethers iu there buried in the ruins; the front .vail 03

Broadway was then stnudirg, as if n .thing was the mat¬
ter; the l.auis of the first floor seemed to be period,
on i also those on the uecond floor; 1 then want to No.
42 engine e, in Murray sirce*., and procured another
fire cap, and while 1 was nwav, on my return 1 w is tol l
that porticos of the front building fell; 1 then w< nt
through the American Hotel to the rear ol the building,
for the purpose of assisting in rescuing the inen who
were then under the ruins; 1 hail to climb over a wall to
get to the n ar.

Wituoes lit re remarked.I should like now to give my
opinion ss to the cause of this falling.
Coroner.Well, proceed.
Witzsa1 Tho rear wall of the upper four stories of

the front building was supported by irou girders or

arches, which extended from side 10 side clear across the
building, the ends being inserted iu tho walls of tbe ad¬
joining buildings; the building in question had no walls
of its own; the 1 bject of having these girders was ovl
Jently to form a large sale-room, and tho rear wall >f
the lront building had been taken away to form a contin¬
uous room or open space betwccu the first and second
stories of tho rear extension. Tho iron girder appears
t« have been verv improperly secured; in fact, ono
end of it scarcely rested on anything, and tho other
projected from the bricks; it can he seen now. This
fact, In my opinion, caused the girder to cant over,
which threw the wail out of plumb and caused it to fall
Ibis tear wall appears to me to have been like a trap
door, not being supported by any side wall, apparently
having no connection, and ready'to fall at auy m >meu't
by the tilting of tho girder either one side or the other.
Tills is my judgment in the matter. As the fire had not
been burning over twenty minutos, tbe beams were not
burnt through, nor had the fire progressed far enough
to cause any danger. On the south side of the buildiug,
next to the American Hotel, there n ppears to have beeu a

ledge of bricks run up,of four inches, being the width of one
brick; this is all that supported the beams on that side. I
di.l not notice whether the beams were iu addition let into
the main wall of the hotel: on the north side of the build¬
ing some few of tho beams were let into the wall of the
next building, but a large portion of them appeared to b s
let into trimmer beams, having no direct connection with
the main wall of the adjoining building; when this rear
Wsll fell I suppose some pari'or it fell outside an I other
portions inside, resting thore a few moments on the beams,
¦carrying them down with it, which was tho occasion
of tho second disaster; the front building 1 consider
wss the most insecure I ever witnessed; in fact, allot
those iron girders are very ducgerons, especially when
they sup; ort a wail, and tho vibration will always tend
to loosen them; in fact, this front building is the most
raiseiably constructed one 1 ever saw. patched up evi¬
dently from a dwelling house, having no proper ¦vail
erected to support itself and my only wonder is that it
did not fall by its own weight, without any fire.
To Mr. Genin, foreman of the jury.If this bail ling

had been built since the law passed, the owner w<> dd be
liable to a fine of $300, and nfier being notified, $¦>'¦> for
every twenty four hours until it hnd been removed; I
never saw a buiiding fall so soon after the lire; I Ii ive
9een thousands of buildings burned, and 1 never saw one
fall so soon before; I had not the loast idea of its falling,
nor had any one else; tlie beams were burnt but very
little; we never expoct a wall to fall until tho roof give*
wav, or some of the beams, but in this case the wall fell
and tbe roof was still on; the falling of the building was,
in my opinion, cuused by tbo \ ery improper manner of
its construction.

EVIDENCE OF MR. MILI.EK.
James I.. Miller, being duly sworn, deposed.That lie

nm a carpenter, and tired at No. 303 tiroome atre t; be
altered the building, which nas originally a dwelling
house, be should Judge from appearances: had lieeu
altered at the tiiae when he worked on it, wnich was in
1841 or '42; it had been altered previously; could not
say what time it was altered, hat it had been altered by
lowering the beams of the first story, to inakc an easy
access to the store from the street; the law in relation to
th" erection of buildings is that eight inch walls rai v be
erected to the height of thirty five feet; the building had
the appearance of having complied with the fire lvw<, by
having an additional four inch wi 11 built up side by side
Vrtth the old one; tbla was done to make the wall tirelro
inches thick, so as to comply wilii the firo laws; the
building has hcen altered, lie should judge, at two di.Ter-
ent times.that, is, one before hit altered it himself.
once to a fottr story building, and the seoond time to six
stories; the hie laws require that an eight inch Wn0 ..¦hall
not be made higher than thirty fivo feet; the alteration
in the walls must have taken place in 1842, because he
had no recollection of its having been altered s.nce; hybuilding a mall twelve inehea in thickness it nivr
be reared up as high as the party might
see fit; witness had examined the building, and found
that in some places the rear wall had the appearance of
having been sustained by a parly wall four inches thick,
and in erme places no party wnli was traceable, witness
did not examine it aa thoroughly as he might have done;
examined it on Thursday afternoon; the wall is not a

