AJJegul Treaty with Sltitro^ua.
Central American affairs hare a chronic intcr-

ciittency. They come tip at stated intervals,
ore discussed in the Senate, talked about in the
newspapers for a while, and then disappear
again. Such has been their coarse for the last
live years; and, so far as we can discover, they
are us far front a solution now as ever. There
arc certain diseases capable of easy cure, if
taken in time and treated radically, but which
become complicated and dangerous in the hands
of a quack. 8oof this Central American ques¬
tion; originally of easy solution, it luts been be¬
devilled by political charlatans until it has be¬
come involved and troublesome, and altogether
a nuisance. The policy of our government in
respect to it has been vacillating and hesitating,
and productive of no result beyond losing us
tbe confidence of our friends and augmenting
the coutempt of our enemies.
By advices from Washington we learn that,

the w hole matter has again come up, in the form
of a treaty negotiated with the government of
Nicaragua by Mr. Borland, the representative
of the United States in Central America. The t

provisions of tbe treaty are not known, beyond
that the United States recognizes the sovereign¬
ty of Nicaragua over the Mosquito shore.that
is to say. recognizes the boundaries which Nica¬
ragua possessed as a province of Spain, and
subsequently as a sovereign republican State,
until forcibly deprived of a portion of her ter¬
ritory by Great Britain, under the pretence that
it belonged to the so-called Mosquito King, over

whom Great Britain, for sinister purposes, as¬

sumes to exercise a powrer which she disguises
as a " protectorate.''
Of course the announcement of such a treaty

has elicited a familiar howl from that portiou
of the American press in the English interest,
and we are told " that its object is to place the
Unitcd States government in a hostile position
towards that of Great Britain, in pursuance of
the policy adopted by Mr. Squier, when he was

Ministerin Nicaragua." These mercenaries of
Eugland arc reinforced, on this occasion, by a

set of men who profess to have obtain¬
ed what is called '. the Mosquito Grant,"
or an assignment of a part of certain grants of
land made by some anterior "Mosquito King."
and which, although subeequently revoked,
they hope to use. iu some unexplained way. to
their own advantage. The recognition of Ni-
caraguan sovereignty over the Mosquito shor
would seriously interfere with their scheme,
and hence they, too. with their corps 0f letter
writers, are out in full cry against the alleged
treaty. It has been negotiated, they say, with¬
out instructions from the government; but a«
that seems to be the way in which our
business is generally done, the proceed¬
ing can liardly be called irregular. Bat
whether the treaty is palatable to England or

not; whether it suits the purposes of this or
that man or set of men ; or whether it is
in accordance with instructions from Washing¬
ton. or got up by Mr. Borland on his own re¬

sponsibility, is oflittle consequence. There la
no doubt of the existence of such a treaty, and
the only question with us is this.does it accord
with a sound American policy? Does it meet
our duty, and our thousand promises, direct
and implied, to Nicaragua?
Wo should insult the intelligence of every

render of this paper were we to go into a se¬
rious refutation of the Anglo-Mosquitian pre¬
tensions on the east shore of Central America.
The so-called Mosquito kingdom is composed of
a handful of miserable savages, without settled
habitations, without laws, without a written
language or fixed institutions, and destitute of
even a distinct idea oi God.111 no respect en¬
titled to be regarded as a nationality capable of
understanding, and much less of exercising, the
duties of a sovereign State. In virtue of
certain equivocal relations with these savages,
originating in buccaneering times. Englandhas
assumed at intervals a species of protectorate
over them. But during the existence ofSpanish
authority in America she was obliged to retract
and disavow this protection as often as it was
asserted, and finally, formally and bv treaty, to
recognise Spanish sovereignty over the Mos¬
quito shore. l>ut when the revolution in Span¬
ish America extinguished the power of the
Spanish crown, and the republics which suc¬
ceeded her became involved in dissensions, then
England began gradually to revive her pretea
h iw on the Mosquito shore, and sent agents
there to advance her interests. And when the
acquisition of California gave, for the first time
en Immediate practical importance to the ques¬
tion ol inter-oceanic communication, she hasten
e«l to seize upon the key to one of the probable
great routes of transit. In other Words, she took
forcible possession of the port of Sau Juan de

prosivc of his sympathies with that State. The
iiii (ruction* to this representative denied in the
rnott emphatic manner the principle of the al¬
leged British protectorate, as it did equally
the pretension.- to sovereignty in the Mosquito
ravages. Mr. Kquier, in accordance with these
instructions, formed a treaty of the largest lib
uuliiy to the United States, and whielT recog¬
nised ihe sovereignty of Nicaragua as exteiid-
iug . rom sea to sea. 1 his treaty was approved
l>y Gcu. Taylor, and by him sent to the Senate
for rutiticatiou. In a speech made by Mr. Clay¬
ton in lbil, he said:.
C.n. Taylor deniicd to recognise the Nicaragu i title

