department. Contrary to general anticipation, there
has been an increase of nearly half a million of dollars
In the amount of specie on hand. This in the face of
the Urge shipments of specie to foreign porU is some¬

what extraordinary. The country banks hare for some

time past been drawn on largely for specie^ in the regu-
Ution of exchanges, and our supply of the precious me¬

tals has, therefore, been groater than the exporU. The
banks hare been able to present a more favorable ex¬

hibit than expected. The returns show an Increase of
*494.672 in discounts, *4,136,128 in deposits, *445,320 in
circuUtion, and *485,686 in specie. The reported in¬
crease In deposits is merely nominal, and must not be
considered as any augmentation of bank facilities. Tbe
specie department of the banks must be seriously de¬
pleted by the drain for European account, in spite of the
receipts from the country banks, as soon as the ex¬

changes turn against us. We shall then see tight times
in Wall street.

X The undersigned unites in the recommendation of the
foregoing report, that all proceeding* fur the opening or ex

Hut os the aufjcct has attiacted ninch attention, and
hern extenilvely discussed in various quarters, he deems it
due to himself to state mare fully the grounds on which he
hsn heon led 'o that conclusion.
In June, lt.11. a resolution was passed by the Common

Council to extend Albany street from Crrenwich street
to Trinity place, and Commissioners of Estimate and
Assessment were thereupon appointed by the SuperiorCourt.

In March, 1n'>2, a report made by the same Commission¬
ers. x> as presented to the eonrt for confirmation, hut was re-
fcrred back to tliom for rcvisal and correction, and no sub-
sequent report Irom the said Commissioners, or other pro¬
ceedings, appear to hove been since pre tented, or to have
taken place in the said matter.

In the meantime, and about the commencement of the
yesr IS'i ecr'ain owners and lcescos of property in the first

iftheprorward, in the immediate neighborhood oft he proposed exten
sion, petitioned the Hoard of Aldermen, eel ting forth that
they l oliev ed that public convenience would be materially
pre united by expending Albany street to llroadway, and
praying that each further action as might ho necessary
should to takcu for that purpose Remonstrances agaiuet
such extension to Broadway wcro also received from the
Roctor, Church Wardens, and Yostrymen of Trinity Cnurch,
and from the owners of other property In the vicinity, and
su> h petitions and remonstrances were referred to the Com¬
mittee on Streets, who. on or about the 12th day of 11 mem¬
ber. 18.13, presented their report and offered a resolution re

commeuding, in suhstanco, that thu resolution paised in
Juno, lhfil, for extending Albany street from Grjonwich
street to Trinity place, e amended so that Albany street
sbcnld he further extended from Trinity place to Broadway,
and that the Counsel to the Corporation take the nenetrary
legal measures to carrv he same into effect. The sai l re-

p. rt and resolution, which will be found as Document No
i,4 of the last Board of Aldermen, was taken up and passed
by that Board on the 27th, concurred in by the Hoard of
Assistants on the il'th. and approved by the Mayer on the
31st of December last: and proceedings wire thereupon
taken by the Counsel oft he Corporation, to havo the rulo of
ccnrtly which the Commissioners for extending Albany
street to Trinity place bad been appoint d in 1851, so altered
and amended us to embrat o the opening of Aihany; street to
Broadwev. and to appoint oommiesionurs of estimate and
a-fcsenioht in the matter so altered and tmended.
The application of the Court fur that purpose was noticed

forthellth February last; but tho resolution referred to
this committee having een offered on the 12th of January
last while such notice was pending no application in pur
suance of such notice has as yet been made at the Court,
l.ut the same remains suspended until some final action
shall have been taken on tho proceedings of the committee.
Inasmuch ns the resolut.on referred to this committee

proposes that all proceedings in regard to the opening ur
extending of Albany street should ho discontinued as unne¬
cessary. uncalled for, and not contributing to the general
good and interests of thu city, it has been deemed proper to
give this brief statement of all auoh proceedings now pend¬
ing and coming within the firman of said resolution.
The undersigned is of opinion that snch reiolutiotvneces-

