God had promt ed that the knowledge of
the Lord should cover the whole earth, and it was for the
accomplishinent of such an eud that the society labored.
He contended that the Church of Rome present* 1 the
r-jiue front of iniquity now that it ever did It was one

Wherever it was found in past or pre-
eent ages.whether in the priest or the people-.it wa§

the Mime. All he esked for the truth of God was a fair
field and no favor. He was not afraid that Popery would
mai e anv alarming progress in this country, so long as

there were Hibles in the land. He supposed that the
Roman Catholic force in the United States was under
three millions, and there were twenty millions of Pro-
tea'anta opposed to them. I/x>king at the Methodists
alotie they numbered three clergymen to every Catholic
priest, and he would match any Methodist clergyman
against a Roman Catholic priest. He would pit the
Methodists against the Catholics of this country, and
felt certain that the orrner would drive them down the
steep hill In the aoa. (Laughter and applause.)

A resolution of thanks to the Board of Manager* was

offered by the Rer. Mr. Hagne. A motion to print the
report » as also offered; and both were adopted.

Rer. Mr. Grsirr of Washington. addressed the meet¬
ing Aftei a brief allusion to the death of the President,
he said that in his opinion the Almighty bad favored the
children of Africa over and above his own select people.
Avarice had. two centuries ago. introduced them to this
country and when there was no missionary spirit to
carry the gospel to them the spirit of avarice had
brought them here to be educated aud Christianized.
He knew they had become educated as tie had recentlytravelled through Georgia, aud had addressed large,well dressed and respectable audiences of slaves.
He aid rot intend to he understood as apologizing for
any wrongs which Africa had received, but only to re-
commi nd this colonisation society, because great aud
good principles lie beneath it. He thought more goodwould e< me out of it than from any other means. It
wsa a remarkable fact that the spirit of missions com¬
menced aL the same time that the first free State, the
itiiti.-'j colony of Sierra Leone, was founded by Granville
SUarpe That colony has flourished, and in its territory
arc included persons who speak front one hundred to one
hundred and fifty different African languages. The re
public of Liberia, which includes five hundred mile) of
const la rapidly increasing in population, and it* in¬
fluence will be felt for good for many years, it I* by no
meant transitory, but has within it all the elements of a
free, permanent Christian commonwealth At Gambia the
Wesieyans have a flourishing missionary station At
Sierra I.'one. the native missionaries are educated, so
that they cango hack to the interior, carrying the prin¬ciples of'the Christian religion. Many learned men nave
laid down their lives in this work, and it was a most
touching aiabt to see their graves. In the ainele repub¬lic of Liberia every denomination of Evangelical Chris¬
tiana ia repire-ented.

All
this merit*d a grant thanks iving, that this once de¬
spised, abused and calumniated colony, was now a nation
recognized and honored.th* only nation where the black
man could take his place as an enlightened freeman.
There is nothing finer in the world's history than the
orgaairation and growth of this republic of Lib»rla
How proudly does it entnpmre with the greatest nations of
Europe I With all the difllcultiv* of climate under which
the republic of Liberia labor*, the nation has become
compact, prosperous, liberal, godly and virtuous; no
nation on the earth deserves so much credit for its ad
h.-reno* to the principles of right.Rev. Mr. Rams* was the next speaker. In alluding to
the greatn*** of the work he (aid that the hopes of the
f .Ionization Society wore to be more than realised. like
the prodigal, Africa was to return to the fraternity of
root'nent*. and to prat on the white robe of Christianity.The iieahe* displayed an outline of the map of the
world and held that good influences were at work uponAf- ' '>oth 'mm Europe and Asia From Europe (th*( i ;« esy A.tics is to ge Uet cult.ration aui reflas

men*, and her governmental institutions from Amsrica.
The Pacific railway an<l the railways in projection in Afri¬
ca and Asia, would assist in this movement, and the
Colonization Society only fills in as one of the-a Influ¬
ences MaDy thing- work together for our success. We
have literature on our side, and the fact that there
are a hundred and (ifty tongues apnken in Africa, gives us
the privilegeof dividing and couriering The benighted
nations caunot join together to defeat any good intended
for them. God has placed pestilence in Liberia, so that
the white man caunot live there, ant the carrying trade
must be done by the colored man All great nations, in
ancient or modern times, have been made by oolonisa
tion ^o the only refuge for the black man is in the colo¬
nization system, snd the African goes to his own land,
carrying with him the lessons ho has learned in tmerica.
When brought into juxtaposition with the lower mass
they strive to educate them, as they feel the dignity of
superiority, and the stimulus of elevation of po-ition.
Ihe speaker was glad that the great work was going on
so well, but there was still occasion for bestowinents and
for hope that it may go on lietter It oemed to him that
the conversion of Africa was the fulfilment of all pro¬
phecy.
Rev Mr Adams, from South Africa, said a few words.

