Perhaps tie kini
hearted men who disport themselves with sheer¬
ing, showering, bucking and chatatag their victims
may reply that the statute does not in terms forbid the
shears and water, the iron bar and chain, as it does the
lash. Neither does itinterdiot the rack, the thumb screw,
the gridiron, ilare the day* of inquisitorial tortures re¬
turned? or hare we, as a people, become so callous that pub
lie officers can thus parade their illegal cruelties before the
lawgivers of the land without e^eck or recuse?

.by what it feeds on. The resolution says that scepti¬
cism is the bane of free institutions. Man must be con¬
trolled somehow. Man must have a path markod out for
him which lie ran wisely and fearlessly tread, and, some¬
how or other, he must be held to it. How is ho to be
restrained and held fast f Some are held by physical
force.one foot is put upon the liberty of the press and
another ou the liberty of speech. Somo were hold by a
veneration for antiquity, by a sentiment of loyalty, ^uch
feelings were unknown here.such mean t would never
succeed with onr people. What, then, is tho true anti¬
dote for this moral poison If It is a preached gospel.

There was no Home Missionary Society
there. I have Been the mother carry her own babe and
plunge it into the wuves of one of the most beautiful
rivers, which have carried out the innocents to the sea
by hundreds.
