placed at the bar, and the cross-examination of Vary

the outside of her trunk at the time of deceased's death;
I could not ray what sise the bowl was; probably it
might have been cracked; can't ray if there was a piece
out of it; It belonged to Rose Williams; could not pick
It out from twenty or thirty other bowls; it was an old
one; my mark was not on it; there was no mark on the
«|oon by which I could identify it; I bad had the bowl
in my band that day, washing it out; I poured out one

bowl of tea for her and two for myself; I sweetened it
out of the brown sugar; I made some toast; I set the
bowl by her, and she broke the haK slice in two and laid
it in the tea; she didn't break it any more; before Mr.
Williams same in she took two or three swallows of it;
she kept it on her stomach; slio did not vomit it up; I
did not statu before the Coroaer's jury that she vomited
it up before Mr. Williams caine in, because that was the
oul.v day she kept anything on her stomach; I do not
know how long it was before anything was said of the
pmt wine; it was 1 proposed the port wine; lie asked me
had she eaten anything, and 1 said not, and
a glass of good port wino would be good for her; ho told
n>t to go uud get it, and gave ma 2s., and told me to got
hell' a pint; 1 paid a shilling for it; I got it in a black
bottle I made the tea at hull' past live; it was then half-
past six, end the toast must have been in the tea over
an hour; the spoon wus in the bowl on the side of the
stove when I went out. when I came back the bread was
mixed up iu the bowl; 1 made that statement before the
Coroner.

Q. Liit jolt say anything at all before the Coroner with
reference to tlie brood luting mixed? A. I did; the
spoon was standing up in tho centre of the bowl; I can't
nay for certain that 1 ?aid no liei'ore the Cormier; there
wan io much on me it might hare escaped me; of course
a wman can't he expected to have us good a head as a
wan has. (Laughter.)

(J. How iDHny times did the prisoner come to B"e his
w ife between Hnturday and the time she died'/ A. Ho
cuine on Sunday; he came twice on Monday, and then he
came on Wednesday.that was four times; the tirst time
lie eatne was before I)r. Bishop came; the next time lie
came was atler the Doctor was there; he did not stop
long; when he came in tho forenoon he didn't sit
down at all ; the second time ho came on Mon-
day it was about eight o'clock ; nothing of
any consequence was said the tirst time he camo on Mon¬
day liight, except that he had h-ltlho money at the hall.
Witness then recapitulated her direct testimony on this
point dT the evidence, respecting the deceased's anxiety
for water, and the prisoner's refusal to allow her to have
any.
The"bowl and spoon were here exhibited, and the wit¬

ness-9j> plained to the Court that wrbeu she weut out the
spoon was lying against the edge of the bowl, and on her
return it was standing upright in the centre of the bowl.
Coroner Wilhetm deposed that he held the inquest on

Rose Williams between 10 and 11 o'clock on Friday morn-
iig, bth May. The body was brought there the evening
before; I.ieut. Bingham delivered the bowl to me ut the
station house, at about 12 o'clock that day; the bowl
wv.- not clean; there was some whitish stutf all round
the bottom of it inside; lean discribe it particularly; I
sr.id 1 could not hold the inquest without a physician,
and I took the bowl hack to the office and gavo it to Dr.
Chi; it was not out-of my hands until 1 delivered it to
him.
Cross examined.I did not see from what particular

place I.ieut. Hingham got the bowl; I>r. Uhl was not at
my office when 1 got there; he came there wiihin live mi
nutes after; 1 kept the bowl in my hnnd all the time; I
am sure it was txrt lying on the desk when he came in.
To the District Attorney.The jar of sugar produced

w-aa delivered to me at the inqnett, and has been In my
office ever since.
Mrs. Campbell recalled.This is my jar of sugar; Mrs.

