Cross examined.I now live at 56 Anthony street,

lodging at Matthews'; was in his employment when ex¬
amined before the Coroner's jury: Matthews and I are on
terms of intimacy, pay him nothing for my lodgings; am
not related to Matthews; have known the prisoner for
four or five years; his character has always been good
as far as I know.
James Horsey sworn.Live in Leonard street; am a

musician; play the banjo and violin; was in the dance
house on the evening of this occurrence; have known
Johnston and Jackson before that night; knew Matthews
and Thompson 1 was on the stage when Thompson came

in; Thompson came In and Johnston trod upon his foot;
he said, " Please keep off my foot;" deceased said ' I
ain't on your foot;" they had some words between each
other, which 1 didn't exactly hear ; Matthews sung out,
"Don't hit him," and Thompson then pitched into de-
ceaeed; while they were scuffling Jackson got up; he was*
getting close at the edge of the stage; he then struck ut
Johnston with his left hand and missed him; he then put
his left hand into his pocket and plunged it into hie side;
saw the blade of the knife; saw him strike once with his
right hand; deceased then fell; Jackson then went out
ioto the street; I went and picked Johnston up; got some
liquor to wash him, and then the offloer came up; saw
Jackson afterward, and asked liim what ailed his thumb,and he said he fell on an oyster shell.
Cross-examined.Was born in Philadelphia; cannot

read or write: don't exactly know the obligation of an
oath; know there is a punishment for false swearing In
the State prison; don't know of any other. (A long cross-
examination was here gone into, in the oourse of which
witness deposed that lie belonged to a band of negrominstrels called the "Original Blacks," of which he was
the leader. He earned about five dollars a week by this
business.)
Thomas Pernell sworn.Am nineteen years of age;

pam? frqjp Philadelphia this morning; knew deceased;
lived in Anthony street in Febftury iasv, "here he
stabbed; was sitting alongside of the stage on the nightin question- saw Thompson and Matthews when they
came in: Johnston was dancing; he had ids back turned
to the stare; after they came in a difficulty arose be¬
tween Johnston and Thompson: saw Thompson strik
the other in the moath; Aaron Jackson then took hi
knife out and stabbed him in the side; saw him strik
one blow; am positive that it was Aaron Jackson.
The Court here adjourned to 10 o'clock on Thursdaymorning.

SECOND DAY.
Kit 26..The Court met this morning, pursuant to ad¬

journment. The teetimony for the defence was con¬
tinued:.
Robert Matthews (eolored) sworn.live at No. 42 Leo¬

nard street; 1 resided on the 14th of February last at
the same place; keep an oyster saloon at 65 Anthony
street, and did so on the 14th of February last; knew
the deceased; bad known him three or four months pre¬
vious to his death; know the prisoner; have known him
from his boyhood; knew Thompson; was present at a
fight in a dance house belonging to Mrs. Parker; I went
there about half past tgo in the morning of the 14th; no
one was with me -had not seen Peter Thompson sinoe one
o'clock in the afternoon of the 13th; he arrived soon
after I got in; when he came in he looked as if he had
been drinking; left him and walked down the left-
hand side of the room, which Is forty or fifty feet in
length, and sat down on a bench near the back
door on the right hand side; waa seated about twelve feet
from the brchestra; Thompson came down to where I
waa; be was dancing at the head of the set; Thompsoncaught hold of the girl that Johnston was dancing with,by the shoulders; they were dancing a cotillon; John¬
ston was then told to "forward;" as he went forward
Thompson said, "Get off my toes:" Johnston said, "I'm
not on your toes;" Thompson said, "You are;" John¬
ston said, "You're a liar;" they then oommenoed fight¬ing; Johnston raised his hand to strike, and I said,"Don't strike him;" I said so because Thompson was in¬
toxicated; there was a row, and seme trying to separatethem; Mrs. Parker sent for the watch; the last I saw of
Johnston he was lying on the floor, and afterwards stand¬ing by the orchestra with his ooat off; saw the prisonerthere when I came in; did not see the prisoner duringthe affray; I went next door, to my plaoe, at No.
55; he came into my barroom about five minutes
after; he said his thumb was bleeding, snd asked for
a piece of rag; he had a knife in hia hand; he handed it
to Barton to waah off;Barton gave him the rag and wash¬ed the knife; prisoner gave the knife to Barton and said,"You may keep it. I don't want it:" I had not seen itbefore; it was a white handled knife: Barton then left
my plaoe and went to see about Johnston; prisoner stayednntil Barton returned and a long time after; Barton saidthat Johnston was stabbed; the prisoner said "I stabbed
him;" I told him to keep quiet, he ought not to have
done it; we then took a urlnk and he took brandy; Bar¬
ton and I went with him home; we stopped at Centre
Market and had ooffee and cakes; on the way the prisonersaid be had slabbed him.'
Cross-examined.There was a danee at Mrs. Parker's

