upon all eventful occasions where I may have to
act in matters of public concern I should give my
fellow-countrymen an explanation of my course,
and the reasons that have prompted me to the
Fame. Tho fact that 1 am away from my country,
and in no way connected with its public affairs,
*lues not, in myjudgmcut, do away w.tn this re-

npoiudbility.
My decided determination not to accept the

honor which the government thought to confer
upon me by appointing me Knight of the Order of
Guadalupe, caused some sensation at, Mexico, and
was commented upon by divers salaried writers
after their fbvhion. The best and only answer

which was to be given to men bought by govern-
incut was silence; this I did give them, and ever

will, so long as the writers of my country a.o not
what tlicy should be.independent, enlightened,
conscientious, aud the orgausof public opinion.
Now that 1 can speak with freedom, 1 shall offer

my fellow countrymen a statement of ull that has
occurred in this matter, in order that they may
foim uii accurate and upurtial opitiuu as to my
conduct and tue singular course ol the government
towards me. As a public man 1 g..ve iny eif wnol-

Bik.The official note which 1 this morning re¬
ceived from you, at 11 o\ i<«k, dated the 22d iust.,
in which you communicate to mo the taut that ins
Excellency has been plcmed to appoint mo Kuight
of the Mexican Order of Ouaduiupe, recently re¬
established, unless than tiie iranknoss and loyalty
with which an honorable man should act, oblige me
to state, that from the character of my convictions,
erroneous pethups, but sincere and deep rooted, 1
think that an institution oi this character cannot
«uit our country and is inconsistent with the tradi-
tious which have nurtured the present generation
for thirty years past, and that having no contidence
in the attainment of the ends which His Excellency
had in view in the re-establishment of the said
Order, my co-operation can be of little use. I trust,
therefore, His Excellency will not require the sacri¬
fice of those caurttioiea.a sacrifice most painful to
roc, while it would he of no advantage to His Excel¬
lency and the public weal; and that he will rather
excuse me from accepting the honor iu question,
remaining assured, meanwhile, of my sense of grat¬
itude for the kindness which has prompted the oiler.

His Excellency, tlie President of the Republic, to

whom 1 communicated your note of yesterday, has
read the same with profound dissatisfaction, and
lias deeircd that 1 should say the following in reply,
the sauie being in strict and literal accordance with
the expressions dictated by him:.!

His Excellency, in conferring upon you the dis-
ticgushed honor of Knight of the Order of Oaada-
Jupe, belii ved that your Exdeiency was fitted with
the qualities which, as indispensaule requisites, are
necessary to deserve it; the-e ({Utilities are virtue,
loyalty, mci-it and patriotism, in all classes of the
nation, as is set forth in the preamble of the statute;
but your Excellency, in rerosing this decoration,
b is ce.tainly confessed yourself exempt from such
ti ble ami distinguished qualities, and it has caused
li Excellency to inquire into your antecedents,
a id lie has been painfully undeceived ou !i idiug
that the country was indebted to you for no Be. vice,
f r that cve»: your elevation to the magistracy, which
wis conferred upon you in the Supreme Court, was
the effect of one of those parliamentary party in¬
trigues which use such shameful means as the
falsification of ballot votes to supplant the mani¬
festation of the true will of those deliberating bodies.

His Excellency, moreover, believed that yo ir
opinions were then different from thoie which yo.i
now glorify in- Your attack upon national repre-
Mentation appears iudeed inconsistent with those
opinions, for though it may be nrged that tho body
which you violently dissolved had incurred general
displeasure, still it was lawfully operating under ex
isting institutions It seems, then, that no pa-allcl
must be drawn between sn attack of this character,
in which the laws were violated with the utmost
HCuiidal, (and for which laws you now exhibit so
mu< h concern,) aud the admission of an honorable
di-tinctiou, which can be inconsistent, or at war
with every principle, however democratic or exag¬
gerated they may De-

His Excellency, who respects the opinions ana
coovii tions of each one, so long as they do not tend
to a violation of the laws, is of the opinion that
if these, which you profese to entertain, were duch
as to forbid your acceptance of the proffered honors,
a simple refusal or more honest motives mi,;lit have
tx>cn pleaded ; but that you should never h ive given
?eut to the insulting reproach which you selected as
mo argument offensive to the authority and respect
due the snpreme magistrate. In the selection of it
he cua see nothing but an ill concealed design to
wash away the stain thrown upon your politica
life, and to find favor iu tho eyos of your political
i»artiaai)H, by your ronistance to, and boastful lndif-
fereacc for, lavors which are, nevortheless, appre¬
ciated by good Mexicans. If such has been your
intention, you must agree that yon have given one
more proof of versatility in political sentiments,
to serve the ends of the disturbers of public
jieace, and thit even were they attained, you
must bo sonaidcred as an inconsistent revolutionist,
whose wiles and manieuvrcs are reiterated in the
briefest possible space of time.