proper one to l e used in the construction of a building of
that kind; the timbers had nothing to rest upon, except,
this party wall; the fire law in relation to matters of
this description is. that no wall already built shall be in¬
creased in strength by adding to Its thickness; the build¬
ing, in his opinion, was not a proper one for the purposes
it was used for; the great fault wss ttast It had been al¬
tered many times, without taking into consideration the
purposes for which it was originally erected, nanloly, a

dwelling house; witness agreed with what Mr. Mills, the
first witness, said in reference to the building of a hack
wall, except where he states the iron girder was perfect
ly eafe; In this wall the girder wss not laid in a proper
manner; In the building in question this girder w is not put
up in a proper manner, and the wail built over it was not
put up properly-It was too slight; It had the appearance of
being a goed wall, but was too slight.not or sufficient
thickness; it should not hnve been less than twelve
inches thick; they did not comply with the law in this
farticular, it being only eight inches thick.
Coroner..Q. Whose duty was it to see that the walls

should be of sufflcisnt thicknessf
A. It was the duty of the fire wardens of that district;in many cases it is very difficult for fbem to attend to

the proper construction of buildings, aa they are often
I P»t Up at night, so as to elude the eyes of that body; fire
wardens have no authority as to the materials to be used
*¦ the construction, or the mechanical work; it la to the
ihinknsse of wells they are authorised to attend; it in
t^*t . that walls are constructed of the re¬
quired thickness in proportion to their height; they have
""¦"f other little things to attend to, such as seeing4hei ftees are not built than few lashes to any

(oroner..Q Is there a lav relative to tlur inserting >1

Umbei a?
A. 1 here is not, except that, as I said before, they are

not to Le placed tt><> near lines, they have notiiing else
to do with the manner of inserting limbers in the walls;
the lav doe- not prevent the cutting ott' of timbers and
anl-pciting them by props.

fri nt w all should linve been tied in or anchored with the
s:di well-; it wns built up between them without any
fae'ening whatever, exrept mortar; tho way he judged
tin.t there were no anchors wns. that they would havo
remained in ibo aiilo wulls, or hove shown some appear¬
ance ol having been torn out; was not present at the
lire.
Juror. Did you ever hear any complaint made against

the building?
A I can't sny that I have; the front had an appear¬

ance to deceive a ] tactical man.
Juror.Was the building made another story higher

before or aftrryou altered it?
A. After; there are several other buildings in this city

jii-t as unsafe us this one; there i- one at the corner of
Pioadway and 1 ark place;iln not thinkthatany buildings
originally erected for dwelling* are cafe for store pur¬
port e; lhole Is a building formerly occupied as llnth-
bun's Hotel, in which, I understand, a safe of 2.800
pounds has been placed, and If that building does take
fire the safe will come down from floor to floor; the
hiiildirg as a whole was not safe and calculated for the
pu.iioset for which it was used; ho had been engaged in
the business foril.e last twenty years, and ho had never
seen such a bs.il case as that of the building in question;
he could, however, point out a dozen buildings quite as
dangerous as the one in question, some of which have
been rem rti-d ns dangerous by the Fire Wardens; there is
no fiie law that can reach a building after it has been
etecled elghtn n months; after t! at an injunction has
to be is-ued from one of the court again -', the building
as a nuisance; a large number of buildings have been
reported by the Fire Wardens as dangerous, but no no¬
tice was token of it by the Common Council; witness
heard tho last annua! report of the Fire Wardens read,
an'1 many buildings of this character wore spoken of,
and tt.c p lace- so spoken of were designated.

stand; bus never seen them lose any oll.cr c i.ir.ie when
a rt j ott is ma le, than ordering it to bo p.-iulod.
Jirrr.C. I n you lliink that twelve tire wardens can

perform llie duties allotted to them in a proper mannet?
A..Ko, sir; I think that the present number of men

(111) i- lu-cfficietit. When they take Into consideration
t> c gicat number of buildings erected, It would take two
m n, at lea- ', to attend to each ward. TI.e salary of the
I1 it wardens is only $600 pier year, and is insufficient to
p: y tl em. if they di.-char,-e their duties propi rly. It is
no expected that these twelve men should give undivide 1
attention to their duty. Wit noes had been a lire warden
when the lrw made it binding npion tho Assistant Engi-
nurs to pu iforin the duties of that office The law, how-
e- er, was altered, and was only in forco lor one year, not
Lemg found to work well.