. wr ilie Alnsquito shore, by the troaty <>i Mr. Squier
et i. it llie question, alter submitting the treaty to the

t< uale, lo be lieoidi-il as the .Senate should thiuk proper.
Hud (his treaty been ratified, the direct issue

with Grout Britain.the oiic to which we must
sooner or later Curao.would have been raised,
mid the whole Central American question have
been settled lorevcr ; for after the United
States hud taken this high ground, the '. pro
tcctorate" and the " Mosquito kingdom" would
never have been heard of more. Sir II. Bulwer
saw all this, and labored night and day to dc-
feat the treaty. In doing .-o he was favored by
circumstance'. The slavery question had be-
come an absorbing cue in Congress ; G?n. Tay-
lor died suddenly ; a new auminisiration,ambi-

| tious of rev. reing the policy of that which pre¬
ceded it, fi llou ed ; and Bulwer had enough
influence to procure the recall of Mr. Squier,
who was the only officer left, likely to give him
trouble. Elated by his good fortune, be even
had the audacity to send to the American Secre¬
tary of State a substitute for the treaty nego¬
tiated by an American ambassador! Treaty,
substitute and all, went, however, the Lord
knows where, lor no one ever heard of them
again.
Subsequent efforts to negotiate a treaty with

Nicaragua, on a different basis, and leaving the
Mosquito question out of the case, system iti-
cnlly luilcd, us did also a discreditable attempt
jointly made by Great Britain and the Ameri¬
can Executive, to define the Mosquito kiugdom
and place it under the joint protection of Eng¬
land and the United States.
The Clayton and Bulwer treaty, which it was

said was to accomplish indirectly what that of
Mr. Squier would have done directly, has
proved worse than a failure. So far from ter¬
minating the obnoxious protectorate, and re¬

storing the Mosquito coast to its legitimate
ov\ ner, it is claimed by Great Britain to be a

recognition of her pretensions audan admission
of savage covcrciguty. Practically, so fir as j
carry ing out the policy of the United Si Uj. is
concerned, it is worse than auullity, and shim 1
he got rid ol' with all despatch. It was nego¬
tiated ou a false principle, lor it is a practical j
admission of British pretensions to interfere in
the domestic relations of American States
'Ihc principle involved in the refusal to trea
with France and England, in respect to Cuba,
1ms an equal application hero.
Furthermore, as binding the United State

from ' acquiring dominion" in Central America
forever, it is unconstitutional and absurd. It
is not in the competence of the treaty-making
power to impo c tuck restraints upon the
country.
Wc have now presented a luceinct outline of

the negotiations touching Nicaragua and the
Motquito shore. The United States has always
denied the validity of the Briti-h protectorate,
denied the claim to nationality made on behalf
of (he Mosquito savages, and asserted over them
the rovereign rights of Nicaragua. We can

never admit the right of Great Britain to ac¬

quire practical sovereignty, establish quasi co¬

lonies. and acquire territory in America, under
the pretence of "protecting" Indian tribes.
Nor can we permit such assumptions on her
part, or that of any foreign power, without
abandoning our settled policy, nor without
danger to our peace. Neither can wc admit
any cla m to sovereignty i. the Mosquito Kin-
or any other Indian in America. Wc have ub
ways maintained, in common with every other
nation, thnt the Indian title is one of occupancy
merely, to be extingui-hed at the will of the
government of the country within which
the Indians cxi-t. -To admit a contrary

Complaints have been frequent of late, among the

Oflice, of the failure of their letters, many of tlietn con-

tain'ng drafts, checks, orders for goods, and in some

cures hank notes. Ihe number of these complaints, and
the fact that many of tho missing letters contained
nothing of value, induced tho belief that the contents of
Sims of tho boxes were somehow obtained by dis¬
honest persona outside of the office. This suspicion
was increased by unknown persons calling for
the contents of boxes, the owners of which had given
tideis to deliver to but one individual, except upon a

written order. Of course those attempts were umuc.-.i*
ful. But in a largo majority of cases, from two to a

dozen persons arc allowed to call for letters ft -n oue

box, which makes it very difficult for tho delivery clerks
to guard against fraud.

future be immediately detected,