snrily imposes upon the committee the doty of considering
the propriety uf repealing not only the resolution passed on
the Mst of December last, to continue the opening of Alba¬
ny street, from Trinity plsoo to Broadway, but also the re¬
solution passed in Jnne. 18.11, to open Albany street, from
Greenwich street to Trinity place, and of discontinuing till
legal proceedings which havo Icon Instituted under either
of the said resolutions
Of tho two propositions thus Involved in tho reference to

nmitlee, tbe proposed amendment, whereby it isyour commit-.-,
contemplated to sxtond Albany street through Trinity
Churchyard to Broadway present* in itself the only impor
tent question to he determined.
The' proceedings now pending to open Albany street to

?oar to nave excited any public in-Trinity place, do not appoar t
tercet or personal feeling, and it may he fairly assumed that
they were instituted merely ae a first step towards the con¬

templated extension t o Broadway, and to obtain some foot¬
hold to overcome the impediment of cutting through Trini¬
ty Churchyard, a measure which has always in-t with a
strong and determined oppoeiti n from a very large portion
of tbe community. If the attempt now so strenuously made
to effect this object should fail, (as it cannot be pretended
that public renver.ience would he at all promoted by open¬
ing the street to Trinity place and stopping there,) no suf¬
ficiently strong reason appears for further promoting tho
pending proceedings for that purpose.
The undersigned, therefore, regards the mat'er referred to

in the light of an original proposition, to extend Aihany
from Greenwich street to Broadway, and the aim ofstreet from

the committee hie bceu arrive at a just conclusion as to
the expediency of such a measure under existing circum¬
stances.
A degree of public excitement unusial in ordinary eases of

opening streets, baviag appeared to exist in regard to this
project, tbe committee deemed ft their duty to give a full and
patient hearing to all parties desirous uf presenting their
views, cither is advocates or opponents of tbe measnrc. Tor
this purpose they have held several meetings open to the pub-
lie, and havo heard the arguments of counsel employed
l y the respective parties interested, as well as the oh
lections an 1 statements of many private citirens whose
feelings appear to l-e warmly enlisted in this matter. Tbe
excite sent and feeling which have been tbns manifested, not
onlv bob.ro the committee, hot in pamphlet and newspaper
articles, have been avowedly roused In opposition to tho pro¬
posed extension of tbe street through toe burying ground
attached to Trinity Church, and t j any dlstnrbanco or re
moval of tho remains of tbe dead deposited there.
I'pon the present as upon all previous ocoasions when

ri ch a project has been proposed, it has been strenuously
rosiited by t large and respectable portion of onr citisens,
many of whom have had rolatlvoi interred In this church
yard and sll of whom feel a strong repugnance to any vie-
atlon of tho grave for socular purposes. .

Independently of theso considerations, however, the flh-
entity or expedronry sf tho proposed extension of Aihany
street, ss a measure required for pnblto convenience, has
been fully discussed and ewnmined

1 h it the opening of this street will be a measure of public
utility, must be affirmatively established before the city
government can rightfully undertake it

ea before;It has been urged before yonr committee that it is a men
sure not only of pnbllo utility, but In some degree of public
nocessitv, to increase the means of commnnioatlin between
the North and East riverain the lower part of the city-
that the existing thoroughfares art Insaflleitat, and that

loftnthe business of that section of ths oity suffers inconveniences
snd delays for the want of another street from Broadway
to the Nirth Rivtr, below Cedar street.

It is mainly on tdts ground thnt the advocate of tho
measure claims tbat it will promote the publio interest.