He bore testimony to the efficacy of the Colonization So¬
ciety ami the American missionaries in Africa, Among
all missionaries of all Christian denominations, the
Amtricnn missionaries wine found laboring with faithful
and earnest hearts. Their efforts had placed the black
men in a new position, and a nation of his fellows lias
been elevated to a position among the nations of the
earth All this makes us hopeful for a brilliant future
for Africa.
Rev. Mr. Gdrikt prcseuted a resolution in favor of call¬

ing upon public benevolence to .rid in i-slublishing direct
andreguloi communication with Africa, and recommend
ing that one bundrt d thousand dollars shall be immedi¬
ately raised by subscription among the merchants of New
York.

After the adoption of resolutions requesting that pas¬
tors of churches take up monthly collections for the sup¬
port of tills society, and requesting that inesus he taken
to induce State Legislature* to make appropriations, the
meeting diss> lved

The American Sircilcnljorg Printing and

Publishing Society.
The anniversary of this association took place last

evening, in the Eleventh street Church, between Third
and Fourth avenues. A number of the ministers of the
Swedonborgiwn denomination were present, though the
audience in attendance was not very numerous. The
services of ihe evening were opened by Rev. Mr. Ford,
the pastor of the church, and were of the usual devo¬
tional character. appropriate to such an occasion.

Mr. Waldo, the President of the Society, read a

brief resume of the progress of Swedcnborgiaui-m,
and appealed for support being extended to the ope¬
rations of the society in their pro-ecution of the work of
circulating the writings of Swodeuborg and others who
have written on the tenets of the denomination.

Mr. Sett tvan, the Treasurer, then came forward and
read the report for the past year, and from which it ap¬
pears 1 hat tlie receipts have lieen $2,703 07; expenses for
stereotype plates, $020; printing and binding, $1,737;
depository furniture, $02 10; advertising, S.C., $147;
loan and inteiest paid, $231, leaving a balance of $9 88.
He gave some furl Per statistics in regard to the opera
tions of the society, which was founded in November,
1849. The first volume was published in May, 1860.
Six works have been published since that period, em¬

bracing some 10,600. The sales of last year are double
(hose of the preceding. The number of lumbers en¬
rolled upon the hooks aie two hundred nnd forty-seven,
besides which there aro thirty six life members. A spe¬
cial subscription, amounting to some $6,000, was en¬
tered into during the year past, for the purpose of pub¬
lishing the celebrated Arcana Coelestia of Swedenborg,
and was promptly met by the members of tho church.
Rev Mr. Uarkkt, of Cincinnati, addressed the society

at some length, enlarging with much force upon the fa¬
cilities extended by means of the printing press for the
propagation of the truths of the n«w Jerusalem church.
He dwelt also upon tho paramount importance of the
enterprise in which they wore engaged, uud insistc that
even though the prosecution of it might cost a sacrifice
vet it would he a sacrifice upon w hich they could all
look back with a commendable pride.
Professor Brad waa the next speaker. In the course

of his remarks lit adverted to the various large gather
ings tor the advancement of Bible truth, now being held
in the city. Those movementa were to be regarded as
forerunners of the great work which the new church had
in view. He wna delighted to sec the word borne to every
clime.carried by the missionaries of tho cross to every
region of the earth. But in reference to the new church,
the others weie operating in a lower range. The humble
volumes before him, the product of their printing and
publishing enterprise, were to produce tho tree and most
extensive effect in regenerating ti e world. He consi¬
dered that the struggles of the Old World wore going to
pave the way for the dissemination of tho great, truths
contained in those volumes, published under the auspi¬
ces of the society lie believed that there were peculiar
circumstances connected with tho Eastern nations that
indicated that the regenerating influences of the new-
Church would l.c circulated amongst them. It needed
hut the establishment of a true and pure Christianity
among those nations to plant a new civilization through¬
out them and to superinduce nn entirely new phase upon
thnt ancient people, aim ng whom we wo e to look for the
earliest indications of human geuiua and human power.
IIitherto.it would seem as if the usage and confirmed
tradition of that jeople had reared a barrier in the way
of the progression of the truth; but It was now giving
way. The strenglb of persons! prejudices was giving
way too. as was, in fact, iho genius of Orientalism gene¬
rally. After an eloquent description of the regenerating
influences ol Christ ion mUsionary enterprise among the
nations of tho Kast, the reverend g. at! uinn'conclujod
with a foiciblo appeal to the audience for then- sympathy
and practical co-operation in the carrying out of the
work in hand.
Singing by Jhc choir followed, after which Mr. 11 in-

tlngton made Wow brief and appropriate remarks.
The benediction was then pronounced, and the audience

separated.