Imnbert took it from my room to the Coroner's inquest.
To Mr. Spencer.It would tie hard for me to state that

that is my sugar, as it tigs been away from me.
Adaliuo Lambert deposed that she lived in the nort

room to Mis. Williams; 1 was in her room that moruing;
she was dead when I went in; Mrs. Campbell called me;
took this jar-of sugar out of the box and gave it to a
person that came for it; 1 saw Mrs. Williams vomiting
on Wednesday evening.
Cross-examined.1 was not in Mrs. William-,' room on

Monday evening; I saw her husband go in.
Thomas 8. Hart, grocer.Occupied part of the house

where deceased lived; Mrs. Campbell and Mrs. Williams
very seldom purchased sugar in my store; they didn't
purchase the last sugar in my store: betwcea the hour of
two and three o'clock, I was called by Mrs. Campbell,
who said Mrs. Williams was dyiug*, and she w 'died mo to
go up and see her; I went into the store aud lit a candle;
1 went up stairs; she whs in bed, and 1 put uy hand »u
her forehead and she was dead; but I thought I heard a
noise in her threat, and I went oil' for a doctor; called on
three, but did not succeed in getting one: whon 1 came
hack she was deud; her huuds and knuckles were crippled.
George Kellogg, Jr., Superintendent of the out door

poor, was called to prove that some complaint was made
against the prisoner in reference to his wife.
Mr. 8|-oncer objected, on the ground that the complaint

must have been in writing, and should be produced. The
testimony ruled out.
.lames i-anergui, one of the Sixth ward police, deposed

that lie wns culled by the witness, Iiart. and on going to
Mrs. Williams' room he found tier dead; got that bowl
nml upoon there from Mrs. Campbell, aod gave it to Mr.
Bingham.
Mr Kellogg recalled..A recognisance, dated Juno Tt'i,

1843, wns produced, and the witness soi l that the pri¬
sonermade payments to him on this up to the 2d of May
last.

<j. At the time of making tho last payment, did tho
priooncr inako any remark / A. He said he thought that
his wife would not lie able to come for the money, and
that tie would come for it himself and fetch it to her; I
asked him why, and he said she was sick; 1 told him we
could not pay the money to any one but her; he then
left; the last payment was ten dollars.
Cross-examined .Ho generally paid a month in sd-

varoe he has paid as low as two dollars at an instalment;
the highest is ten dollars; he was always pretty punctual;
I paid her two dollars n week; sometimes when she cume
1 would not give it to her.

Q. Why?
The District Attorney objected. If the otticct waa to

show that slie was a woman of intemperate habits it
might wtso show that the prisoner was, therefore, the
more desirous of getting rid of her.

Mr. Spencer.It would aleo show that if she was of dis¬
sipated habits, she might be subject to delirium tremens,
am! probably in llint state she might have destroyed her¬
self. The question was ruled out by the court.
Lorenzo Bingham, l.euUraut fiixth ward police, de¬

posed lo receiving the bowl and »p'>on from officer 1-aner-
gan. and that the witness gave it to the coroner; tho
howl had the appearance of having gruel in it.
The case for the prosucutlon here closed.
Count el for the prisoner then prosoeded to open the

isse ler the defence, the theory of which was that the
deceased, from her intemperate habits, probably destroyed
herself as, some three weeks previous to her death, -lie
had been rescued from the North riier. Ho then called
Henry himpeon, who gavo the j rix.ner a good character.
There were other witnesses to character, but they were
not railed.

Fai th Hill deposed tbat, betwron nine and ten o'clock
one night, some weeks picvioua to It ise Williams' death,
witness's husband, who Is a ship keeper, rescued her.
(Rue Williams.) from the river at pier No. & North
river. Witness went to tnko her husband's supper to
him, oo board the elilp SwnrdBth: heard a splash in the
water about tin- middle of the pier, and railed her hus¬
band.
Joseph Hill, husband of last witness, gave similar evi¬

dence; when be rescued Dose Williams from tho water
she said she was going to see her husband.

Il ia was all the testimony for the defence, and co n-
sel then proceedsd to sum up.
Judge Roosevelt, in charging the jury, sail:.Gentle¬

men, this case.and it is the most painful consideration
ronnectcd with it.is either deliberate, unmitigated mur¬
der, or it is nothing.