last night; she was there and Thompson also; Arthur andBarton were not there; Barton was np at my plaoelast week, and we had some ooeversation about
the trial; Barton and Arthur spoke of what theyhad testified to; they said It waa the truth about
what tne prisoner said when giving Barton the
knife, and what he had Mid to Arthur; do not know
that Thompson had a knife: did not hear him Bay that
deceased had been at it for some time, and richly de-
served all he got; heard the deoeasod cry out somethingduring Ihe affray; don't know that I saw Thompson raise
a stool to strike him with; I was arretted on the 19th of
February; had at that time a license to sell liquor; upto that time bad never been arrested on any chargewhatever; I recollect Barton wanting to buvaknife from
prisoner; have known prisoner from his boyhood; hasalways been rather peaeaable.

Frederic Francis was called for the defence.I know

the last witness; he was the same who was tried and
oonvicted and rent to the State prison when Mr. Whiting
was District Attorney.
To the District Attorney.I was on the Island last

September; that was the seoond time I went; was never
In the State prison; was never tried ta the Court of
Sestions.

Mr. Phillips briefly opened for the defenee.
Julia Jackson sworn.I ssn the mother of the prison¬

er; I live at 40 Elizabeth street; my husband Is dead;
the prisoner was born In 1890; he has a wife, end always
took o»re of me; he has always been a mild young man;
he has been married for about two years: I read some¬
thing of this affair in the newspapers; on that night he
left the house at a quarter to ten; my little girl asked
him to hear her her lesson, but he said he wanted to go
out; I said to him, " Before you go I want you to cut me
a pleoe of tobacco for my pipe,'' as he stooped over he
cut his thumbs great gash; he did net go away until
three or four days after, he came back a week before he
was taken up; it was between 19 and 1 o'clock on Sun¬
day I did not know Arthur until I met him on the oorner
of Orange and Walker streets; the prisoner's wife was
with me: he knew her, and spoke to her; he said he
wanted to speak to me; he said he honed I would not
have any hard feelings for what he had said about
Aaron; I told him I had no hard feelings.I did not know
what he meant; he said what he told about Aaron was
to dear Bob. Matthews; he said they were going to send
him to hell; he asked where Aaron went.if ha had gone
to San Francisco.

Cross examined.I was not at home when my son wae
arrested.
Stephen A. Mavnard sworn.Am an offloer ef the