In conclusion, His Excellency Is happy to have
had an opportunity to know you and your political
principle#, if you profess inv, and of hiving freed
the distinguished Older, re-establi-died as a perpetual
record of the glories of the nation, from an individual
mo Incapable of belonging to it without tarnishing its
lustre.

TERRIBLE INDIAN FIGHTS.

A ImUi iMtmr from* Blew Mexico.
OP»10I*L ACCOUNT OP TBI BATTLK WITH TBI IN¬

DIANS.LIST OP KILLED AID WOUMDBD.AMOTU'lit

Through the kindness of Gen. Garland and Ast.
Adjt. Gen. Nichols, we have been permitted i read
the official report of the fight at Cineguilla, between
the Apache* and the United States Dragoons; and
we now havi the pleasure to place an account of
ti e fame before our renders.

After the tight between Lieut. Bell and Lobo's
party, the Indiana crossed the mountains and show-
ed themselves on the road t>etween Taos and Suits
Fe. On the evening of the 29th ult. Major Blake,
commanding at Cantonment Burgwine. ordered
Lieut. Jdo. w. Davidson, with sixty men of compa¬
nies F and 1, first regiment of United Stales Dra¬
goons, to make a scout in search of the enemy. He
left the cantonment the same evening, and was ao-
C< ropunied by Ast. Surgeon I>. L. Magruder. The
next morning Lieut. D., with bis command, came
npon a party of Apaches, supposed to number near
two hundred warriors, at the foot of the north slope
of the mountains and not far from the small Mexi¬
can vuiagc of Cineguilla. When the troops appear¬
ed in sight the Indians immediately raised their
war-whoop, and manifested a disposition to make
an attack.
The camp of the Apaches wan situated upon a

mountain ridge, aud in a position naturally strong
and dfliiult of access. Lieut. Davidson saw that an
action could not be avoided, and therefore made the
cecMtary pi eparations for battle. He dismounted
his men, and with a small guard to protect and hold
them, placed his horses a little ways in the rear.
With the balance of his command, not more than
fifty strong, he made an attack upon the camp of
the Indians. The ..oldicrs nhurgcd bravely up the
ridge, and carried the position of the Apaches, who
were forced to retreat. Tilev rallied, however, al¬
most immt diutcly, and attacked the troops at close
nuaitiTs, with great desperation; they were several
times repulsed, and upon each occasion, seven in all,
rallied again to the charge, in every inatnnce ex¬
hibiting the utmost determination and bravery. The
troops maintained this unequal contest for nearlythree hours, when they were forced to give way and
retreat, which they succeeded in doing, and reached
Taoe the same afternoon, with their wounded.
The loss on the part of the troops was very se¬

vere. The official report shows twenty-two killed
upon the field, twenty-three wounded, several of
them badly; and upwards of forty-live horses kills 1
end lost in the action. Of the Indians, it is not
known how many were killed, but Lieut. Davidson
judges they must have lost at least fifty or sixty. On
the arrival ofthe troops at Taos, Major Blake immedi¬
ately started for the scene of action, to bring in the
dead bodies, aud took with him twenty soldiers, all
he could mount, a few Mexicans and Americans,
and a small party of Pueblo Indians. Thev suc¬
ceeded in recovering the bodies of those killed,
which they took to Taos, aud had interred.