It ht-ing now ahont 1^4 o'clock, the Coroner adjourned
lie inquest until 10 o'clock this morning, out of respwet
o one of the victims of the late catastrop.be, John B.
O'l'ci nell whose funeral was to take place at 2 o'clock.

FUNERAL OK JOI1N ACBICK KEYSER.THE CEREMO¬

NIES IN SAINT JAMES' CHURCH.
Tlie remain* of thia lamented young man were re¬

moved from the residence of hia parents, in Houston
street, yesterday afternoon, and eonveyed to the Saint
.Tomes' (I.uthcran) church, In Mulberry street, whore
the coffin was placed on a bier standing immediately in
front of the reading desk. The coffin was very rich, and
surmounted wiih the usual breastplate, inscribed with
the name and age of the deceased. Upon the lid lay a

garland of white flowers.
In the pews fronting the coffin rat the parents, bro¬

thers, sisters ami immediate relatives of the deceased,
and at tbne o'clock every other seat in the body of the
church was filled with ladies anil gentlemen, who formed
a very large, respectable and sincerely sympathizing
congregation.
The members of 6ity Hose Company No. 8 were placed

at the foot of the coffin. They wero drossed in deep
mourning, and wore their badges shrouded with crape.
One boro the lire cap of Keyser, which was also covered
with black silk c raje. As the people entered the church,
they wulkidupthe right aisle, and took a la it look at
the swollen.but not disfigured.countenance of their
dcpaited friend.
At 1 alf past three o'clock, the Rev. Dr. Brice and Rev.

Mr.Sehalck, accompanied by the pall bearers, came from
the veslry, when the choir gave forth a requiem hymn,
l'.ev. Mr. cchulik ascended the reading desk and offered
np a ] layer, alter which the 443d Psalm was chaunted.
The revctcnd gentleman then took for his text the

words of our Saviour in the garden of Getb«emanc, when
he said:.'father, if it he possible, let this cup pass
from me;" but immediately after added, ''Not my will,
but thino bo done." The reverend gentleman from this
preached a sermon fnll of consolation, exhorting all to
drink tlie cup.though hitter.with patience, because it
is presented by a loving God. At the conclusion he gave
prayer; after which the coffin was conveyed from the
church by eight pall bearers, and taken to the family
vault in the cemetery at Second street.

Mr. Koyser w as a bookkeeper in the office of Messrs.
Ocl c r hauft n. sugar refiners, who elo.ol their establish
merit yestcniy afternoon so that those in their employ
might have an opportunity of pay ing their last tribute of
resj ect to I.Is r.vmory. Their appearance at the funera'
111 a body p roduced much impression and feeling.

Ft SI.BAI. OF MICHAEL FLYNN.
The fum ral of Michtel Klynn, one of the sniTerers by

the Broadway co'rmity, took pilaco yesterday, at 1 P. M.,
from bis father's residence, No. S3 Wslhor street A
large Bomber of friends and relatives assembled at the
hour appointed, to pay a last sad tribute to the memory
of the dci used, and a train of ten mourning coaches
were in attendance, waiting to accompany the body to
its final resting place, in Calvary Cemetery. Many mem¬

bers of the Whitehall Benevolent Association joined in
the procession shortly after leaving the house, snd gave
it qnitean imposing appearance. One of the most inter¬
esting features of the occasion was the presence of a large
number of the juvenile friends of the deceased, youths,
whose ages ranged between fifteen and eighteen years,
who joined In the sad ceremonies of the occasion. The
funeral procession passed through Walker street to

Broadway, and thence over the ferry to Williamsburg,
where the remains of the deceased were interred.