It is certninly on* of the greatest Importance that the
meroantil* community be supplied with tbe amplest means
of ready commuaication between the North nnd East
rivers.
But ther# Is no evidence before your committee that the

importers nnd ship owners chiefly interested, or any other
mercantile class, consider the existing means of communi¬
cation nsuffleieat, or desire that this measure be carried
out.did this alleged necessity exist, onr shrewd, active and
Intelligent merchants wonld assuredly have shown them¬
selves alive to tbeir own interests and mad* thslr views and
wishes known. Their omi'sion so to do is strong evidence
tlst thoy will derive no benefit from the proposed street.
This Is confirmed by the fact that tbe parties who repre¬

sent nearly,fifty lots la Pin* street, expressly remonstrate
agaiastit; and, if the merchants, whose pfaee of holiness is
in that street, will gain nothing by this new eommnnioation
with the North river, what ncrtloa of the mercantile com¬
munity can It possibly benefit?
The business of th* city, both north and south of that

stroot, has alroady amplo and dlroct aoooss to tho North
river.

It is also to h* observed that ther* art already within
the district to he affected, more streets running from Broad
way to tho North river than to tho East. On tha oast side
there art four:.Maiden lane, Wall street, Pin* and Liberty;
on the west sr# five.Rector, Thames, Cedar, Liberty end
Conrtland, two of which, Coder and Liberty, have been
within a few years widened and mad* convenient thorough
fares for a much larger travel than yet paaees throngh
them Bey street, the next above on tho west eld*, has
been improved in the tame manner. It teems manifest,
therefore, that if increased means ef communication he
tween the North and East rivers be desirable, it is on the
east side of Broadway, not the west, that a new avenue
should be opened.
But were lb* fart otherwise, sad were th* necessity of a

new street oa the west aide considered, your committee
eoaiiderthat it wonld he for many reasons anwis* to open
it at the point now contemplated.
For tbe proposed extension ot Albany street will be of an

practical vain* a* a direct communication between th*
((.(th fill Jul rtrvjs, wit** rttt itcegt, whilk Wfm*

it' Eaet*rm end coatrae is almost to the dimouiou of an
alley, be widened throughout its whole length.And toi* proposed extension contemplates n now Itroot
within forty foot of. nud parallel to ono that nlron iy exists;tie widening of Thames atrtot will give tho public every¬thing it would gnin by tho opening of Albany street, and
eeoomplisli the «m« result without sbeoking tlio preju¬dices nnd awakening tho riolont opposition o. n large portlon of the community.
Another and a most serious objection in. in tbo grado of

tbo propooed atroot, wbicb will bo noarijr liko tbat of Boo
tor crook. Ik io tl in grado which makes Koctor an l
Tbamoa atraeka Inconvenient for tbo tranaportat ion
heavy good* Nothing whatever could bo gmuud by w
nroatiou of another avenue equally oljooiieuablo on a
anrno ground, Heavily ladon carta would atill go out of
tbeir way to paaa through battery place or the rocentlywldonod atroeta north of Thames atroot to tba North river,whatever might bo tbo width of Alkaoy otroet aa extendedio Broxdway. And this ojectiou rnuuot be romorod. A
atroot leading from Broadway to the North riror throughTrinity Churchyard mnat ho atoep aud inoonvenient, au l
will coriaiuly not bo gonorally utod for tho carriage of
gooda.
On this point yonr committee apeak with oonfidenro; be¬

tween uve and aix hundred of that respeeiable and intelli-
gentclaaa, the oartmcu of thia city, who liavo uuited in a
remoatratce againat the proposed opening ol Albany atroct,
on thn exproao ground that if opened it* grade weald bo
eoch they would not aae it.
Your committee eannot bnt regard thia oxpreaalon of

opiuion aa a material and contrulllag element in thn deter-
n (nation of thi* question.
Tbat the mercanlile rlars neglects to urge the meaonro ia

strong e\idence that tho mercantile intereat deea not re¬
quire It. Ilut that thcae whoae daily earnlnga depend on
the facllitiea for conituunicatinn between different aeetlona
of the city, and are increased by every enlargement of thoao
facllitiea, expreaaly remonatrate agninat a propoaition for
-enlarging them. g* practically worthleaa, aeetna ooncluairo
againat it. If the proposed new atreet would in foot enable
a cartman to carry ten load* from Sonlh otroet to tbo North
river in tho time now required to carry nine, and ao to in-
create hie daily protita and diminish las dally labor, thia
remonstrance would novcr have boon signed by the tire hun¬
dred of the thrifty, cleor headed and energetic men who art
eutrustcd with the transfer, from one part to another in our
great metropolis, of the products whioh the whole world
eend* here for distribution through onr weatern ouutinont.
Thia moat material faot makes it nnneoosary for your