. neb, sometimes that instead of aiding the search for
the truth they draw a cloud over it. The deceased left
l.er lodgings, near this ball, in Dunne street, on the
morning or Saturday, saying cho was going to see her
hasband. Whether she went or saw him wn do not
knew; where sire went we do nut know, nor are we per¬
mitted, seemingly, to discover. She was in the
habit of going to see her husband every .Saturday night.
On the present occasion she came home certainly on
Sunday morning, the lust day of April. She cane back
In a condition which attracted thoatiention of her fel¬
low lodger, "almost like one, 'aa the witness said, "who
had been in the grave." Flie complained of burning all
over, and took to bed Immediately. All that intervened
in Ihetlme between Saturday evening and Sunday morn¬
ing. is to be found In a small piece of evidence of about
two lines, coming from her own lips, and coming
In a form which, by tho rules of law, Is, un¬
der the circumstances, admissible evidence. She
said to her husband "that she felt awful
ever since that which I.e liail given her." What is
bis response to this exclamation of lier's to him, and in
his presence? He does not deny It. !-h" alleget that he

any assign on his part. He stopped there with her in her
lodgings one whole night, and took no means to procure a
physican, but prevented her from takiug water.whether
from goed or bad motives I do not know; that is for the
jury to Say. On Wednesday night he came again; there
was a bowl of tea made there for her, made from the
same water, the same tea and the same sugar as that
used by Mrs. Campbell. Iler* was a woman who, al¬
though poisoned on Saturday night, was on Wednesday
so far r<covered as to bo able to sit up. and even talked
of going out next day. You will recollect this tea was
made from the same elements and In the same vessel as
that taken by Mrs. Campbell, and yet it producod no
bad effects upon her. Now comes a part of the case
which is difficult, 1 admit: while this process was going
on what occurs y A suggestion is mndo by Mrs. Camp¬
bell.not by the prisoner.if it had. it would be a very
serious matter for consideration . but made by Mrs.
Campbell, nurse like.to get some good port wine. The
husband, very properly, meets the suggestion an t givos
the money, and Mrs. Campbell retires for ten or fifteen
minutes to procure it. It Is clear he was not the au'hor
of the suggestion but Mrs. Campbell goes out.
unfortunately, goes out.and this unfortunate port
wine is thus, perhaps, indirectly the cause of
tho death.If it was not by the poison taken on

Saturday night, but by the contents of this howl. Here
is an absence of ten or fifteen minutes.the prisoner left
alone with his wife.for the presence of the infant of
Mrs. Campbell cannot tie considered any witness. The
whole case turns on this narrow point of time. What
was done duriag those ten minutes y I say the whole
cate, for without the evidence of those ten minutes it
could not stand as a legal case. The elT"ct of the t' a
upon the toast for ten minutes would undoubtedly be to
produce a kind of solution. There was nothing at that
time in the bowl lint the same tea, the same sugar, the
same toast which Mrs. Campbell had partaken of without
injury.

This husband, who bad btsn almost divorced from h r
for a year, said if sho would only take it he would buy
her.what ?.addressing a female." a splendid dress
and a new lint." What was there in all this desire to
make her take it y Sho was so overcome by this expres-tion of endearment on his part, that she put her arm
around his neck and kisaed him, and thus by thiaargu-
mont, most persuasive to women, he induce t her to take
it even, almost to the scrapings of the bottom of ttie
bowl. Why all this, if It was simply tea and toast? If it
was an act of kindness, why all that? The question re¬
curs what was done with the howl during the 10 or 16 mi¬
nutes of Sirs. CambpsU's absence, by the prisoner at the
harr What he did we can only infer from its consequences,
and from some of its antecedents too. The prisoner had
been but lighted down stairs when the deceased began
vomiting, and she declared she could not live till five
o'clock. Was it the poison of Saturday night, by whom¬
soever administered, or was it the poison of that illfated
liowl, or wus it the effect of both ? That tho deceased
died by arsenic is undoubted. Was it the arsenic of Sa¬
turday night or that of Wednesday night administered
in the bowl y There wss something peculiar in the bowl;
the teeth of the deceased wero heard to grind as if on
ea»d or salt, bo much so that Mrs. Campbell snhl to her
" there must he a great deal of sand in your sugar. "