Fifth district l'olioe; was so en the 14th of February
last; I heard the cry of watch about throe o'clock; I
went down Anthony street to the danee house, and saw
several persons there: I asked then what was the mat¬
ter; they raid. "Nothing:" I asked who called wateh;they answered. "A man going down the street;" when
I returned to the dance house I saw Johnston, the de¬
ceased, with blood on hig side; I went up to him and
asked what was the matter; he said he was stabbed; I
asked who did it; he said some of 'em; I could not get
any information; I then took him to the Uospital; on
the way there 1 asked hiss again; he then told me It was
Matthews- I saw deceased afterwards in the Hospital;
don't recollect hearing him express sny opinion as to his
recovery; did not see him sfter that right.
Cross-examined.When the wounds were examined at

the Hospital they were thought not dangerous; the phy¬
sicians said they" were slight; was present at the Coro¬
ner's Inquest; heard the testimony ef rations witnesses
tending to throw the guilt on Jackson; think 1 stated to
the Coroner what deceased had told me.
Benjamin MeFarland sworn.Am one of the deputy

keepers at the city prison; know the prisoner; have
known him four or live years; nsver knew anything dis¬
reputable of him before this; bH~waa not quarrelsome.

Dr. Joseph Hil'oo sworn.Am one of the coroners of
the city; held the inquest on the body of FVancis John

. (ton on :he 20th of February; reeollect of Captain Car¬
penter's handing to me a slip of paper during the time
of holding the Inquest; it w«» represented to me thst
what was on it the deceased had said, h.re made search
for It. but have been unable to Ami it; did not pay much
attention to It at the time.
WitMM waa asked whether he recollected what was

written on it. The question was objected to and not
pressed.
William Ward sworn.IJve at 160 Dnane street; am a

whitewaaher; knew the prisoner; know his general
character; have heard nothing against his character; he
always appeared te be peaceable In his disposition.
Joseph fowling, of the Sixth ward police, deposed that

he arrested the prisoner on the 14th of May.District Attorney.Q. Jnst state what took place when
yon arrested him, and his oonduet. [Objected to byoonnsel for the defenee. Court sustained the objection,and witness left the stand ]
Geerge Blackwell [deposed for the defenee, that he

was an attendant at the eity hospital; took care of Fran
da Johnston, who was admitted there ia January last;recollected when deceased gave up all hepes af recover¬
ing, nnd believed that he waa dying; this oeenrred after
the doctors told him be could not five.
Cross examined.What did he say when he wae dytngfA. He said If he recovered he would be revenged on Bob

Matthews.

Counsel for the defence.Q. What did he say after

The counsel for the defence, Jonas B. Philips, then pro¬

ceeded to sum up the evidence, reviewing the entire tes¬
timony adduced in proof of the innocence of the prisoner.
The District Attorney then summed op for the prose

cntion, counsel occupying each about an hour with
their speeches.
At this time the court room was crowded with specta¬

tors, the greater part of them consisting of colored per¬
sons, among whom this trial soems to hare created a
great sensation.
Judge Roosevelt, in charging the jury, said:.
Gentlemen of theJury.The aeoeased, Francis Johnston,