This is one of the severest battles that ever took
place between American troopp and the Indians,
aud onr loss much greater in proportion to the num¬
bers engaged. The Apaches fought with a brav¬
ery almost unprecedented, and we are well
convinced that nothing but the stubborn valor
of Lieutenant Davidson and his men saved
the command from entire toll uullui. The
troops bad greatly the disadvantage. The Indians
selected their own position, on a rugged mountain
ridge, and the dragoons hud to churge up a steep
slope to leach tliem. The latter were encumbered
with their horses, which it required nearly a fourth
part oi the command to like care of; and the valley
in which the troi ps were at the time they com¬
menced the attack, is so filled with large boulders
as to render the movement of horses almost impos¬sible. We are sorry to l< am that Lieut. Davloson
and Dr. Magruder were both slightly wounded.

Since the fight at Cineguilla, the Indiana have
retreated to the west side of Rio del Norte, and are
now hotly pursued by Col. Cooke with nearly twohundred dragoons and riflemen, and a spy company
of citizens and Pi.cblo Indians, under the' command
of Mr. James 11. Quinn, of Taos. The troops are on
their trail, which leads among the mountains to the
north; and as the Indians are encumbered with their
women and children, and are reported in low spirits,
we think there id some chance of their being over¬
taken.

General Garland has taken the moat prompt and
vigorous means to bring the war to a speedy and
meewM Iwnilwolkm. A large number of troops
under the command of gallant and experienced offi-
eera, have been ordeied to the north, and are now
in rapid pursuit of the enemy. We cannot conclude
this article without signifying our approbation of the
gallant conduct vf Lieut." Pavid.-on and Dr. Magru-
dcr. iM.d to whose bravery and good conduct ia justlyattributed the aafc rt tront of the survivors of the
c. u niand. If brevets were ever earned they wore
upon this occasion. i

OUILLA.
We learn a few further particulars of the battle of

Cicnegnillo. by a private letter from Taoa. It ap¬
pears that . .glit or nine dead Indians were left on
the field, and on passing a certain point on the Ojo
Calient®, they admitted a lo->s of twenty-three, and
were in great tribulation. The Indians are said, by
the Mexicans, to be tired of the war, and are ready
to surrender all the plunder they have taken, and
maketicace. Lieut. Davidson w as wounded in the
shoulder by an arrow, and Dr. Magru lor was wound¬
ed in the hand and head. Their wounds arc not con¬
sidered dangerous. The Indians did not scalp any
of the dead who were left on the held.
A ItOTHER FIGHT WITII THR APACHES.BATTLE OP

AUUA CAI.ILNTB CKKKK.
Major Nichols, Assistant Adjutant General, has

kindly placed in our hands the official report of
Lieut. C olonel Cooke, of his tight with the Attache*,
at Agua Calicnte creek, Saturday, the 8th instant,
lite report wsok brought in by "a dragoon who left
the camp the satne evening of the battle, and arrived
in Santa I'e on Wednesday, the 12th in tant.

Lieut. Col. Cooke, with nearly two hundred men,
had been following the trail of the Attaches for
some davs on the west side of the Rirt del Norte,
now and then obtaining information of them. From
Ojo Calicnft. where last heard from, he marched in
a northwest ducction, until the afternoon of the 8th
inttaut, when lie came in sight of the enemy's
camp. It was almost a surprise, as he got very near
them bctorc he was discovered. Tltey had only
time to send off their women and children and part
of their baggage before the troops were down uponthem.
* liny immediately took p'»st in a very strong and
aloi' St inaccessible mountain position; but the troopsbravely charged them, drove tbcin from It, and pur-sued them for about a mile and n-half, fording a
difficult stream, passing over a very broken country,and keeping up a running tight. All the lo Iges and
camp c(|ttippages, a l.«rue quantity of pr jvl-'ions, and
many of the 1 ones of the enemy tell iuto the htnda
of tbc troops; aud they also lelt behind a number of
thciitnis and equipments lately raptured at Ciene-giutr... which were recovered by Colonel Cooke.
Six dead Indinns were found n the field, but it is
not known whether they sustained any further
low*. Of the troops one man was killed.private Ca¬
sey, company G, 1st Dragoons, and and one man
of ti e 2d Artillery, severely wounded. The day
ot the fight the troops marched through snow two
feet deep, and it was also snowing some of the time.

Maj. Csrleton, with a reinforcement, joined Col.
Cook, abont an hour after the battle, and will unite
with him in tbc further pursuit of the enemy. From
the crippled condition of the enemy's resources, we
have every reason to believe they will again be over¬
taken, snd brought to a general engagement, which,
we hope, will bring the war to a close.