FUNHtAL OF ANDREW C. SCHENCK.
The obsequies of this unfortunate young man wero per¬

formed yesterday afternoon at the residence of his bro¬
ther, William R. Schenck, Jr., No. 79 West Thirteenth
street. It will be remembered that poor Schenck was ta¬
ken from the rains In a mangled condition, nnd removed
to the dead house of the City Hospital, where he lay till
the Coroner granted his friends permission to remove the
body. Young Schenck was a member of Hook and Lad¬
der Company No. 1, and was highly esteemed by his bro¬
ther firemen. A very large company assembled yesterday
to perform the hut sad dntiee to the deceased. The mem¬
ber* of his fire company were out In full, together with
the members of the aeoond company of the National
Guard, in citisens' dress. After the usual funeral eere-

monies were performed at the house, the eoffin, bearing
the name of its occupant, time of his birth, dsnth, and

age, (24 yearn and 0 months,) npnn a hoary aflrer plate,
»a» f lared in tlie hearse ri<1 taken to CreeuWood ttau-
terv, followed by a long train of carriage* flftod with
mesner». The eDgine house of this company la hand-
acirs-iy dra|rd in mourning in rcapoct for tb ir departed
friend.

FUNERAL OF JOHN B. O'dOWNKLL.
The oWqoh a of John B. OTonnrtl one of the mem

ber* of Engine Co. Ko. 42, were celebrated yesterday.
The remnina of the deceased were couvoyed from the
residence of his father, Coroner OTlonneB, in Oliver
afreet, to the CatboHc Church, wheie the funeml aerrice
woe read, after which they were deposited in the vault*
of Calvary Church. The funeral wan attended by the
members of Engine Co. No. 42, and a large number of the
friends of the family. I'pou the coffin was the following
inscription :.

The deceased had been, ut tlie tiuie of lib death, a
member of E.ngiue Co. No. 42 over two years and u li.ilf,
and was teepeetc<l by his brother firemen for his noble
qunlit'ee, atnt ng which hi* self dovo'tion and intrepidity
were conspicuous. Wo have already given a detailed no-

count of the manner in which he lost his lifo, and the
heroic enduri-trce and manly fortitude with which he
Is i e his Hufluriugx; hut we forgot to state that it was in
the attempt to rescue others he was killed. In the great
!».«* which hi* family have sustained, the thought of thie
fact will serve in some degn e to allu.iate the deep grief
into which they, aloug witli so many other*, tiave been
plunged by tlie terrible catastrophe of Tuesday uight.

UNKRAL OF GEORGE UKINHAUD.
The remains of George Deinhard, another of the victims

of tl.e late catastrophe, were interred yesterday In New
York Bay Cemetery, to which they were followed by a

large concourse or his friend*, among whom were the
members of Engine Company No. 11, to which he be¬
longed. I'pon his coffin was this inscription :.

The deceased lost bis life by the falling of the aecond
wall, while attempting to rescue those who had been
buried under the ruina of the first. lie entered the build¬
ing with Michael Klynn, whose body waa found lying be¬
side him. All who knew him bear testimony to his
frank and generous nature, while the manner or his
death is the strongest evidence that can be given of his
intrepidity and self devotion. His family have lost in
him an affectionate brother and a devoted son, and his
acquaintances will long remember him as a generous and
warm hearted friend.

Now is the proper time to obtain the general recogni¬

tion of the principle, not by a treaty, n Portugal pur¬
chased it oncehy most important commercial concessions,
but by a jerfect understanding with all other maritime
I overs Tie United states ha' e taken the lead in regard
to it. and now is the time for France, Sweden, Denmark,
r-us'la. Holland, Sardinia, Belgium and Naples, to come
in. and etiange that which England concedes .'for the
j refi nt" into a permanent, ft\ed law, for the guidance
of nil civilised nations. In doing this, the United States
will do in repaid to England what Cromwell once did in
regard to Holland.
The naval power of the Tiutch wns then preponderat¬

ing in Europe, and for this reason the I'rotcctor consti¬
tuted himtelf the champion of the rights of nnutralt;
but when England her elf became mistress of the sea,
elie became us nggressivi as the Butch had been before
her, and commenced plundering ships on th" high seas.
The championship of the rights of neutrals now devolves
upon the i'nited States: but it is not to be secured by
treaty with England, but by a perfect understanding
with all other maritime powers, which shall forco K.ng-
laud to recognise the principle in its fullest latitude, now
and forever.