committee to dwell on various other considerations whioh
dt servo some w eight.
How fir, for instance, would the new atreet he of prmoti-oal value even to a peJcstrian in wintor, with n high em¬

bankment or ito south side < ntting off tho aunahiuo, leovingtho apow drift unthxwed and tho niud undried, and fester¬
ing Tor four or Uve months uf the twelve.
Ike undersigned is led by the foregoing considerations to

the coLoluaiun that the public intercut wilt nut bo at ml
promoted by the extension of Albany street, and that evon
if a new end enlarged street betweeu Broadway end the
North river be deslrablo, It should be opened or enlarged
at icno other point, where its grado will onablo it to he
i onveniently used, and not In the line of the proposed ox-
tension, where it wl l he piactlcally worthleis. On this
ground alono he feels JviatlBed in recommending the repealuf the ordinance for the opening of Albany street.
But thia recommendation for its repeal ii founded on

another ground, which seems equally ooncluairo, whether
the opening of Albany street bo, in tho Judgment of the
Board, expedient ur inexpedient.This opening can be executed only after certain legal
proceedings in the Supremo Cunrt, instituted by the elty
government nnd oontrolled at every step by tho general
law of the State. That law requires the appointment bytho court of commissioners, who shall estimate tho valuo of
the lands nfle-ctcd by the proposed improvement and deter-
mine the amount of the assessments and awards tur com
pensatton to he psid aud received by their respective own¬
ers. On the coming in o. the report of the commissioners,the conrt is hound to dismiss the epplicatinn if it appearsthat the majority of tho parties interested oppose it. It
c&nnot take into vlow 'he expediency of the lneasnro or theunreasonableness of the oejections.the fact that a ma¬
jority ol lcct is conclusive.
After thorough Lnd carofnl Inquiry by yonr commiltoe, it

appears that a majority, both iu number and interest, will
he fonnd opposed to Ibis measure.
Trinity Church holding land worth from ono hundred and

fifty totwo hundred and fifty thousand dollars, which the
opening of All any afreet would convert to the public use,
the owners uf "Trinity Building" on tho north sl.lc of the
churchyard, which would ho largely asscsaod fur benefit, or
the ontiro block on which the olu City Hotel stood, a greatmajority of tho partios interested in real ostato on Broad¬
way anil the streets east of Broadway, which wuuld ho
chief'y alfcctcd by the proposed opening, oppose itetrona
ously.
Even in Creenwloh street and its tributaries, where it is

claimed tbat ri al estate will bo largely increased in valuo
hy this tnriisuro, it is far from receiving an unanimous sup¬
port. Many property owners in that district uppese it, or
remain neutral, unwilling that their pecuniary interest
should bo promoted by the disinterment of the thousands
whose graves tho proposed new street would violate.
There is, therefore, no doubt, that a large majority of the

parties in interest will formally oppose tlio opening of Alba
ny street when the proper time shall arrlvefor making their
of lections known, anu that the inexsuro will consequentlyfall through.
And if tills he so, tho ordinance in question should ho re¬

pealed, whatever opinion may be ontertaiaed as to its ox-
peoicney or necessity. It would he clearly unjust and un¬
wise to lurden tho tax payers nf tho city with tho costs of
an application to the Supremo Court, and of all tho com¬
plicates and voluminous t recordings of commissioners, with
the moral certainty before ns that tlio whole proceeding will
lend to no practical result. That the measure must, iu all
human probability fail, isa conclusive reason why it should
notle undertaken.
But oven were H doubtful on which side the preponder¬

ance of lutircst will he found, there are other grannds for
believing that this ordinance cannot ho carried into effect.
'1 here has boon in various forms a strong expression of publie opinion against it.
The papers before yonr committco show about seventy ap¬plicants for the opening of the strcot. Of these seventeen