There was no evidence that there was sand in the sugar.
What, then, was the substance in tho sugar?.tako it in
connection with the tact of the solidity of the substance
in the bowl so as that the spoon was able to stand in it.
The eye of science has pryed Into the contents of the
Stomach of the deceased, nnd it lias been proved that
the contents were nothing but unmitigated arsenic, suffi¬
cient to destroy life. That this woman died is clear..
that sho died suddenly Is char.that she died of
poison is admitted; and the only question before us is,
was it by mistake or design, and if by desigu, was it tho
design of the deceased or of some other mind? You
have evidence that connects tho prisoser with that de-
sign, if it was r.ot the design of the dressed herself.
You have a motive assigned that the prisoner, to get rid
ot the paltry sum of $2 a week paid to this woman, who
certainly was his wile; that to avoid the payment of this
] tirltry sum, be sent her to the other world through a
horrid, burning passage. It is horrible to tiiink of it.
The Court, tl en, on the subject of motive, said that the
prisoner, it was true, could lie culled ujven t» pay tho
money to his wife, hut lie could liar o avoided it by leav-
ing the city. It might be tbat he had cherished, from
June, 1863, to May, 1864, resentment. It was horriblo
to think of it: but they all knew that when the demon
ji ulotisy gets hold of trio human heart, there 1* no reason
about it. But can it be that any being in hurnin form
could 1.at <¦ cherished such a resentment, and have thus
taken tl.e liie of liis own wife? The learned Judge, in
cor.rludirg his remark*, said lie might -ay of himself, as
had been said of the deceased, that he felt a burning nil
over; to him it was torture, and lie trusted that hemlght
never have such a case as this again before him.
The prisoner'* counsel submitted the following points

for the Judge to direct the jury upon:.
First. That If the bowl was exposed on a table or in a

cloiet or room, or elsewhere, where many had recess,
between the time ft was taken from the room of deceas¬
ed and the chemical analysis by Professor McCready, tho
evidence us to the anal) sis of the contents of the bowl
should tie rejected.

Nrror.d. That this Is a ease of circumstantial evidence,
requiring in order to u conviction that the circumstances
all point to guilt, and exclude, if true, any other ra
tioiuil hypothesis.

Thirn. That tlie statement or Mrs. Williams, as to
wli i re she was going ou Saturday night, is not proof as
to w here she did go.

Fourth. That in a case of circumstantial evidence
good ehaiaetcris a strong defence.

Fifth. If, upon reviewing the testimony, a rational
donbt of the prisoner's guilt ari-os In the mind of the
Jmiy, it Is their duty to give the b.-ueflt of It to the
prisoner.
Tho Court charged as requested, on the four last

points, and refused" to charge on tlie tirat point. He.
Irndant's counsel excepted as to first point.
The jury retiied at twenty-five minutes to fouro'eloe.k,

snd, alter an absence of two hours, came in with th-ir
verdict.
The Clerk having Interrogated tl.em in th# Usurt sol¬

emn form, the for« man answered Utility," with the
following rt commendation to mercy:.

Y.'e the undersigned, jurors in the ense »f Andrew
Williams, respectfully beg have ,> recommend him to
meriy, on the ground that though he evi h-n. .. of Mi
Campbell was conclusive as to hie guilt, be.np nim-
peached during the trial, yet hor evidence was the t uiy
direct testimony against bun while his good conduct
previous to this ntfuir was fully pt ived to us n the trial
by respectable witnesses [figio up all the Jurors.]The Judge said that tho recomtm nils'inn could h ivo
no operation, so far an tho Court it-elf n concerned*
There is but one punishment for the ciim of murder,and that Is death. It is competent, however, for the
Court to forward the recommendation of ti e jury to the
Governor, and no doubt he would giie it proper at¬
tention.
Sentence was deferred, and the court adjourned to

Wednesday next.