it is clear, gentlemen, came to his death by being stabbed
with a knife, in a dispute at a dance house in Anthony
street, on the night or the 13th of February. About this
there can be no dispute. The only auestion would
seem to life, was the instrument which was used
for the purpose held by the prisoner or by Thomp¬
son ? That the affray was between Thompson and de¬
ceased is sufficiently manifest. They had given each
other the lie.they had squared oiT to each other.'.bey-had bandied opprobrious epithets, and clinched and scuf¬
fled.and they it was who were seen in the attitude of
one standing with an uplifted stool over the other, and
threatening his life. The passion, the motive, tho
threat, ut first all seemingly pointed to Thompson as the
author of the crime. Indeed. In one stage of the trial,the inference against him, as the case then
stood, appeared to be irresistible. It was met,
however, by positive proof, and that of the most
confirmatory character, fixing, if believed, the chargedistinctly on the prisoner. Two witnesses, only
a few feet from the parties, saw him draw the knife from
bis pocket, and deliberately thrust It Into the side of the
deceased. True, the deceased himself. Immediately after,
on being interrogated, said be did not know "who did it."
Ah he was engaged in defending himself from Thompson,his attention migbt easily havo been diverted from the
actual perpetrator. But they saw it, and are oortaUl.Tlj'' swear that the knife was hel.i *.i the thrust mtda
by tne prisoner at tho bar. The knife, too. it is proved,
was the prisoner's knife.it was seen a fow moments
after with blood upon it, in the prisoner's hands: and on
his way toward Orange street he boasted to nis two
companions, and that repeatedly, of having done the
deed. He soems to have been equally reckless in the
act, and in the acknowledgment of its perpetration. He
was drank before.drunk at.and drunk after it; and
would seem to have had no motive, except a drnnken,
senseless love of fight, regardless or cause, and regard¬
less of consequences. He had, only a few hours before,been treating deceased, and treating him as a friend.in¬
dulging, it is true, in rude jokes, but exhibiting no indi¬
cations whatever of malignity. The whole transaction
was, no doubt, the result of liquor. The prisoner drank
before he went to the dance, and we may fairly presumedrank frequently and freely at the dance There was a
harat Matthews' porter house, frem which he went, and
a bar at Mrs. Parker's dancing saloon, to which he went-
And it will be recollected that the evening's entertain¬
ments continued from about 0 in the evening till after 3
the next morning, when this fatal occurrenoe brought
them to a close. Here was ample time and ample temp¬tation for indulgence; and the condition of the prisoner
immediately after showed that he had availed himself of
the one and yielded to the other, to such an extent, in¬
deed, that tne witness Arthur says he was staggeringdrunk. If. then.and sqch should be the result of the
evidence.if, I say, the prisoner did the deed, and did it
under theeircumatanees and in the condition detailed bpthe witnesses, what, in law, is the character of the of¬
fence? Is it murder, or is it manslaughter? And
if the latter, to what degree ? The statute di¬
vides the crime of unjustifiably taking human life,into murder, and four degrees or manslaugh¬ter. To constitute murder there must be design, and
longer or shorter premeditation. If the killing be "in
the heat of passion, without a design to effect death, but
with a dangerous weapon, in a cruel and unnsuol man¬
ner," it becomes manslaughter in the second or third de¬
gree, according to the ease.the manner, if cruel and un¬
usual, aggravating the offence. If the killing in the heat
of passion.no matter what the manner or the instru¬
ment.be even "involuutary".it may be manslaughterin the fourth degree, unless a legal excuse can be offered
for it, wliich voluntary drunkenness certainly is not.The act of a drunken man may, perhaps, in some sense,
and in some cases, be said to be involuntary, or without
design, and in the heat of paslien. Unless this be so,the statute makes no exception in favor of drunkenness
short of entire insanity. The only express referenoo to
a state of intoxication is in the ease of a physician who
in such a state shall unintentlonrily administer poison,resulting in death. His act, in that caae, is made man-
slaughter in the third degree.thus showing that where
a man voluntarily and vicionslv puts himself in a con¬
dition to endanger the life of others, be is not wholly to
escape punishment, under the plea that, in such a condi¬
tion; he could have no "design," or that his action of ne¬
cessity must be "involuntary." He who gets drunk
usually "designs" to got drunk, and may, therefore,fairly be said to "will" or "design" snch circumstances
as usually result from drunkenness. The utmost In¬
dulgence, if any, to which he could fairly Uy claim,would seem to be to have his aet treated as done "in aheat of jassion," and eatitied, on that ground, to such
mitigation (not exemption) of Ipunishment as the law
allows to human infirmity. If, therefore, you shall find
that the prisoner, and not Thompson, inflicted the stab,
you will convict him of muTder, or of manslaughter in
the second, third or fourth degree, according as it shall
appear that he was capable or incapable, excited or eon-
fused by liquor as ho was of deliberately entertainingthe design to kill. And you will bear in mind that drunk¬
enness. although It may. perhaps, except in the case of
a medical man, reduce tlie grade of the crime, Is no de¬
fence to save the cnlprit from the peuulty of impel-ten-
ment, however it may sometimes, if ever, shield him
from the severer punishment of death. Strictly, the
rule ia.and so I am bound to charge you.that a state
of intoxication, voluntarily produced, unless it amount
lighten \hr~zmr' 11' charge of" murder!
The Jury retired at four o'eloek. and, after an absence

of one bour, returned with a verdict of "Manslaughter
In the second degree."
The District Attorney then- moved for the judgment of

the court upon the prisoner.
The court sentenced the prisoner to seven years' bard

labor in the State prison.