TDK PROCLAMATION OF AOTINO OOV. MISSIRVT.
We call the attention of our readers, this week,

to the proclamation of the lion. William S. Messer-
vy acting Governor and Superintendent of Indian
All'.:ire, in relation to the war now existing between
the Jlcai ilia Apaches and the United States. We
consider the proclamation called for by the present
position of afihirs; and since hostilities actually ex¬
ist, ii is right and proper the same ahould bo de¬
clared in an official manner.
We hope that all third parties will heed the warn¬

ing contained in the proclamation, because, if any
are found acting contrary thereto, they will be dealt
with in the most summary and rigorous manner.
All such will be considered as enemies of the United
States, and punished in the same manner as the In¬
dians who are canght with arms in their hands.
And at the same time it is the duty of all good citi-
zei s to give notice to the Executive of alT persons
who hold commmunication with the enemy, in or¬
der that they may be brought to punishment.

In the present emergency, the civil authorities
a d Gen. Garland, the military commander of this
department, are acting in perfect harmony; and the
1 ittcr is giving the most efficient support to the act¬
ing Governor. We know the most vigorous mea-
s res me being taken to bring the war to a close;
and the chastisement the Apaches will receive, will
e so severe that it will be a warning for all Indians,

in the future, to remain at peace, it will be imoos-
si I ie for the Jicarillas to escape the troops, and we
are In daily expectation of hearing that an engage¬
ment has taken place, and that the whole tribe has
been wiped out

State of Parties in Missouri.The Past Klection
The Coming Canvass.Col. Benton.The Nebras¬
ka Bill, fyc.
In the dearth of news from the Far Went, I have

thought some account or the present condition and
relations of parties in this Stole might be amusing
and interesting to your readers. We have had two

great conflicts between the friends and the enemios
of Col. Benton. The canvass of 1S50 for Congress
and for the Legislature was characterized by a vin¬
dictive zeal hitherto unknown in party warfare in
this State. The public mind had been deeply exaa-

perated by the Colonel's tour in the summer of 1849,
and of course in the following spring his friends and
his opponents were both thoroughly drilled and ani¬
mated by a furious determination to wage a war of
extermination. The result of the election exhibited
a popular majority, as proved by the Congressional
vote.in which local interests exercised no lnflu-
ence.of four thousand five hundred against Col.
Benton. Nevertheless, in consequence of various
temporary causes, the divisions of his enemies, who
had no recognized chief, and the struggle of the
whigs to avail themselves of democratic divisions,
the friends of Col. Benton had a majority of five or

six votes in the legislature over his enemies.
In this condition of parties it was obvious that no

one could be elected to the Senate ifeach of the par-
tics insisted upon their own man. After a large
number of ballotings to no purpose, the whigs pre¬
sented the name of Mr. Geyer, who had been known
for years as a strict constitutional construc¬
tionist.was a believer in the right of the Lo-
eit-luture to instruct and the doty of tho Sonator
o oley, and denied the power of Congro-a
0 intenere with the subject of sinvery in
the Tcriitories. These were the chief issues
wL cli the opponents of Col. Benton had made with
him in the canvass; and inasmuch as there was no
h< pe of electing a democrat, and as the is vies of
meie policy between the whig and democratic par¬
ties wire considered of minor importincc when
ci mpered with tho e.tliey, after mature deli beration,
crnciuded that it was their duty in view of the
slavery agitation then going on, rather to vindicate
t e constitution and delcud the rights ot the Statei
and Territories, than to vote for an unsound demo-
crat, or leave the State but half represented in the
Senate. They therefore cart their votes for Mr.
Geyer, and he was elected.
The second great conflict was in the summer or

1652. In this, as in the former canvass, Col. Benton
was charged by his enemies with being anally of
the free boilers and abolltionlses of the North. The
charge was indignantly and emphatically denied by
himself in person, and by all the candidates for
Couffrees uod tbe Legislature, who ©apuoaed hw
cause. This denial was all that saved him from an
overwhelming defeat. The people of this State are
true to its interests, its institutions and its constitu¬
tional right-, and they need only to be convinced of
tho free soil proclivities of an aspirant to public
office, to t-pum him as they would an incendiary, or
clandestine ogeut of the abolitionists.