SENTENCE OF ANDREW WILLIAMS, CONVICTED OF THE

MI'RDER OF HIS WIPK.
While the jury In the caae of Aaron Jackson were de-

liberating,
The District Attorney moved the judgment of the

Court upon Andrew William*, convicted of having deli¬
berately oaueed the death of his wife, Bosa Williams, by
poison.
Mr. Spencer, eonnsel for defence, asked the Court to

defer aentenoe upon this man at this time. Having care¬

fully reviewed the proceedings had in the trial, and upon
oonsultetlon with the gentleman who had assisted him
In the matter, he had come to the conclusion th vt it was
a oaae in which duty required that a delay of sentence
should be had.
The Court said the prisoner would have, when sen

tenoed, the same benefit whieh he now had. If he was

entitled to a stay of proceedings at any time, he would
equally be entitled to it after sentence as before.
The aentenoe of the Court upon the prisoner at the

bar was then prononnoed as follows;.
Andrew Williams, you have been tried by an Impar-

tisl.1 may say, in view of their recommendation to
mercy,a sympathising jury.on a charge of deliberately,
in cold blood, mulderiDg in unoffending female, end
that female your own wife. Thejury, on the evidence,
have found yon goilty dt the charge, and if their vordlct
be true, as the Court must, and docs, assume it to be,
your own conscience, now that its slumbering torpor has
been roused by the impending fate that awaits you,
ennnot but acknowledge that the crime was one whose
enormity admits no exaggeration. Some twelve month*
or so before your wife's death, in oonaequenee, It m.iy
be, of her intemperate habits, you had refused, It ap.

Brs, to live with her or to support her. She accord-
_ly, on the 7th of June last, applied lo the authori¬

ties to oompei you to give security for her mats
tenanoe. An order to that effect wo* made, you and
)our friend entered Into the required reoogniaance,
and, from time to time, by weekly or monthly
Instalments, you promptly fulfilled its con iilions
No oomplaint was made of any neglect on your part, and
no cause of oomplaint existed. Thin order, being limited
by Its terms to one year, would hive expired In one
month from the 7th of Uay. And although, on the ap¬
plication of your wife, Its requirements might have been
renewed, yet there was no evidence.certainly none hai
been olfeied or shown.of any such Intention on her
pert. On the contrary, on several occasions within a
few days of her death, tsoth her language and deport¬
ment exhibited the most unmistakeuble signs of entire
reconciliation: and for som» weeks, It woul l seem she
was in-the habit of visiting you every Saturdaynight. She did so, wo have a right to presume
the Saturday previous to her death. On that fatal
night, Impelled by a long cherished hut oouoaalsd
spirit of resentment, or by the mercenary motive of
bei.ig relieved from the small contribution of a few
dollars to her support, or from the entire burthen
of the mtrringe bond; Impelled, I say, by some
such Instigation, you administered to her In the
unspecting confidence ef resto-od affection, that fatal
tea. or whatever else It was, which set her all on fire and
made her "look as If she had been laid In the grave."
The next day. Hundny, In the afternoon, seemingly oou
¦clous of what you had done, and oontrary to your ordi¬
nary custom, you visited her in her humblo garret. De¬
lighted with this demonstration of restored affection,she rose from her bed. pot on her dress, and poured out
the contents of her slender purse to send her fellow-
lodger to purchase fruit and confectionery.not to eat
herself, but to bestow upon you. You heard her tale of
suffering, and you saw with your own eyos tbs agonies
your something.that "something which you gave her the
previous day".had produced.
